In some parts of the 
State we passed fields of corn that extend­
ed as far as the eye could 
suemed strange to me, they have no barns, 
but stack their hay and keep their cattle 
outside all winter. We stopped in Kan­
sas City, Mis.all day^o bad a good chance- 
to see the city, which is genuine western.. 
We arrived here the 17th, makkig six days 
on the road. Flagstaff—800 ft. elevation— 
Is a new town, but growing rapidly, and 
in a few years bids fair to l>e oue of the 
principal towns in Arisons. At present 
there are only two or three dozen houses 
and shanties ; but they are building all 
tbe time. The depot consists of two box 
cars —A good oue is to be put up soon I 
believe.

Ayer’s Mills, where I work, is a mile 
from tbe town and quite a community by 
itself, there being about two dozen dwell­
ing bouse*, and over two hundred men 

ployed in the mill and woods. Wo­
men are scarce, there being not over two 
dozen in the whole place who are mar­
ried.

A few minutes after the Westminster 
explosion tbe crowds waiting on the 
platform at the Freed Street station, 
adjoining the Paddington terminus of 
the Great Western Railway, were thrown 
into a panic by a tremendous report, 
apparently a few yards distant. The 
windows pf the refreshment room were 
si ivered to atoms. The young women 
behind the bar shrieked end fainted. 
There was a general stampede to the 
street above, where in an instant a 
thousand people bad collected.

Tile train had arrived at Praed Street 
from the Mansion House a few minutes 
before eight o’clock. Many passengers 
and fample from the country had been 
spending the day at tbe Fisheries Ex­
hibition. The train had scarcely en­
tered tbe tuanel way of the Edgeware 
Road when tbe explosion came. There 
was a loud noise like the tiring of can­
non, then sudden darkness ; ell the 
gas was extinguished. There was a 
breaking of glass, and splinters flying 
in alfdireotions. Then came tbe shrieks 
of tbe wounded end, screams of panic. 
'The stricken train rosbed through tbe 
darkness to the station, where guards 
and passengers brought help. Many 
were carried up stairs to tbe main road 
end taken to St. Mary's hospital. Others 
walked to tbe dispensaries and obem- 
lets’ shops. The real were badly fright­
ened, but finished tbeir journey In 
cahs.

The first surmise was that an explo­
sion had occurred. Tbe chief engineer 
examined the wreak. Two thirdolsee 
carriages were shattered. The heavy 
wood work of tbe roof, beams and floor 
was pulverised. From every window 
and doorway every peMiele of light 
wood had disappeared. - There was no 
signs of a gas explosion ; moreover, tbe 
cylinders had been already burning 
seven teen heure and were now nearly 
empty. It waa then suggested that 
foul air had eolleotad in tbe tunnel and 
exploded by contact with an inflam­
mable substance, hot the officials decid­
ed that the disaster wee caused by an 
infernal machine. The sleeper» on the 
line were rednoed to matchwood. The 
indentation in the aide of the tunnel 
showed the concentrated force of tbe 
explosive. A line right across the arch 
indicated the direction in which the ex­
plosive travelled. Four rpoketa or dy­
namite cartridges are said to have been 
found near the spot. There is no doubt 
of the dastardly outrage."

—The lumber manufacturers of the 
North Western States are agreed that some 
restrictions should be placed on lumbering 
operations there. They urge two princi­
ples for this :—First, that at the present 
rate of consumption the forests will soon 
disappear ; second that the markets ate 
overstocked as it is. The American Com­
missioner of Agriculture declares that if 
the present rate of cutting be continued 
tbe pine forests of Minnesota and Michi­
gan will be exhausted In ten years, aud 
those of Wisconsin in twenty years. Tbe 
pine forests of Maine are hardly expect­
ed so last more than four years longer, 
and the spruce forests scarcely more than 
fifteen. The best fluids now are the South 
Atlantic and Gulf States. At present 
rates of cutting the pine forests of Geor­
gia will last 80 years, those of tbe Caro- 
11une 60 years, those of Mississippi 150, 
aud those of Arkansas 300 years. Into tbe 
latter State, however, lumbermen are 
crowding by hundreds. Already thenum- 
l»vr of saw mills is more than quadruple 
what It was in 1880. They are seen along 
every railroad track and on the banks of 

ry navigable river. The production of 
lumber is twenty times greater than it was 
seacn years ago.

