Halifax Deaf and Dumb Institution,

The closing exercises of the pupils of 
this valuable institution took place last 
Saturday afternoon at Halifax, when his 
honor lieutenant-governor Daley presided. 
The attendance included a number of the 
clergy and many representative citizens. 
The programme was full of deep interest to 
all, and clearly showed the great benefits 
the institution bestows on those who take 
advantage of its teachings. Speeches were 
made by Governor Daley, Principal J. 
Fearron, Dr. Tobin, Canon Partridge, Rev. 
Dyson Hague, and others, after which 
prizes were distributed.

Some thirty-four years have now passed 
away since the Deal and Dumb Institution 
was opened in Halifax. From small be­
ginnings it has grown until it has become 
a large and efficient institution requiring 
increased accommodation. About thirty- 
seven years ago the first commencement 
was made in Nova Scotia of a school for in­
struction of deaf mutes. At that time not 
less than three hundred were found in this 
province. The school began in a small 
room in a backyard of a house on Argyle 
street with two pupils, taught by Mr. W. 
Gray. Attention was soon drawn to the 
infant institution, and through generous 
contributions the school was removed. A 
room fronting on the same street was then 
secured and shortly afterwards the half of 
a house, where the pupils increased to 
twelve.

On the 1st May, 1857, part of a house oq 
Gottingen street was secured, where the 
institution now stands and the efficient ser­
vices of the late J. Scott Hutton were se­
cured as Principal. At the end of 1858 
twenty-seven pupils were reported in atten­
dance. This noble institution has gone 
on and increased from year to year, and 
last term had seventy-three pupils, coming 
from all 
Fraser, t

be required which will necessitate an ap­
peal to the pulbic, and we hope the chari­
tably disposed will cheerfully respond with 
liberal donations and thus render assistance 
to this afflicted class in our midst—the chil­
dren of silence.

ANNAPOLIS ROYAL !

Their first raid was on the store of Mr. 
R. Shipley on Tuesday evening, 14th inet., 
the night of the terrible storm, entrance 
being gained by forcing the front door with 
a jimmy. The articles taken from this 
place consisted principally of canned goods 
and other edibles, together with a supply 
of tobacco, cigars, and a few pocket knives.

Cox, Esq., who fortunately at the time 
was awake, and being distrustful that some­
thing was wrong from the stealthy step 
and untimely hour, wanted to know “who 
came there!” when the light was instantly 
extinguished and the burglars beat a hasty 
retreat, taking with then a mackintosh and 
overcoat which were hanging in the hall 
and which were the property of the squire. 
Mr. Cox at once proceeded to make an in­
vestigation of what was going on, and on 
reaching the lower flat of the house found 
both porch doors open and a window hoisted. 
After securing the doors, and while in the 
act of fastening down the window, a large 
stone, thrown with great force, struck the 
window casing, 
if not fatal blow

Leaving this dwelling they endeavored to 
gain admittance into the residence of R. E. 
FitzRandolph, Esq., on Queen street, but 
were thwarted by a light being struck im­
mediately above them in the premises 
occupied by Dr. Marshall.

During the session of the Supreme Court 
in this toM n last week an unusual number 
of witnesses and others Mere present, and 
great interest was manifested as to the re­
sult of the more important cases pending.

The insurance case of Mr. Samuel Nick- 
son vs. The Queen Ins. Co. M’as the first 
cause tried, and a verdict for the full 
amount insured, $2,000, given for the plain- 

The principal con ten ti ns of t he de­
fendant company were that there were not 
enough goods in the store to represent the 
amount insured; that proper notice of the 
loss had not been given; and that a proper 
account of the goods destroyed, within the 
meaning of the terms of the policy, had 
not been furnished. The case will be ap­
pealed. Messrs. Ritchie and Roscoe for 
the plaintiff; Messrs. Harrington and Mell- 
ish for the defendant company.

The next case Mas that of Queen vs. 
Sanford, the charge being arson. The 
defendant was tried for maliciously setting 
fire to the barn of Handley Bishop, of 
Clementsvale, whereby the barn, ten head 
of cattle, two horses, a dog and about 
twelve tons of hay were consumed. The 
Crown was represented by Attorney-General 
Longley and U. M. Owen, who endeavored 
to show themotive to be out of revenge of 
Scott Act prosecutions Bishop being the 
man who served the warrant. Many of 
the witnesses for the defence were not 
called, but on that elicited from those M’hose 
evidence was taken the jury returned a 
verdict in favor of the defendant. The 
other charge for the burning of Vroom’s 
office at Clementsport was not tried, and 
Sanford was discharged from both indict­
ments. H. E. Gillis and Harrington, Q.C. 
for defdt.

