The Consumption of OIl,

Two gentlemen, Mr. Starr and Mr, Shaw,
testified before the tariff comwmission last
week as rep: tatives of the farming in-
terests. One said that the Canadian farmers
used annually on an average 100 gallons of
oil. The other placed the average consump-
tion at 50 gallons. Oa the first estimate all
the farmers of Canada would use 45,000,000
gallons every year. On the other estimate
would use 22,500,000 gallons. The total
Canadian production has never quite reached
11,000,000 gallons in one year, and the total
importation has always been less than 7,000,
000 gallons. Apparently there is some srror
in the Nova Scotia estimates. But the wit-
nesses can take comfort from the case of the
Quebec complainant who testified that each
farmer used about 150 gallons annually.
From the producer’s statistics and the trade
returns it would appear that the people of
Canada use annually between fifteen and
twenty gallons of oil for each family.—8t.

The impor-
tance of the Turkish problem pales into in-
significance, as an European war topic, when
compared with the one so recently launched
by the British C and we predi
that the next five weeks’ European news
will be impregoated with talk of another
approaching international crisis.

—The exhibit of Nova Scotia gold, at the
Montreal mining institute, is attracting con-
siderable attention aad will no doubt do
much to alienate the affections of upper
province capitalists from the Rossland mines
to the mining prospects of our own province.
The Nova Scotia ore exhibit is from » dozen
different mines, now in operation and mak-
ing handsome returns on the capital invested,
and the quality of the ore is sufficient to
show how readily these returns can be mul-
tiplied by the introduction of sufficient cap-
ital to properly equip the mines for an in-
creased output. The Golden Lode of South
Uniacke is represented, acd its record of
five per cent dividends, per month, on the
capital invested, for the past twenty-two
months, is sufficient to make it compare
favorably with the best of Western mines.
The mines at Montagu, Caribou, Waverly,
Rawdon, Brookfield, Molega, Renfren, Ox-
ford, and the Thompson in Cape Breton, are
also represented, and indicate the extent of
the provincial gold area. Deputy Commis-
gioner of Mines, Gilpin, has done well in ar-
ranging this exhibit, and it can not but prove
a valuable advertisement for the province
and will surely be a factor in the develop-
ment of our mining intereste. The concen-
sus of opinion among mining men seems to
be that Nova Scotia is just on the vergeof a
great mining boom, and if expectations are
justified, next spring will see the business
outlook assuming a rosier hue. The pro-
vince can stand & boom and there is small
danger of disaster and failure following in

its wake.

—That there is considered to be money in
the Nova Scotia pulp industry is evidenced
by the formation of the Acadia Pulp and
Paper Mills Co., Ltd., whose business is, in
effect, to obtain control of the existing pulp
mills and regulate the output throughout the
province. The company has been granted

.~&charter by the local legislature and has a
eapital stock $550,000 with power to increase
to §5,000,000. The incorporatorsincludesix
well-known Halifax capitalists, a brace of
Americans and an Englishman, and their
movements will be watched with interest.
The pulp and paper indastry needs develop-
ing badly in Nova Scotia, but there is a
question as to whether it can beat be done
by a combine, such as the company just
1 hed may be idered to be. Agit is
now, the industry is being surely developed
by a dozen different concerns and a ready
sale is found for the manufactured article in
the United States. The average Nova Sco-
tian has no love for combines, but we think
the operations of the new company will
hardly be detrimental to his interests since
the market for their output is far afield. If
they invest their capital in vigorously pros-
ecuting the manufacture of pulp and paper,
all should be well, but if they invest it mere-
ly to obtain control of the industry and tie
it up for a chance to secure an advance on
their purchase, they will do the induastry a
decided injary.

Report of the Yearly Meeting of the Presby-
terian Churches at Annapolis and
Bridgetown,

The annual meetings of the Annapolis and
Bridgetown congregations of the Presbyter-
ian churches took place on the 6th and 19th
of January, respectively. Each congrega-
tion shows a fairly prosperous year. While
the admissions to church bership were
not so many as last year, and while the death
roll was greater, still there was a gain in
church membership and an exceptionally
large number of infants were baptized. Fi
nancially both congregations made a good
showing. After paying pastor’s salary and
all running expenses each church had a bal-
ance in the treasury.

In regard to the schemes of the Church
last year the congregations, raised more
money for the schemes than in any other
year in the history of the church. Ntill this
year they raised ten dollars more for this
purpose than they raised last year.

The Annapolis congregation put a new fur-
nace in their church and made some needed
changes in the pulpit while the pastor was
away at the meeting of the Syned. "In the
spring this church edifice is to be raised two
feet and underpinned with brick, clapboard-
ed, painted, etc., and a spire is to be built
on the south-west corner of the church, and
we hope that a new bell will swing in its
place shortly after the repairs are made, as
one enthusiastic brother has already offered
to give $25 for that purpose. The money
for said repairs is now in the treasury.

The Gordon Memorial Church will also
make some repairs on the church and grounds
in the spring. This charch has also arranged
to cancel the debt on their manse as soon as
posgible.

