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PREFACE.

In presenting this small collection of old China to the Museum of King’s College,

Windsor, N. S., it is hoped it will be borne in mind that it must be valued not for its in- .

trinsic worth, but as recollections of the early settlers in these Colonie;s< among which will

be found several contributions from families of later arrival.

The original intention, however, of the collection was to save from destruction some
specimens of the China brought to the country by the Loyalists, and to place them in the
first Coﬁege in British North America established by Royal Charter since their landing,—
a fitting place of deposit for the relics of those leal and true subjects of the English Crown.

1t is rather a remarkable fact, that in the hazardous departure of these Refugees,
though oblwed in many cases to leave their books, plate, and even clothmcr still the bowl
in which then' children were baptized, or some gxaluable articles of glass or porcelain was
always saved, and it is believed their ;descenﬂants will place some value on these slight

memorials of an ancestry worthy to be held in all honor.

A distinguished general Officer when in command of the troops in St. John, truly and
beautifully remarked to the domor, “ that the self-denying devotion of “those Loyalists in.

their attachment to their Sovereiorn exceeded anything on record in the pgges of History.”

The family were among the most distinguished Loyalists
who left New York. He was the senior Loyalist Officer in commission during the
coutest, and raised several Battalions. These Officers found a residence in the
British Provinces. Excepting Sir Wm. Pepperell, Col. Delancy appears to have
been the most active member of the agency in England in 1788, in representing
the claims of the Loyalists to the British Government.

His
eldest son Thomas was a Lieutenant in the 2nd Life Guards, was taken prisoner
by the French,and in France from 18302 to 1512, when he was released. He was
Captain of Police at St. Helena under Sir Hudson Lowe during the imprisonment
of Napoleon there. Four othersons, viz: Andrew, Chatles, Frank, and Bradshaw,
held Commissions in the 104th Regt. Charles, who presented this Vase, brought
by his father to the Province, was a Lieut. in'the same regiment on its march
from Fredericton to Quebec in the winter of 1813. '

The account of this most heroic adventure was given by himself ‘ten .years ago.

In February 1813 the Regiment left I'redericton - for Quebec on snowshces; while
on their march, a severe snowstorm came on which lasted three days.  The first
Jdetachment arrived at the Degele river which empties into the Lake Temiscouta,
where all further progress was arrested.  During this time the second detachment
had joined them; the storm had prevented the supplies coming to the Degele ;
what they had, had become exhausted, and the nearest depot of provisions they
felt certain about was at the River DeLoup on the St. Lawrence, a distance of
— miles. In their distress and perplexity Lieut. Rainsford found two Indians
who said they knew a short cut across the lake to where a depot of provisions
had come before the storm. He volunteered to start with the two Indians on
snowshoes. The thermometer showed the mercury standing 39" below zero.
He travelled a distance of 54 miles and returned in 24 hours, bringing tobogans
drawn by Frenchmen and Indians, with the necessary suppiies. By this heroic
act a large portion of the regiment was saved from perishing by cold and star-
vation. Lieut. Rainsford was immediately promoted to a Captaincy, and retired
when the regiment was disbanded in 1817 on half pay.

These facts having been prominently brought to the notice of the Imperial Govern-

ment by Lord Dufferin, Jate Governor General, Her Majesty was graciously pleased
in consideration of these services to grant him a pension of £100 Stg. during life.

Capt. Rainsford is now in his 95th year and enjoys excellent health. He sent a nice

little message with the Vase to the donor, expressing the pleasure it gave him to
contribute to the collection the last piece of loyalist China in his possession.

The ancestor of General Williams will always have honorable mention in Hi istory, :
for his noble.and courageous protection afférded to King Charles 2nd after the
battle of Worcester. The King had wandered to Boscobel alone and friendless,
and made kimself known to a fa.nuly of four brothers of the name of Penderell

. who lived in a lone house there, and though death was denounced to all who :
should conceal, and a large reward promised o any who should betray him, they
nobly promlsed to shelter him, and placed him in safety in the famous tree after-
wards ‘known as “King Charles’ Oak.” In the thick branches and leaves he
remained hidden twenty—fout hours, seeing the soldiers pass who were in pursuit
of him. In answer to the repeated and urgent request what the recompense
should be, the modest sum of Forty Pounds was named, and this being made
perpetual, the family still receive the pension. This remarkable occurrence,
together with Gen. Williamy’ own fame, gives these pieces of China a two—fuld
interest .among the relies of these *leal and true sub]ecta of the English Crown.’ ,
