CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

The transactions in lumber during the
past week have borne out the pred;ction
made in our last issue that there would be
no great volume of trade during the clos-
ivg veeks of the year. A goodly number
of enquiries are being made, and some
sales have been cfftcted, but indications
are not lacking that the trade is settling
down to a winter basis. Large purchases
for spring delivery are not likely to be
made unti! January or February. The
probabiihty is that the sprimg demand will
prescrit itself earlier than is usual. There
is an unconfirmed rumor that large con-
tracts have been placed with the Ottawa
valley mills for their nexi season's pro-
duction of Bntish deals. Pine mill culls
are sbowirg strength, and we would not
be surprised if considerably higher prices
for these would rule next season. Pine
lath also give evidence of seling at hWgher
figures. There is a scarcity of the better
grades of basswood lumber. Other lines
of hardwoods remain tinchanged, with the
demand showing a slight improvement.

A factor in the white pine market which
should not be disregarded is the almost
certainty of a decreased production of iogs
this wmnter. In view of the high cost of
labor and supplies, logging. operat ions in

n nearly every district are on a iimited scale.
There is much difficulty in olbaining the

n necessarynumberofwoodsmen. andshould
i, weather conditions throughout the wintgr

prove unavorable, th production of logs

QuRItC AND NEWV BiRUNSWICK.

Shipping f rom the St. Lawrence beng

ractically over for the season, the spruce
umber market is consequently quiet.

i Great Britain before contractng with
antifacturers for next seasons cul, and
must be said that the outlook for Brit-

sh trade is none too promis.ng. The
Unted States market bas shown more
fe and shipments have increased.
pruce clap-boards are selling, on Boston
ate of freight, at $29 to $30 for extra, and

27 tO $28 for clear, while the correspond-
mg figures for pine are $36 tu $38 and

33 to $37. Extra cedar shingles are
tronger at $2.75 to $2,90, clears bring-

mg $2.40 to $3.50.
NIANITOBA AND BRITISI COLUMBIA.

Throughout Manitoba and the Terri-
ories the movement of lumber is ight.
rhe retail dealers have sufficient stocks to
arry tbem tbrough the winter, and will

not purchase for spring delivery until after
he turn oftheyear. In British Columbia
he local consumption o[ lumber continues
o be oflarge value, and the shingle mar-
ket k particularly firm. Vessels are now
oading luntber at Chemainus for Souîth

Arrica, and an increased export trade may
be expected as a result.

UNITRD STATES.

The lumber market of the United States
has gained strength during the past week,
with indications of slibt weakness in re-
spect to one or two classes of stock. The
favorable features are a heavy movement
of stock to the east, an increased number
of enquiries for spring delivery, and high-
er prices for certain grades. The Boston
markethasdeveloped unexpectedstrength,
dealers there reponrting a marked increase
in demand. Buffalo dealers also tell of
an improvement in demand, with a light
:npply of all grades above barn boards.
Low grade inth seems ta be slightly
weaker and in larger supply, alI houh _at
Tonawanda there is said to be a scarcity
of ixi2 ich, the price of which has been
advanced by one dollar per thousand.
The mantifacturers of spruce are advanc.
mig pnices. At Bangor, Maine, narrow
spruce is quoted at $16 to $17, wide at
$17.50to $20, scantlings at $55 to $16,
and spruce boards, 10 to 16 feet long, at
$13 to $14. Basswood leads the hard.
woods in point of demand. A large east-
ern consummig firr is said to have made
heavy purchases of i inich basswood in
the Chicago market. Black ash is scarce,
while maple is quite plentiful, with inch
firsts and seconds selling the i Buffalo
narket at $2:.

Lath prices have been advanced 25
cents per thousand in Cleveland, Bngor,
and several other markets. At Ashland,
Wis., No i white pine lalh is held at $2.5o.
