This he failed to do, first, because the
material for the most part came too late to
hawnd, and, secondly, it was incomplete.
The information received, however, in the
course of time was in itself very valuable,
and in the hope that it may be interesting
to the readcrs of the Presbyterian, and
prove useful to the future historian of the
Church in Canada, it is proposed in this
and succceding numbers to give such a
resume of it as the time and space at our
digpdsal may permit. The greater part
of what follows has been supplied by the
wiaisters of the different charges and is
giver very often in their own words.
But special acknowledgements are due to
Mr. John McKy, stipendiary magistrate,
at New Glasgow, aud to the Rev. William
MecMillan, of Saltsprings, the clerk
of the Synod, both of whowm interested
themselves very much in this effort and
gave themselves no small trouble in their
endeavours to render the summary as full
and as reliable as possible.

CHAPTER 1.

Nova ScoTia.

Tae PRESBYTERTY OF Haurax.

The first English settlement was effec-
ted in 1749, when the Honorable Edward
Cornwallis, was appointed governor of the
country, and proceceded to found a colony,
accompanied by 3760 adventurers, who
landed in Chebucto Bay, and immediat.ly
began to build a town for their habitation,
which they called ITALIFAX, in honour of

science, may erect meeting-houses, chonse
and eleet ministers, and administer the
sacraments, according to their several
opinions ; and all such dissenters shall be
excused from any rates or taxes to be made
or levied tor the support of the Church of
England.” At the same time the church-
wardens and vestry were authorised to
assess the fuithful for the support of ordi-
nances, and justices of the peace were em-
powered to grant warrants of distress
against such as refused to pay their dues
after one month’s notice.

A long-standing grievance among the
dissenters seems (o have been the exclusive
privileges claimed by the Church of Eung-
land to marry by license, and, what made
matters worse, in parishes where there was
no Minister of the Church of England,
not only were the *‘Dissenters” ignored, but
insult was added to injury, it was alleged,
by the goverment conferring on certain lay-
men commissioned for that purpose, the
power of celebrating the rite of marriage.
In spite of continued remonstrances the
practice was continued,and indeed was
still in force at the date or Mr. Halibur-
ton’s writing (1828) and, if we are not
misinformed, is in force to this day in
some parts of Newfoundland.

Then, the Church of Ergland was clear-
ly ia the ascendancy in Nova Scotin. But
time wrought changes; for,in 1827, the
Presbyterians claimed 37,225 of the in-
habitants, and the Church of Eagland
28,000, the Church of Rome at the same
time numbering 20,401, The Mecthodists
9408 and the Baptists 19,790. The com-
parative progress of the several bodices since
that time appears from the numbers eredi.
ted to each by the census of 1371, as fol
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Jows: Presbyterians, 103,517; Roman
Catholics, 102,001 ; Baptists, 73,430,
Church of England, 55,124 ; Mcthodists,
40,871. Of the classes of Presbyterians
enumerated, the census gives th Free
Church, 75,427; Church of Scotland,
21,539 ; Reformed Presbyterian, 3,722;
Presbyterians, not specislly designated,
2851.

In explanation of the preponderance
of the first named, it is sufficient to
state that at the time of the division which
took place in 1844, most of the ministers
belonging to the Church of Scotland re-
turned to their native country; the re-
mainder, with three exceptions, joined the
seceding party ; and so it came about that
for several years the minister of McLen-
nan’s Mountain, and Messrs, Martin &
Scott, in Halitax, were the sole represen-
tatives of the Church of Scotland in Nova
Scotia. It is also to be borne in mind
that there never has been any Governoment
support given to the Churches of Nova
Scotia. There were no “ Clergy Reserves,”
and consequently no Commutation Fund;
and while it is true that the Colonial Com-
mittee have all along responded most gene-
rously to the calls made upon them from
time to time, both for men and moncy,
these churches labouring, as compared
with the Church in Capada, at a disadvan-
tage in a pecuniary scose, have neverthe-
l:ss done their duty faithfully and well
and in 2 spirit of earnestness, which ac-
counts for the satisfactory progress that
Las been made and their present pros-
perity.

The Synod of the Church of the Maritime
Provinces in connection with the Church
of Scotland had, at the time of the Uniop,
forty-one Congregations of which fiftcen are
in New Brunswick, leaving twenty-six for
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island and
Newfoundland. '

)
St. MaTtrrews, Harirax.

This oldest congregation in connection
with the Church of Scotland was organized
at the time of the first settlement of the
place and was originally called « Mather’s
Church,” in honour of the distinguisked
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New England divine, Cotton Mather.
Thz name St. Mathew’s, was probably sug-
gested by the similarity of sound as being
more in accordance with the fitness of
things. It had been originally designa-
ted as the ‘¢ Protestant Dissenting Con-
gregation” in contradistinction to the An-
glican Church, and continued to be known
by that name till 1790 when Dr. Brown
was pastor. The original founders of the
Congregation were settlers from New Eng-
land, which accounts for the name at first
assumed. But, gMdually, as the Scotch
element prevailed, two parties became
formed, the one New England and Dissent-
ing, the cther ¢ Scotch and National.”
Eventually the latter seems to have pre-
vailed in so far that application was made
by them to the University of Edinburgh
to supply the vacancy in 1786. On the
other hand the ¢ Dissenting” element
prevailed to the extent of securing the use
of Watt's Hymns, and these continued in
use till within the last few years.

