Under the law of the Province ef
Quebec as now IL stands, tho landierd'e
claim le pretcrrcd betore ail others. No
matter whether the case le one ot tuenl-
vency or whether thec dain arises freni
any other circurnetanece, hoe alone et ail
classes of crediters le able te obtain lits ftuil
satisfaction te the test cent. and, aithougli
every ether creditor mlght bc deprived et
every cent that le due, the landlord cernes
in net only for ail the rent due te date, but
reut for the unexplred balance ot the lease.
When a credItor cleses dewn upon his
debtor, those people who have maintained
hie very existence may whistie fer thcir
îneney white the landiord nuay sou eout hie
turniture or geode te satiety the cdaims on
a ramshackle bouse, net only for the
aneunt actlialiy due, but for two or three
yearq ahead Bhould his fease extend es far.
To show how this worke, we gîve the re-
suite et the wlnding up et the estate et P.
Hudon, wholesale dry gonds merchant,
Montreal. This estate, which was valued
at about e75,000, payq a dlvidend et ane
cent and a halt ou the dollar te aIl credit-
ors, except the landiord and bank. In
ether words, the dividend on $&l,679.43-
the arneunt nf dlaims already flled-camne
te enly $1,000.20, whlle ether claime
aweounting te $8,500 represented by credit.
ors who faiied to tyle thelr laims, yilded
a dlvidend ef $127.50. The landlord'e
dlaim fer rent te the firet et May, 1892,
anieunted te 1437.71. The rient and taxes
for the unexpired balance et the lease--
that ls, up te May, 1893,-were e810.18.
Thus the landlord got eut ef this es-
tate e1,277.90 ln liard cash, wlth Uic
privilege et having the use ef hie
meney over a year in advance,Nvhlle ai
tbe other creditors together, ornitting the
bank, received but $1,127.70, altheugh they
eupplied the Insolvent wlth over $75,0W0
worth ef gonds. The Merchants Bank
wae, inoreover, it is said, allowed te step
la and taire over f35,O00 ef goode te cuver
theniselves.

A good credit standing properly
used ls an acquisition of unlimited value
ta Its possessor, but when it i. ahued It
becomes ane of thcý Nvoxst curses that eau
bc entailed upon an Individual.

The Injudiciaus sud extravagant use of
a good cradit lias caused more failures
and muade more bankrupts ln b3usiness and
finsucial circlas tian ail other causes coin-
bined. By rearon of a good credit Indi-
viduals and firmes become rccklass in their
expenditures sud abligations, s0 much s0
that wvben the tide turns aud reverses are
met with, they fIud themneîves s0 far froru
shore that thay are unabla tostem tL.. tide
or xesch the hatbor, and, as a consaqu±nce,
they fiud theruselves snd thejr business
esilpwrecked, theîr business gone, aud they
theinselves overwhelmed wit'n debt.-lhc
Canaclian Groccr.
