An inter-oceanic ¢anal that would -give’
w-quick and safe passage for shipping from
the Atlautic to the Pacifie and thus avoid
the long and -dangerons doubling of Cape-
Horn has, ever since the Suez Canal first
bocame an agsured succesd, been the favor-
‘ite theme of ship-owners and comiperecial -
mon. The slow progress of the Panama
Canal has been watched with close interest,
and attontion by the business world and,
dazzied by the genius of its great projector
Do Lesseps, to whom nho engineering feat
however insuperable the difliculties in the

way ever appearéd-impessible, the 1ews of -

its supposed failure and constantly pro-’
phesied collapse hag everywhere' been re-'

coived with reluctance, if not with incre.’
‘Now, however, that "testimony :

dulity-
accumulates that the task of finishing the
Tanamn Canal is impossible without so

enormous an additional expenditure of:

money-and time as to place it beyond ihe
power of any interest paying corporation
to adlord, .the question of endeavoring to-
secure another route, where the engineer-.

The-
total length is under 170 imiles whilst itss
highest point is estimated- to be the level:
‘of :Lake Nicaragua, 110 - feet :above the .
mean level of -the sea, No difliculties,
such a8 the cutting at Culebra, heset this-
wcheme. The rivers. flowing into and out:
of the lake will be utilized to the utmost:
possible extent in order to -reduce ‘the,
necessity of excavation,-a system of -locks:
of suel dimensions as to admit the largest -
ocenu-groing steamers will overcome the;
‘diflicutly of the differentlevel, the width:
of the forty miles of canal {o-be excavated:
will vary from 80 to 288 feet and the depth -
srom 28 to 30 feet, and finally 129 miles of
the route lies through -the river and lake;
where ample waterway can ‘be had -for!

Of course the: financial patt of the pro-+
blem is that which it is least easy to solve
and here the-experience of_ investors in’
the Panama -Canal will tell heavy against:
it. The cost of -the Nicaragua Canal has:
been figured down ‘to .$64,0306,197, but the:
public will'remember that in the case of:
the Panama route, similar beautifully cal-:
culated estimates of cost were presented :
which after-experience has shown to be:
utterly fallacious. -Investors now-a-days.
look doubtfully ‘on-the most perspicacious !
estimates prepared “by -engineers, even:
when .these latter, as in the case of Dei
Letsseps, are ‘of worldswide fame and fresh'
from well merited success in simhilar pro-
jects, and we fear the projectors of the new
route will find equal difliculty in seécuring -
support for their-enterprise. The prelim--
inary survey is expected to 'be finished in
April.and it is said that the results will be-
laid before &.board of eminent.engineers
who will decide npon its practibility before
contributions are solicited from the geno-
ral-publie.  We hope that the verdict may .
be fuvorable,since the benefit such & canal .
would prove lo commerce is simply-ineal-
culable, but at the same {ime we:must re-
member that the :arguments used in the -
case of the :Panama canal are largely ap- |
plicable to that from Greytown to Brito.
Both may develop -engineering. difliculties -
not caleulated upon at the present moment
since the geographical and geological fen-
turogof that district are imperfectly known,
both conntries :sufier equally.from:lack of
manual-labor, and both are more or less
unhealthy.
