—A areAT strike in the sulphur mines of Sicily is reported,
The rise in the price of sulphur has stimulated a demand for
highor wages, to which the mine owners refused to accede.
$8,000,000 worth of sulphur is bought annually by the United
States from the Siecilian combine, Eight months ago it was an-
nounced that Louisiana sulphur would be placed oa the market
in much quantities and at such a price that the Sicilian article
would be driven out of the American market. At that time the
prico was $20, To-dayitis $26. The Louisiana sulphur does
not seem to have become a vory efficient. factor in reducing prices
and supplying the domestic trade,

—Tue Architectural League in the Fine Arts Society buildfug
of New York has publicly exhibited lately the first specimens
of the new glass bricks which have been invented in Germany.
The bricks are made of blown glass, with a hollow centre con-
t?ining rarified air and are closed under 500 degrees of heat.
They are said to be as strong and as durable as the clay bricks
now usged for building purposes, ' They freely admit the light,
and can be readily joiued by a white cement, For the construc-
tion of conservatories, and the building of roofs in the semi-circu-
lar form withont the need of a supporting structure of steel and
iron the glass bricks will doubtless be widely used.

The
quantity of spirits produced during the last fiscal y.ar
wwe—have—reportS-upon . was 1,608,344 proof gal-
lons; in 1893 however there were produced 3,856,955
proof gallons. There is an average of over 12 millions
of gallons of home-made spirits constantly held
warehoused under “crown lock.” - The average amount
upon which duty is paid is 2,800,000 gallons of proof
spirits. The revenue accrued from these goods, includ-
ing license fees, averages 4 millions of dollars yearly.
The average annual consumption per head for thelast
26 years has been 1,087 gallons. Up to 1885 the aver-
age was over 1} gallons per head, but since 1885 the
average has fallen to .less than $ths of a gallon per
head.+ In the same terms of years, from 1868 to 1885,
and 1885 to 1894, the consumption of heer has increased
from about 2% gallons per head to over 3% gals. per
head. While consuming 1igals. per head the duty on
spirits per head was $1.06, while when the consumption
was lowered to an average of 3ths of a gallon the aver-
age duty paid per head was. $1.12. Whether the in-
‘creased duties decreased the consumption of spirits, or
whether the tasté of drinkers changed so as to give
beer the preference is hard to say, but it is very re-
markable that after 1885 the use of spirits suddenly
fell off half a gallon per head yearly and has never in-
creased since that year; while the consumption of beer
has gone onsteadily increasing year after year. In
this total consumption of $ths of a gallon per head is
mcluded bmndy, gm, rum, whiskey, and some fancy

In explapation of the rate of duty giveh in our table,
which is 75 cents less per gallon than is imposed by
the tariff, it will be understood that due allowance is

The consumption of brandy and gin was chiefly in
this Province. Out of 195,175 gallons of brandy im-
ported, Quebec took 187,378, and of gin out of 435,288 -
Quebeetook 342,105, vhile of whiskey it took less per head
than other Provinees. The duties manifestly diserim-
inate heavily against the two spirits which are the
favorite beverages in this Province, for on the values’
“of brandy and gin of $1.83 per gallon the duties paid
amounted to $3.67, while on the value of whiskey, con-
sumed chleﬂy in the Maritime Provinces and Ontario, ~
the excise and dutles together were only $1.50. The
total imports of wluskey are only about one-tenth of
the annual manufacture in Canada, and the total cus- © .
toms duties received on them are only about in the -
It will therefore -
be found a difficult problem how to increase the im- '
ports of foreign whiskeys so largely as fo bring ina
revenue to offset-the loss of the excise duties on the
home made article. That -a remarkable demand bas
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sprung up recently for Scotch whiskeys is notorious in
spite of their greater cost. But we very much doubt
whether this demand has appreciably lessened the con-
sumption of such brands as Walker’s, Gooderham’s, Sea-
gram’s or Corby’s. Tt has certainly not lowered the
consumption of the cheaper whiskeys, the use of which

