Sucli items
go far in either naking a success or failure of many noi
enterprises. Mr. Harrison. Watson, curator of the Cana-
dian section of the Imperial Institute, London, Eng., lias
forvarded the following information, supplied by one of
the largest retailers of dairy products in Eugland, for the
benefit of Canadian shippers: "With reference to butter put
up in cardboard boxes, I beg to say the package was a
niost excellent one, very neat and nice, but as a couner-
cial speculation 1 doubt its answering. The trade prefer
te put up their butter in their owin packages, and in many
cases make use of the box as an advertisement. Boxes
are only used -when customers carry tie article froin where
puîhased,. and the great portion of butter in and about
London is delivered Nvithout any box. The competition of

tie present day is so severe that the trade have to study
every little expense. There is no better systen of packing
butter in the-London market than that of a square box,
containing 56 pounds, and care should be taken that at
least 56/ pounds should be put in the box to avoid clains
for short weight." Mr. Watson also reports that a Londonr
tirm is willing to take up a high-class trade in Canadian
bacon.

--The stock, fixtures, book debts, etc.; of the insolvent

LADYSMITH RELIEVED.

The surrender of General Cronjo on the 27th February
is one of those historie events which was so dranatic as to
strike and impress the imagination with a force beyond
its mere importance. Thère is indeed no record of a
crushing blow having been given on a certain day by one
power to another, and, on the annivcrsary of tliat day the
blomw bing returned-with interest. On the 27th Feb-
ruary, 1881, il small British arny was annihilated by the
Boers on the upper slopes and crest of Majuba Hill. On
the 27th February. 1900, the Boer General, Cronje, with
47 oficers, and his whole ariy, surrendered uncondi-
tionally to a British force, after frightful slaughter in the
trap they had been. driven, nto.

and where reinforceimtîcas could nol renach withoutî also
being elltrapped. To attack mien in so hopeless a posi-
tion seemed more like a battue than war. As General
Cronje, with characteristie contempt for li,înîan life, nîot
only refused to surrender, but kept up a vain but danger-
ous fire at his captors, General -Roberts had no option but
to returi the lire in order to compel his captive to lay
down his armis. At day-break on M[ajuba Rill Day,
which f'or 19 years waîs the Boers' anlaal Thannksgiving
)ay, a force made up of British regulars aid Canadians

secured a position close to the B3oer lin,. This proved
lie crisis, as, on tieir appearance the Boer Geineral sent
Siessage into the Bi t ishiii amp anionncimng bis surren-
der wit hout conditions. Tie usual lorman lilies aU once
followed, the sword of Gîenleral Croinje was lianded to
Lord Roberls. and the Briîtislh 1l.g floated over a camp
u.eupi.ed by soine 4.,000 . disaiime ad disheartened

Boers. This victory adds anther feather ta each ao the
already richly-adorned caps of Generals Baberts aid
Kitchener. If sots a large arli free to co-opeate will
the forces ncler Gencral Buller, by whose combined ae-
tion Ladysmtith is certain to be relieved. The result o
this will be, the addition of a further 10,000 or 12.,000
men to the British army in Natal. Wlhether General
Joubert will make a stand agninist so powerful a combina-
tion las yet to be seen. But, froi present nppearances.
he will either bave to figbt or surrender, but mnost likely,
lie will have to take each course in succession. The
bravery shown by Canadian troops in this war have von
the highest encomiumas of the Generals in commnid.
Lord Roberts speaks in one message of tbeir "conspicu-
ous gallantry." In the British Hjouse of Commions, and
in the House of Lords, the allusion to Canadians in the
message read elicited loud cheers. In all the chief cities

of Great Britain there have been public deionstrations
of pride in Canadian loyalty, and most enthusiastie, tri-
butes paid to the courage of Canadian soldiers. Every
British home "gentle and simple," palace and cot, las
rung with praises of this Dominion and its gallant sons.
Lenqding journals are calling for some Imperial monu-
ment of unrivalled iliegnificence being erected in honoutr
of Canada, Australia and New Zealand, whose help of the
Empire in tiie of need is eclared to bave done more to
consolidate the British Empire than all the actions of
statesien ever acconplished or could ever hope ta
achieve. John Bull, with all bis faults, is not "An ah-
sent-minded beggar." The best lie bas will not be too
god for Canadians.

