THE CHURCH'S WORK,

So far are efforts or contributions of
any kind in behalf of the general work
of the Chiurch frem impairing the inter-
est, or diminishing tho activity, or lessen-
ing the ability of any parish in the sup-
port of its loeal operation, that such a
manilestation of an unselfish and Christ-
like spirit, such out-reacking charity,
such heartiness of desivo for the prosent
welfure and final salvation of «ll men,
being the very secrot of the Church's
distinctive powor in the waerld, is that
which must finally delermine the moral
intluence and growth and strength of any
patticular parish,

Any parish  which, under whatever
Plea, isefates itselt’ from the urganizatious
ul whiel it is 1 member, and exhibits no
practical sympathy with movements ov
eltorts beyond its ewn natvew limits, is
in the last stage of spivitual decline,
though it may still exhibil many outward
tokens  of prosperity; it will surely
dwindle and decay, and be rejecled al
fast ay a mere “cumberer of the ground,”
unless the principle of a new and wobler
vitality shall be infused inte it by the
Spirit of God.

On the ether hand, every lokon ef a
consciousness that the work which the
Lord has resigned to His Churchis owr
work; that we are in some measure and
degrea responsible for its performanco
ereipehere ; that the  circumstances of
proximity or remoteness detormine only
the sphere of eur personal labers, and
that where wo cannot go persomlly our
hearts #till ge, and our prayers, nnd our
offerings according to our ability—every
such token is a sign of spiritual vitality
and vigor, and a parish whoso members
oxhibit thess will go on frem strength to

among them. No wonder tha Lal-Mag-
ter-General has appenled 1o the parish of
Marylebene to have something done
aheut it.

TaE question has been raised by The
Jewish World, of London, whether the
Afghans are not of Jewish origin. That
paper asserts that the prevailing type of
the Afghan physiognomy is strongly
Jewish—more so than any other living
race ; while in their religious custems
consideralle annlogy can be traced botween
them and orthodox Jews. In the case of
certain branches of the Afghan people
this is oarticularly striking—so much so
that en3 writer went so faras to cenclude
that he had found in them the descond-
ants of the lost tribes of Israel. All the
native Afghan histories contain detailed
accounts of the early history of the Jews,
from Abraham dewn to the captivity;
and eltheugh the bulk of the population
was converted to Islan years and years
ago, it is stated in a local history that
it was not until the middle of the tenth
century that Judaism was entirely given
up and Islamism had beceme the prevail-
ing religion.

CIIRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP.

Tuz want of Christian courtesy in some
of our churches, especially in the city, is
astonishing. In some cases even culli-
valed families may attend for yoars and
not obtain the slightest recognitien.
Novw, thers may be excellent preaching,
and everything, se far as the wership is
concerned, entirely congenial,
what dees it siznify when yen are no
better than a 3amaritan among the Jows ?
When a family has aitended n church
six or eight years and never receivod so
mueh as a word of welcoms, it comes to
ke a little tedious.  Of ceurse, nobedy
is supposed to go to church from socinl
considerations, and yet the state of the
case is concoived to bea little different
between o company of Christians and a
company of Brahmins. You are preach-
ad to from the text, fer instance, “Where
there is mneither Jew mor Greek, bend
ner frag,” and yet you have it demon-
strated to-you year after year that unless
you kappen to be ore and not the ether
you ars as much an alion from the con-
gregation, whatever you are te the Com,
momwealth of Israel, as theugh you had
never been naturalized.  If you demand
tao much, as very possibly you do, per-
heps such abstemtion will be good for
you; but the case is differant if you
deserve much and receive nothing.
People naturslly want to know by cer-
tain ex‘ernal sigms whether tho cem-
munjon of saints means anything, and
whether, if it mean nething here, it may
mean anything hereafter. The werst
thing of all is that net a few people
become exasperzted amd soured against
the Church because they find im' it noth-
ing answering to Christian-fellowskip,
and next to nothing which answers te
Christian civility.—N. Y. Churchkman.

INDIA

Earny CurisTiax Missions.

After having given our readers a short
account of the three fnlsy veligions which,
likea triple fortross, abstruct the progress
of Christianity and civilizatien in India,
it would be well Lofore wo entor on the
wide fisli]l of wodern Missions te Tacon!
tha envliest efiorts wado by the Church to
1]:an-y the Evangel of Salvaiion to the tur
East.

