So states a leadirg Rus-
sian journal, This is exactly the attitude of
English Churchmen towards the Bishop of
Rome. The Russian expression of opinion was
called forth by Leo NXIIL's project for a unifi-
cation of tho Roman und Orthodox hranches of
the Church,

Ix the House of Laymen of the Province of
Canterbury, at its meeting last month, Lord
Selborne moved the following resolution whick
was carried unanimously: ¢ That this House
renews its solemn protest ugainst tho threatencd
dismemberment of the Church of England and
its Disestablishment and Disendowwent in
Wales and Monmouthshire ; and having in April
last unanimously resolved that such a measure
ought to be resisted by the wholo strongth of
the Church of England, it gratefully acknow-
ledges and expresses its hearty concurrence in
the measures taken with that viow by the
Archbishops and Bishops of both Provinces,”

TuE action of the Archbishop of Dublin in
consecrating Senor Cabrera was discussed in
the Upper House of Cunterbury Convocation

last month, and a resclution was unanimously
passed on the motion of the Bishop of London
rofusing to accept any responsibilily in tne
matter until after the Lambeth Conference
shall have examined the standards of doctrine
of the Spanish Reformed Church, and shall
have decided the grave question whother the
said Reformed Church is 10 be recognized as in
communion with the Anglican Church. Arch-
deacon Furrar made a brave fight for the Arch-
bishop in the Lower House, but only nine voted
for his motion while 39 voted aguinst it.—St.
James' Chronicle,

THE clorgy of the Diocese of Hereford are re-
ported to be greatly agitated ovor tue appoint-
ment{ of Dr. Percival to the Sce. There has

already been some talk of a formal protest or
pelition against the appeintment, but it will
bardly come to thai, The dissatisfaction is not
with Dr, Percival personally,” but with the
opinions on Church disestablishment and
Church property which he has publicly ex-
pressed. The Diocese of Hereford is more con-
cerned with the proposed disesiablishment of
the Church in Wales thun any other English
diocere, and the clergy foresee the difficulty
they are certain to experience of reconciling
their duty of loyalty to their Bishop with the
strong feelings which prevail amoungst the ma-
Jority upon what i now, and will be for some
little time, the absorbing topic of ecclesiastical
affairs in their diocese.—English Churchman,

THE quarterly report of the Palestine Ex-
ploration Fund is unusually interesting, Itap-
poara that, under the recently-granted permit

of the Ottoman Government, explorations for
over 1,000 feet have shown a paved street and
towors, while there has been found a gate with
a sewer under it, which is identified as the
** Dung Gate” of the prophet Nehemiah,and the
Gate of the Eesenes, mentioned by Josephus,
It is believed that the wall exposed will be
found to include the Pool of Siloam, though
Josephus implied that Siloam was without the
wall. A recent etorm has exposed a votive tab-
lot, within two feet of which antiquarians have
passed for years, and which sbows that the
Third Legion, as well as the famous Tonth,was
at Jerusnlem between the time of Titus and
that of Hadrian The tablet prays Jove for

the welfare and victory of the Emperor Trajan

and the Roman people, “erectod by the Third
Legion.,” The Turkish Governor is now giving
all the belp that is needed.

At a meeting of the (Roman) Catholic Truth
Society at Hulme, a Mr. Kelly expressed an
opinion that convorts would be attracted to
Rome through the influcnce of the ‘¢ High

Church party.” The Bishop of Salford (Roman
Catholic), who presided, said that ‘‘ his experi-
enco had been the reverse of this.” He spoke of
an occasion when an Anglican vicar in his
neighbourhood, who was a “ ritualist,” was ac-
cused of leading his people, by his teaching, to
the Church of Rome. This had been mentioned
by a friend in his presence, and he had been
constrained to say that for * one convert he ro-
ceived from the viear's church (the largest in
the place), he received ten from the Non-con-
formists,” It has been a common remark that
by far the largest part of the secessions to
Rome firom the Church of Iingland have been
of those who were originally members of the
Evangelical or else the liberal party. Such
were Newman, Ward, the Wilberforces, and
most of the other well-known names of & formor
generation, During the last 30 or 40 years
the number of conspicuous conversions to Rome
from the Anglican Church have been compara-
tively few. The policy of Pius IX. from 1856
onward effectually checked any tendency in
that dirvection.— Living Church.

A WrLsE Wesleyan minister writes to The
Church Times to explain how he became con-
vinced of the wrong and injustice of Direndow-
ment, Hec bad determined to prepare an ad-
dress on Disestablishment, and commenced a
course of reading, which, to his great surprise,
revealed to him the unfounded character of his
preconceptions. Fle was astonished to find that
the facts were vverwhelmingly against disen-
dowment, and therefore he feels compelled to
enter hiy protest against the iniquity which
would cripple the Mother Church by an unfair
and unscrupulous act, He ends his letter in
thls vigurous language: “ Let the Church
awake to the dunger threatening her in Waules.
I do not fear that disendowment will crush
Anglicanism—it is too healthy and spiritual for

that—but it can mutilate its organization.
Never has Anglo-Catholicism shown itself so
much in carnest as to-day, It is answered that
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its political peril has caused the awakening, I -

do not belieze it, I find the clergy are hard-
working, spiritunlly-minded men. Give the
Chuarch time, stave off the immediate danger,
and Wales, educated to see the contemplated
injustioe, will indignantly repel those who now
lead her. The heart of Wales is right, whatever
we may think of its head,”—-Living Church.

OxE of Archbishop Beuson’s chaplains writes
in the February number of The Quiver: The

following may be taken as & reproseatative day
in the life of the present Archbishop, whose na-
tiring energy and capacity for work have not
been surpassed by any of his predocessors. His
Grace usuaily rises at .30 a.m., and devotes
the early morning hour, or hour and a half, to
dovotional study. Brenkfastis fixed for 8.30,
and the servico in chapel is held at 9.15, Ata
quarter to ten the business of the day begins,
Haulf an hour is devoted to dealing with somo of
the most important letters and documents be -
tore the Archbishop starts oft tn proside at the
meeting of the Hcclesiastical Commission, or
gsome Royal Commission, or the coramittee
meeting of one of the leading Church societies,
Before luncheon one or two interviews (by ap-
pointment) are fitted in. A brief half-hour is
snatched for preparing the heads of some im

portant speech to be delivered at a public
gathering at three o'clock, Before the meeting
is over the Archbishop hurries away to take
his place in the House of Lords, and make a
speech which lays down the policy of the
Church on somo proposed form of ecclesiastical
legislation., From the * House” he returns home
in uime to dress and start at once for some fnnc-
tion or entertainment, in which ho again has to
make a speech, such as the Royal Academ)

dinner, or the Mansion House. On reaching
Lambeth, at 11,30, the Archbishop must go
through, with his chaplain, the remainder of
the lelters, not a fow of which have been con-
sidored and denlt with in tho carringe as he
drove wo and from his different engagemeonts,

When it is borne in mind that every public ut-

terance of His Graco is fully reported (often
verbatim) in the daily press, and thut there are

nover lacking those who are at all times ready
1o criticise and condemn, and frequently to mis-
1epresent, whutever tho Primate may say, it is

wonderful that the occupant of that arduous
post is able to discharge his™ herculean task
without frequently breaking down. No one who

has been privileged to see the inmer life at
Lambeth can doubt that it is by the Divine
grace that the Archbishop is strengthened and
supported to fulfil the duties resting upon him,
and to maintain that courtesy and kindliness
for which he is deservedly admired,—Irish
Ecel. Gazetie.

His heart
the home of every vile lust; his soul with grand-
est powers endowed, itself debased, defiled; his
energies wasted, enfeebled ; his body bloated,
disfigured ; his step unstoady; the man, the
victim and slave of passion and vice,

0, God, what a warfare is this! How terrible
itis] And yet how grand it is! How it ap-
peals to the noblest attributes of our beirg,even
while the lowest lusts of thut common nature
are stirred and moved upon, O man, will you
fail and fall in this terrific struggle? Will you
show yourseli a poor wenkling, when you
ought to be a hero in the strife? In this con-
flict of plabeian and patrician forces in the hu.-
man soul, passion against reason, appetite

-against will, impulse against conscience, you

would not that the plebeian should dominate
and rule you to your ruin—what then? Oaly
this wise and necessary precaution: ‘‘ Let not
him that girdeth on his harness boast himself as
be that putteth it off.” Victory only perches
ot the bunners of stout-hearted manhood! To
start noble, it must be by a persistent fight
with einful self, Satan, and a wicked world.
And still more sublime the conflict wheun it
riges to the sphere of the spiritual. Religion,
taking the word in its component parts—re back
snd legare, to bind,—simply moans the binding
back the human spirit to God ; and 8o giving it
a right direction, and, it may be, a glorious out-
come, But in the fuce of the powers of evil in
the world and in the soul itself, this is no easy
matter, What resistive forces the soul must
encourter in carrying out this new and high-
born purpose ? How is the way to holy duty
and the holy lifo disputed by that malign spirit
which erst wrought man's moral overthrow,
and introduced sin into the world, with al]l its
How is the snblimoe course
; on which the soul would enter disputed by all

% the malign influences of tho sinful world in

which we stand, and now, too, by the low and
sinful propensities which rankle and reve] in
the human breast. Suaintliness means no easy
walk over this disputed course. Says a great
Apostle: *We wrestle not against flesh and
blood, but against principalities and powers,
against the rulers of the darkness of this world,
against spiritual wickedness in high places.”
God forbid that any should think of this as a
mere dress parade of virtuo, So far from it, it
is a battle in the wildurness, terrific, prolonged,
uncertain, wearing, where only *the grit of
man and the grace of God” enable them to fight
it out on that line, though it tuke all life long.

