mHE much-contested Oxford Cup race was run this ycar on I'uesday, May x6th.
At the commencement of the term the generai impression in the Sehool was

that the Upper Fiat could flot help winning this famous race, as they had five men who
had run in it before, whiie the Lowers had but one. This mistaken idea soon faded,
however, as the Lower Fiat dark horses began to loom up, especialiy as Symons who
camne third Iast year for the Uppers was forbidden to run by bis parents.

During the first week the graduai weeding out of the squads commenced, and
soon only more or less select squads were in training. Now the flats were saturated
with the odor of iinament, while the druggists gloated over the sudden boom in that
usefui fluid.

The following three weeks were strenuous ones for the committees, and oft in the
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stiliy riight could be heard the groans of the torturcd runners, as their vigorous trainers

applied the linamneit. Aiso the littie block was varied by runs acruss country and

longer runs on the road. Ali througli the wcather wvas admirable, and the usual busi-

ness of plunging through bogs disguised as plowed fields was dispensed with.

For a time the dark horse crop was fiourishing, but some became discouraged and

dropped out, leaving about tcn runners on each flat. 'lhle Sehool began to realize that

th'e Lowe-s would have sorne teami after ail, especially their trio of Vernon, Winchester

and Urchi was watched with intercst. For the Uppers Gossage and Waller ii were

the star dark horses, but when the latter showed signis of over-training hie was prompt-

ly sent to the Tuck, which împroved him greatly; hie wvas also hampered by wcak

ankles. (iossage wîas handicapped by a perpetual stitch in his side. However, they

both stuck pluckily to it and coverud theniseives with glory. Coldwell and Stone

could be seen every afternoon skimming over fields at an awful pace, while McIlree

and Hughes plodded along and irnproved slowly.

Th'le Lowers undoubtedly had bard luck, for Patton wvho came fifth last year re-

ceived orders from thc doctor to stop running, while I)enison cultivated German

measles which isolated him for ten days. In fact hie just returned three days before

the race, whicli made it necessary for Downer, Denison and Stuart to run the course

on the last Sunday in order to decide who should catch the last two places.

As the fatal day approached the excitement increased, and each day scouts from

each fiat skimmed around the country, trying to time the opposing runners. By this

trne the Lowers, stirnulated by Voghit, had fully decided to win the Cup ; but as the

Uppers were equally determined, the race promised to be the best yet.

On the i 5 th the rival committees and, runners went over the course to determine

the exact direction the contestants shouid take. On a similar occasion last year an

aruetas to whether the fences should be left up or down, nearly resulted in war;

but this time everything was harmonious, and it was decided to open barbed-wire fen-

ces, and leave the others intact. The oniy subject that caused any trouble was over

the colours that each teani should wear, both fiats refusing to wear red, considering it

unlucky.

'['lie i 6th dawned cloudy and duit, rain threatening aIl the time. This catused the
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Lowers some trouble in choosing the team, but Deniion w.as finally picked instead of
Stuart, becatuse he was more robtust and better fitted to stand heavy running.

On the auspicious day the Head gave a haif, and sooI1 squads of forcers, spongers
etc., started for their distant posts, while the runners suffered intermittent attacks of
nervous prostration. At 3. 15, in a light drizzle, the contestants lined up at the usual
starting-place. The teams were as follows :

UPPERs-Coldwell, Stone, WTaller ii, Gossage, McIlree. Spare, Hughes.
LowERs-Urch, Winchester, Vernon, Downer, Denison. Spare, Stuart.
At the crack of the pistol both teams started as if in the.quarter mile, and kept it

up for some time each hoping to tire the othcr. At the new C. N. R. track a grading
train caused a frantic spurt. Even then WValler was cut off and had to wait tili it passed.

