But it is evident that, in ord^r
to the accomplishment of this, the Committee must
have ample funds placed at their disposal, to enable
them to offer premiums, the number and amount of
Which shall be a sufficient induceuent to competition.
Ihey are in hopes of receiving considerable pecu-
niary aid from the Government, through the Board
01 Agriculture, but the success of the undertakin*^,
It IS obvious, must mainly depend on the amount of
support which it shall receive from the public gen.
era ly. That support, they confidently believe,
wiU iiotbe withheld, if properly sought; and they
would, therefore, respectfully invite the immediate
co-operation of public spirited and influential indi-
viduals throughout the Province, with whom they will
be happy to enter into communication as to the best
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means of furthering the objects of the Exhibition in

Iheir respective loctilities.

The Crimmittee cherish a confident hope that the

Agriculturists, Mechanics, and Manufacturers of
the Province, will so interest themselves in the

undertaking, as to cause the Exhibition to come oft'

with an eclat worthy of themselves and Iheir country.

On iheir efforts its success depends, and these efforts,

the Committee believe, will be heartily put forth.

r>. In awanlina; premiums on plants in pots, spe-

cial reference u ill bi" hiul to Ihe beauty of the spe-

cimens, profusion of blooi'i, and evidence of superior

cultivation. Ii ferior specimens will be excluded by

the judges from competition.

6. Gratuities will bo awarded by the judges for

any new or rare fruit., flowers, plants, or other ob-

ject of particular interest, and for which no special

premium has been f)tl"ered.

7. I'arties will not be allowed to take more than

one prize in the same class.

8. H is also required that fruit, (lowers, and vege-

tables, should be accompanied by brief observations

on the m.:dc of cultivation, if peculiar together with

any other remarks of utility.

12. Every article exhibited for competition, must

be the growth, produce, or manufacture ot the pro-

vince of Canada, except section X for foreign stock

and implements. The l.ve stock, with the above

exception, must be the property of parties residing

in Canada. All Premiums awarded for any articles,

except live stock, must be to the producers or manu^

facturers of such articles.