Mr. Blanrhard roada paper on “ The Pfc- 
tou Cattle Disease " in the Veterinary Col­
lege on Thursday night. He said the dis­
ease had gone on fof 4 long while, but 
only during-the last few years had it been 
looked into. On the matter being present­
ed to the Government, Dr. Tbair had 
been sent to onquire into the nature or 
cause of-’ the disease. He made Investiga­
tions, but did not coloe nearer to either 
the nature or the cause, Some said the 
disease originated from the cattle eating 
the Ragwort, tbe seed of which plant was 
transported from Scotland, others that it 
came from leaving a dead cow nnburied. 
Tbe speaker thought that it was occasion­
ed by the poor bay which Is grown in Pic- 
tou. This, he said, was more like broom 
straw than hay and that in addition to be­
ing poor was mixed with all kinds of weeds. 
Why cattle in other places where hay was 
just the same did not catch' the disease be 
loft others who were wiser than himself to 
determine. But it was certain that so 
long as tho farmers did not feed their 
stock with food containing more ultrogen- 
eous qualities this disease would continue. 
How does it spread T This was the mys­
tery, as it was not known whether it was 
infections or not The d iSease was one of 
blood, and there was a theory that It was 
allied to dropsy ; but this was merely , a 
theory. To prevent It it was necessary, to 
b -ry’iieeply or burn all animals that died 
of It, and to Isolate ell animals sbspected, 
as also those that hadibeeu with animal* 
that had the disease.

Dr. 0«ler then gave hts opinion of tbe 
disease. Dr. McEachran stated that the 
rate of mortality since the disease began, 
thirty years ago yvaw only 300 yearly. No 
animal that took the disease ever recover­
ed, so far as be kne*. He w'ir inclined 
to think with Dr. Osier that tbe disease 
was infectious, and although they were 
all glad that such a disease had been near­
ly altogether eradicated, yet there was a 
-disappointment to all of them that they 
had not found out the nature of AL—Afon- 
treal Witness.

asked for the latter, an additional item in 
the equation being that the western barrels 
contain fully oro peck more than their 
Down East rivals.

No winter fruit is raised in New Bruns­
wick—-nothing but soft fruit, the season for 
which closes about Nov. l, though the 
Alexander may with care be kept until 
Christmas. Mr. Sharp, the famous Wood- 
stock fruitier, is trying the experiment of 
raising winter fruit, with what success it 
remains to be seen. Early frolt being a 
dead lailure in the States, Mr. Sharp ship­
ped immense quantities of is choice stock 
to that quarter.—News.

The Wisconsin Agricultual Experi­
ment Station has issued Bulletin No. 1. 
which is a record of the experiments in 
feeding sweet milk to pigs and calves.
In the first experiment Poland-China 
pigs eighty-six days old were selected 
and fed milk and meal separately for 
twenty five days, the pigs being weigh 
ed every five days. At the end of 
twenty five days and a week of intermis­
sion, the lot that bad been fed milk waa 
put upon meal, and the lot that was 
fed on meal was put upon milk for 
twenty flve days more. Those fed upon 
milk were given|all they milk the would 
eat. The meal for the other lot was 
soaked in water until slightly sour.
For a short time both lots were fed 
gieen clover, but its use was soon aban­
doned. The following was the result :

The milk fed pigs in the first twenty- 
five days gained fifty and a half pounds, 
while the meal fed gained forty two and 
three'quarter pounds. At the end of 
the second twenty-five days, when the 
feed ng, recollect, was reversed, the 
meal-fed pigs gained sixty-one and a 
half pounds, while the milk fed gained 
seventy nine pounds. The quantity of 
milk «on.umcii in the firat toat, 1,168 
pounds; the meal consumed, a hun­
dred and sixty nine pounds. In the 
second test, two hundred and fifty three 
pounds of meal were consumed, and 
1,264 pounds of milk.