Following this came the case of A. VV. 
Corbitt, postmaster at Annapolis vs. VV. 
H. Weldon and Chas. Annand. This was 
an action brought by Mr. Corbitt against 
Weldon, a correspondent of the Morning 
Chronicle, for the publication of a libellous 
report reflecting on his efficiency as post­
master. The jury after being out some 
two hours, returned with a verdict for the 
plaintiff and no damages, each side paying 
its own costs. This mbs considered as no 
verdict and they were sent back. The jury 
came into court at 6.15 with a verdict for 
plaintiff for fifty dollars. Ritchie, Q. C. 
and Robertson for pltff. Harrington, Q.C. 
and Owen for defdt.

Inglis Phinney vs. Morse, an action of 
replevin, occupied the court till adjourn­
ment on Saturday. Judgment reserved.

Court resumed Tuesday afternoon, when 
tha cause of T. W. Chesley vs. W. R. 
Troop, for trespass, was commenced and is 
still on.

The grand jury found a true hill against 
Simmons, charged with rape, hut as yet he 
has not been arrested, and is supposed to 
have fled the country.

At the afternoon session the deparment 
of Sunday school work was the chief mat­
ter of business. The report on Sunday 
schools was read by Rev. D. H. Simpson. 
An animated and very interesting discus­
sion followed.

Crosby spoke on the evils of tobacco using, 
ftufrrt in support of the proposition that to­
bacco using in any form is inconsistent with 
a professor of Christianity.

The last speaker of the evening was 
Rev. D. H. Simpson, who discussed the 
question of “ Prohibiton, and how to ob­
tain it.”

On Sunday morning an immense congre­
gation crowded the old church to the doors. 
The preacher at this service was Rev. G. 
O. Gates, of St. John, N. B. His theme 
was Foreign Missions, and his text: Romans 
1st chapter, 14th verse. The sermon was 
a masterpiece, and created a profound im­
pression upon the audience. His hearers 
will not soon forget the strong and telling 
points made respecting the obligation which 
rests upon every Christian to give the gos­
pel to the perishing heathen.

At 3 p.m. a missionary meeting was held 
under the auspices of the Women’s Mis­
sionary Aid Society. Miss Amy Johnson, 
of Dartmouth, presided, and gave the open­
ing address. She was followed by Miss 
Chipman, of Milton, who spoke on “ Mis­
sionary work as exalting Christ.” Mrs. D. 
H. Simpson followed with an address 
on “ The training of children in mission 
bands.” Mrs. Truman Bishop gave a pa­
per on the Life and work of Wm. Carey.” 
Altogether the session was one of intense 
interest, and could not fail to awaken a 
deeper enthusiasm in missions.

In the evening a mass missonary meeting 
was held. The report on Missions was 
read by the chairman, Rev. G. R. White. 
It showed that a year of hard work had 
been done on the mission fields, that the 
outlook in these fields was bright, and that 
a new departure had been made by the 
Board in appointing Rev. J. W. Manning 
as Home Secretary to give his entire time 
to the work. The meeting was ad­
dressed by the following speakers: Rev. G. 
O. Gates, Rev. I. C. Archibald, returned 
missonary, and Rev. S. H. Cain.

The Association resumed business at 10 
o’clock on Monday. After some routine 
business was transacted, the annual Circu­
lar Letter was read by Rev. A. F. Browne, 
of Tusket. The letter was an unusually 
brilliant one, and its publication in the de­
nominational organ was asked for.

During the session tender reference was 
made to the illness of several of the aged 
pastors, and the Secretary was instructed 
to convey to them the sympathy of the As­
sociation.

At the afternoon session a lively discus­
sion took place over the report on denomi­
national literature. The report of the com­
mittee on obituaries, while deeply regretting 
the fact that several prominent laymen— 
notably H. H. Chute, M. P. P., of Bear 
River,—were called away from earth during 
the year, yet gratefully acknowledged the 
mercy of God in sparing the lives of all the 
pastors. The Association was led in devout 
prayer and thankfulness to the Heavenly 
Father for His great mercy in this respect.

At the closing session the Associational 
sermon was delivered by Rev. F. M. Young, 
of Bridgetown. His text was Isaiah 52:1, 
and his theme was “ The call to awake to a 
sleeping church.” The sermon was in the 
preacher’s best vein, and created a deep im­
pression.