The outside charities of these congrega-
tions have been very creditable to the
churches. One item for instance: Last Sun-
day they raised, beside the ordinary collec-
tions, over forty dollars for the India Fam-
ine Fund. The method of reising money in
these churches is perhaps a little primitive,
and yet it works well, as the treasuries show.
All money is raised by voluntary contribu-
tions. There is no taxing of seats, no distri-
bution of envelopes, no circulating of sub-
scription papers, no pledging of members;
each man trusts his neighbor to put into the
Lord’s treasury as he has been prospered,
and all trust Him who said * By their fruits
ye shall know them.”

Canned Goods.

In buying canned goods an eminent
physician’s instructions are to *‘reject every
article that does not show the line of rosin
round the edge of the solder of the cap, the
same as is seen on the seam on the side of
the can. Reject every can that does not
have the name of the manufacturer or firm
upon it, as well as the name of the company
or town where manufactured. Standards
have all this. When the wholesale dealer
is ashamed to have his name on the goods
fight shy of him. Press upon the bottom of
the can. If d ing the
tin will rattle the same as the bottom of the
oiler of your sewing machine will do. If
the goods are sound it will be solid, and
there will be no rattle in the tin. Reject
every tin that shows any sign of rust around
the cap on the inside of the head of the can.
If househeepers are educated on these points
then the muriate of zinc amalgam will be-
come a thing of the past.

Floor Staining.

To stain a floor properly requires an infin-
ite amount of patience, but in every detail
is faithfully carried out and the result
attained will be ample payment for all the
hard work.

First begin by thoroughly washing the
floor then fill the cracke with putty. Scrape
away any spots of paint or putty which may
be on the boards. The stains can be obtain-
ed at such resonable prices that it is not
worth one’s while to bother mixing them.
Now begin with a flat brush and work it
always in accordance with the grain of the
wood, painting a few boards at a time.

It usually takes about forty-eight hours
for the paint to dry, and it is better to keep
the room closed during that time. By giving
two coats of paint to a floor a room should not
again need to be touched with a brush for a
whole year. To keep the floor looking fresh
and clean it is necessary to go over it at least
once a week with a flannel rag and crude oil.

A cupful of cold boiled ham mixed with
an equal amount of chopped potato, covered
in a deep dish, with cream sauce, and then
browned in the oven, makes a delicious break-
fast dish, Good breakfast croquettes are
made of equal parts of rice and ham, well

acid) with tomato sauce. It is hardly neces-
sary to rehearse the delights of ham broiled
in slices with the daintiest fried eggs that
ever were browned (not in batter, but sweet
olive oil); or of minced beiled ham with egge.
There are a myriad of ways in which minced
ham can be served with eggs; but whether
sprinkled over fried eggs, in an omelet, or in
scrambled form, it is always excellent.
At a season when most meats pall upon the
taste eggs are usually welcome at the morning
meal and in addition to ham give the
piquancy needed to stimulate the appetite.

Children’s Teeth.

It is quite sad to see young children in
these days with bad teeth, and suffering
from toothache. Much trouble might be
saved if children were taught, when very
young, to use their tooth-brushes night and
morning. The night cleansing is most im-
portant, as it gets rid of the acids and par-
ticles of food that have accumulated during
the day, and which if allowed to remain,
cause decay. Warm water and a fairly hard
brush should be used. If children were
taught, when quite young, that cleansing
their teeth night and morning was as impor-
tant as brushing the hair, or any other
duties of the toilet, the habit acquired in
youth would remain with them in after years,
and would, I feel sure, save them much
trouble and pain.

Spots on Table Linen.

1t is hardly necessary to repeat that boil-
ing water will remove coffee stains, and cold
water tea stains, and either is likely to be-
come fixed if put in the wash before extract-
ing the stain.

Stains from vinegar and pickles should
have ealt thrown over them, and if this does
not extract them, they-should be treated like
fruit stains and have boiling water poured
over them.

A simple preparation of oxalicacid, lemon
juice and rain water will usually remove
spots that seem permanently fixed. Mix a
tablespoonful of lemon juice. Put in a bot-
tle and shake well. Rub the spots in the
preparation, and then rinse it at once in
clear water.

For the Hands.

Six drachms of powdered borax, three-
quarters of an ounce of Price’s glycerine,
twelve ounces of rose-water make a cooling
lotion for the hands.

This is fragrant and agreeable; its daily
use renders the skin beautifully soft and
white, prevents and removes chaps and other
imperfections of the skin.

—A silver polish can be made by mixing
a few drops of ammonia with whiting, an
add enough water to the whole to make it
the consistency of cream. It can be bottled,
and, if corked tightly will keep as long as
desired. It cleans silver without hard rub-
bing.

—Thefollowing treatment is recommended
for neuralgia: eat a freestone and roll it
in a cloth; then wet one side o‘f it, pour over
it a teaspoonful of essence of peppermint.
lay the face on it and wrap the head in flan-
nel.