The Church Records having been des-
troyed by fire there remain no officiul
documents, from which to trace with accu-
racy the detailsof its early history. It
appears, however, that the Rev. Aaron
Cleaveland from the Uunited States was the
first pastor. The next incumbent, so
far as has been certainly ascertained, was
the Rev. John Sycombe, from whose time
(1769) the Baptismal Register is complete.
He was also from the United States, and
of the Congregational connection.—In
his own day, “ the divine and poet of Nova
Scotia, of whose pious and apostolic la-
bours many could testify.” e was
succeceded in 1784 by the Rev. Thomas
Russell, the first Minister in counection
with the Church of Scotland, during whose
short incumbeney of two years the dis-
putes above referred to raged with great
violence. These ended in the resignation
of Mr. Russell, who was shortly after-
wards lost at sea in crossing-the Atlantic.
Application having been made to the
Edioburgh University, the Rev. Andrew
Brown, D.D., was appointed, who next
filled the charge from 1787 to 1795. Dr.
Brown was a native of Biggar, Lanark-
shire, and a man of acknowledged ability,
who, it is said, outstripped all others in
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this colony in genius and aequirements |
After leaving Halifax he was presented to
the parish of Lochmaben, Dumfriesshire,
and.soon after was translated to the New
Gereyfriars Church, Edinburgh, from
wlhich he was promoted to the Old Church
iwthe same city. In 1801 he succeeded
De. Blair as professor of rhetoric and belle-
lottres. He died in 1834. The Rev, Dr.
Archibald Gray succeeded Dr. Brown, in
1795 and was assisted at different times by
the Rev, Robert Xnox, and Rev, Ebenezer
Rennie. Dr. Gray W an accowplished
scholar and gentleman, and his pulpit
preparations were of that bright polished
order that distinguished the Scottish Clerg
of theday. He was a native of Moray-
shire, and a graduate of Kiog’s College,
Aberdean, from whence he reccived his
degree of Doctor of Divinity in 1804. He
died in.1826.

The only other clergyman of the church
of Scotlapd at this time in the Province
was the Rev. James Muaroe, settled at!
Antigonish. Like some other Scotchmen,
he was not made of the most yiclding
material ; butunder a rough exterior, he
possessed a feeling heart, and he was justly
regarded as-a sound divine and a sincere
Christian. Between the two Ministers
there seems to have exzisted no con-
cert or intercourse, and Munroe, becom-
ing weary of his isolation, connected him.
self with the Synod of ¢ The Presbyterian
Cliurch- of Nova Secotia,” which was
formed at this-time by the union of the
Burghers and Awnti-Burghers. Dr. Gray
was laid aside from his labours, in the
prime of life, by a stroke of paralysis, and
died at Halifux in 1826. Ivis worthy of
remark that during his illness public
worship was maintained in St. Mathew’s
vy the Rector and Curate of St. Paul’s
Episeopal Church, the late much respect-
ed Dr. Ioglis, afterwards Bishop of Nova
Scotia, and Dr. Twining, subsequently
Chaplain to the Forces, who then officiated
alternately morning and evening every
Sabbath day for a year or more.. At this
time many of the leading citizens of Hali-
fax were members of St. Mathew’s. The
Lieut.-Governor had his seat in the Kirk,

and during the adwinistration of Lord
Dalhousie, Sir James Kempt and Sir
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Colin Campbell, it was occupied by these re-
presentatives of royalty regularly at worn-
ing or evening service every Sabbath day.

Mr. Munroe died at Antigonish in a
good old age, and was buried in the churek-
yard of that place. A green grassy mound
on'y marked his resting place until, a few
years ago, some Ministers of the Presby-
tery of Pictou in connection with the
Church of Scotlara, had a memorial stone
placed at the head of his grave in token
of respect for the memory of a deceased
brother beloved.

We are apt to forget how much we owe
to our early pioneer ministers, and history
too often gives only silent consent to the
value of their services, Mr. Haliburton,
however, is sound on this point ; he says,
in his history of Nova Scotia, ‘ as soon as
“1t was known in Scotland that the gos-
‘““pel was preached at Pictou in Gaelic,
¢ the stream of emigration was directed
“ thither,” and, ‘“ it would be unjust to
omit the names of the Rev. Jumes Muaroe,
Hugh Graham, and James MecGregor,
to whom it may be said that the Presby-
terian cause in Nova Scotia almest owes
its existence. These gentlemeyn, amidst pri-
vations which the present inhabitants of
the country cannot appreciate, devoted
themselves to the improvement of their
destitute countrymen, and, though be-
longing to different denominations in Scot~
land, promoted the best interests of ewmi-
grants from that country by efecting their
Union ”

After Dr. Gray’s death Mr. Rennie of-
ficiated for a short time as ordained assis-
tant, until the arrival of the Rev. John
Scott, who had been ordained assistant and
successor by the Presbytery of Jedburgh
in Scotland. Mr. Scott was a fine speci-
men of the gentleman and scholar, though
somewhat distant and retiring in his man-
ner. Like Dr. Gray, his irfluence did
not extend much farther than the city. Ia
hisown sphere,however,he continued faith-
ful in the discharge of duty till 1863,when,
owing to the infirmities of age,he resigned
the charge. The congregation secured
Mr. Scott a very handsome annuity, and
he was left in possession of the Manse.
But he did oot long survive the ceszation
of active work. Hedied in February,
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1864, having been thirty-seven years min-

ister of St. Matthew’s Church, and having
always sustained a high and honourable

character as a minister of the Chureh of

Scotland. The Rev. Thomas Jardine,
now minister of Arnsheen, Girvan, Seot-
land, was inducted Collegiate minister
with Mr. Scott in 1858, but returned to
the Old Country in 1872.