-could be decreased with considerable advantage to the

health and sobriety of spirit drinkers. Were the duties
upon Scoteh whiskeys, and upon Hollands and Brandy
lowered the consumption would doubtless inerease ma-
terially. I, ab the same time, the excise charges upon
Canadian whiskeys increased so as to make the foreign

. gpirits, brandy, gin, rum, and whiskey, cheaper than

the home made one, there would be, we believe, such a
demand for the cheaper foreign articles as would de-
crease the use of Canadian whiskeys very largely;in-

deed we are inclined to think that the total consump--

tiox of spirits would be enlarged were French brandy,
Scoteh whiskey and Holland gin, made much cheaper.
Still, the problem would remain of replacing the am-
ount of revenue lost by a considerable reduction in con-
sumption of Canadian made spirits, as any lowering

-of duties might only raise the imports high enough to

produce the present revenue, and the increase in ex-
cise charges might also be entirely offset by the dis-
tilleries producing so much less as to leave the revenue
from them without increase. Some changes are cer-

. tain, and their intention is also eerfain, which is to

take away the protection now enjoyed by Canadian dis-
tillers, by which some of them have become enormously
wealthy, and, if possible, to enlarge the revenue from
spirits. '

The Prohibition people will have something to
say aboub this, and fas they are known to be favor-
able to the ingoming government, the spirib duties
question scems looming up as one which Mr. Laurier's
Cabinet will find perplexing. Another probable source
of trouble will be the farmers whose grain supplies
will be less in demand if distilling is deereased. The
malt, rye, wheat, oats, used in whiskey making in 1894
amounted to about 7 millions of pounds weight, or
over 3,000 tons. Besides these graihs 20 millions of
tons of Indian corn were used, chiefly imported, the
revenue received from which would be lowered were
home distilling decreased. The question is eomplicated,
as the interests affected conflict, and every considera-
tion in favor of hampering the Canadian distillers,
who are very large consumers and imporbers of dutiable

- goods required for their business besides grain, is more

or less offset by conditions existing, or inevitable, if
the proposed policy is carried out.

THE JUBILEE OF FREE TRADE. -
Considering the amazing beneficiary results of Free
Trade to Great Britain, according to the popular idea
prevalent in the old land, one might have expected the
jubilee of its establishwent there' to have been cele-
brated by national rejoicings that would have made the
universe ring. Instead of this jubilation being uni-
versal in lingland, and the whole land being given up

1 to a delivinm of joyfulness, we have to hunt up not a

few newspapers to find its being noticed at all. Indeed,
but for the dearth of news at midsammer, when even, it
is snid, a big gooseherry paragraph runs the round of
the Press, the I'ree Trade Jubilee might have passed

:

with no more notice than a line or two such as
Almanaes give to historic events. The Cobden Club,
it is true, celebrated the event by a dinner at which the
speeches were funereal in solemnity, consisting mostly
of lamentations over the dismal failure of Mr. Cobden’s
predictions, and jeremiads over the appalling obtuseness
of all the nations of the earth save Great Britain, as
shown by their universal preference for Protection to
their native industries. Of course.we have the pro-
verbial tale told, as it was by the one juryman in
twelve, who attributed his differing to the other eleven
to their sbupidity. We are, however, not prepared to
helieve that England has greater wisdom than France,
Germany, Austria, the Umted States and a number of
even British Colonies, including Canada, where I'ree
Trade is repudiated. Cobden was most emphatic in de-
claring that all the nations would promptly abolish
tariffs if ¥ngland did, and he was still more positive
that under his pet system the farmers of Great Britain
would enter upon an era of unprecedented prosperity,