In- view, of the opinion having been expressed by some
that the war will create an ineradicable fend between
British and Dutch, it is well to ranenber tbat about two
centuries ago a, Dutch army narched throngh the south
of England, entered London, and helped in putting a
Dutcliman on the British throne. Their descendants
have become Britous in the fullest sense. On the streets
of this City also there are eninent citizens who remuember
their Duteh ancestry with pride, lhau whon the Queen
bas no more loyal subjects. England will lift the Boers
tO er own high plane of civilization, then, in good timue,
will transform them into ardent friends of the British
Empire.

Since writing above the news has arrived of Lady-
smith having beei relieved. G eneral Buller is admitted
by Germain, French and other European crities of pro-
Boer sympathies. to have had one of the harrkst taslcs
ever undertaken by a military force. is triumph is
thrilling the whole Empire with joy.

ljR'efore one cent of the assets of the above estate was
aaýiaiiible foir the creditors, to whom they equitaibly be-
loiged, tiere was 59 cents ou the dollar spenît ou legil
proceedIings, no less than, 88.10 being paid as "costs Of
cijipoiiiting ourators," and "$110.15, costs of exainig
the mslvcnt!" 'The estate was in a bad eiough condi-
ion under the best of wvinding-up arrangements, but,
as our correspondent's letter says, it wacîs outrageous tliat
two-thirds of thte value of the estate should be spent be-
fore the creditors liad a chance to get a cent. A wvisely
franed uiisolveicy Act would have enabledi the above es-
tate to be wound cp at one-third of the cost.

It is une of the maost senseless of notions LO suppose
that trade cai be carried on without credit being extend-
ed by iîerchants to custoners. 1Had sucl an idea pre-
vailed in early times this country would have remaiied
undev'eloped, s indeed woculd have every now civilized
couItry. Uredit, for trade puirposes, is equivalent to
capital. Indeed where there is no credit tLere is no
capital, for the forces which necessitate and develop
credit are esssenbial to the safe and profitable employ-
ment of capital, the two are as intimately correlated as a
dynamo and electrie power.

To object to a wise Insolvency Act because iL miglit
ten-d t develop the credit system is analogous to object-
ing to the growth of food products bectuse of the dan-
gers ef gluttony. The most effectual restraint upon
whiat evils arise from the muis-use of credit vould be a
good Insolv.ency Act, by which dishonest traders would
be kept in fear of the law, and their assets would be ex-
peditiously, equiitably and economically. distributed
anong the creditors. Where noa lnsolvency, Act is in
force, credit is grossly abised, it is secutred by the gross-
est frauds, and honest merchants are expost to the ciii-
tranmelled anfd unpunishable depredations of a class of
miien w'ho use crelit f'or the samie purposes as are the
tools of a burglar.

MCY E CONDITIONS AND, PROSPECTPS.

I.n the "CoiteIporary Review for Ja. nuar' is ai ar-
ficle on, the condition and prospects of the bicycle in-
i îustry.. Tli opening sentlnce is, "We lio are aboult
lo die, salite yoa" a pinse, lis our readers knlow, uisei
by the dooernl ii thi Coliseiui, iii the dlays whlenî mnic
fouight witi becists, huimani andi othvrwise, to mîake sport
for a Roman holiday crowd. The wmrite' is 'eli knownm
in the bicycle world ais cm cuthority on ail that pertains
te tihat Imiachinle. HIe alppeais to have becomne satiatedi
wvith the enjoyienîts clerivable fromii a ffike. anid is now'
luohinig formward to Lie joys of c new scinsation. Tis
views are, howverci. wortiî considci'ing by iiakers andi ridi-
crs cf bicycles.