Wy ofien hear enlightencd and earnest
men of the present day who would have
us withhold support from Foreign Mis-
sionary work.  They peint lo fields
“white for the harvest” mnenrer home,
and ask us to wail until they are fully
provided with lakourars before wo axpond
moeney aml men on snch distant lands,
Without dwelling on other grave objec-
tions which might be made lo these re-
marks, we would peint out that certainly
this wede of action has noet the sanetion
of the Apestelic Church, We aro told
by the Christians of Malabar, on the
South-West coast of India, that early ns
A, D. 52, St. Thenas, after preaching to
the Parthians and Medes, came ameng
them to proclaim the Goapel. Only fif-
teen yomrs hisd possed since lis IMlessed
Master had ascended into Heaven. In
the Apostic’s ewn couniry thore was
much Chureh work {0 bo done.  Jorusa-
lem was a large, thriving city. the heart
of a populous district. Clhristians wero
few in comparizon to those areund, who
wore either blinded with Jewish error
or infeeted with scepticisn. Thero wero
converts to be made, thers were recent
proselytes to be instructed and odified.
And yel, directed deubtless by the one
All-Guiding Spirit, wo hear of St. Paul
coming nver to preach in Kurope, while
about tho ssne time St. Thomas is en-
goged in like blesssd work amonmg ihe
Malabars of Indin. Mony believed and
were baptized. The Apostle laboured
among them fer 30 years; then ho want
on to a placo named Mylapero, where he
was murdored by a heathen priost.

The infant Church thus planted strug-
gled on. As centuries passed away,
many errors crept im, but still it lived,
and from time te time tidings of it reach-
ed the Churchos in Furepa. In the Oth
century our large-hearted King Alfred
sent ono of his Bisheps to visit the shrine
of St. Thomas., Some inicresting rolics
of these early limes are siill preserved.
They are two sets of cspper plates or
leaves, covered with writing in the native
language. The words tell of certain lnnds
or privileges which the Rajah of those
dnys granted {o the Christians. A mora
interesting and ancient relic was found
some years ago in a ehurch ameng the
mountains in Travancere, It is a copy
of the Old and New Testament beautifully
written in the Syrinn language. This
precious Bible, written by Syrian Chria
tians nearly 1200 years ago, is now in the
University Library in Cambridge, Eng-
land.

In the Middle Ages meechants and
monks from Italy give us faint glimpses
of the Christians ef Malabar dewn te the
16th century. At that time thers were
20,000 Christian families. They could
read and write, and had many copies of
the Seriptures. They met for womship
on Sunday in their churches. They had
ne images, and did not worship the
Blessed Virgin. A heathen’s testimony
{o them at thig tima is remarkable : “ They
are frank, sincere, guilcless and truthful ;
they do ovil te mo one.” In treating of
the mission work on the Malabar coast,
we shall again allude to this deeply in-
teresting subject.

“Jolm Mwrk was born ab Lucknow.
His heathes name was Ilebi Singh.
Advorse ctreumstancos lod Lim lo seck
work in Jammicn. Afler eight or niue
yeurs” rexidonee thevo, o made tho ne-
quaintance of a Gob fearing Sakib, and
way baplized ahoul ena year bolore he was
struck  with blindness.  ‘Fhen he was
sent to hospital, where ho romained far
four years.  Finding that his sight was
irrecoverable, he resolved te yeluri {o his
nutive country. It is new about fifteon
years sineo dohn Mark has leen in Gal-
eutta in the Ablms-heuse. Nis living
thore has heen n great blessiug to the
native inhabitants of the place. No soonar
a Hindu or Mussn'man is admitied there
than Johu Mark fastens ou him and
prenchos (o him fhie Gespel. Thoy are
riveted by his enrnestness ; thoy listen to
hin with attention ; they bholiove, and
beforo long vnv or the ether is admitied
into the Church by baptism, 'The first
person that was cenvarted through his
instrumentalily was another hlind man,
named Hari Dayl. One dny whoun Hari
Dayl was still a Flindn, John Mark ad-
dressed him thus: ¢ Desr Hari, now
attend to me for a mement. You have
often lieard the Gospel from me, but
havs net yot bolioved. Considor that the
rejaction of this Gospal will one day bring
much sorrow upon you. These words
pisrced Hori's heart. He could not sleep
that night, and when it was merning he
told John Mark that he would no longer
dolay, and that he belioved wilkh his
whole heart in Christ as his Saviour
Hari's oxample was infoctious, nnd hefere
the wesk was over three more come
forward and were baptized. Honceforth
John Murk’s faverite lext was, * Lerd,
new loitest Theu Thy servant dopart in
peacs, according ta Thy Werd: for mine
oyes have seen Thy salvatien.’