But sore, protracted and severe though the
conflict be, it has for its end the eternal good of
every man engaged in it, and his only safe
course is the free and hearty committal of his
life against evil and to holiness, Confirmation
mesans just such a conscious, voluntary ‘renun-
ciation of the devil and all his works,the pomps
and vanities of this wicked world, and all the
pinful Justs of the flesh,” with full purpose of
heart, with the help und grace of God to achievs
thereby a glorious vicltory. Surely the one
thing in this life most worth having is worth
fighting for.

A goodly number among us are, by their own
acts, and this solemn rite handed down from
the Apostles, about to signalize this as their
holy purpose. To them it must be, as to many

of you in the years gone by it must have been,
8 solemn occasion, & sublime moment; none
more 8o, Will you not pray for them that they
may be faithful unto death, and so win and
wear the Crown of Life ?

Life is on every side a warfare,more especially
Christian life, The more the necessity for a har-
ness in the old sense of the word. * Weapons
of warfare, offense and defense ;” and it ali shows
how much wakeful truth there i8 in this ancient
caution : * Let not him that girdeth on his har-
ness boast himself, a8 he that putteth it off.”
One of the world's grandest characters uses this
glowing language: **I have fought a good
fight, [ have finished my course, I have kept
the faith ; hencetorth there is laid up for me a
crown of righteousness,” But, ah! it was at the
end of a glorious struggle, the close of & sub-
lime life, It was the language of triamph in
full view of the axe and the seuffold. No fear
of death sealed his lips or took away his tribute
to the blessed Christ, who made him thus to
triumph in the actual nearness of a tragic
death,

You, dear candidates for Confirmation, are
just entering on the struggle, God grant that
it may be in full earnest. The weary conflict
with Sin and Satan und Self and World is all be-
fore you. Not in your own strength is the great
battle to be fought. Only seek grace und he'p
from God, thinking not to accomplish, a8 some
think to do, a glorious victory, in any neglest
of religious dulies or Christian privileges. Be
faithtul to thy vows, and so the Eternal God
will be faithful to His promises. Only be thou
a hero in this strife! Iet there be no abate-
ment of zeal, purpose, devotion; and at the
battle's end the victor's crown and glory thou
shalt wesr—Rev S. H. Giesey.

MOTIVES,

In ttese end-of-century days there is no end
of fads, theories and “ new ideas” in making
use of religion to smooth the friction of life,
The old ballast of doctrine and stable truths is
thrown overboard, the center board tzken out,
full sails unfurled decked with brilliact stroam-
ors, and enchanting music fills up and beguiles
the flying hours. That is the sort of religion
that is getting hold of people, in which the
single impelling motive is ontertainment. the
satisfaction of the insistent desire for immediate
happinoss. Even the old motives of taking to
religion for the sake of appearances and social
position or securing business patronage, are nos
deemed available as formerly. The one thought
is, will religion help to fill up dull hours and
turnish the meane to have a “good time” so-
cially ?  Will it provido music to my taste, and
inteliectunl stimulus and entertainment, and at
the same time let me off easy when my self in-
dulgence carries me beyond the border land of
innocent and rational enjoyment ? . Faith, duty,
sorvice and responsibility are becoming lost
words and lost things. Hven the ministers of
Christ are drifting into the stream and acting
as if the Gospel had lost ite puwer, and Israel
could only be gathered by means of bazaars and
parties and entertainments, and that which ap-
peals to the single sentiment of getting together
and enjoying things. Not that the tremendous
power of the social element is to be ignored in
bringing men and women into the kingdom of
Christ, but it should not be allowed to smother
the real purpose and end of religion. Certuin
it is that the crying need of to-duy is thesteady
enforcement of the truth that while religion
furnishes the truest entertsinment, at the sume
time it demunds service, loyalty, consecration,
It gives the purest enjoyment pussible to man,
but it expects toil, hardness, self-demiul, pu-
tience, endurance, If the motive in the pursuit
of relgion be the gratification of self alone, the
person does not get Christ's religion, it is some-

thing else, If porsonal pleasurs is cast out of
the motive, happiness comes. of itself, und the
best and highest qualities of the soul shine with
a lustre reflected from Him who came to be the
true Light, “ which lighteth every man that
cometh into the world.”"—The Church News, St.
Louis,

THE BOOXK OF COMMON PRAYER AND
COMMON LAW.

There is a very strong and striking analogy
between the Book of Common Prayer and the
Common Law. They both are the resultant
and the development of the same principle, They
are twin-brothers. They resemble each other
in feature and attire. It is impossible to be as-
sociated with either one for any leagth of time
without being led into the companionship of the
other, Churchmen naturally become defenders
of the Common Law; and students of the Com
mon law become Churchmen. It is ar historic

fact that lawyers, who are experts in the Com-
mon Law, read themselves into the system
and the theology of the Book of Common Prayer.
The Chureh has always been strong among the
lawyers, And she has won mwaby to her fold
through the Common Law, lor a student of
the Common Law, with moral instincts and
religious feeling, will be led by an inevitabla
convietion, to the system of Theology and
Churchly order that is enshrined in the Book of
Common Prayer.

The Book of Commen Prayer is not a creation
of legislation, 1t is a growth, It is notan
arbitary compilution, It came into being, uot
by the fiat of a king or a convontion, but, like o
lauguage, in obedience to moral torces which
wore tho heritages of past generations, and
which express the common religious life of the
people. It isofientimes assumed that the Book
is the product of the Reformation, And,in a
sense, this is trne, The Book is the crowning
achievement of that formative period. But it
is a growth nevertheless, The Reformation
period is simply a stage in its developmont. It
does not mark its bistoric beginning, for a new
Book was not made then, * The English Book
of Common Prayer was formed, not by the com-
position of new materials, but with the several
elemonts of the earlior scrvices,” ¢ The Body
and Essentiuls’ of the Book are an -ancient
beritage. The Reformation is the date when
the trunk of the tree appears, but the rootsrun
down into the soil of the ages, The blossom i
thereset as the crown of a previous nature and
growth, For almost every part of the Divine
Liturgy and the daily offices, in their last
analysis, ean bo truced back step by step, to
the earliest ages of the Church, Every essential
feature of the Book exists in 1ts predecessors.
It is *the Cnstom Bool™ that embodies the
commen uses of the divers custom books of
the Anglican Church, - Neither is therea break-
ing with the docirines and the use of the Church
Catholic ; for the -Divine Liturgy, the ancient
norm of the daily offlces, the creeds, and the
primitive rites and ceremonies of the Church,are
sacredly preserved in the Book in their historic
eontinuity. The essentiul principle of the com-
mon law appears in every office of the Book and
stands out on every page. To it its very being
elings, The creeds and uses and rites * so col
lected,” as Blackstone wouid state the case, *‘are
of bigher antiquily than memory or history can
reach, nothing being more dificult, thaa to us-
cerluin thie precise beginning und vhe first spring
of an auncient and lony ustablished custore.
Whence it is that in our law the goodness of &
custom depends upon its having been used time
out of mind; or, in the solemnity of our lega:

phrase, *‘ time whereof the memory of man
runneth not to the contrary.” This is that
which gives it its weight and authority. It
is obedience to this principle, which is so dear
to every Suxcn heart, that gives weizht and
suthority to the Book of Common Prayer.
This Bock belongs co no party, or age, nr nation,
Like the Common Law it is composite in char-
acter, It is *“as mixed as a language.” ** The
Orient and Occident bave enriched it with their
finest and strongest utterances, have worked it
over and over, have strickoa trom it what was
agsinst the consistency of its import and beauty.
It has been a growth, an exhalalion, an
apocalyptic cloud arisen with the prayers of the
saints from climes of the Hebrew, the Greek,
the Roman, the Goth, to spread in time over
half the world,” This wonderful Book is

‘The heir of all the ages in the foremost fles
of Time.”

If this be the true historic basis upon which
the Book of Common Prayer rests, it stands
sharply defined over against the Roman Catholic
and the collective Protestant world. For these
iwo syslems, extreme as they are, ceuler for
their being in a common principle. I[tis a prin-
ciple that does not heed the voice of the Com-
mon Law, or respect historic continuity, In
so.newhat of & qualified sense, it can be called
the civil law principle, which maintained that
law is made by sovereigns and councils, and
that it can be changed by the will of a person
or the majority voto of asynod. The peculiar
dogmas and distinctive rites of the Roman
Church and of Protestantivm take their origin
from either the edicts of a Pope or the legisla-
tive act of a Couneil. The distinctive features of
the Roman Church to-day, which brings it out
of harmony with primitive doctrine and custom,
snd the divara strange doctrines and notions of
Protestantism, have been logislated into being,
sither to ratisfy the theological exigencies of an
age, or to please the will of & man or of the
party in the majority.