At the first ploughed field the terrifie pace began to tell, and the runiners settled
down to their fit strides. The last three members of tbe Uppers' team had orders to
break up the Lowers' famous trio or bust ; but it is doubtful if they could have done
this if Urch had flot collected a violent stitch which hindered him greatly. For over a
mile Gossage and McIllree worried him, running on each side and wearing him out by
occasional spurts. Coldwell as usual kept the lead, and was followed closely by bis
side-partner Stone. At the Ravenscourt corner these two were first and second, while
Vernon and Winchester followed flot far behind. At a longer interval came McIllree
and Gossage, closely followed by Urch. The order of the others was Downer, Waller
and Denison, ail running bard.

The first Lower forcers were stationed at this corner, and as the first Upper relay
was further down they expected to gain, but failed to do so because the roars of the
Lower forcers stimulated both teamns equally. Soon the Upper outposts were reached,
and their low-voiced encouragements acted as t tonic to their runners. Tom Coldwell
increased bis lead, and strive as they might, Vernon and Winchester could not pass
Stone. Behind, Gossage, Urch and McIllree were still having a glorious'time, but the
latter drew ahead as bis pacer joined hirn. Waller also commenced to gain, and pass-
ed Downer near the creek.

At the corner of the Cobourg road the runners were still in this order, but Waller
drew up and passed Urcb, who was running on bis grit. The latter made one last
desperate spurt and led again till the Little Block road was reached, wbere Waller
passed bim for good. In tbe meantime Gossage bad drawn away and was we]l up,
wbîle Vernon, wbo bad passed Winchester, tried in vain to get near Stone.

As Tom Coldweil swept down tbe hill near tbe finish, a winner for tbe tbird time,
the Uppers went crazy, especially when tbey beard that be bad, as usual, slipped a
minute from the record. When Stone appeared they went crazier still ; but the Low-

crs bad their turn on the appearance of Vernon and later Winchester. 'Fhey feit bad,
howevcr, when MclIree, Gossage and Waller foliowed in succession. Ail thrc finish-
ed strong, and were foliowed bv Downer. Urch and Deiiison then appeared, and the
latter, who would have given a'different accourit of himself had he been in training,
forged ahead near the finish. Urch is to be congratulated on the plucky race he ran.
That stîtch was certainly bard luck ; at the finish he presented a woeful appearance,
being positiveiy blue in the face. The score was Uppers 21 ; Lowers 34 The time
of finish was as foilows:

First, ColdWeli, 24.12 ; 2fld, Stonc, 24.45 ; 3rd, Vernon, 25.03 ; 4th, Winchester,
25.30; 6th, Gossage, 26. 15 ; 7th, Waller, 26.21i ; 8th, Downer, 26.50 ; 9 th, Denisnn,
27.45 ; ioth, Urch, 28.05.

The distance was aftcrwards mneasured more or iess accurately, and was found to
be practicaliy four miles.

The committees were: Uppers, Hinckiey, Oldham and McIIiree. Lowers,
Voght, Greey i and Fisken. Both committees were very bard working and deserve
great credit, especialiy is Voght ta be congratuiated on the way he managed things
whcn the other two were away trying their exarninations. Both flats backed up their
runners splendidiy, and even went down into their pockcts to supply oranges, etc. The
faccrs also were very important factors, and ail did their duty nobiy ; each runner wiil
remember how their blandishments urged him on, and helped him to forget his own
troubles.

The falis are jUst the enormotîs length of two and a haif feet and
yoni rcacb them by a train which goes twenty miles ain hour-if the hour is long
cnou)tghi But urnfortunately, unless sonieone gets out to push behind, the hour is only
long enough for the train to go-. But I w'ont give the train away and will Icave
you to imagine thc speed. Well, as 1 was saying, at this fast and excîting city we had
breakfast, and were joined by two oth,'rs who were going to the same place as we
were. T1here wvas a small river leading from Fenelon Falls into the next lake and just
as we wvere starting to go down we were told we 'voulcln't be able to get through on
accounit of a jam <of Iogs beloniging to somebody or other w~ho hiad quite obviously
overlooked the fact that we wisherl to get tlîronigi, so wve had tri carry the canries and
the dulinage abolit a mile down to the mouth of the river, theîî wu started off to pad-
dle the remaining cight or mie miles toSturgeonPoint. XVe jnst got there in time to have
dinnýer andi go to sec the regatta.