The conclusions drawn by the mana­
gers of the station from this experi­
ment, are that four hundred pounds of 
corn meal or 1.9U0 pounds of milk are 
required to produce a gain of one hun­
dred pounds of live weight. There­
fore, if hogs are worth, say five dollars 
per hundred pounds, milk fed in this 
way would be worth about twenty-five 
cents a hundred.

But in the experiment of feeding the 
meal and milk together, they make a 
very much better showing in the mat 
ter of value of milk. They feed one 
lot on fourteen pounds of mil* and 
three and one half pounds of meal for 
every hundred pounds of live weight, 
weighing the hogs every three days to 
ascertain the weight in order to regulate 
the amount of food.

Another lot was given twenty-six 
pounds of milk, and two and one- 
half pounds of meal for every hundred
pounds live weight. This trial lasted Sales attended to promptly in any part of the 
eighteen daya, at the expiration of Cuun‘7" '.°dl“ted- PromP‘
which time, the first lot had consumed Bridgetown, N. S., May, 1886.
four hundred and three pounds of milk 
and seventy seven pounds of meal, and 
had gained fifty-nine pounds.

The second lot consumed seven hun­
dred and thirty-three pounds of milk 
and seventy pounds of meal, and gained
seventy-six and a quarter pounds. Still ENCOURAGE HOME MANUFACTURE, 
another lot was fed nine pounds of 
milk, and five and a half pounds of meal 
to the hundred pounds of live weight, 
which would be a ration that had an 
excess of what are termed Carbbydrates 
—sugar of milk and starch of corn — 
and at the end of the eighteen days had 
consumed two hundred and fifty-seven 
pounds of milk and a hundred and 
fifty-six pounds of meal, gaining 
seventy-six and a half pounds. Yet 
another lot were fed all the meal the/ 
could eat, the meal being soaked until 
slightly sour. This lot consumed 168 
pounds of meal—all they could eat, re 
member—and gained thirty three and a 
quarter pounds.

And while it is foreign to the object 
of this article, we desire to embrace the 
occasion to enforce our frequently re 
peated lesson, that the men who are 
crowding corn into their pigs are not 
gaining growth, and we might add are 
not producing vigor and bealth.

Now, reviewing these latter experis 
ments, we will observe that the first lot 
wohld require a hundred aud thirty 
pounds of meal and six hundred and 
eighty pounds of milk to make a hun­
dred pounds of growth. Tbia being so,
Prof. Henry—under whose direct super 
vision these experiments are made- 
says, that granting corn meal ie worth 
one dollar per hundred, and pork five 
dollars per hundred, live weight, the 
milk-fed would be worth fifty-four cents 
per hundred. With the second lot it 
is shown that it would take nine hun­
dred and sixty pounds of milk and 
ninty six pounds of meal to produce a 
hundred pounds of pork, and with 
prices claimed for the firstlot, the milk 
would be worth only forty cente per 
hundred. But it ie in the third lot, 
where the proportions of milk and 
meal bring up the value of the milk.

There It is shown that two hundred 
pounds of meal and three hundred and 
thirty pounds of milk are necessary to 
make a hundred pounds of pork. That 
would make the milk worth ninety 
cents a hundred. This ia certainly a 
very interesting series of experiments, 
and we will examine it further at 
another time.— Weotern Rural.