The choice of the congregation next
fell on the Rev. George M. Grant. M. A,
the present incumbent. Mr. Grant is a
native of Pictou, N.S., and reccived his
education at the University of (lasgow,
where he graduated with higher honours
than any student who preceded him for
five years. He and several of his fellow-

studeats returoed to their native country |

as missionaries uoder the auspices of the
Colonial Committee. Mr, Grant gave full
proof of his ministry as a missionary in
Prince Edward Island during the two
years preceding his appointment to St.
Matthew's Church. It is not saying too
much to state that, from the time of his
induction, not only has his own congre-
eation attained a marked degree of pros-
perity, but.his influence for good has
estended far beyond the limits of either
his Presbytery or his Pro-ince. As a
platform speaker and debater Mr. Grant
has few cquals. IIe is a brilliant lecturer.
Hisbook of travel, “From Occan to
Ocean,” has given him European fame.
But tkese have only been his pastimes.
His strength has been devoted to his par-
ish work. The value of his services to

the Church as Convener of the Board of

Home Missions, during the five years he
lield that office, is simply incalculuble.

The old church was burned down on
the first day of the year 1838, and imme-
diately thereafter steps were taken for the
erection of another, and the result was the
present handsome building seated for 1000

_persons, which cost about 850,000, and is
now entirely free from d bt. Thenumber
of families connceted with the congregation
is over two hundred and forty. There
are 370 communicants on the roll and @30
scholars in the Sibbath school. The
anrnual expenditure for all purposes is
about §10,000.
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St. ANDREWS, HALIFAX,

was originally designed to be in connection
with the “Relief” Body. To that
church application was made for a Pastor,
and the result was the arrival of the Rev.
Mr. Patterson from Dumfriesshirein the
Spring of 1818, who, after baving organ-
ized the congregation,returned to Scotland
in the Autumn of the same year. The
Rev. Mr. Melnnis was sent out Ly
the same church to carry on the work be-
gun by Mr. Patterson. but, after about
eighteen months he fell into ill health and
left on a trip to the United States where
he died. A vacancy now occurred during
which. Dr. George Burns, then officiating
in St John, New Brunswick, paid a visit
to Ifalifax. Through his advice the con.
' gregation resolved to connect itself with
"the Church of Scotland. In answer to

i tablished Church the Rev. John Martie

He died at Elmsdale, on the 22nd of Feb-
ruary, 1S53, in the seventy-fifth year of
his age. Forty years befure his death, ox
the 31st of May 1825, Mr. Martin preach-
ed at Truro the first sermon before the
first Presbytery-which was constitnted ir
the colony. He did much missiouary la-
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bour, particularly in the western couaties,
and had the satisfaction of seeing, before
1844, four congregations formed in Hali-
fax, three of them in the city and one ‘at
Dartmouth, besides one at Luneoburgh,
one at Shelbumc, and another at Cormval-
lis. He alzo conducted a scmi-religious
paper. the Halifax Guardian, for some
years, and when that was discontinued. he
started the MoxTnrLy Recorp in 1854, a
Journal that has been maintained with
much spirit ever since. The Colonial
cominittee, in their Report to the General
Assembly, 1865, aliude to Mr. Martin's
services in such terms as these. “ Throush-
out a long life the ardour of his attach-
ment to the parent church was_balameed
by his unswerving constaney,and crowned
by a measure of professional activity
which may be justly characterized »s pro-
digious.

the body. ‘

Long before, this, however, Charles had
thought of Foreign Missionary work, and
correspondence with Dr. Norman McLeod,
Jjust then returned from India, decided
him that it was his duty to go to the
heathen. Accordingly, in 1868, he offered
himsclf to the India Committee of the
Church of Scotland, and was sent out to
Bengal. Iie spent two years in India,
during which time his lectures were
'sttcnded by hundreds of cducated Eng-
]lsl:~=pcnhmr natives. Rarly in 1871 his
promising carecr was arrested by an attack
of liver compluint. so severe that his life
was despaired of, and he was ordered
“home.” Twelve months later he aceepted
the charge of St. Mary's, Partick. and in
less than three years he raised the com-
munion roll from little ever three nudred
to nine hundred, got the parish cndowed,
and has made it one « © the mo<t fourish.
ing congicgations in the West of Scut-

j land.

The Rev. John Campbell was called to
St. Andrew’s, Halifax, in 1S869. Mr.
Campbeil is also a native of Pictou Coun-
ty, and was cducated at the University of
Glasgow, where he was the City Mission-

. ary of the Students’ Society,—always

held to be a post of honour. It is enough
to say that he has carried on successfully
the good work commenced by his preds-
cessor.  Sincz his reign began the old
. church was sold. as a busines: site, for a
valuable consideration. and in a more
cligible part of the town a beautiful new
church was crected and beside it a manse,
at a cost, in ail, of nearly $40.000. The
canzregation numbers only some seventy
or cighty families. but it is well organized
“and full of zeal and energy.

Truro,

the capital of Calchester County, is one
of the prettiest little towns in Nova Scotia,
and has risen to importance since the
completion of the railway. It is about 6O
miles distant from Halifax and 40 from
Pictou. The congregation of that name, in

connection with the Church of Scotland,-

compriscs the Acadia Mines and Folly
Mountain, where the late Rev. Danicl
McCurdy was scttled ; Salmon River and
Riversdale; Norih River and flarmeny.
TheMission in this district was commenced
by the Rev. John Mariin, of Halifax. It
was continued by the Rev. Messrs. Chris-
tic and Talioch, of Seotland. in 1839, by
the Rev. G, W, Stewart in 1860 ; by the
Rev. W, M. Phillip from 1563 tiil 1865 ;
by the Rev. George Law till Juue, 18663
and by the Rev. Daniel M. Gordon, B.D..
from Scptomber. 1866, till his removal to
Ctiawa in December, 1569, Mr. Gordon
Is a native of Pictou and was cducated
at the University of Glasgor.