Both prophecies have turned out directly the reverse of
true, consequently Mr. Cobden’s arguments, from
which they were deduced, are proven to have been
utterly groundless. After half a century of trial there
1s rising in England a feeling that Free ’l‘mde might he
mod1ﬁed with advantage to the country. The pohcy of
Protection has been adopted by the British Government
in regard to the cattle industry of England, the com-
petition of Canadian Animals heing prevented by an
embargo directly- of a protective nature. Even the
London Fconomist, the chief financial organ of Eng-
land, which has been the ablest exponent and defender
of Free Trade prineiples, now declares ‘it has no
patience with those who shout down proposals for
modifying Free Trade with the cry thab they are too
contrary to Free Trade principles, as if those principles
were necessarily incapable of alteration.” The last
part_of this sentence has taken our breath away, for.all

<

the way down for over fifty years we have been led to

understand that the principles of I'ree Trade stood on
the same plane as the Ten Commandmenbs which, of
course, cannot be modified. It is all very well to sneer
at the cry for some protection being * chatter,” and of
no more account than the noise of grasshoppers, as our
esteemed contemporary does, but here is the fact that,
lingland hus abandoned Free Trade in the matter of
farm animals, and if in them, why not in regard to
other native products ? Then we have one of the
ablest statesmen of Iingland, Mr. Chamberlain, form-
ally proposing to re-emact a Corn Law iu order to

protect the imports of Colonial breadstuffs and thereby

to strengthen their attachment to the Empire, and
develop their purchasing powers.

When Free Trade advocates, so eminent, concede that
this system is one of expediency only, and not of bed
rock principle, the fonndations of the system are under-
mined. But, England in spite of all the “blowing ™
of some, never has been a Free Trade country, it has

raised and yvet raises an enormous revenue from duties
on foreign goods, on goods which are just as onerous
an impost on the working classes as the Corn Laws
were, on an average of years. The tea dubies realize
about as much as the corn duties used to do, except in
exceptional years, and those 6u the working man's pipe

of *bacea,” which to him is one of the necessaries of-

life, are also quite heavy under  so called Free Trade
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tariff, while the cattle embargo keeps up the price of
their meat higher than’ it would be were imports of
" cattle free. Free Trade as they have it in England is
now put on its defence. The system is in the position
of the idol in a heathen temple after missionaries have
exposed its real character, and worshippers have begun

‘to profane its temple with sceptical comments mixed

up with their devotions. In Canada even the Toronto
@lobe has declared * there is no Free Trade party,” and
“those who have recently been victorious.at the polls go
ne further than declaring that they will commence a
mareh in that direction, but at what place, and how
long they will take to arrive there we have no informa-
tion. Prior to Cobden’s days' the duties on textiles in

England had for ecenturies been absolutely prohibitive.

England refused point blank to give foreigners the
slightest chance of entering her markets, she waged
wars to acquire,and to keep the monopoly of foreign ones.
After such a work of preparation she had so entrenched
herself in supremacy as a manufacturer that she feared
norival. But rivals are now coming to the front,
German and American wares are underselling British
goods even in England, and threatening her colonial
trade, so the jubilee of Free Trade presents conditions
remarkably different to those existing in June, 1846,
when ‘the Corn Laws were abolished.

In noticing this event we cannot omit paying a
tribuate of respeet to Mr. Villiers, who is still living and

still member for Wolverhampton, who was an opponent-

of the Corn Laws long before the agitation for their
repeal arose. It is no credit to' England to have
allowed the jubilee to pass without some national honor
being paid to that veteran pioneer, Charles Pelham
Villiers. Nothing strikes us as more significant of the
waning confidence in Free Trade than its jubilee being
celebrated in such a half-hearted, obscure manner, as to
have made no public demonstration of any kind., Such
indifference betosens a revolution in the sentiments of
the British people.

IMPERIAL CUSTOMS -UNION.

In an exhaustive treatment of this subject the Lon-
don Iiconomist of the 13th inst.says: We confess our
inability to understand the position taken up by Mr.
Chamberlain on the question of the suggested Lia-
perial Customs Union. He scouts on the one hand the
iden that the colonies may he induced to abandon their
Protective policy and adopt that of - Free-trade, and on
the other hand, he waintains that England will cer-
tainly not abandon Free trade unless it will thereby
gain' greater advantages than those we must admittedly
forego. And having laid down those: propositions he
ploceeds to propound a scheme which runs counter_to
both. His suggestion is that the colonies, while main-
taining their protective duties upon foreign importa-
tions, should agree to a free interchange of commodi-
ties with the rest of the Bimpire, and that in return,
while continuing to admit colonial products free of
duty, we should put a tax upon like imports from for-

- eign countries so as to give the colonies an advantage
in ourmarkets. But let uslook for a moment at some
statistics of the colonial trade.