Hie dlencnes meilas lihviaing developei i standard
style of bike wlicil lie condemns with unmeasur'd sev-
erity. An ecminent embuer of the Cycle Engineers' Ti-

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stitute said at one of its recent meetings, "The iacing
cycle has been and is the curse of the trade." Riacing
certainly lias been productive of strong prejudices

against the use of bikes, owing to the freqtency of acci-

dents caused to riders and pedestrians. h lias done

larim also by a type- of machine liaving become the stim-

dard in w'hich coifort te the user, safety antd wuaring
qualities are sacrificed to ensure niere spced. A bicycle
indeed, in the minds of a large nutber of those who own

one, is a machine for transporting a person froi nowliere

in particular to some other indeinite point in the short-

est possible time. In the judginent of cycle engineers

there has not been the slightest practical improvenent
made in bikes by those who have devoted their skill to'

perfecting themn as racing machines, while they have
sacrificed f eatures more permanently attractive and valu-
able. What has been done is mucli as though those
who breed horses for the saddle, had taken up the busi-
ness of furnishing race horses instead of good steady
roadsters, adapted for riding with confort and safety and
witli all the speed required for practical purposes. .\1o
sane man gallops at full speed through streets, as is donc
by bikers in this city.

The writer is especially severe in condeining the
free w'heel, which lie regards as, "an absurdity, being dait-
gerous, complicated, useless, and nothing mure than an
obsolete fad.' As he lias ridden wheels of alnost every
imake, in tours extending ail over Europe, as well as
lirougliout the United Lûngdon, bis judgment carries

exceptional weight. le also condeins the general
adoption of a standard pattern for bikes. This, lie
compares to there being a standard pattern for clothes,
regardless of imen's sizes and variations in figure. Every
rider ought, lie says, to be measured for his bike and have
i itted to suit. This, we supposé, would create a bicy-
cle industry akin to that of the mi-ready" clothing
stores. We doubt the feasibility of this arrangement.
A more natural analogy is that between sizes of horses
and bikes, Every iman who rides horseback, as far as
possible, secures a steed and saddle best adapted to his
weiglt and forn, the variations, however, are linited to
a few standard sizes. If we are not mtistaken this ob-
tains also with bikes, as certainly there are several pat-
torns of both wheels and saddles, and adjustmentis can be
made to suit the convenience of different classes of riders.
But the writer is justified in condemninig the tendency
te cater so exclusively to the tastes of those who wish to
use a bike for racing. This is a morbid fancy that must
prove ephemeral and while it lasts be prejudicial to the
bicycle industry. Bicycle racing las already sacrificud
scores of lives, laied hundreds of victinis, led numbers
to abandon their wbeels, and deterred thousands from
adopting them.

We do not share the writer's views as to the bike bein g
"about to die," by being displaced by self-propelled
wheels, or motor bikes. There is no sign whatever of
any such change being at hand. Such machines wduld
cost so ruuch more than an ordinary wheel as t be
stricted tO a very limited numîber of users. The bike is
here to stay, but, it w-il have to be more generally valued
for its utility and less as a racing machine, if it is to re-
tain and increa5o ils popularity. The "rodsie r" bile,
easy t ride, comfortable in the saddle, not readily put
out of order,.more substantially constructed, and less lia-
ble to the freals of fashion. will be the machine of. the
future. For bicycles of this class, inoderate in price,

the demand will long be sufficient to maintain an ex-
tensive trode.

T EI PROPOSAL TO ¯DAM T1 HE NIA-A RIER.