“Tun this way fifty-fwo persons wers
instrucled by him and admitled to baptism
by various Padri Sahibs.

“But this is not all. He is also n trus
shepherd to thoss who have been brought
intg the fold. o teaches them, comforts
thom, warns them, and when the evening
cleses in, ho gathers thom areund and
sings and prays with thom.  Nor is this
all, When a brother falls ill or into any
kind of distress John Mark is the first to
help him, by giving him either his food,
or his clothes, or somothing frem his
poor savings,

“The consequonce of all this is that ho
is loved and respected like a father.
Many believe that they cannot preach
Christ; because they have no learning or
an clequent tongue, but to ho a witness
for Christ no worldly wisdom is requir-
od, but the toaching of the Spirit of God,
as St. Pacl saithin 1 Cor. ii. 4. Our
brether Mark, though ignoraui of ether
sciemcas, is deaply instructed in heaven-
ly learning, and that is the reason why
he can accomplish such great things.
And what dees it mattor, theugh werldly
people despise him? hois a ‘chesen vessel’
in:the sight of Ged. T kave known him
now for about fiftesn years, amd. X grate
fully acknowledged ‘that:I have learn-.

Pursuant te the above call, the Clergy
of the Diocese of Ceulral New York, to
the number of forty cight all told,assem-
bled at Manlius; many others regretting
their inability to attend, and sending for-
ward their conlributions to the “comrmon
fund.”

At the epening service in the chapel,
the Bishop greeted the Brethren cordial
ly, and explained the ebject of the sum-
mens. Without laying dewn rigid rules

For
forty-eight hours, Dishop, Priests, and
Deacons, hespitably previded for by the
Head-Master of St. John's and his family
dwelt together under one reof in great
harmony ard comfort. In the intarval
between the more public devotiens, the
Clergx either withdeew into rvetivement.

1n
Connecticut 69 per cent has been the
inersase of the Jast twenly years; ond
throughout the whole country the Church

in population—in fact exceeding it con-
siderably; and thousands of Tay Dissen-
tors are yoarly joining her communion.
In England the large and constant in-
crease in the number ef Churches,—new
ones geing up, old ones onlarged, and
buildings ef various kinds for Church
objects opened—all testify to the growth
that is going en. * We can judge
further of this inerense by the acknow-
ledgment of the decrease of ethor religi-
ous hodies, e. g., the Molhodists, who,
during last year, appointed a day of
humiliation,-one of the reasons assigned
for keoping it heing tho decrcase of its
mombership within the year."

Throe new
Chitrelies bave been cousacrated. and  one
enlarged, Yive new Cliurches are in process
of completion. The firat stoues were laid of
thren 1mare, atd Lo more were contracted
for, upking in all fourtven new Churches,
. which witl afford sittings for 5,210 persoas.
Six new licensed houscs fer Divine wership
have been provided, accommodating 2,300
waralippers, which, added to tha fermer
numbers, will afford nccommadationfor 7,510
persons.  Besides thisnceommadution, affard-
ad in Lwenty localities where nene existed
bofore, there are five other plrces in West
tinlway, not included in the nhave tour, in
cach of which there is a scheol-reem Where
Divina Sevrvice is performed an the Lord's day,
and in which accommodation i3 provided fer
10 warthippers,  This number, added to
the 7,510 ulveady stated, makes a total of
3,860 - ittings now mewly provided.”

At meeting held in London, Dee. 15, in
wid of Irish Missinna to Roman Cathelics,
Rav. Mr. Bickersteth made the follewing
stalements.  * Between thirty and forty
thousanid pespls have within thess four yenrs
altandonod the idolatry of Romanism, and
mande 1w spen confessien of their conversion
to the truth of the Gospel, and who are now
living t5 the proise nnd glory of Gad. Jo ene
district in the West of Ireland aloue, in a
union where this movement connmenced, nnd
whers, between four and five yeara aga, there
wire not more than five or six hardrad cen-
verts, there are now between five nud six
thowsaml.  In the Saciety’s schanls there nre
hetwean five nnd six thousand children re-
sularly attending and receiving instructiva
in Protastant trath.”