For example: Transubstantiation was made
a dogma of the Faith by a Council in 1210 ; the
infallibility of the Pope by the edict of 1870;
the Westminister Catechism, the Augsburg
Corfession, and the various Confessions of Fuith,
are all the results of legislative enactments, and
express the opinions of schools, and partias, with
no direct recognition of thecontinnity of Church
doctrine and Bible truth, The question was
not asked of the doctrine or rite under discus-
gion, if ** the memory of man runneth not to
the contrary.” Judge-mnde law is of a question-
able character. Man-made theolugy stands on
the same level, Blackstonesays: * Thedoctrine
of the law is this : that precedents and rules
must be followed, unless flatly absurd and ua-
just ; for though their reason be not obvious at
firat view, yet we owe such a defersnce to
former times a8 not to suppose that they acted
wholly without consideration,” A long con-
tinued and historically estublished precedent is
absoluie law, Such procedents constitute the
Common Law, and tbey tanlke their high
authority, partly, becuuse they express the
will and custom of the people from age to age,
and partly because they indicate that which
was fit to survive in the nalional growth. This
principle of precedent,which twines itself about
the events of the past, is very deur tothe demo-
cratic Saxon heart. Itis justly considered to
have gained, and nurtured to a high develop-
ment,constitutional libertyand individual rights.
“Precedent,” says Lowell, “is only another
name for embodied experience, and counts for
even more in the guidance of communities of
men than in that of the individual life.," [n the
domain of the Faith once delivered, the Book of
Common Prayer is the embodied experience of
the past aud the witness thut voices the pre-
cedents of * the ages all along.” Its doctrines
and rites are absolute law, because they are
historically established precedents, This should

be maintained with emphasis,” For could the
principle, that rules in every court of Justice,
be recognised and honored in the sphere of the
Faith in Christ, it would become possible to
frrmulate 8 system which could be received by
all Christian people as their common beritage.
Here centers the hope for Christian unity. It
is for this recognition—the recognition of the
essential principle of the' Common Law—that
the Book of Commou Prayer contends. And if
there be any virtue in this principle as it per-
tains to the Faith of Christ, the Book demands
from .the Anglican people most careful con-
sideration und a just appreciation of its merits
and lessons,

When the break is made with the experience
of the past anc the testimony of precedent is
ruled out of court, by an autocratic judge, the
bars are let down for the entrance of partial
and quuint statements about the Truth, which
pride and prejudice wili establish as the very
fundamentals of life, —essentials to salvation.
This is historically true. The edicts of Pupes
and resolutions of Conventions have manufactur-
ed opinious and theories about the Trath in
foundamental doctrines of life ; and in many
cases, have placed them as the coraer-rtons of
& new party or sects, and so divided cnce more
the Body of Christ, The Truth is contounded
with theories about the Truth, The liberty in
Christ is limited by bumun enactments, which
order the speculative opinions, whick cluster
abont the facts of the Faith like so many flowers
or fungi, to be considered as essentinl parts of
the Truth for salvation. They are the causes
of every heresy and schism, For heresy and
schism have no regard for the Common Law of
Christ’s Truth or the testimony of precedent.
Crtholic precedent is the absolute antidote for
every heresy and schism, The greatest of all
heresies found its contradiction to Catholic pre-
cedent ; for the Creed of Nicea was not adopted
by a majority vote, bat is the historic testimony
of three centuries to the Truth, The Book of
Common Prayer conserves Catholic precedent.
It, therefore mukes a radical distinction bet-veen
doctrine and sacraments that ara esseutial to
life in Christ, and those which are matters of .
opinion and speculation. This witness could
never manufacture some opinion about the
Truth into an article of the Faith, and press it
home upon the conscience of man as a question
of life or death, Every page of the Book is a
protest against man-made theology ; against
the aubstitution of theories about the Truth for
the facts of the Faith; against the assumption
that any party or pope can* be wiser than
18 consentaneous centuries of Christendom.”

It is porfectly consistent for the Roman
Church, or any Protestant Body, to adopt as
docirine any speculative opinion that either
the Pope may wish, or & majority in & Synod
may determine, And it is perfectly consistent
for them to deny, by & papal bull ora majority
vote, & dogma of the Catholic Faith. Bat the
Anghecan Church cannot so do. The historic
development of the Faith and its illustration,
that ure centered in the Bookof Common Prayer,
force her to take the high ground that she has
not tae power either to change or to abrograte
the common law and custom of Christ's Truth,
It is not within her province to either make a
new doctrine, or to manufacture & rite, or to
dony any received, The doctrines and rites of
the Church, which are embodied ia the Book of
Common Prayer, and the heritage of the age
which are to be received by each succeeding
age a8 a sacred truat for its ckildren, The only
question about doctrine, or any integral cere-
mony, that can ever arise in the Anglican
Chareh, is how to state ard illustrate more
clearly a truth or a rite which in the popular
mind is radically misunder tood or disregarded.
This was one of the purposes of the last revis-
ion, a8 it has been of every one, The late re-
visers declared at the start of the work, that

they had no authority to re-adjust the dostrines
and the rites of the Book, They endeavoured to
illustrate them more clearly as the circum-
stances of the day required, and to bring them
more completely in barmony with the state-
ment and -the practico of the Hely Catholic
Church. The Buok of Common Prayer deter-
mines that the doctrines and rites of the Church
must be constant, The body should be like the
Head, *“The same yosterday, and to.day, and
for ever.” '
Surely, it is in the minds and hearts of all
to thank God for the inestimable privilege of a
share in the perfecting, possession, and preserv-
ation of that which so * procures reverence in
the worship of God.’ and ‘ promulgates the truths

There were present amongst the clergy Lord
Bishop Dunn, Ven, Archdencrn Roe, the Revs.
Canon Vonlffiand, Liennox Williams, rector of
St, Matthews, and Mr, Noriie, assistant minis-
ter ; Debbage, Lariviers, Hibbard, Balfour, A,
Dunn Bulfour, and Parroch, Bishop's chaplain,
bearing the pastoral staff,

The Bishop, clergy and choir proceeded from
the vestry to the chancel, singing the hymn
No. 215 A. & M., when the Bishop, standing at
the chancnl steps, attended by his chaplain and

" the Archdeacon, said to the Rector and wardens

of the church :

“] am come hither at your desire; let the
Petition for the Dedication of your Fort and
Baptistery now be read,”

The following petition was then read.

“To the Right Rev. Androw Hunter, Bishop
of Quebec: We the Rector and Wardens, repre-
senting the congregation of this Church, have
caused a Font and Baptistery to be erected for
the Service of God, and the administration of
the Sacrument of Holy Baptism, in memory of
our late Father-in-God, the Right Rev. James
William Williams, D.D, Fourth Bishop of Que-
bec, and our desire is that they may be set apart
from all common and profane uses and dedicated
to the honor of God by your prayers and min
istry according to the customs of the Holy
Catholic Church.”

The Bishop, accepting the petition answered
and consepted saying: * Brethren, this being
your desire, we will now proceed to the Aot of
Dedication,"

Let us Pray.

In the Name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Ghost, Amen,

Our Father, etc. Amen.

Prevent us O Lord, etc, Amen.

The 1xxxiv. Psalm was then sung,

The Bishop then delivered an address in
which he referred in very laudatory terms to
the work of the late Lord Bishop, to whose
memory the new font and bapistery were
erected, He suid that the appeals for the Dio-
cesah memorial in the shape of the Bishop
William’s Fuud of the Chureh Society had been
responded to even beyond the expectation of its
promoters, and it was gratifying too, to note
that parish memorials were also being erected.

This in St, Matthew's was likely to be the best
of those memorials, for St. Matthew’s as a parish
led in every good work. His Lordship also re-
ferred to the memorial window in Bishop’s Col-
lege chapel, Lennoxville dedicated on the i8th
ult., which had been erocted to the joint mem.-
ory of Rev, Dr. Nicolls, first Principal of the
institation, of Bishop Mountain and of Bishop
Williams. Hymn 242, “ We love the place O
God,” elc., was sung, while the wardens, choir,
clergy, Archdeacon and Bishop proceeded to the
font, Then all kneeling the Bishop offered the
prayers of dedication, and hym 502 was sung,

Pure water was then poured into the font and
the Bishop proceeded to administer the Sacra-
ment of Holy Baptism to three young children,
—one n child of Mr, John Ready, churchwarden,

During the singing of the next hymn, *“ O'er
the shoreless waste of waters,” tho choir, clerygy,
Archdeacon and Bishop retarned to the chancel,

Then the sermon was preached by the Voo.
Archdeacon Roe, formerly rector of the Church,
who took his text from Psalm xlv. 1i: ‘ In-
stead of thy fathers thou shalt have children,
whom thou may'st make rulers in all lands.”
The rev. gentleman spoke in deservedly eulo-
gistic terms of the late Bishop and of his views
upon baptism and otber similar subjects. Tho
gorvice was closed by the benediction, pro-
nounced by the Bishop.