Handwriting. TERMS, SIGHT. tfn40

To write an ugly band may be call­
ed a misfortune. If you will ; but to 
write an illegible hand ia a crime 
against society. Every one who 
chooses can form each letter distinctly, 
can make a difference between an n 
and a u, and between e and c, can dot 
i's, and cross Vs. Therefore, no educa* 
te-1 persons who wishes for employ* 
moot as an amanuensis or copyist can 
be excused for writing badly. He 
ought to be able to write letters and 
copy manuscripts clearly and legibly; 
if he cannot he has only himself to 
blame. To all those who feel their 
deficiency, and wish to improve, here 
are a few hints: Write two or three 
copies every day in large hand. Look 

s at your copy upside down, when the 
turns of the letter should appear as 
well shaped aa they do when you look 
at them the right way. Thus, let the 
letters nu, when turned upside down, 
make a good mi, only wanting the ad. 
dition of the dot to the i. Never leave 
an i to be dotted or a t to be crossed 
until you have finished a line or a sen* 
tenoe. Dot your i’s and cross your t’s 
when you have finished the word, at 
latest. Remember that the lines of 
legibility in writing, as of beauty in 
nature, are all curved. Angular writ 
ing is never pretty, seldom legible. 
Never indulge in making over-long 
tails to g’s, q’s, y’s nor over long beads 
ao l’s, Vs and similar letters, running 
them into the upper and lower line. 
Indulge in no turns, curie or flourishes 
of any kind. Study to make your writ­
ing compact without being cramped; 
free without straggling. To write 
rather upright than otherwise contrib* 
utes to the union of compactness and 
freedom. tfever imitate another per 
son's writing under the idea that it is 
prettier than your own. Many a per­
son spoils a good handwriting, in this 
way. Let your handwriting form 
itself from free, bold oopy-writing, and 
let it be thoroughly your own. Culti­
vate the power of writing quickly, be* 
cause it will probably be necessary to 
you-certainly an advantage. But 
eschew hurry. Legibility must never 
be sacrificed for need.

Bk Truh.—There are persons whom 
you can always believe, because they 

~~b*ve the habit of telling the truth. 
They do not ‘ color’ or enlarge a bit of 
news in order to make it sound tine or 
remarkable. There are others whom 
you hardly know whether to believe or 
not, because they 4 stretch’ things so.
A trifling incident grows in size, bat 
not in quality, by passing through their 
mouths. They take a small fact or 
slander bit of news and pad it with 
added words, and paint it with high- 
colored adjectives, until it is lsrgely 
unreal and gives a false impression. 
And owe does not like to listen to folks,
Tv hen so much must be 4 allowed for 
shrinkage.’ Cultivate the truth in 
little things as well as great ones. Pick 
your words wisely, and use only such 
as rightly mean what you say. Never 
• stretch' a story or a fact to make it 
seem bigger or funnier. Do this, and 
people will learn to trust you and re^ 
epect you. This will be better than hav­
ing a name for telling wonderful stories 
or making foolishly and falsely 4 funny’ 
remarks. There are enough true funuy 
things happening in the world, and 
they are most entertaining when told 
just exactly aa they came to pass. One 
has well said, ‘Never deceive for the 
sake of a foolish jest, or to excite the 
laughter of a few companions, at the 
expense of a friend.’ Dear young friends 
ends, be true. Do the truth. Tell the 
truth. There are many false tongues.

Prepare tor Drouth.

The diminution io milk superinduc­
ed by summer drouths is one of the 
farmer’s drawbacks. The check io tbe 
flow of milk is sometimes felt through 
out the entire season , even if favorable 
weather should afterwards ensue, for 
when cows once fall off io their milk, 
it ie hard work to bring them up again 
at this advanced stage of their yearly 
milk giving period. Such a loss may 
be avoided by taking the precaution of 
sowing a small field ol ooro adjoining 
tbe pasture, or in some place where it 
will be convenient to feed. If sown at 
the usual time of planting corn, it will 
be large enough to use by the middle 
of July. Another piece may be 
later, lor feeding in August. This will 
be found cheep and good for milch 
oowe, on account of ito extraordinary 
sucoulenoe. Sorghum and millet are 
also good, but the corn for a «oiling 
crop ia better. On most soils it flour- 
ishes during a drouth, when everything 
else suffers. The.cattle ean be fed in 
the pasture, lane, or yard, at regular 
hours. An acre or two will often help 
out wonderfully in this way, and that 
which ia not needed for feeding daring 
the summer can be out and cured for 
winter use.