The Rev. William T. Wiikins, a native
of New Brunswick, and formerly minister
of Woodstock, in that Province, was the
first scttled minister of St. Paunl’s Church,

The centre of this congregation is about
.36 miles from Halifax, on the Guysbore’
road. ‘The Rev. Johu McMillan, now of
Truro, was the first minister regularly set-
itled here. Previously it had been sup-

The next incumbent, the Rev, David
Neish, a licentiate of the Chuich of
Scotland, was ordained the minister
of 1his charge by the 'reshytery of Hal-
ifax, 21st November, 1873, Mr. Naish
having resigned the chargs Jast June. it
1s now vacant.

It was in Musquadobeit that the Res.
John Sprott, a minister of the United
Presbyterian Church, and father of the
Rev. George Sprott the parish minister of

The Presbyterians have three Congrega-
tions : two at St. John's,and one at Harbour
Grace. The Rev. dMoses Harvey, has been
twenty-three years minister of the Free St.
Andrew’s Church, St. John's, and isnow
assisted by the Rev. Neil Forsythe. The
Rev. Ales. Ross hasalso been along time
the minister at Harbour Grace.

ST. ANDREW's Congregation, St. John's,
was formed in 1842, The church, still
in use, was erccted the following year. Its
members were previously connected with
the Congregational bodv. Their first min-
ister was the Rev. Donald Allan Fraser,
a man greatly beloved and respected as a
preacher.  He came from Scotland in 1816
ministered for 21 years in the County
of Pictou, a.. 1 for several years at Lunen-
bure, and died here at St. John's on the Tth
February, 1845.  After this lumented
event, as we learn from the Session Raeerds,

temporary services from different clergymen
viz..

NEWFOUNDLAND.

Nicol first came to Nova Scotia as a
third minister for Halifax, and during his
stay in that city divided his services equal-
ly between the Churches of St. Matthew’s
and St. Aondrew’s. This able and amia-
ble minister died at Toronto, on the 30th
October, 1873.

The Rev. Donald Macrae M A., a native
of Pictou Co., educated at Aberdecen and
Edinburgh, succeeded Mr. Nicol in August,
1858. He was previously settled two years
at East River, Pictou. After a ministry
of twelve years in Newfoundland Mr. Mac-
rac returned to his old parish in his native
county, and, in 1574, was inducted to the
chargeo St. Stephen’sSt. Joho,N. B.,where
henow is. The Rev. Danicl McDougull was
next inducted to St. Andrew’s, Newfound-
land, and remained three years, when he
returned to Scotland. The present incum-
bent, Rev. James Dykes Patterson, was
inducted in December, 1874. Previous to
coming from Scotland, Mr. Patterson was
during two years assistant minister in
Dalmellington Parish, Ayrshire.

The Greenock Presbytery of the Established
Church i3 about to lose two of its most efficient
ministers. It bas authorised the translation of
the Rev. Mr. Stewart from Skelmorlie to Dunse,
to supply the place recently vacated by the
Rev. Jlolm Macleod of Govan; and also the
translation of the Rev. Mr. M'Pherson of tie
Gaclic Church, Greenock, to the parish of
Comrie, as successor to Dr. M'Donald.

The removal of the Old Parish Church from
the ruins of the beautiful Abbey of Jedburgh is
now in operation, aud the moving of the seats
of the high gallery at the east end hias exposed
to view the Commandments and Creed, which
in all likelihood were painted on the wall when
this church was built about 1670, the minister
and congregation having contormed to Episco-
pacy at that time.

OBax—OpexinG o New Cavrcu—St. Col
umba Church, Oban, was opened for the first
time by Professor Charteris, of Edinburgh, who
officiated :at the morning service, the Rev. Mr.
Macdonald, minister of Uban, preached in the
afternoon, and Rev. David MacRae, M.A, of
Glasgow, in the evening. The church, which
has cost $25,000, is a handsome Gothic struc-
ture, capable of accommodating from 500 o0
GGO persons. The windowsare filled with stained
glass. It may be worthy of note that on this
occasion & harmonium was introduced into the
Established Church of Oban for the first time.

On the 27th June, Miss Agnes Livingstone,
eldest daughter of the late Dr. Livingstone,
was married in Auchingramont Established
Church, Hamilton, to Mr. A. L. Bruce of the
firm ot Wm. Younger & Co., Edinburgh. The
church was crowded with spectators. The ser-
vice was performed by the Rev. Dr. Moffut,
grandfuther of the bride, assisted by the Rev. E.
L. Thompson and the Rev. W. R. Murray. There
were seven bridesmaids. After the service the
wedding guests, to the number of nearly fifty,
adjourned to a dejeuner at Linwood, the resi-
dence of Dr. Loudon, one of the oldest and
most valued friends of the late Dr. Livingstone.
The wedding presents where extremely numer-
ous and valuable, and were forwarded from
all ranks of society, and from all parts of the
kingdom.

On the vote bLeing taken,
there voted—for Mr. Peters, 163; for Mr. Web-
ster, 90; for Mr. Spence, 58; and for Mr. Rain,
40. The second vote showed 166 for Mr. Peters,
111 for Mr. Webster, and 71 fur Mr. Spence.
The third and last vote shownd 194 for Mr Peters,
and 151 for Mr. Webster. There was thus a ma-
jority of 43 for Mr. Peters, who wuas declared
duly” elected. .The utmost harmony prevailed
in the meeting, and at the close a hearty vote of
thanks was awarded Dr. Dykes.