A QUESTION OF MORALS.

A not unfamiliar complaint of fire insurance com-
panies is that their premiums are not only insufficient
to allow for a proper return of money paid for expen-
ses and a moderate reward for the use of the capital
invested in the business but that the premiums are
also frequently insufficient to meet the demand for
purposes of: adjustment and payment of losses. Such
complaints are never heard from our life insurance
companies, which as a rule are exceedingly prosperons
societies. The mortality line is almost as mathe-
matically certain as any rule of the universe, but the
fire line is uncertain and variable. Accordingly it is
more difficult to place the fire insurance business upon
an absolutely sound basis. The element of risk in it
is much greater than in the life insurance. But it
may be doubted if for all that the same care is exercised
by the fire companies as by the life companies in avoid-
ing bad risks. The locality and the building may re-

ceive every attention, but is the character and moral
* repute of the proprictor duly considered? Before ac-
cepting a risk life insurance companies subject their

applicants for policies to the most searching examina--

tion by their medical advisers. If the same precauntions
were exercised by fire companies in ascertaining the
" moral condition of applicants as life insurance com-
panies exereise in ascertaining the physical condition
of their applicants we should not hear so much about
the losses of fire companies. The locality of the build-
ing and the building itself may be all that is désired
‘md the risk may be considered from that point of view
“ an excellent one.  The owuer, however, may bemorally
unsound and not ineapable of applying a mateh to the
establishment should his appurent interests suggest
such a couifse. In thab case the safeby of the locality
and the excellencies of the buildings count for nought.
Incendiarism on the part of the owner is the most dan-
gerous of all kinds of incendiarism. He generally
does his work so thoroughly that were it not for the
adjoining buildings the firemen might as well stay at
home. Most companies have suﬁered severely from
the ackion of untrustworthy policyholders, but the dif-
ficulty of obtaining absolute proof in suspected cases
makes the percentage of this kind of loss appear much
The only way of
" effectually guarding against imposition and fraud of

this kind is to adopt the same methods'respecting moral
soundness as the life companies enjoin respecting
physical soundness. It may be argued that the oue is
a question of opinion the other a question of fact; but -
a careful enquiry and examination will in most cases
elicit a number of facts which will throw considerable
light on the characte r zmd moral standing of the ap-
plicant.

While dealing with the quesblon of honesty on the
part of the insured, it may not be out of pl’tce to re-
fer to the misrepresentations which are being constant-
Iy made by life insurance agents, who, as the Insur-
ance Register pertinently observes, know better in re-
gard to competing companies. It is not honest to use
a statement to any company’s disadvantage which may
be ten or a dozen years old or which is only part of
that actually pnblished by the company. The position
and condition of riva] insurance companies should be
stated with absolute fairness. The agent should know
not only the exact facts of his own company, but those
of his competltors If a merchant made as broad mis-
representations in regard to the character of his wares,
says the Register, as the ordinary life insurance agent
does in regard to the character of the policies he sells,
he would be called a confidence man and a * fraud.”
It may be said that men are often ignorant and believe
their statement to be true. 'This is only another argu-
ment in favour of educating the agent, in the funda-
mental principles of insurance and in the condition of
his own and other companies. Insurance managers
should take pains to see that the men they send out
should be honest and well-informed, and we join - with
the Register in commending those companies who un-
dertake to educate their agents hefore sending them
into the field,

SMALL LOANS..