.1Following tie fear that the Uhicago drainage canal will
have Lite eneet Uf loweriug the surface of ail the greal
lakes below Lake Superior to the injury of the trade e£
tut cities boruering ou ttiem, comles a proposed rciety
irom parties înterested i tue spidng of public nuney.
Xhe inea originated in WVashington, it is only-and sun-
ply--to make a dam across the Niagara river somewhere
above the L'alls and below Lake Erie. 'Therc eau be no
doubt that the Clicago drainage canal wili have an ap-
preciable cifect in draiwing oif mnueli of lie water LIat
lieretofore lias passed down tIe Si. Lawrenee; Lo what
extent it will le feit remains te be prove. N\u doubt a
datu above the Falls would keep the watcr of ail the lakes
above it at the present levels. That, houwever, woulI be
at the expense of Lake Untario and ail the St. Lawrenuc
river down to Quebec.

rom i natural causes the volune of water coming from
the gieat lakes lias been less of liate years than forierly
and nio artificial construction that would still further les-
sen iL could possibly be tolerated on botli sides of the
international waters below tic Falis. ucI a dam as
tiat proposed could not fail to be injurious. If the
dam is made higli encugli, alter iL is conmpleted, tu raise
ithe water to its present level, there wuuld, fer sonte years,
iu ail probability, be no water passing over it, into Lake
Untario below it. le idea cannot seriously be enter-
tained. If it could, fortunately, for ail the interests
concernetd, Canadian legislation would be ruquired tu
ive it ellect. One hall of the widtL of the waterway
where it is proposed to iaie the dam is within the juris-
diction of this Dominion. No governmient or parliament
of tlis country is ever likely te give authority for sui a
work to be donc. Canada las too much money invested
in our canal system to jeopardize it by allowing the na-
turai supply of ivater te be diverted or tauipered with,
within uur own linits.

It is net at ail likely that the scheme vill ever get bu-
yond newspaper articles and will soon-like muany other
visionary projects-be ceonsigned to oblivion. It is only
a few years ago that a lively newspaper discussion was
goiug 'on about a dan across tle Straits of Belle Isle.
That schemne vas intended to prevent the ilow of the ice
and cold water from the Arctic regions into the Guif of
St. Lawrence, and so change the clinate of Eastern Caul-
ada iost beneficially. The proposal never had the
sligltest chance of being carried into effect; il caded in
newspaper discussion. -The project was a harnless ele,
the saume, however, cannot be said of the one now' pro-
posed.. Compared wiLh its proposed predecessor at tli
Straits of Belle Isle, it is only a smail alfair, but if car-
ried out it would Le injurious to Canadian intercsts.
Alter: ther discusssion has run its course the proposed
scheme will probably follow in the vake of the othier big
dam and, be forgotten.

NEW YORK'S RAPID TRANSIT PROBLEM.

Eor over quartier of a century the city of New York
lias been endeavouring to solve the problem of how to
secure more rapid transit for its population, which, from
the peculiar, topography of the city, cau only extend in
one directio, that is northward. Surface street rail-
w'ays were lopelessly .iiisuifcient from. the beginning.
The elevaied railways wvere established witli the expecta
tion of thir becoming a satisfactory solution oi the mi-
portanit probleil. li a luieasure these elevated railways
wcre a stccess ia reheIiing the pressure of travel at cer-
tain louirs oi the day.

After a lomg struîggl e againast powerful adverse ilfitenccs
a contraci lias bean awarded for thei rapid traisit undc'-
(round tunntel froin te City Hall to Spuyter Duyvil,
which is nearly tlair'teen miles froin the centre of the
eity, besides branches to tle various districts on the East
river side.

TheCl tuinel will bc large cnoumgh to permit the r'uninug
on four lines of tracks and afoa space for gas pipes. tele-
grapli, teleplione, an other tubes for wires, fr'om the pri-
vilege to lise whicli Che city will derive a rvènue. The
conti-actor, .Lr. J. B. iIcDonald, is to receive $35,000,000
corporation bonids, iaving filty years to in, as tha work
progresses.