“The spread of Protestamtiam in the West
of Ireland is now cenfirmed by the Reman
Cathalics,  The Nation says that systematic
proselytism has had ‘imwense success in
Conunuzht anl Kerry. ‘The altars of thas
Cathelic Chureh have tuen deserted by thou-
sands horn aud baptized in the ancieat {aith
of Irclamd.”

In Scotland the Church is also now
shewing great vitality, net only ewbrac.
ing in her congregations much of the
culturo and wealth of that country, but
also yearly drawing inte her fold large
numbers wlie have besn trained in other
ways. The cathedral recently bLuilt and
consecrated in Edinburgh, the finest
ecclesiastical building erccted in Great
Britain during the present century,
testifies to the activity and liberality of
the Church’s Isy members in thai
land.

The fact is, that so little kas been said

in tho past upon these subjects of acces-
gions, and. Churci growth and life, and
so few Church papers have been circu-
lated among cur people, that not much
has hitherto heen known of the astonish-
ing progress which is characterizing our
Church in othor places, and, let us hope,
whieh will znon mark a new era in the
history of the Chureh in Canada.

May CGon prosper yet more and 1nore
the work of Bishops and Clergy;and 1wy
[le se increase the zeal and devotedness
of the Laity, that in evervthing they may
advance the eause of Christ, and the
salvation of souls.

Of the clergy thero are in round num-
bers in Great Dritain 35,500 ; United
States, 2,500; Canada, including New-
foundland, 1,000; Australia and New
Zealand, 1,000; India, ste., 750 ; Africa,
etc., 300 ; West Indies, 250, Or between
thirty-two and thirty-three theusard in
all.

We have hers a Church with nearly
200 Bishops, over 32,000 other clergy,

and probably mot less than thirty millions
of edherents. :

PAROCHIAL PAPERS VI

Tug Cosrmiatioy CrLass,

{Continued.)

The season of Confirmnation, if not the
most difficalt. i3 certainly the most im-
pertant and permanent i its effects of
any period of the work with souls. This
may  be our justification if we devote to
its consideraticn anether paper. We
shall gather 2 mere definite idea of the
metheds in which the Confirmatien class
should be conducted, if wo first ask what
is the ebject te be atlained.

Confirmation is the time for the train-
ing of those seuls whe are already with.
in the covenanl, to which they were
admitted at Daptism.  Obligations of
the most solemn kind have been entered
into by them, which they cannot evade
il they would. They arcto be ledat s
specific time, by a specific act, to recog-
nize and assume those obligations for
themselves, of their awn free will and
accord, and with a full knewledge of the
responsikilities and the issues of their
decision. At the time of their solemn
dedicatien of themselves to the service of
Gop, thay are taught by Seripture
Reason,and the Church, to expect through
the human channel, the laying on of the
Bishop’s hand, the grace of Gop sealing
their act, and bestowing the pewer to
keep and perform their resslutions, in
enswer to the united prayers of them-
selves and the congregation. Tt is evi-
dent that this must mark 2 momenteus
crisis in the histery and experiences of
the soul.  For such an occasien the
preparation should be deliberate, and it
should be interesting.

It should be deliberate. The soul,
having fallen by actual sin from its
Baptismal purity, Leing out of karmeny
with the will of Gopb, is in a state ef
chronic disease. It cannet Lo cured at
high pressure. Tho power and merey ef
Gion can and will, as in the case of the
poralytic in the Gospel, proclaim the sins
forgiven. The past may be blotted eut.
and the soul set free from the dominion
of former sin. Dut the habit remains.
And the spiritual training which each
soul neads, must be directed not omly
towards the futwre conquering of sin,
but also towards tho rosting eut of sinful
labit; in short, tewards the pursuit of
Holiness- It is one of the faults of the
But it is
one of the marks of inexperienced im-
petuosity to attenrpt to force the soul,
either by a *‘lattery of warnings and
axhortations,” or by s violence of eme-
tion, inte n false excitemert which may
casily decoive ilself and ecannot be main-
tained. It is possible to deafen and
bewilder, without imapressing either mind
or hemrt. Dy makiug the Confirmation
class a part of the systematic work of the
Guild, all undue hurry and censeguent
imperfection of training isavoided. Ard
it is to he hoped that tho time is pot far
distant, when the Confirmation seasen
will be a settled amd regular part of the
yearly plan of labour in each parish.