The hymn No. 437 A, & M. was sung us a
recessional. The service throughout was most
interesting and imposing, the conduct of the
large congregation most revereatial, and the
mucic ané singing of the choir of a very high
order. The service will long be remembered in
the church and parish as ono of its red letter
events,

Roport of Church extension in the. District of
St. Francis, by the Ven. Archdeacon Roe, D.D.,
[CoNTINUED.]

2. In the summer of the same yecar, 1868,
the Mission of Magog was founded.

This i3 a casc in which tho Mission fleld
* guffered violence and the violert took it by
foree.” I had been deeply impressed (I think
especially by Mr, Scarth, who had Iaboured
there as travelling missionary) with ihe urgent
importunée of the Church occupying the ground,
Magog being certain, from its splendid water-
power, to become in time a large manufucturing
town. With no small difficulty were the little
bandful of Church people found there, three or

four families only, persuaded to take so
andacious a step as that of applymg for a
resident clergyman, They did so, offering to
contribute towards his support; ana the Dio-
cesan Board,which in those days was heartily at
our back ready for any venture, at once placed
Magog on its roll,

The history of this Mission,—now almost
ready to graduato into & Rectory,—is also full
of interost.

I remember the insolent contempt with which
the few outsiders, who strolled in to look at the
first Service held by Bishop Williams in the
School-house there, gazed upon us; as if who
should say,—* What do these feeble Episco-
palians in Magog ¥ If even a fox were to go
upon the wall which they build he would throw
itdown.”

The first clergyman was the Rev, Dr, Mor-
rison, now the distingnished Rector of Ogdens-
burg, Western New York ; but his stay was too
brief to muke any impression It was the Rev,
Joan Walters who built the Church and really
luid the foundations of the iission, Strong
men huve suceeeded bim,— Ernest King, James
Hepbaurn, aud the present [ncumbeut, To Mr,
Hepburn, with his twelve yeurs of such untir-
ing labour as very few men could give, Magog
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owes more of course than to any one else. He
hasJeft & name in that wholo district for self-
denial, kindness to the poor, and a devoled
Christian life, which is itself to the Church a
ﬁremous.mh_eritance. Religiously regarded the

agog district was a soil hard to cultivate;
but the result is a substantial and steadjly in-
creasing harvest, Its great growth, however,
as a manufacturing centre, has scarcely begun.

3. In 1870, the Township of Brompton and
Windsor were “taken in possession.” It fell
out on this wise,

A district school teacher, belonging to Bromp-
ton, whom the Incumbent of Molbourne had
met accidentally in an outpost of his Mission
for a single hour the summer before, now far
gone in consumption, sent for him to prepare
her for death, Naturally inquiring into the
religious condition of the place, and finding the
two Townships utterly destitute of pastoral
core on the part of the Chureh, he at once an-
nexed thom to hie own Mission. The necessity
of providing Sunday Services for thoem was met
by the admission, into the sacred Ministry, of
the Rev. Isaac Thompson, then a zcalous Lay-
roader in Lieeds. We worked togethor over the
fiold of our four Townships, and studied
together, for four happy years. The people
were gathered in, and the handsome Church of
Brompton built. And on my removal to Bishop's
College, in 1874, Brompton and Windsor were
organized into a separate Mission with a resi-
dent Clergyman,

1 hope to tell the story of this mission now
under my charge, at greater longth at some
future day.

4. In 1874 began the Bishops’ College Mis-
sions, which have proved an instrument of so
much value in the extension of the Church in
these Townships. Thoy had their origin in a
special injunction inserted by the Bishops of
Quebec and Montreal, in their Commission to
the now Professor of Divinity, in September,
1873, that he should use the openings for Lay-
Reader work in the ncighbourhood of Lennox-
ville a8 a means ** (1) of truining tho Cundidates
for Holy Orders in the composition and de-
livery of Sermons; (2) of cultivating in them
the facully of extemporo preashing ; (3) of ex-
ercizing them in the intelligent, simplo and de-
vous reading of the Liturgy ; and (4) of initiat-
ing thom into the pructice of, and exci'ing their
zeul for pastoral work by employing them
whero possiblo as Liny- Readers.”

There was work of a Missionary character
done from the Collego before and side by side
with thut of these Miseions. There wuas Mr,
Euberson's work at Milby, where he opeued
Services, built the Church, ard searched out
with Joving assiduity the lost and wandering
sheep in that neighborhood, Milby was taken
charge of by Principal Lobley on his coming
to us, and Capellon a litlle later, and were
served, I need notsay, with loving devotion and
conspicuous ability, Upon Capelion Mr, Tambs
also had bestowed much labour, These, how-
ever,weroe not strictly speaking College Missions
for which the Professor of Divinity was respon-
sible, but were rather Stations in the Parish of
Lennoxvillo under the superintendence of the
Rector. The first College Mission proper was
that of Ascot Corner.

5. In the Spring of 1874, when I was casting

round how to begin, one of my siudents, now
the Rev. Albert Stevens, called my attention
to a desirable opening for mission work at
Sandhill, Wo went out there together and
offered to give them Services, but our overture
was coldly rejected. They had Universalist
preaching with which they were all satisfied,
v In September of the same year Mr. Scarth
and Mr, Chapman, of Dudswell, came to me
and invited me 1o break ground at Ascot
Corper. Service and Sunday School began at
onco and were warmly welcomed.

Some two or three woeks later, a young man

from Sandhill was accidentally preseut at our
Ascot Corner Sunday Morning Servize, and was
so attracted that he applied on the spot for the
same work to be extended to Sandhill, promis-
ing us awarm welcome, J need unot suy how
glad we werd to accept so unexpacted anm invi-
tation, Very soon, practically all the people
in the two neighbourboods were gathered into
the Services and all the children into our Sun-
duy Schools, Churches were built in both
places,—at Ascot Cormer in 1876 and at Sand-
hill in 1880. Johnville, now uneof the Church’s
mosi promising stations, was occupied in 1883.

Early in 1878, in answer to an urgen’ appeal
from Mr, Chapman, of Dudswell, we took WWest-
bury off his hands and carried iton from the
College till the summer of 1881, when 2 blight
fell upon our wark there, and we were obliged
to hand it back to Mr. Chapman,

6. Down te this point, thatis for abouteight
or ien years, whatever work was done on the
part of the Divinity Students was unpaid labour.
The only money spent wae for teamhire to the
more distant places, but the expense of this was
invariably borne by the people we ministered to.
Not o cent of help was obtained from outside.
Forsoveral years, my own carriage was utilized.
Besides we did & good deal of walking. I re-
member many walks with my two helpers out
to Aecot Corper, seven miles, cn the Q. C. R.
track, after breakfast on Sunday morning, for
Sunday School and Service, and back to College
to dinner. Some would have thought it grind,
but we were all young and full of enthusiasm,

We slid irsensibly into the present system,
first, by paying the men for vacation work, and
later on adding a fes for work which required
their absence from College from Saturday to
Monday. But tt was the people who paid. A
prime matter, kept in view from the beginning
was, educating the people in selt-support.

4. At the end of 1882 my attention was call-
ed to the new settlements then being formed
around Lake Megantic, some seventy miles
from Lenoxville, and I was earnestly entreated
to oxtend our work to those settlements. We
did so and have been working there ever since,
I found there, by searching out, some fifty
families who, more or less, acknowledged us.
These wore visited in their homes again and
again ; two churches were built ; the children
gathered into Sunday School, and many baptized
and confirmed. The course of prosedure with
similiar results of course is true of all the Colleg:
Missions. On Luke Megantic much labour wug
bestowed by the Archdcacon as General
Missionary Agent after his connection with
Bishop's College came to a close.

Of theso stations, Ascot Corner and West-
bury became a Mission of the Diocesan Board
with a resident clergy in 1884, Sandhilland
Johnville, on the ercction of Randboro’ and
Island Brook into a separate Mission in 1887,
became an iutegral part of the parish of Eaton,
During the past year they have been adopted,
together with Milby, as a Mission which may
serve a5 a mudel and training-school Misaion
for the Divinity students under the Professor of
Pastoral Theology in Bishops College. On

Scotstown being erected into a Misrion under .

+ho Bourd, Luke Megantic was annexed to it,

8. The Mission ot Scotstown owes it origin
to the zoul and devotivn of the Rev. Arthur
Judge, who went out there from Cookshire in
1887, gathered the people for services and built
the church, Immedistely after this ho left us
for New York, and then Scotstown became in
part, and soon exclusively a College Mission, a
mission on which much labour was bestowed by
the General Missionary Agont. Among other
things, the acquisition of the Parsouage House
may be fairly cluimed a8 a part of these labours,
1n 1893, Scotstown, together with two of the
outlying suations of Bury, was erected into a
separate Misgion with a resident clergyman.