The newly elected Professor of Greek in the
Uoiversity of Glasgow, R C. Jebb,
Public Orator of Cambridge University since
1868, is about to give public proof of his
Hellenic scholarship by issuing an edition of
“ The Attic Orators,) from Antiphon, the
rhetorical tutor of Thucydides, 1o Isaeus, the
instructor of Demosthenes—an outlying field
of editorial research requiring culture in the
countrys scholastic circles.

IRELAND.

The Church repdrt on st 'tistics showed that,
while in 1869 $453,100 wus raised for all ptr-
poses connected with the Church's work, last
vear there were contributed $712,295. The
Sustentation Fund alone shewed a diminution
as compared with the contributions of the pre-
vious year; but it is believed that the falling
off arose from an exceptiona! state of things in
the country,and confidence is felt that the current
year will show a more substantial ard encour-
aging result.

The Sabbath School work of the Church
secms to be prosecuted with great zeal and
ener There are 954 schools on theroll of the
Society, 8,335 teachers and 67,906 scholars, A
mostimportant and interesting feature of theSo¢-
jety’s operations is their endeavour to enlist the
young in the propagation of the Gospel. Many
of theschools allocate their own contributivns,
and some of them have their own mission schools
m Connaught or India, and their own orphansin
Ircland or Gujarat. Last year, the Assembly set
before the children the building of a manse for
Dr. Hunter, a missionary in China, and the result
was that nearly $2,000 was collected. The
children are asked this year to raise $2,500 to
build a manse in Ballinglen, for a missionary in
Connaught, and thus 1o shew their love to
Christ and their desire that the clildren in
Connaught should enjuy the same Gospel which
has doae so much for the children in Clster.

A strong cffortis making to complete the work
of manse-building in the Assembly. The new
Moderator had hiardly entered on the positon he
so worthily fills when heinaugurated amovement
lgokingin this dircction, Charles E. Lewis, E<q,
.\¥.P. for Derry City, beaded the new subscrip-
tion list with & contribution of $2,500, which
svas3 followed by other Liberal donations.

The Belfast College Committee reported that
an cffort is making to raise $50,000 to endow
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the chairs, so that the Professors may have
sufficient salaries. The effort is likely to prove-
successful. Mr. J. P. Corry bas subscribed $5000,
and Mr. Adam Findlater, of Dublin, and Mr,
Charles Wilson, of Cheltenham, have jro-
mised $5,000 each on condition that the w]xole
sum he raised, and one half of it in subscriptions
of at least 35,000, Mr. W. Todd has subscribed

2,500, and a number of small sums have been
received. |

Professor Witherow stated that during the
past session two new scholarships were founded
in McGee College as a memorial of the name
and services of the late Dr. Denham, minister of
8t. James’ Street Congregation, Derry,— oncin
urts, and one in theology,~ by subscriptions ot
the congregation and contributions from other
friends and admirers.

The Acailemy states that the Messrs. MacMil-
lan & Co. bave in the pressan “ Ecclesiastical
History of Ireland,” from the earliest date up till
the present, written by the Venerable Dr. I{Ihcn,
President of the Assembly’s Thedlogical Col-
lege, Pelfast.

It is gratifving to learn that the JulyAnniver-
saries this year have passed without the stightest
disturbance of the peace, though at no former
period were they celebrated with greater zeal
and enthusiasm.

THE PRESBYTERIAN COUNCIL.

Any thing that has a teodency to draw
together and bind together the wide-spread:
elements of Presbyterianism is a movement
in the right direction. Therefore we are
glad to learn that the Conference of repre-
sentatives of the various Presbyterian
churches throughout the world et iw
London last July according to previous
announccment, aod that its promoters are
so well satisfied with its proceedings. All
are agreed that the Conference was a very
harmonious one. We are not quite so
sanguine as to the future practical results
of the movement as some who liken it to
¢“the Solemn league and Covenant of the
ninctecnth Century,” nor, as others, who
characterize it ..s ¢ the mightiest agency
of modern times for counteracting errov
and superstition.” At the same time the
motive underlying the movement is a
good one, and ought to commend it to all
true Protestants.

The proceedings commenced on the evening
of the 20th July in the Hall of Regent Square
Church, when a social meeting of %’clcome to
the Delegates ” was held, and passed off very
successfully. There were about 100 Delegates

present.  Dr. J. Oswald Dykes presided, sod
opencd the proceedings with an cloguent and
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touching speech that gave the keynote to all