Everybody has been made acquainted with profes—
sional lenders at some period of life. But it is only
when some particular instance of hardship is made
public through the courts, as was the case recently in
London in the judgment upon one Pocket, a Shylock in
a small way, that people become aware of the severity
of the terms on which these loans are made. “There
are thousands of persons every year who need a sum of
money for a short time, and who, if they cannot obtain
it, must inevitably be rnined. The popular motion is
that it is only spendthrifts who borrow, and that they
would be-positively benefited by the absence of means
for obtaining loans, but that is a pure illusion.”" All
kinds of struggling professionals, clerks, small traders,
and indeed all men who maintain themselves but
make no aceumulation, occasionally find themselves in
difficulties,—it may be for the rent, it may be for the
doctor, it may be for any one of the hundred and one
accidents of life which involve sudden .or per-
emptory payments  beyond the payer’s re-
sources at the moment. What can people so
situated, and without obliging or competent -
relatives, do but borrow, mtendmo to pay by instal-
ments, and why should they be prevented borrowing,
or why should it be made difficult? They are not b'l.d
people, or dishonest people, or even in many cases
thriftless people, and they have as much right to get
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out of their difficulties as any other class.”
“Unfortunately they alone among borroivers are ham-
pered in getting out by the good feeling and virtue of
the community. They have no goods which can
readily be pawned, they have no banking accounts, and
their signatures for each other's accounts are of ex-
ceedingly little value. They ‘are compelled, therefore,
to offer to lenders the only temptation they lave to
offer,—namely,  usurions™ inferest; that is, inberest
s0 heavy that the lender can in a considerable propor-
tion of cases endure to lose his principal. Itis futile
to say they ought not to offer it, for they cannot help
themselves, and it is as futile to say the moneylender
ought not to ask it, for he must make up for the losses
he will incur by those who will never pay him at
all. He is just in the position of the fashionable
milliner who reckons that with deaths, frauds and
positive inability to pay; her bad debts will exceed 20
per cent of her claims, and that consequently she
must arrange her charges so as to meet that contin-
gent addition to her regular expenses. The system
may be bad or good, and is of course ernelly hard upon
the solveut, who pay for everybody's defaults ; but it
is the very hasis of all risky business, which. without it
could not be carried on at 4ll. The public, however,
though it tolerates the system generally,is so im-
patient of “usurious” hire for money, partly because
it hates oppression, and partly because it misreads some
sentences of Scripture which were probably intended
to keep the Hebrews an agricultural people—which
they are too clever ever to be—that it holds all * usuri-
ous” moneylenders to be scoundrels, and consequently
they usually are sueh. The trades which are “hateful,”
as Mr. Justice Hawkins in the case referred to, called
money-lending, always “fall into the hands of hateful
people, or of people who are at hest as hard as flints.”
They raise the rate of interest to the utmost figure they
can obtain, § per cent. per mensem, or.twenty times the
 interest asked when' good security is forthcoming, be-
ing only the normal rate ; they add all interest in de-
fault on to the original debt until it seems to grow of
itself, and the borrower is paying compound interest ;
and they keep up a system of threats which to men in
their debtors' usual position are almost maddening.
We have known, in fact, of one or two among
clergymen, who are required by opinion to be always
solvent, being driven mad, in the medical sense, by
their incessant worryings.  And, finally, when they see
no further chance of interest they “sell out” their luek-
less creditors,—that is, they take from them everything
they can to repay a debt of which two-thirds has been
piled up out of interest, and is in no way represented
by the sum originally lent. “They do not,” says our

authority, “often have recourse to frand, the risk of

. directly falsifying accounts being %oo great to run ;
but'there can be no doubt that the system is a most
cruel one, somefimes infernally cruel, and that those

who pursue it do, as a rale, grow fat upon,_the distress
and sufferings of their, fellow-creatures.”

“But when we have relieved ourselvés by that abuse, '

often quite just abuse, of the moneylenders, how much
nearer are we to any reform? What is the remedy
other than the suppression of the trade, which, as we
have already said, is not only an impracticable sugges-

tion, but an oppressive one?’ The wilder natives of. ’

India, the Southals for instance, and the settled Bheels,
have a remedy which is very effectual, but which could
hardly be ihtroduced in other countries. They go on
paying peacefully for a certain number of years, and
then, when the evil becomes unbearable, they take the
usurer-and his books and the grain whiech he usually.