This is an immense municipal undertaking which if
successful, as it is most likely to be, will be remarkable
from the fact that the problem of rapid transit in that
greant City will have been solved without any cost to the
citizens, who, at the end of the fifty years, will bc flie
ow'ners of the whole property.

The
contractor has fle backing of strong and astute financial
mien who mist have seen c their way clear to male a sut-
stantial profit out of such an extended contract before
advancing, and becoming responsible for so many mii-
lions of dollars. The work is to be connenced within
thirty days after the signing of the conitat ami as itl is
clearly to the interest of flic contractor and his support-
ors to push on the work, in order to get revenue, it.will
rloubtless be completed withîin the stipulated tine. >

The intention is to extend the tunnel tram the City
Hiall and pass under tlie East river to Brooklyn so as to
bring tlie whole of Long island into conieetion with te
system tof tapid transit. That will surcly follow unless
rival interests ha~ve sufficient influence wis the city aldaer-
men, who will have a say ins the matter, which may re-
tard, if not prevent, so reasonatNe an extension of facili-
ties for the movenents of the vast population of dha
great City of New York.

BE, WISE IN TIMlE.

-The merchants doing business in the Western mining
centres, often envied by some wlo sec only the glittering
side of trade, are not without their share of business wor-

ries and probable disapp'oiUtments. A Rosslaud, .C., dis-
patch states that.in view of the existing troubles in saine of
the mines some sixty mnerchants issued tie following au-
iouncemuent: "We, tie tndersigned merchants, and others,
doing business in the City of Rossland, in view of the par-
tial, closing down of the mines, and realizing that in the
event of a general strike or lockout of the miners in the
Rossland camp, we should not be able to continue the sys-
tem of credit now in vogue, have agreed and do lercby
give notice that should such a calamity as foreslhadowed
occur, we shall entirely discontinue giving credit ta any
one whomsoever, and shall sell nothing .but for spot cash.
We are impelled ta this action solely -with a view ta self-
protection, we might also say self-preservation, and because
we have been advised by the bauks doing business in Ross-
land and by the wholesalers that ve would not receive from
thema such credit and accommodation as vould enable us tho
carry on our business on the sa-me lines as ut present. We
shall regret if the nsecessity arises ta take this step, but iwe
feel that it -is better for us ta make this intimation now
rather than after the possible event."

AMERICAN PIG IRON PRODUCTION.

-The Amaerican Iron and Steel Association reports that
le total United States production of pig iron in 1899 was

13,620,703 gross tons, against 11,773,934 tous, in 1898, an in-
crease of 1,846,769 tous, or nearly 16 per cent. In '1898
there was made 2,121,254 tons more than in 1897, and in 1895
2,788,920 tons more than in 1894. The production in the
secound half of 1899 was more tian a million tons greater
fthan in the first half. The stocks which were unsold in
lhe bands of manuifacturers or their agents on December

R1st, 1899, amounted ta 63,429 tons, against 291,233 tons on
December 3lst, 1898. The consumption of pig iron in 1899
considerabiy excededi the year's total production. The
total supply wvas as follows: Production, 13,620,703 tons ;
insold stocks on January 1st, 1899, including warrant
stocks, 415,333 tons; imports, about 37,000 tons; total sup-
ply, 14,073,036 tons. Deducting about 230,000 tons expprt-
ed and 68,809 tons of unsold stock on December 31st,.1899,
gives us 13,774,727 tons as the approximate consumption for
the year. The iwhole number of furnaces in blast on De-
cember 31st, 1899, iwas 289, against 240 on June 30th, 1899,
and 202 on December 31st, 1898, Of the production of Bcs-
semer pig iron, iPensylvania furinisied 4,473,493 tons; Ohio
1,552,965 tons; linais, 1,330,169 tons; the balance of 546,151
Ions coming from six other States. Of the basic pig, 738,-
308 tons vere made in Pennsylvania; 166,093 tons in Mary-
land, Virginia antd Alabama; 80,382 tons in Ohio and Mis-
souri.