But the class must alse be made
interesting.  Dulness is above all things
to bo avoided. When the intellect is
chiefly addressed, and the heart and
feelings are neglected, there will be in
the minds of the candidates o semsation
of relief that the class is over, which is
fatal {o any real abiding result. The
main object of the imstruction is to pro-
duce a definite and distinct act of the
will. And to do this the happy means
must be arrived at, of supplying know-
ledge in such & way as te interest and
develop all the faculties, beth of mind
and heart. This is not easy, and requires
much experience, tact, skill and energy.
Inshort, the work of the Parish Priest
in the Confirmation class is to imculcate
personal religion, in the widest sense of
the words. There iz no existing manusl

age to do things iu a hurry.

of help which covess the whols gronnd;
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and the clergyman ot layman who com-
piles such 2 manual will he previdinga
much necded assistance for the younger
clergy, and would earn the hearty thanks
of the whole Church. Dut each clergy-
man gees to work in his ewn way, and
gradually fiuds himself in pessessien of a
settlod framewerk and order of teaching,
which every recurring occasion of Con-
firmation  renders  more perfect and
effective.

The above subjects will of course have
boon treated with very strict and repeat-
od personal application and dealing with
conscience. But thera is a further werk,
which can hardly be done in the com-
mon teaching of the class, however
pointed and direct it may be, that ef
decpering the impression of the general
instructien and bringing to a fecus the
definite action of the will. Thers will
bo provided more frequent occasiens of
devotion and prayer during the prepara-
tion season. DBut even these will net
produce their full effect without personal
centact with the individual, and the in-
fluenee frecly used of holy pracept and ex-
ample on the part of the teacher. It will
be the aim of the true pastor te ses and
talk, with each member of his class singly;
te proba deeply the motives and direct
the aspirations of these wha are at such a
time drawing nigh te Gop; and te quicken
and elevate the spiritual desires which
would fain ¢ geck after Him and find
Him.” Tere all the highest and holiest
experiences of the Shepherd ef souls will
be brought imte play. Here will be
nesded a profound knowledge of human
nature. Here is a field for all the tact
and ability with which the training and
the natural gifts of the instructor supply
him. And here above all is the opper-
tunity which a burning leve for sowis
and an intense desira te bring them to
Christ longs for and thankfully uses.

It will have been noticed that neither

in the plan propesed fer use nor in the
other suggestions is special stress laid
upon the Holy Cemmunien. In the
early years of the writer's ministry his
‘endeavers were diracted towards the in-
dueing every member, if pessible, of the
Confirmation class to partake of the Hely
Cemmunien on the day of Confirmation.
But a mere lengthened experience has
shown that this is, even if attained, a
deubtful gain. In the divided attention
given to both these important subjects, it
is more than prebable that there will be
& want of that concentration which each
separately deserves. It appearsto ba for
many reasons better that the newly cen-
firmed sheuld have the benafit of a mere
exended course of teacking upen the
Holy Eucharist, which will naturally
belong to the Communicants’ class. And
th.en the great sacrament of Christ's love

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Besides, local machinery must be put
in motion. A clergyman ean no more
cope with the world ouiside than a General
can meet the enemy single-handed. Could
not the clergy meet now and agin ai
given centres to talk over their difliculties,
1o devise means for the bstter conduct of
their Parishes ! Tho mera services, grand
as they are, will not keop tho congrega-
tions together. Dible Classes, Communi-
cants’ Classes should be working. Pare-
chial asseciations for the sozial,intellectual,
meral and spiritual culture of young men
and women should hs in eperation for at
least the Winter months. Such ynestions
as. What becomes of our lnds irom 15
years to, say, 25 years of age! Why
den't our young men propare for the
Ministry, home and foreign?  And then
deeper, How shall we promete the spir-
itual life in the churches ? sheuld e
considered. The younger clergy are prone
to mistakes, and sometimes tash experi-
ments, unless they can new and then
have the advice and counsel of the older
clergy. The colder clergy must receive
the younger as BRETHREN in tho Faith,
and must loek over a little too much zeal,
perhaps without knowledge, in the
Yeunger ones, remembering what mis-
takes they themselves made when first
ordained. Why should not the clergy
be brethren in more than theory? Hew
often is & clergyman pained by receiving
a letter from a brother commencing *“ Dear
Sir,” and ending ¥ Yours faithfully,” not
always meant to do so, but showing a
great want of Christian brotherly affection,
A stand-off position is sometimes main-
tained, though pastors ef the same Church
of Christ, whon the relationship should
bo 2 mest cordial one. A lively oxchange
of pulpits should be emcouraged, and if
on sowe plan agreed upon, all the better.
The people becoms so aceustemed to the
samo voice year after year that it loses to
someextent its eriginal force and influence.
They love their own minister, but would
tove him none the less if ho were out ef
his pulpit newand then. Ne parish should
ba without ifs Anmnal Missionnry Mect-
ing, when a nwnber of clergymen sheuld
bo present if possible, the rector to de
nothing but amnounce the speakers, and
keop the order of tha meeting. TFarnest
Inymen should be encouraged to speak,—
though not so well up in the subject
matter, an earnest layman would probably
make a poist which the clergy might have
overleeked. If wewant examples ef what
can be done by organizatien on this Island
let us look at the Reman Catholics or
the Methodists. I all centres in the
word BROTHERHooD. Let the clergy re-
member one thing—there must be 7ife in
this 19th century. Even a blundering
life, if we can have no other, weuld be
better than formal death, but an ergan.
ized life weuld Le best of all.