Missionary meetings were held on the pre-
vious day at Shrewsbury and Dunany—the
aforesaid clergy forming the several deputa-
tions, viz: Rural Dean Sanders, R. F. Hutch-
ings, R. Emmett and A. E. Mount going to
Shrewsbury, while W, Harris and Alex. B,
Given went t7» Dunany, On Wednesday morn-
ing, divine service with the celebration of the
Holy Communion was held in Trinity Church,
Lakefieid, at 10.30 a.m, Rural Dean Sanders
was colebrant, assisted by Rev. W. Harris.
The sermon was preached by the Rev. A. B.
Given. A good congregation was present
thereat, and what was still more encouraging,
there was a large number-of communicants,

After dinner at the parsonuge, the Chapter
assembled at 2.30 p.m, for Biblical study and
othor matters. Rev. W. Harris opened the
meoting with prayer. Tlte minutes of fhe last

_mooting were read and confirmed. ‘The Secre-

tary received letters of non-atiendance from
Revs. J. W. Dennis, W. T. King, James Carmi-
chael, jun,, and B. 8. T. Marriot. Rev. H, A.
Meck was unavoidably absent, owing to a death
in his congregation, but towards evening very
kindly put in an appearance. Romans viii. 24
to end was read, as the passage of Holy Writ
for mutual discussion, After an hour and a
baif had been spent in this way, it was found
thut the subject was by no menns exbausted,
and it was decided that we should at our next
clerical gathering consider this portion of Gnd's
Word, beginning at verse 26.

CuannLy Caxton.—~We alluded in a former
number 1o the efforts of the Willing Workers, a
children’s society connected with St. Stephen s
churech, to ohtain and present tha church with a
pnew bell, This has now been accomplished after
only four month's labour. A service receiving
the bell was held last Thursday evening at the
church., The Revs, Dr, Ker, H. Kittson and
Rural Doan Saunders'and Dr, L. H. Davidson,
Q.C., were invited to take part, but Dr. Ker
only was able to attend,
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The bell, weighing nearly 500 lbs, cast by
Meneely & Co., Troy, N.Y., was formally pre-
sented to the church and accepted by the Rec-
tor, Rev. R. D. Irwin, and his warden, Mr.
Howard, the Rector replying shortly, encourag-
ing the youthful workers to persevere, after
which a hymo of dedication, specially written
for the oceasion, was sung,

An eloquent sermon was preached by the
Rev. Dr. Ker to an interested audience. The
fervice was bright and impressive, the hymns
being very appropriate and beartily joined in
by all prosent.

Biocese of Toronto.

Toronro.—A Conference of clerical and lay

Diocese of Algoma,

To the Editor of the CHURCHE GUARDIAN,

The Rev. R. Renison, of Suult Ste, Marie, and
Rural Deun of Algoma, has been holding mis-
sionary sercices in many of the churches of his
extensive Rural Dannery with marked success,
The offertories taken up at such services were
sent to the Domestic and Foreign Mission
Board,

In addition to Mr, Renison's assigned work

in Sanlt St. Marie and Korah, be holds week
day wervices at the following places in regular
succession : Garden River,- Bruce Mines, Echo
Buay, Mucdonald Township, and Poplar Dale.
These places embrace & very large area, in none
of which is there at present a resident mission-
ary. , Poplar Dale, although an extensive farm-
ing community, is the most isolated of all the
places mentioned, being situated about 18 miles
from a line of railway and 20 from the nearest
town., Here there are several families most
zealously devotad to the Church, and one can
always be found ready to drive the 20 miles to
Bruce Mines to bring out Mr. Renison to hold
sorvice and take him back again ; consequently
one service means a drive of 80 miles for the
farmer.

Or the last occasion they told Mr, Renison
that they wore willing to subscribe $80, besides
the offertories, if a missionary could be found
who would give them even one service every
alternate Sunday. This is, bowever, only one
golitary instance of the pressing needs of Algo-
ma. At this present time two whole-hearted,
devoted men in orders are needed to give our
Church people in the above-named places regu-
Jar Sunday sorvices and other ministrations of
the Church, and thus prevent a scattering of the
flocks and hopeless absorption of them by other
religious bodies,

In all these places the people express a wil-
lingness to give as liberally as their limited
means allow in order to supploment the mis-
gionaries' stipends. At this Lenten Season muy
we not suggest and hope that some wealthy
Churchmen will supply the balance of the
stipends for the two men whom we seek.

THE URGENT CLAIMS OF JEWISH
MISSIONS,

(I'rom Bishop Blyth, Jerusalem, January 2, 1895.)

Missions to the Jews, equally with those to
the Gentiles, form the missionary Commiasion
of our Lord 3 the Church, St. Luke 24, 47,
“ To the Jew first, and ulso to the Gentile” was
the uniform procedure of the Apostolic Church,
until the destruction of Jerusslem and the dis-
persion of the Jews suspended its possibility.
There is no record that tbe Apostles observed
any other order; and this order is speciully
noted wherever (on their repulse by the Jews
of any cily), they were forced to *turn to the
Gentiles.” Nor is there any canon of the
Church which excludes the Jews from our
Lord's commission. St. Paul shews to the Ro-
muons the future destiny of the Church of the
Hebrews, when the time of their restoration
shall come. He states, also, that it is through
the ‘mercy’ of the Gentile Churches that the
Jews shall eventually ¢ abtain mercy.’

Now again Jorusalem is practically a City of
the Jews, Two-thirds of its population are
Jews. They command the trade and commerce
of the (ity. Whnen, on the foundation of the
great Misionary Societies, the Church resumed
ubedience to our Lord's missionary command,
there wore not 1,000 Jows in Palestine, In 1840
there were 8,000; in 1887, 60,000; now there
are about 125,000, of whom 45,000 (out of &
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population of 60,000) ureat Jeruralem ; the rest
ut the greut centres of Jewish population in the
Holy Laund. - There are about 40,000 in Egypt.
Their prosent cluim therofore upon the Church
is practically the same as in the Apostolic age,
betors the Dispersion,

1 leave the Socicties to advocate, as their re-
ports do, their owe useful work, whilst I ask
aid for Jewish Missions in my ¢wn personal
charge in the Holy Land und in Egypt. These
are :

1. JerusaLEY, founded 1889.—Taking & line

outside the sphere of other missions, we have
an Orphanage for Girls ; also a day school for
Spanish Jewesses; a women's working class of
sbout 100 Arabic speakiug women,—the attend-
ance last year wus 2,531 on 78 days. There are
two English ladies in churge, with a staff of
four teachers, This ¢ Home' includes o small
Hospice for English ladies visiting Paleatine,
which will be developed when buildings (to cost
£2,500) can be erected, Tho inmates attend
the daily services in tho Bishop’s Chapel which
is close by.

2. Hatra, under Mount Carmel, founded

1890.—This is the landing place of the Jews
for Galilee, and a railway centre. We have
here a missionary, sehool teachers, and medical
work., The schools are large and inelude many
Moslem children, who come willingly with tke
Jews, It is interesting to see the children of
Jacob and Esaun at school together, The medi-
cal branch of the work (aided by & grant of
£125 for three yenrs from S.P.C.K.) is import-
ant. It includes a doctor, three English ladies
(trained), & gonoral Hospital and Dispensary,
with attendants. Last year 5,460 patients re-
ceived trealment,—1271 Jews, 2130 Moslems,
2041 Christians, including some Hnglish sailors
of the ! Vietoria,” and 13 D u<e3. A new Mis-
sion Hoase has been built, « Hospital will soon
follow, and the 8. P.C.K. offers £300 towards
the hospital and chapei. There are daily ser-
vices in the temporary chupel in the ¢ Hull’ of
the Mission House,

3. Carro in Egypt, founded in 1890.—This
worle is full of hfe and promise, We have large
schools, with an excellent staff. Tho chupel
with its duily services iz u cenlre of reully use-
ful work. Ront 1s prohibitive, we have to pay
£200, and thrice a hired house has been sold
over our head, It would only cost £2.500 to
buy a good eilo, and erect suitable buildings.
Tho success of the mission is vory encouraging.

+, Bryrour, Syria, founded 1 87.—A small
Jewish wurk attaches to the chaplaincy. which
wa are hoping to devolop as funds allow.

THE 8. 5. SCHOOL AND 8.5, TEACHERS.

[From the Arrow, N. ¥.]

Firat, then, ihe usual Sunday School teacher
has no epecial quualifications for his or her task.
The work is voluntary, and therefore may not
be found fuult with. The person who devotes
an extra hour to teaching on Sunday, considers
that the task is complete when the hour is over.
No thought passes the mind during the weoek a8
to how the hour may be utilized to the utmost
advantage; there is no study of the Fuith so as
1o have a ready answer to the guestions of the
pupils, and no attempt is made to acquire & hold
upon the children’s affections, so that they may
eagerly absorb the lesson which is taught them,
If ' woman were teaching a child to sew she
would not be content with ten slitches a waek,
nor wonld a man, instrueting a boy iu reading
or wriling, be content to allow lim to spend a
wholo yeur upon the first half of tho alphabet,
In npeither of these casos would the fact, that
time bad elapsed, be thought sufficient evidence
that information had been acquired. But in

Sunday School, where the most important of all
subjects is taught, and the results of the teach-
ing extend beyond time to et. rnity, progross is
measured chiefly by attendance and conduct.