-who followed him. Oa the f‘ollowinir day the
i

Conference assembled in the College Hall. The
Rev. Dr. McCosh was elected chairman. [n the
atternvon the delegates were entertained at
dinger in the Free Masons' Halll The after-
dinner speeches were of a more than ordinarily
interesting character, Amony the speakers were
the Rev. Da. Scuarr, of Union Theological
Seminary, New York: M. le Pasteur Oressy,
Reformed Church of France ; Principal Sxop-
wrass, Do Torp from Canada, and others.
Principal Snodgrass, said he had come 3900
wiles to attend this meecting. They would be
glad to hear that this system of Church for
which their brother bad just cluimed so great
antiquity took well in the Canadian soil and
fivurished, baving produced vers abunlant
fruit in that land. There were some things
that they could not trausplant there as they
would like todo from this fand. Tbe heather,
for example, they coild not get to grow
Canada; the winn or the bioom would not
grow there. With the gowau evea they bad
great dificulty, but Presbyterianism seemed
fitted for every soil and every clime. (Laughter
azd applause.) He felt particular pleasure at
being present at this meeting. I was a sort of
letting-down from the excitement whieh his
friend, Dz, Topp, and others of the Canadian
brethren had just passed through in the good
city of Moutreal, He assured them it wasworth
lving a lifetune to be present in such scenes as
they had beea connmected with in Cunada,
(Applause,) in that grand coasummation s0
lung laboured for, so long wraved for, which
had united together the sundered Churches
from sea to sea between the Pacific shores aud
the Atlantic shores. (Applause.) He thought
there were many lessons to be ga!hered from what
appeared to be the sigaus of the times. There
were many points to view in connection with
the Churcit’s workand the Charch’s progress in
the preseat day which they wm ght study with
reat edification indeed. He wus not going to
Justify division. Division did in the providence
of God take place, and there secwmed 10 be 2
need for it at times, just as our Lord ou one
ceusion, commanded s disciples to say of
ne of the stupidest of creatures, * The Lord
bath need of him.”  So it seemed m the history
of the Church and the world, tae Lord had need
of divisions. The Church did not seem to be
ctpable to stand the trials off some times, and
divisions seemed to be necessary, but baving
faltitled their end the time came round wheain
the prowidence of God a spirit of uaion ani-
mated the hearts of liis people. and when they
felt 2 desire to hesl those divisions and come
togetler as brethren united as one flock.
Waile these dwvisivans and healings took place,
Dringing their advantages and bringing their
ivss008, 1t was a bappy thing for them in these
days to find *hat they were divesting-themaelves
by degrees of the tattered rags of sectarianism,
aad they wete receiving into their bearts thoge
syippathics and sentiments which came down
direci from those ancient Presbyterians, St
Peter and St. Paul.  (Applause.)
On the Thursday morning the delegates re-
sum~d their deliberations in the College. In the

jevening, a public meeting was held in Mary-
lebone Churceh, (Dr. Donald Fraser's) and was
largely attended. Rousing speeches were de-
livered by Professor Blaikie, Edinburgh; Dr
MeCosh, of Princeton, N.S.; Dr. Robinson of
the American Presbyterian Church, South ;
Dr. Thompson, U.P, Edidburgh; M. Decoppet,
France; Dr. Robertson, New Gray Friars,
Edinburgh ; The Venerable Dr. Duff of Mission-
ary celtﬁ)rity; Dr. Rogers, Dutch Reformed

Rev. Dr. Toep, in seconding one of the resolu-
tions, said that he belonged to the youngest
Presbyterian Church in the world, for it was
only borz about a month ago. Theic first
General Assembly consisted of 630 ministers.
It was of immense advantage to them thatin
. their large territory they should be ope. It will
g.ve greater importance and power to the doc-
trines of grace, and he trusted the work of
Uuion would advance, because he did rot know
of one union between therr Churches that has
not been suceessful. [t would bring the
Churches into closer alliance, and show a real
uaity and strength which Rume, with all its
boasted antiquity, had never shown.

Dean Stanley put a graceful finishing
touch upon the whole thing by iuviting
the Delegates to a Conversazione in the
Jerusalem Chamber, Westminster Abbey,
a place sacred to the memory of many
interesting events in counection with
Secottish us well as English Church His.
tory ; which the Dean ook the oppor-
tunity of bringing to the minds of his

auests.  Dr. MeCosh and Dr. Schaff, on
behalf' of the Delegates, ¢xpressed their
thanks to Dean Stanley, who replied
pleasantly, espressing a hope “that the
Episcopalian Church would be able to
hold its own against the mighty agencies
which the Presbyterians had how at
iwork.”

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1. ItsMectings.—Tlie Alliance shall meet in
General Council ordifarily once in three years.

2+ Its Constiturncy.—The Council shall
consist of delegates being ministers and ruling
elders appointed by the Churches forming the
Alliance, the number from each Church being
regulated by a plan sanctioned by the Couucil,
regard being had geaerally to the number of
¢ .ngregatioas ia the several Cliurches.
tegates, as i as praticable, to consist of an
equal number of ministers and ruling elders.
The Counvcil may, on the recommendsntion of a
Committee on Business, invite Presbyterian
brethren not delegates (o offer suggestions, to
deliver addresses, and to read papers.

3. Its Powers,—The Council shall have power
tu decide upon the apolications of Chiurches de-
siring to join the Alliance, it shall have the pow-
<ert) entectain and consider topics which mnay be
brought before it by any Church represented in
the Council, or by any member of the Coun-
c¢il, on their being transmitted in the maoner
hereinafter provided, but it shall not interfere
with the existing creed or constitution of any
Church in the Alliance, or with its internal
vrder or external relations.

4. 13 Ubjects.—The Council shall consider
questions of general interest to the Presbyterian
counnunity ; it shall seck the weltare of Clinrches
especially” such as are weak or "persecutdd ;
it shall gather and disseminate information
concerning the kingdom of Christ throughout
the world; it shall commend the Presbyterian
system as Scriptural, and as combiving simpli-
city, efficiency, and adaptation 1o all times and
conditions ; it shall also entertain all subjects
directly connected with the work of Evangeli-
zation, such as the relativus of the Christian
Church to the Evangelization of the world, the

' ABOUT_THE JUVENILE MISSION.

Interesting intelligence has been received

from Calcutta respecting the schools which
are to be supported by St. Gabriel Street
School, Montreal, South Georgetowu Sunday
School, and some other schools not supporting
orphans. In the absence of Miss Pigot, who
has come to England on sick leave, Miss
Macnamara who takes ber place during her
absence, bas made the following arrangements :

The School of Dhoba Parah, supported by
the Montreal Javenile Association, which Miss
Macnamara says is “onc of the most cheering
and encouraging on the list,” has heen for
some time past increasing so much that it has
been thought necessury to engage an extra
room for the higher class, thus making two
schools designated as the Upper and ﬁowcr
Dhoba Parah Schools, both of whicb will pro-
bably be supported 1n Montreal.