CUBA’S TRADE.

The, passing by the Cortes without debate on Satur-
day last of the proposal of the Colonial Minister for
extraordinar y eredits for the purposes of the Cuban
war has revived the interest felt in Che fate of the
last remnant of the Spanish Colonial Bmpire in the
‘New World. The bill adopted by the Chamber of
Deputies enables the Government to raise the sum of
one hundred million dollars on the security of the
tobacco monoply, the money to-be zvailable for  war
expenses during the parlinmentary. recess. Arrange-
ments have been made for the use of twenty trans-
atlantic steamers during the month of August to
transport 40,000 reinforcements and 60,000 Mauser
rifles to Cuba, and also & number of heavy guns to be
mounted in the forts of Havana and other forts of the
Island. In order to give the quietus to filibustering
and privateering the navy is to be strengthened by the
purchase of a number of ironclads. While Spain is
not ab all alarmed or excited by the reference to Cuba
in the 8t. Louis Convention platform she is certainly
making preparations for eventualities, and means to be
in as good a position as position as possible to defend
herself if atlacked. Well-informed men are disposed
to sympathize with Spam in her  determination to re-
tain Cuba, knowing that in spite of her rather unen-
lightened methods of government the “freedom® of the
Island would be of no benefit to the Cuban people.

Spanish shipping interests are so anxious to preserve
a market in which they -enjoy a priviliged situation
owing to the differential tariff duties that so heavily
handicap their foreign' competitors in .Cuba and in
Puerto Rico. Iu 1894, the year before the present
Creole insurrection broke oat, Spain sent Cuba ex-
ports to the value of $23,412,375, and in the previous -
years the Spanish exports to Cuba had largely ex-
teeded that amount. The articles enumerated are
soap, candles, cotton stuffs and other textiles, woollen -
goods, silks, paper, wood and pipes, shoes, leather and
saddlery, and machinery. The exports of Spanish-

manufactured goods to places other than the colonies
of Cuba, Puert: Rico, and the Philippine Islands do
not amount £o $5,000,000 annually,

The duties on bread-stuffs are so high in Cuba
that Russian, Bastern, and Awerican can be imported
into Spain, and in some sort nationalized, before it is
re-exported, still with a good margin for profit on the
markets of Cuba and Puerto Rico. Spain’s exports to
Cuba are as a rule taken out in Spanish bottoms,
steamers and sailing vessels plying regularly between
both countries. This carrying trade has greatly con-
tributed to the development of native Spanish shipping
interests in Barcelona, Santandas, Cadiz, Malaga,
Corunna, and other ports which had decayed in the
carly part of the century, when Spain lost her Ameri-
can colonies with the exception of the two West
Indian Tsles.

Next to agriculture and to manufacturers’ and ship-
ping interests rank the commereial and financial con-
nections of Spain with Cuba and the native investors,
who according to the Liconomist have so largely placed
thieirsavings and their fortunes in Cuban securities
and interprises of all kinds. It is not the export trade
alone that can give a complete idea of the commerce
between Spain and Cuba. In 1894 Spain imported
from Cuba products to the value af over seven and a
half million dollars.. No approximate figures can be
given of the profits that the commercial and banking
classes in Shain derive from the connection with Cuba
but it is supposed they have been considerable. It is
1o secret also “that the thousands of Spaniards who go
oub,to the Island as Colonial officials or to seek theu
fortunes out there in business are all mueh addicted
to the habit of hoarding up the proceeds of their wmore
or less prolonged stay in the West Indies, with a view
to come home and to live as ‘Indians’ on their earnings,
or as members of the numerous class of pensmners of
the-Colonial Treasury for life, with reversions in the
shape of pensions to widows, orphans, ete., that the
Creole taxpayers have to pay so liberally.”