Layman” actuaily
seems to think that we do rot hold, as he
dees, that “repeniance and faith are con-
ditions precedent to the reception of the
sacraments,” while, of course, we ara just
as decided as to this as he can be, and he
rejects what onr Church certainly seems
to me to teach very plainly absut the
high place of the sacraments in the plom
of salvation, because he thinks those who
lold it must reject “salvation by fuith.
s0 decidedly laid down in Gob's Waly
Word. 1 need not ask him surely to ad-
wit that St Paul was au example, in his
own person, of the “jusiitication hy
faith” which he tanght.  Well, liston o
the words addressed to St Tau!, after his
wonderful conversion. by thu divinely-
sont teacher: “And aow why tarriest
thau 2 Arise and be baptized and wash
away thy sins, calling o1 the name of the
Lord”  Acts 22, 16.  Similarly St,
Peter, on the day of Pentecost, declared
the way of salvatien to the many anxious
enquirers,  *“ Repent,” he said, “and be
baptized everyone of you, in the name of
Jesus Chuist, for the vemission of sins,
and ye shall receive the gift of the
Holy Ghost,” ete. Acts 2, 37, ete. And
Imight go en to show that the same
“ justification by taith” was taught to
the Philippian juilor (Acts 16, 32), the
Ethiopian sunuch (Acts &, 36), &c.  The
sacraments are, as Canen Liddon puts it,
“revealed points of centact” with our
Savieur, the Incarnate Son of Gop and
His “sweel-smelling sacrifice,” and faith,
therefore, which makes men, in penitence
and self-surrender, acknowledge Christ
as their snly hepe, brings them to thae
sacraments, that they may Lo blessed
through Christ in Gop's own ways,
thankfully recoguizing his right to ap-
point what ways he pleases, This is not
at all agaiast the truth that Gov may and
does Yless men directly when they prayto
Him, theugh certainly il is not to be ex-
pected that He will do se in the easc of
these whe deliberately and knowingly
rcject any of His own ordinances.

There are other points in “Layman’s”
tetter which I have not time to tako up,
but which “Aneother TLayman” or some
one else will deubtless deal with as they

esorve. I would just refer, befere
clesing, te the werds of St. Paul, in
I Cer., i. 17— Christ sent me net to
Baptize but to preach the Gospel’—
quoted by yeur correspondent, as if the
Apostle meart to speak of a sacrament
such as Paptism, as of cemparatively
little impeortance. Lot the context be
here consulted and it will be found that
St. Paul is net comparing baptizing and
preaching the Gospel as to their relative
tmpertance, though of course Baptism
without the preachiug of the Gospel,
which must preceds and lead to it, wonld
he useless.  St. Paul never sets the twe
things over againt ene angther. In this
parable he expresses his thankfulness
that it had not been Ilaid upon hin to
administer Baptism personally, but that
his work was rather the preaching of the
Gospel; the preaching of Christ and Him
erucified, whieh, as we have seen, in-
cluded pointing out le men Clirist's
blessed ordinance, * for,” he says—if I
may be permitted to parapbrass accoerd-
ing te what I think his meaning—<had
it been otherwise, and the gift of Bap-
tism heen bestowed at all generally
through ons in such a position as mine,
I might have reccived the credit instend