{t is posuible to reform such conditions as
these. Persons whose quslifications for teaching
extend beyond mere good nature may offer
their services. Such persons may be instructed
in the faith with special reference to thoir teach-
ing it to others. Thun after they have absorbed
the teaching of the Church in theological lan-
guuge and thorougbly assimilated it, they can
study the best means of making it real and vivid
to children, :

Again, there should be greater attention of
teachers to the individual characteristics of tho
children they are to teach, and to their regular
use of the means of grace, . . . . . .

Then in the matter of nstruction while it is
true that the catechism should be diligently
taught, teachers should seize every opportunity
of making the doctrinea of the Churoh realities
to the children in their classes, They should
pot bo afraid to go beyond the formal language
of the catechism and to talk of Jesus in such
homely language that even tho smallest child
may understand.

Once more; there is hardly a teacher who
couid not keep his or her whole class breathless
with interest by telling some fairy story to tho
girls or of some great battle to the boys, Can-
not the true stories of the Hely Angels and
the Saints, who are playing such a part in God’s
work, be made as interesting as any fairy story ?
And are there no wondorful battles told of in
Holy Scripture? Are there no thrilling storics
of single handed encounters with the powers of
darkness in the lives of the Saints? And the
wonders of the Church did not ceaso in the so-
called age of miracles, The logends of pastdays
msey easily be given an applicstion in he pres-
ent. Surely, with a little skill, we can incor-
porzato in any child’s philosophy such a firm be-
lief in the protection of angels that he will not
cease, even when grown up, sometimes to hum
to himself:

“ Through the long vight walches
May Thine Angels spread,
Their white wings ubove me,
Watching round my bed.”

Sir —Allow me a short space to again refer
to Canon O'Meara's letter on the * Practical
Effects which muy be expected from the Conso-
lidation of the Church in Canada,” for I find in
looking over the Journal of the Proceedings of
the dirst General Synod, that in my communi-
cation on this subject in your issue of 23rd of
January, I had overlooked the fact that the
General Syned had appointed commitlees—ono
“Qu the Missionary work of the Chureh,” and
the other “Or inter Diocesan and Provincial
Relations in respect of beneficiary funds,” also
** On the transfer of Clergy from one Diouese to
another.” Now as the work of these commit.
tees would cover nearly all Canon O'Meara's
propositions, there would be no need of any no-
tice of motions on these questions, as they can
be more effectuslly dealt with under the reports
of ths respective committees, which have beep,
divided into Ensternand Western sactions, This
will be a groat saving of trouble and expense ;
but must invulve an interchange of opinions
between the two branches of these committees,
80 88 to insure & complete report; hence it is
very important that these various committees
meet at a8 eurly dutes us possible, so as to allow
ample timo for the adjusting and hairmonizing
the difference of opivions that might exist be-
tween the Kast and West.

I understand that the western section of the

committee ‘““on the Missionary work of the
Church,” has alreudy held two meetings, from
them I should suppcse some expression of
opiuion on this important question may have
been already forwarded to our Eastern section,
which I think has not yet hold & meeting. It
this be the oase, wo mdy hope it soon will, so
as to show an equal amount of zoal with our
Western friouds on the future work of our Can-
adian Chureh.

Of course what action the West may have
taken is not known, but from the forcible way
in which Canen O'Mears advocates the forma-
tion of a ‘* Dominion Board of Missions” one
might suppose this phase of the guestion had
ocupied the attention of his committee, aud is
also well worthy of the consideration of our
committee,

The work of thecommittee on Diocesan Funds
involves more work wnd consideration as there
are very many difficuities to be overcome before
any amalgamations of such funds can take
placo, which also makes it of importance that
these joint committees meet also, as soon as
practicable, to bo fully prepared to report to
our next General Synod meeting, that this vital
question in the interest of our clergy may be a¢
least advauced ono stago, if not finally adjusted
in 1896, otherwise three yoars must elapse be-
fore any action can be taken, Thanking you
for the use of your columns.

Yet, how much larger
blessing might we look to descend upon us if
we worked that rubric so as to mueke the
Church really the good Samaritan Society she
was intended for; so as to show 100 and to feel
that we hold to the principles we have so
solemnly accepted. What a power might the
Church become; and, if a parish has no poor,
they can always find oue that has, and send a
portion of their offerings—I say not to the poor
—~but to Christ's poor (of the household,) Let
it not be said that itis a grander work tospread
Christ 8 Church abroad than to purify and re-
store Her close at home. We have no Serip-
ture for it.

As to Rabric I (ornaments) I fear some of
us do not exactly understand the interpretation
of it; and that it would be of greac bonefit to
many it onu of your readers gave a list of the
ornaments in use in the second year of B vi,

Then a8 to Supplemoent. When some years
ago I, in Church Bells, proposed a supplement
to the Catechism, Bishop Wordsworth backed

THE HOLY COMMUNION,

—

Primary Charge Delivered by the Bismor or
QuEeEec, at his Visitation, held at
Bishop's Cellege, Lennoxville,
September 5th, 1894.

And now we come to the final section of our
subject, i.e., to & consideration of the writings
of some of the great Divines of our Church since
the Reformation, Far, although we are not
bound by the teaching of these great men, yot
in the nature of the case their opinions are
worthy of our attention and should carry with
them very grest woight. First of all) then,
Bishop Jewel, who was perhaps the chief au-
thor of our Second Book of Homilies, in his
Apology for our English Church, written an,
1562, says: ‘Weo plainly pronounce, in the
Supper, the Body and Blood of tho Lord, the
Flesh of the Son of God to be truly exhibited
to those who bolisve,” and again, after protest-
ing against Transubstantiatien, he says: * Yet
when we say this we do not lower the Lord's
Supper nor make it a mere frigid Ceremony.
We assort that Christ exhibits Himself as really
present in the Sacraments ; in Buplism, that we
may put Him on; in His Supper. that we may
feed on Him by fuith and in spirit; and that we
may by His Crose and Blood have eterns lile,
and this, we say, is not done perfunctorily or
frigidly, but in very deed und truth’

And the great Richard Hooker (a.n. 1597),
whose Ecclesinsticul Polity has had the very
largest influence upon upinion in our Church,
expounds: ‘This is My Body’ as menving
“This hallowed food, through concurrence of
Divine power, is, in verity and truth, unto
fuithful receivers,instrumentally a cause of that
mystical participation whereby, as I make my-
gelf wholly theirs, so I give them in hand an
actual porsession of all such saving graca as My
Sacrificed Body can yield and as their souls do
presently need.’ And sgamn he says: ¢ Wiat
these Elements are in themselves it skilleth not,
1t is enough that unto me, that fake them, they
are the Body and Blood of Christ, His promise
in witness hereof sufficeth; His Word He
knoweth which way to accomplish, Why should
any cogitation possess the mind of a faithful
Communicant ; but, *O my God, thou art true;
O my soul, thou art happy ¥’

Archbishop Usher too (a.n. 1i80) in hia
¢ Answer to & Challenge by a Jesuit,’ says: ‘In

. made the Sacrament.

the receiving of the Blessed Sacrament we are
to distinguish between the outward and the
inward action of the Communicant. In the out-
ward, with our bodily mouth, we receive really
the visible Elements of Bread and Wine; in the
inward we do by faith really receive the Body
and Blood of our Lord.’

And Bishop Pearson (A.p. 1613), the author
of our grand standard work on the Apostles’
Creed, in his Concio ad Clerum, says: ‘ Consult
the Holy Fathers, whe call it Bread a thousand
times, and speak of it as both the Body and
Bread, and never, I think, absolutely deny it to
be Bread. Hero then let us walk in this rule
which the Church has handed down to us from
the Apostles, and the Apostles from Christ,and
Christ from God.’