The third school to be supported by usis that
of Badoor LBagan, tanght by two former orphan-
age girls, Bessie and Caroline, both of whom
are devoted workers,—a schopl which promises
also to be very useful ; Miss Macnamara (llesrrihos
the children who attend these schools as most
interesting, ¢ very intelligent and pretty look-
ing, with their large bright, intelligent eyes.
They wear coloured mushin Swries, which are
very becoming.” Miss Maciamara goes to visit
them on certain dars, and takes with her a
Scripture print, which helps to impress the
subject on the minds of the little ones. With
the Canadian Schovl at Kidderp re to which we
have long seat regular contributions, this wmakes
in all four schools supported or parti.iy sup-
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ported by Canadian contributiors. Tt is
expected that reports will be sent home by the
teachers, givinxé accounts of the operation of
the schools, and the progress of the children ;
which, it is boped, will interest and encourage
their young supporters.

MR. SPURGEON AT ONE OF MR. MOODY'S
MEETIXGS.

Mr. Spurgeon was reserved for the clos-
ing address, and spoke, as he always dovs,
very forcibly. T noticed especinlly, as I
had before, one ereat clement of his power,
viz., his illustrations, which are most apt.
For example. he was urging ministers and
Christians of all denominations to join in
this movement. and wished to show the
folly of a contentious spirit among them.
To expo-e its absurdity, he said:

“ A fow years ago I was in Rome, and
and there T saw in the Vatican a statue of
two wrestlers, in the attitude of men trying
to throw each other. I went back two
years after, and there they were in the
same struggle, and I suppose are at it
stili!”  Kverybody saw the application.
Such a constrained posture might do in
a marble statue, but could anything be
more ridiculous than for living men thus
t~ stand always facing each other in an
attitude of hostility and defiance 2’ ¢“ And
there, too,” he proceeded, ¢ was another
statue of a boy pulling a thorn out of his
foot. T wentto Rome again, and there he
was still, with the same bended form, and
the same look of pain, struggling to be
free. I suppose he is there still, and will
be to all eternity !” What an apt image
of the selfinflicted torture of some who,
writhing under real or imagined injury,
hug their grievance and their paio, instead
of at once tearing it away, and standing
crect as men in the full liberty wherewith
Christ makes his people free.

Again, he was illustrating the folly of
some mipisters in giving so much time
and thought to refuting infidel objections,
by which thev often made their people’s
minds familiar with what they would never
have heard of, and filled them with doubt
and perplesity. He said it reminded him
of a grotto in Italy, which is filled with
carbonice acid gas so strong that life cannot
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exist—to illustrate which the vile people
of the cave seize a wretched dog, an
throw him in, and in a few minutes the
poor animal is nearly dead. Then they
deluge him with cold water to bring him
round. Just about as wise are “those
ministers, who having to preach the Gos-
pel of Christ, think they must drop their
it hearers into a deep pit filled with the
~ asphyxiating gas of a false philosophy, to
show how they can apply their hydropathy
in recovering them afterwards. Better
let them keep above giound, and breathe
all the time the pure, blessed air of heaven

“And now,” continued Mr. Spurgeon,
applying what he said, ‘“here are these two
brethren who have come to us from over
the sea, whom God has blessed wherever
they havelaboured in Seotland, in Ireland,
and in England. It may be said they are
no wiser or better than our own preachers
or laymen. Perhaps not. But somehow,
whether by some novelty of method, or some
special tact, they have canght the popular
ear, and that of itself is a great point gained
—they have got a hold ou the public mind.”
Again he resorted to illustration to muke

" his point.

“Some years ago,” hz said, I was
crossing the Maritime Alps. We were
going up apretty heavy grade, and the
engine, thouuh a powerf'ul one, laboured
hard to drag us up the steep ascent, till at
length it came to a dead stop. I got out
to see what was the matter, for I didn’t
like the looks of things, and there we were
stuck fast in a snow-drift! The engine
was working still as hard as ever, and the
wheels continued to revolve; but the rails
were icy, and the wheels could not take
hold—they could not get any grip—and so
the train was unable to move. So it is
with some men, and some ministers. They
are splendid engines, and they have got
steam enough. The wheels revolve all
right, only they don’t get any grip on the
rails, and so the train doesn’t move. Now
. our American friends have somehow got
this grip on the public mind: when they
speak or sing, the people hear. Without
debating why this is, or how it is, let us
thank God for it, and try to help them in
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the use of the power which God has given

, them.”

MESSRS. MOODY AND SANKEY IN
LONDON.