The solveney and indeed the very existence of the
banks and financial institutions which the relations
between Spain and Cuba have createdn depeds in their
relations ‘being maintained. Through these insti-
tutions Spain was.able to consolidate the debts and de-
ficits of Cuba after the ten years' rising of 1868-79, and
to convert the same in 1886 into a six per cent. issue of
£15,000,000 of Redeemable bonds, guaranteed by a lien
on the revenue of the Cuban Custom House, and in
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subsidiary guarantee of the Imperial Treasury. Sim-
ilarly guaranteed, £35,000,000 nominal of five per
cent. Cuban bonds were ereated by the Spanish Gov-
ernment in 1890-1, with a view to- convert what re-
mained of the 1886 six per cent bonds and *the floating
debt of the Cubau’ Treasury,and to provide funds for
other purposes. Practically only~£7,000,000 nominal
of shese £35,000,000 of five per cent. Cuban bonds were
issued in 1891 to convert the floating debt and bank-
"note issue’only. As the rest was not used to convert
the six per cent. bonds of 1886 the Cabinets of Sa-
gastain 1894 and 1893, and of Canorasin 1896 had the

£35,000,000 nominal of five per cenb bonds will by
next September have virtually passsed into the hands
of Spanish bond holders and bankers. At the present

GROWTH OF JAPANESE ’I‘RADE

Statistics recently printed by the Baltimore " Jonwrnal of
Commerce, show that during the past fifteen months no less
than 747 business enterprises, with an aggregate capltal of
,nem 1y $629,000,000 (silver), bave been established and reor-
ganved in Ja.pa.n This would naturally indicate a “boom"

. in business in that country, which may be accounted for by
the well-known speculative effects of a war. 'l‘lns was well

~ shown in the United States after the late Givil War. Busi-
of all kind was apparently flourishing to a marked degree,
but it had an end, and finally settled on a firmer and more
consorvative basis. In Japan some of the conditions are the
-same as they were in the United States during.the revival
period following the war. The question is, therefore,
whether Japan will meet any reverses,jowing tooverspecula-
tion, etc. Whatover the answer may be, it cannot be doubted
that a substaniial advance will be made by these enterprising
people. '

! Mr. R. P. Porter an ex-superintendent of the United States
_census, makoes the following statement regording the growth
of the trade of Japan: “I'he whole Japanege trade, including
bullion and everything, ten years rgo amounted to $78,000,-
000. Last year it had increased to $300,000, 000, . The ex-
‘ports of toxliles alone have increased from $511 000 to $23,-
000,000 in ten years, Where do they send thess goods ?
They supply the home demand. Formerly they bought yarn
in'India. Now they do not. Some 6f the finer wools they
still have to buy in England. They supply the home de-
mand for colton cloth, and they also send some to England.
Of course, that business can increase largely without inter-
‘fering with us. Last year thoy bought $2,500,000 worth of
American cofton. As they improve in the manufacture they
Jiroduce finer yarns, and as they inake better cioth they must
use our cotton. In order {o get any portion of the trade
that England now has with China, thay must use more
Anerican ootton. In view of this, there was a Japanese syn-
dicate formed while T was thero with a capital stock of $5,000-
000 to rub a new line of steamships from this country from
Philadelphia, New York, and Portland, Ore. They hope to ship
cotton from Philadelphia, but they may start aline from San

THE LATE SIR LEONARD TILLEY, K. MG,
Last week’s issue of this Journal had gone to press when tho
news of the death of Slr Leonard Tilley reached I\Iontredl and
we had no opportunity then to record our sincera regret at the
loss of the aged and honored statesman, The descéndant of an