And Dr, Bramhall, in his answer to M. de la
Milletiere, szys: * We rest in the words, This
is My Body, leaving the manner to Him Who
We know it is sacra-
mental, and therefore efficacious, because God
was never wanting to His own Ordinances
where man did not set & bar against himself;
but whether it be corporally or spiritually, (1
mean not only after the manner of a Spirit, but
in a wpiritual sense), whether it be in the soul
only, or in the host also; and if in the host,
whether by Consubstantiation or Transubstan-
tiation, etc., we determine not,

But none of our English Church Divines have
gone 8o fully into this matter as Bishop Jeremy
Taylor, who, in 1654,at & time when the Roman
Church was pointing to the overthrow of our
Church in England by the fanatical sects under
Oliver Cromwell, prepared a full and scholarly
Discourse on what he calls *the Real Presence
of Christ in the Holy Sacrament.” In this Dis-
course, in which bo shows the absurdity of
Trunsubstantiation and pleads earnestly for a
belief in a Spiritual Presence, which, he says, is
particular in nothing except that it excludes
the corporal and natural manner, Bishop Tay-
lor says : ¢ The Doctrine of the Cburch of Eng-
land is that after the Minister of the Holy Mys-
teries hath ‘ritely’ prayed, and blessed or con-
gecrated the Bread and Wine, the Symbols be-
come changed into the Body and Blood of
Christ after & Sacramental, that is, in a Spiri-
tual, real manner. So that all that worlhily
communicate do by faith receive Christ reully,
effectually, to all the purposes of His Passion;
the wicked receive not Christ, but the bare
Symbols only; ut yel to their hurt, because
the offer of Christ is rejected ; and they pollute
ihe Blood of the Covenant by using it as an un-
holy thing. The result of which doctrine is
this: it is Bread, and it is Christ’s Body ; it is
Bread in substance, Christ in the Sucrament ;
and Christ is as really given to all that are truly
disposed, as the Symbols are; each as they
can, Christ as Christ can be given; the Bread
and Wine ag they can, and 1o the same real
purposes to which they are designed ; and
CUhrist does as reully nourish and sanctify the
soul as the Elements do the body. It is here
o8 in the other Sucrament; for as there, nutursl
water becomes the lauver of regeneration, so
here Bread and Wine become the Body and
Blood ot Christ; but there and here too the first
substance is changed by grace, but remains the
same in nature,’

And Bishop Bull, in his ‘Corruptions of the
Church of Rome,” says, ‘In the Eucharist
Christ is offered not hypostatically, but com-
memoratively only. In tbe Holy Eucharist we
set before God the Bread and Wine as Figures
or Images of the Precivus Blood of Christ, shed
for us, and of His Precious Body, and plead to
God the merit of His Son’s Sacrifice, once of-
fored on the Cross for us sinners, and in this
Sacrament represented, beseeching Him, for
the sake thereof, to bestow His heavenly bless-
ings upon us,” And again, s little further on he
says, * We are not ignorant that the ancient
Fathers generally teach that the Bread and

Wine in the Eucharist, by and upon the Conse-
cration of them, do become. and are made the
Body and Blood of Christ, But we know also
that, although they do not all explain them-
gelves in the same way, yet they do all declare
their sense to be very different from the doc-
trine of Transubstantiation. Some of the most
ancient Fathers of the Church seem to have
this notion, that by and upun the Sacerdotal
Benediction the Spirit of Christ, or a divine
virtue from Christ, descends upon the Elements
and accompanies them to all worthy Communi-
cants, and thal therefore they are said to be
and are the Body and Blood of Christ; the
same Divinity which is hypostatically united to
the Bady of Christ in Heuven being virtusally
united to the Elements of Bread and Wine on
earth, which seems to be the meaning of all the
ancient Liturgies.’

And Bishop Cosin, in his History of Transub-
stantiation, says: ‘ Because the thing signified
is offered and given to us, as truly as the sign
itself, in this respect we own the union be-
twixt the Body and Blood of Christ and the
Elements, whose use and office we hold to be
changed from what it was before. But we deny
what the Papists affirm and woe also
deny that the Elements still retain the nature
of Sacraments when not used according to
divine Institution; that is, given by Christ’s
Mipisters and received by His people, so that
Christ in the consecrated Bread ought not, can
not be kept and preserved to be carried about,
because Fe is present only to the Communicants,
And in his potes to the Book of Common Prayer
Bishop Cosin says:  True it is that the Body
and Blood of Christ are sacramentally and
really (not feignedly) present when the blessed
Bread and Wine are taken by the faithful Com-
municants; and us true it is also that they are
not present, but oniy when the balivwed Ele-
ments are 50 takon, Therefore, whosoever re-
ceiveth them at that time, when he receiveth
them, rightly doth he adore and reverence his
Saviour there, together with the Sacramental
Bread and Cup, exhibiting His own Body and
Blood unto them. Yet, becauso that Body and
Bloud is neither seaxibly present, (norotherwise
at all present. but only to them that are duly pre-
pared to recelve them, and in the wvery act of re-
ceiving them and the consecrated HElements
together, to which they are sacramentally in that
act united) the adorution isthen and there to be
given 1o Christ Himself, and ueither is wor
ought to be diverted to any oxternal, sonsiblo
object such as are the Blessed Elements.’

Forbes too, in his ‘ Considerationes Modestae,’
gives us & most valuable contribution when he
gays: ‘The opinion of tbose Protestants and
others seems most safe and most right who
think, nay, who firmly believe, thav the Body
and Blood of Christ is truly, really and sub-
stantially present and taken in the Bucharist,
but ia o way whick is incomprehensible to the
human understanding, and much more, beyond
the power of man to express ; which is known
to God alone, and not roveuled to us in Scrip-
ture; a way, not indeed corporeal or by orsl
reception, but not by the mere understanding
and simple fuith cither ; but by another way,
known to God alone, and to be left to His omni-
potence.’

To this I will add lastly afew words from the
pen of the saintly Archbishop Secker, where he
says: ‘ Though in one sense all Communicants
equally partake of what Christ calls His Body
and Blood, that is, the outward signs of them,
yet, in a much more important seose, the faith-
ful only, the pious and virtuous receiver eats
His Flesh and drinks His Blood, shares iu the
life and strength derived to men from His In-
carnation and Death,and through faith in Him,
becomes, by a vital union, one with Him. In
appearance, the Sacrament of Christ’s Death is
given to all alike; but ‘verily and indeed, in
its beneficial effects, to none besides * the faith
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ful! Even to the unworthy receiver Ho is
present, a8 He is wherever we meet togother in
His Name ; but in a better and more gracious
sense to the worthy soul, becoming by the in-
ward virtue of His Spirit its Food and Susten-
ance. This real Prosence of Christ in the
Sacrament His Church hath always believed.
But the monstrous notion of His Bodily Pres-
ence was started 700 years after His Death,and
when once an opinion had taken root, that
seemed to exalt the Holy Saecrament so much,
it easily grew and spread till, at length, 1200
years after our Suviour's desth, it was estab-
lished for & Gospel Truth by the pretended au-
thority of the Romish Church.’

Such expositions and declarations as these
might be multiplied to almost any extent. But
without keeping you any longer, and without
offering the grand testimony of the holy men
and great scholars of the present century, I
would simply leave these teachings of some of
our greatest Divines to spenk for themselves,
trusting that they will bring forth in you good
fruit to the glory and praise of God.

Certainly, my reverend Brethren, the whole
subjoct is s0 great, so mysterious, so wonderful,
that it is better not to look for or expect a defi-
nition as to the mode of our dear Lord’s Pres-
ence, but rather to leave much to each man’s
faith, and hence I feel deeply that, as lorg as
we reject the doctrine of Transubstantiation,
which, to my mind, is an attempt to define tho
indefinable, and which at any rate our Church
says is repugnant to the plain words of Serip-
ture and overthroweth the nature of a Socra-
ment, a8 long as we reject the doctrine of Tran-
subatantiation on the one hand and refuse the
teachings of Zwinglius on the other, thero is
ample room within the bosom of our beloved
Church for men who differ widely in their own
personal opinions and beliefs, each deriving his
view from his own prayertul contemplation of
the Word of God and of our grand old Book of
Common Prayer, and all loving and respecting
each other as ‘good men and true, even
although they know that they do not all under-
stand or estimate exactly in the sume way
what the Holy Scriptures, as received by
Christ's Holy Church and interpreted by our
Prayer Book Services, teach us concerning the
great Mysteries of God. Ouly let us all pray,
my reverend brethren, that we may be led into
the way of truth and hold the Faith in univy of
gpirit, in the bond oi peace and in righteous-
nose of life. Ouwly let us pray unto our great
God to give unto us the incronse of faith, hope
and charity, and then indeed we shall all be
built up and edified, ' till wo all come in the
unity of the fuith and the knowledge of the
Son of God unto & perfect man, unto the mea-
sure of the stature of the fuluness of Christ,’

“Thus saith the Lorp, consider your ways,
O that they were wise, that they understood
this, that they would consider their lattor end.’
This is the message and the purpose of this
holy season of farting, sell-examination, retire-
ment and prayer. Let each one seriously ask

himeelf. What is my way? What shall my .

ond he?

“Is your way a religious, a Christian way?
and will your end be everlasting life? Will
your present walk lead ywu to CumisT, %0
heaven, to happiness eternal; or is it conduct-
ing you down to Satan, tohell, to woe unend-
ing? These questions are vital and.personal
enough to demand careful consideration. No
timo is more suited for such consideration
than the present Lenten Season.

“ Selfishness, indifference, and worldliness,
the three evils which are the special enemies of
our religious life. Love of personal comfort,
pride in our own opinions, and delight in our

own way, prevent us from pleasing CgRrisT in
all things. Carelessness in boly duties results
in indifference, and souls are ruching on to
death without a thought of the eternal issue
that hangs upon the judgment, Business and
plesgure blind men to the true purpose of their
life. Even among the baptised members of
CarisT there does not seem to be a loyal de-
votion to His service, nor is He and His causo
first in their thoughts.