Those whe anticipated that the visit
of the American evangelists to London
would awaken and sustam an interestnot
less intense :nd general than that which
bas attended their ministrations in the
provinces, have certainly no ground for
disappointment. Their cordial reception
by the religions public; the hearty wel-
come accorded them by many of the lead
ing ministers; the just appreciation of
their motives and their efforts by far the
greater portion of the press; and, above all,
the multitudes who thronged to their ser-
vices, and listened with eager interest to
their fervent proclamation of the Gospel ;
—these are facts which may abundantly
cheer their own hearts and those of their
supporters. Doubtless many frequented
their mectings from a natural desire to
see the men who, in every city, have been
such centres of attraction, whose names
have now become to us as household words
and who, wherever they have gone, have
wrought a work so manifestly owned and
blessed of the Most High. No doubt,
also, a large proportion of their hearers
consxstq of carnest believers in the only
Saviour of men, who warmly sympathize
with their objects, and go to sustain them,
so fur as may be, by their presence and
their prayers. Such, of course was esp-cially
the case at the noon-day prayer-meetings
at Eseter Hall. But of the thousands
who nizghtly erowded the immense edifice
at Islington, it is not too much to hope that
numbers attended from a sincere desired
to hear words by which they may be saved,
from a longing for religious rest and
peace, from a belief that the faith which
animates these evangelists and prompts
their untiring exertions wust be the true
faith—the faith which is of God. When
too, we recollect the special efforts pre-
viously made, both by invitation and other
means, to bring souls within the sound of
Mr. Moody’s voice, that hope is greatly
confirmed. Nor are these meeting without

remained for instruction, for guidance, and
for prayer ; nor can any candid observer
doubt that the most salutary and permanent
effects will be produced. Our American

%o make known the one great remedy for
all these evils—the lever which alone has
power to raise and to ennoble mankind.
“This they have done with all simplicity,
‘fidelity, and force. To some of their modes
of procedure, to certain of their forms of
speech, no doubt exception may betaken. As
Dublic men, and that in an especial sense,
they are open to criticism, and ecriticism
#hey assuredly received ; but their thorough
sincerity, their unaffected fervour, their
indomitable energy and zeal, disarmed all
hostile opposition. No more potent testi-
mony could be borne either to the men
themselves or to the disinterested nature
of their work, than that which appeared
in the leading organ of public opinion
in Great Britain. Hostility to that work
was felt, of course, in many quarters; it
<could not be otherwise. It always has been
s0 with God’s own work, and always
will be till the hearts of all men turn to
the Lord. But the fact that this hostility
was veiled, and, as regards these honoured
evangelists, scarcely permitted to appear,
is one of the most significant and remark-
able features of the movement they have
set on foot* it testifies that God is with
them of a truth.

shut. 'What, then, should be the course
of all true Christians in relation to their
mission—what the conduct it behoves
them to pursue? Not, we may be sure,
to regard their proceedings as infallible, or
themselves as above all counsel, censure,
or advice; but to co-operate with them
heartily and lovingly, giving suggestions
or warnings where such may be required,
and sustaining them throughout their
manifold and arduous labours by unwearied
effort, unreserved sympathy, and fervent

THE WORLD'S POPULATION.

The United States bureau of statistics, get-
ting its information from reliable sources, fur-
nishes the following interesting facts and figures
on the above subjeet:— :

The aggregate population of the earth is

91,032,000. Asia being the most populous sec-

on, and containing 798,000,000 ; while Earope
has 300,500,000; Africa, 203,000,000; America,
84,500,000 ; and Australia and Polynesia, 4,500,-
000. In Europe the leading nations are credited
with the followin%numbers. Russia, 71,000,-
000; the German Empire, 41,000,000; France,
30,000,000; Great Britain and Ireland, 32,000,
Italy, nearly 27,000,000 ; Spain, 16,500,000; and
Turkey nearly 16,000,000. The other countries
do not exceed over 5,000,000 each. In Asia,
China, which is by far the most populeus natien
of the earth, is credited with 425,000,000;
Hindostan, 240,000,000; Japan, 33,000,000;
the East India Islands, 20,500,000; Burmah,
Siam and farther India, nearly 26,000,000 ;
Turkey 13,500,000 ; and Russia, 11,000,000. The
Australian population is given at 1,674,500,
New Guinea and New Zealand being iucluded
in the latter. In Africa the chief divisions are
West Soudan and the Central Africa region,
39,000,000 ; South Africa, 20,250,000 ; the Gala
country and the region east of the White Nile,
15,000,000 ; Samauli, 8,000,000 ; Egypt, 85,000,-
000, and Morocco 6,000,000. In America two-
thirds of the population are north of the isth.
mus, where the United States has nearly 39,000,-
000; Mexico over 9,000,000, and the British
provinces 4,000,000. The total population of
North America is given at 52,000,000, and of
South America 25,000,000, of which Brazil con-
tains 10,000,000. The West Indies have over
1,000,000, and the Central America States not
quite $,000,000. According to these tables
London, with 3,254,260 inhabitants, is the most
populous city in the world, whilst Philadelphia,
674,022 inbabitants (in 1870), is the eighteenth
city in point of population.

546 members and adherents of the Church, on
the other hand, petition that things be ellowed
to remuin as they are, giving it as their opinion
that the mode of conducting public worship in
Dunse was in no way contrary to any law of
the Church. By a vole of ten against {wo, the
Presbytery ordered the removal of the altar
cloth, et cctera, sud vire discontinunuce of special
services on festival days. They further recom-
mended that, instead of a mouthly communion
at which communicants kpelt before aa altar
table and used a printed form of communion
service, the ordinance should be administered
quarterly or half yearly, according to the forms
of the Presbyterinn Church, and that the con-
gregation should stand iosiead of kneel while
the benediction was being pronounced.

The American Presbyterian Board of Foreign
Missions has sent out during the yvear eight
ordained migsionaries, two physicians, aud ten
unmarried women. The receipts have been
$456,718 ; expenditures, $495,000. The Board
is now labouring in twenty-six different mis-
sions, embracing eight tribes of Indians in this
<ountry, the Chinese in California, missions in
Mexico, United States of Columbia, Brazil,
Chili, Japan, China, Siam, India, Persia, Syria,
and Western Africa. In these are about 138
missionaries, about 160 ladies, and 500 native
labourers. More than 130 churches have been
added. :