" United Empire Loyalist family Sir Leonard has alwsys held

steadfastly to the spirit and traditions of the steady and patriotic
stock whence he sprung, and his services to his conatry have
been those which we would expect from the statesman who wus
animated and controlled by the lofty principles and Imperial
aspirations which distinguished this gifted son of New Bruns-
wick. Sir Leonard’s public life began in 1849 when 81 years of
age, and from that time until his retirement from the Lieatenant
Gaovernorship of his Provines in 1893 he was almost continnously
in the service of his country. One of the Fathers of Confede-
ration, 8ir Leonard was also closely identified with the National
Policy and with the construction of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. The [raming of the new taviff fell to his lot, and the
spoech in which he introduced the measure in 1879 was pro-
nounced by no less an economic authority than the late Sir Alex-
ander Galt, the greatest financial speech he had ever heard ia
Parliament. The success with which Sir Leonard carried on the
negotiations in London in connection with the financial arrange-
ments for the building of the great transcontinental railway wag
an event in the economie history of the Dominion of the first
importance. The Maritime Provinces ‘have produced many
great men, but nope will be more affectionately remembered
or longer held in honour than he awho was laid in his last
earthly resting place last Saturday afternvon,

‘The association
now includes Chadwick’s, Clarke’s: and
Coatg’, and one result has been an advance
in the price of cotton thread amounting to
50 cents a gross, Retailers report a slight
falling off in trade, owing to the country
and seaside visitors having pretty well
completed their purchases. Frequent
“bargain days,” however, help to keep
things lively, and the advent of American
tourists is also expected to further brighten
up trade. Collecticns are only moderate
in most cases, though satisfactory in
others.

Drirp ArrreEs—Thoe demand is fair,
chiefly on country account. Prices hold
gencrally steady, sales having been made
on the basls of 3 w 3%c.

Frour—Quietude is the only feature of
the market. Both the export demand and
that for home account is small, a fact prob-
ably duo to the unscttled state of the Chi-
cago wheat market, although the condition
of political affairs also comes in for its
ghare of blame.

SOLIDIFYING PETROLEUM,

A new process for solidifying petroleum
has been invented by Paul d’Humy, a
French naval officer,

It is stated that heavy common oil has
been converted by the inventor into a solid
block, as hard as the hardest coal; it will
burn slowly, give off an intense heﬂt and
it shows not the slightest sign of melting.
A ton of this fuel represents, M. d’Humy
sald, 80 tons of coal; and the space occu-
pxed by one ton of itis about three cubic
feet, as against the large space’ filled: by
the coal.

Having explained the uses to which his
new fuel might be put, and some of the
advartages it offers, M. Humy, at a re
cent gathering of experts, proceeded. to
show some samples of it and to make ox-
periments with them, On the table were
a number of cakes of solidified petroleum
and low grade oils of - various sizes and
shapes, and looking not altogether unlike
lumps of gingerbread or oil cake. In ad-
dition to the cakes there were samples ol
the saile fuel in dry powder and paste,
mixed together and pressed form a homo-
geneous mass, with a great specific grav
ity, hard almost as stone, and when burn-
ing will give off a flame of 800 times its
own volume, and a heat well nigh'as great
as oxygen, -

M.&’Humy placed in the grate in his
room a piece of solldified petroleum about
10 ounces in weight, and on its being fired
with a match it gave off a poworful steady
flame. A little later he puta small quan-

grate on the top of the cinders, ‘and when
fired the flame filled the grate. He puta

ELECTRICAL  HARDENING OoF
‘ STEEL.

A French techaical journal announces
a new invention iu the ficld of electrical
metallurgy. It 8 a process which will
give an extraordinary hardnmess to steel.
It is reported that the inventor, a Mr.
Taux, has executed the flollowing experi-
ments before a committee of engineers at
Strasburg. A drill hardened by electric-
ity pierced a shell twice as quick ag a drill
of the best stoel hardened in the ordinary
way. The drill was clogely examined
afterwards by means of a strong micro-
cope and not the least injury could be
discovered, An electrically hardened cir-
cular saw cut irou bars with surprising
ease. With a cold chisel similarly treated
asteel bar, ixl4 inch, was cut through and
the operation was repeated five times on
the same bar, Then a cast steel plate,
34 ineh thick, was cut with the chisel, the
edge of which showed neither a fissure
nor any other alteration afterwards, An
electrically hardened table knife cut iron
wire of 1 inch diameter just as easy as a
cotton string.