“The evidence of this worldliness among
Christians is found in their eagerness after gain
and pleature, the amount spent on self, the
little” given to CEmsT in attendance upon
Public Service and the Blessed Sacrament, the
wuy we gratify ourselves aud the small amount
of real solf denial we practice. None of us are
guiltless, The best way of delivering our souls
from those evils is by self denial and prayer,
by acts of penitence and faith, by self exami-
nation und regular frequent use of the means of
grace,

“ Suffer me to express this hope that each
one of you will do nothing this Lent to show
that you are in real earnest in your Christian
life.

“I may suggest someo things that should be

done:

i+ 1, Dary Duries or DEvorion,.—Private
Prayer, morning and night at least, Fumily
Prayor. Bible reading. Self-examination. Mo-
ditation, Spiritual reading.

3, ATTANDANCE AT CHURCH.—Add at lenst
one serviee (if you can do po more) to your
usual habit., If you have been a haif-day wor-
shipper on Sundays, now ge twice. If you at-
tend twice on Sundays, add the Wednesday
evening service. If this is already your rule,
add the Friday evening service, or some other,
A daily attendance (if you have grace enough)
would be the best of all.

“ 4, Tae Hovy CoxyuntoN.—Partake weekly,
after careful consideration, It is the chief
gource of apiritual strength.

« 5, Grvine.—Besure and pay the Liorp that
which is His, that is to say, one tenth of your -
come; and also the proceeds of your self-denial.

“ 6, Axwsenents.—Cat your self clean off
from wordly pleasares of all sorts, I need not
specify them. Loyalty to Christ’s Church, and
regard for your brethren, will prompt this com-
pliance with the regulations of the Church to
which you belong.

%7 PgrsoNaL Reniaron.—Choose cne special
and besetling sin to be overcome, and one spo-
cial grace to be cultivated.

8, CuristiaN Crariry,—Convert some soul
from the error of his wuy. Ueo intercessions,
Be thoughtful for servants and those in your
employ, Arrange mattoers so that they can got
to Church ofton, and help them to spend Lent
profitably.

Many persons, and especially young persous,
are betrayed often by the pestilent sophism
that to say “no” is somehow ungenerous and
discourteous, ‘There is something benevolent
to the casrual eye, in that yielding disposition
which cannot pain another, a8 it declares, with

a refusal, and which wins a kind of transient re-
gard for others because of what is deemed to be
its good nature, Let us undorstand, right here,
if we find ourselves yielding to such weukness,
that it is not another's feelings tha we are so
much considering as our own, It is not mercly
the pain which saying ¢no” gives them that
we are thinking of, &8 the pain which saying it
gives us, And what is such a counsideration,
when we try it in the crucible of a candid logic,
but sheer selfisbness and not benevolence at all ?
The young mothor canvot deny her child its
wildest demands, because, as she tells you, she
cannot bear to wound it with ihe pain of a re-
fusal. But would sho hositate to refuse the
child if thero were no pain to her own reeliugs
involved in that refusal ? and is it generosity or
unselfishness to sacrifice the child’s roal good to
her own feelings ? Ah! what a rare school for
the training of the will into a firmer habit, and
a braver readiness for denial exists in every
home among us! You that are parents, read
over again the story of our first mother’s fall,
and see there how every complex misery that
has come into the world in the horrible train of
sin entered in when that innocent wife in Eden
weakly refused 1o say No/ Lok again onall
the various ramifications of that life-that make
up home :nd family, and remember,
whether you are a child there or a parent, en-
countering the temptations of youth or thase
of maturity, that Gop has sot you there pre-
eminently to put the weak will in you under
the yoke of an early and steadfast discipline,
and thus to Jeurn how the truest grandeur of
life consiets not in yiclding, but in refusing to

ield.

JAPAN,

Bishop Smyth spent Advent Sun-
day in Durban, preaching at St. Cy-
prian’s ir tho moruing, and at St.
Stephen’s in the evening. On his
return in November from Inham-
bane he succumbed to & severe attack
of fover, and was suffering from it

when visited by Bishop Carler, whose
ship touched at Delagoa Bay, on the
way to Mashonaland. Theilincss of
Mr. Dyer, and the departure of Mr,
Bovill to England, has somewhat re-
tarded the work of the Lebombo
Mission,

The Bishop of St. Johu's, Kaffra-
ria, tivas the following deseription of
Port St. John's, which is likely to
bocome an important statinn: ¢ [t is
at the mouth of the river Umzimvu.
bu. or St. John's, as the river was
called by the old Portuguese naviga.
tors, who sighted it on St. John's
day. It was taken over by the Im-
porial troops for the Cape Colony in
1878, and o magistrate placed there,
I 1882 Bishop Callaway went to live
there, and during his residence a
schemoe was started for building a
church. Buildings were thenin pro-
gress, in the hope that the govern-
moent would make the magnificent
barbor available by improving the
entrance, but this has not yet heen
done, though for Pondoland the har.
bour would be more convenient for
importing goods than East London,
Since 1885 the number of residents
has dwindled, and besides sixty of
tha Cupe mounted Rifles and the civil
Servants there are not more thap
half o dozen European families,
Monthly servicos have been supplied
by Mr. Sutton, of St. Barnabas, and
the Church fubric has boen well kept
up.”

Tho rosolution of the South Afri-
can Bishops in the Synod of last
September on tho lack of candidates

for Ordination from the province and
tho proposed Theological Oollege has
provoked some comments from cor-
respondents of the Southern Cross,
who compluin (1) that the Bishops
deter candidatos by their literary re-
quirements, and (2) that tho clergy
of South Afriea are discouraged by
tho filling up of important posts by
nowly imported clergy from England,
It is ruid in other quarters thut the
advaveed views and the ritus! of the
churches have tended to check the
offerings of the laity for diocesan
purposes ; also the fact that the mas-
jority of the congregations havelittle
or no voice in the appointments,
which are left in the hands of the
Bishops. Race estrangements and
antipathios have also deprived the
Missions
mueh local support. It is said that
in the Diocese of Grahamstown there
are eixloen parishes, which in 1892
contributed nothing to any diocesan
fund, Thoe subject of appointment
to parishes and the administration of
diocosan funds was to be discussed at
the Diocesan Synod of Grahamstown

given of various resolutions to alter
the rules of the Synod relating to
these questions, :

THE PROMOTION OF TEMPER-
ANCE.

A SerMoN BY Canox BuckLE.

_ {Continued.)
There are many ways in which
help car be given to the great cause

of Tomperance. There is, first of all,
the personal oxample of caroful Ter-
Semnce in all things; there is the

iscouragement of ueeasional drink-
ing, the refusal o offer a glass of wine
in compliment io & visitor, ora glass
of beer in return for some manual
servico, or either in the mere truns-
action of business. There is the ro-
moval of one source of temptation by
the substitution of other ploasures in
the provision of opportunity for social
intercourse without tho necessity of
accompnnying iv by drink, Then,
aguin, there are the improvements
which may possibly bo effected by o-
gislation, such as tho diminution of
the excessive number of public-houses
by just and fuir arrungements; the
caretul suporvision of those that ro-
muin; the employment of them for
large and more gemerous uses by
schemes, such as thas of the Bishop
of Chester which remove from the
vendor the temptation to pross his
wanres unduly upon his customers,
All these are ways in which members

of the General Section may show

their zoul for the cause without com-
mitting themselves to the pledge of

total abstinence. And very ncedful
it is that they should thus show their’

zeal. It canpot be donied that zeal
has hitherto beon almost. monopotised
by the abstaining section. 1t is by

them that the chief work hus beeu!
Itis from them that the life

done,
and energy: the forre and vigour of
the movement have come. Theo
other section has yet to prove its
sincority and devotion by grouter ox-
ertions thun it has common)y made,
And there i3 one very obvious way
in which they cun do this. No greut
work can be curried on without am-
ple funds. Those who can do nothing
else can give their money, and thus
prove that they are alive to the
misery of this great national sin of
drunkennees; of tho absolute duty
that liesupon all of us to do what
we can to subdue it ; of tho gratitude
we owo to tho great Socisty which
organises for us the effort which, so
long as wo muke them individually
and separately. seem so funny, fulile
and insignificant.

Bat let me, in conclusion, add a
word of caution against oxpocting
too muoh from any of these extornal
means, We must use them Lo the
utmost, but we muay not rely too
confidently upon them. They will
help, but they will not do the work
slone, Itisirom withinthat the reul
motive power must come. it is only
in the changed heart, in the rencwed
molive, in the elevation and refine-
mont of the whole character that the
abiding and effoctual force must be
sought, These are the procossos by
which drunkenness hus been practi-
cally banished from the upper ranks
of sociely. Wby should wo dospuir
of gaining the same result by the
same means inthe ranks bencuth?
