In conclusion the secretary said:
“The genera! adoption of such a sys-
tem might leave some armies and na-
vies still in existence, but they would
femain, not in rivalry, "but as the
world’'s police.”

Completed.

OTTAWA, March 13.—(Special.)—

by the Dominion Government to bring

Dealing with the cost of the, immi-
gration campaign, Mr. Oliver pointed
out that in 1897, when 21,716 immigrants
were brought into Canada, the cost to
the country was $261,000. For the cur-
the cost would be
$960,000, and the number of new ar-
rivals 300,000. Thus, while the expen-
diture had . increased four-fold, the
number of arrivals had increased four-
teen-fold.

The mayor vesterday wroté Manager
Macrae of the Toronto Electric Light
Company on the matter, part of his
letter being as follows:

“The city has no desire -to conceal
anything in connection with the mat-
ter, or to act ‘othér than fairly with
your company, and I am to-day having
copiegs of Mr. Dow’s report made and
handed to the press. 1 may say that
these are the only ones that Mr. Dow
has ever made to the city. I enclose
for your use copies of the reports.’

Mr. Dow’s report does not state a
price of $150 as intimated in Sir Henry
Pellatt's letter to the premier. It
agrees with Mr. Ross that the city can
afford to pay 3125, and goes further
that the city in order to eliminate com-
petition might pay $185 per share, but
does not state that this is the value of
the shares of the light company.

In the meantime, the opposition to
the deal going thru is still strenuously
carried on by the board of directors of
the Toronto Electric Light Company.
The annual meeting of the sharehold-
ers, which has been 'postponed from
Feb. 14 until to-day, has been still fur-
ther delayed because, the notice of post.
ponement says, of ihe negotiations
having been extended beyond expecta-
tlons. The directors have, therefore,
notified the shareholders of a further
adjournment of the meeting until such
a time as the final stage of the pro-
ceedings has been reached.

Mr. Dow's report consists of two
communications, both of which are ad-
dressed to Corporation Counsel Dray-
ton.

New Era Dawning.

“To approach the problem from an-
other bate, I have been studying the
business symptoms of Toronto exactly
as I study other communities in which
I am now selling electric Hght and
power. 1 am of the opinfon that To-
ronto is approaching, and, in fact, has
reached, the beginning of a period of
rapid industrial and commercial de-
velopment. Supply of ¢hedp power will
be one factor -tending to this énd, but
by no means the only factor. The
main factor will be, I think, natlonal,
and not loeal, to wit: that Canada,
as a nation, has reached its erd of
vigorous and permanent progress. Fur.
thermore, I consider that Toronto as
a market for electric light and wer
has not yet been adequately developed.
To fllustrate my meaning in this, I
would point out that the active cam-
paigning of the electric light company
and the gas company for business is
a thing of very recent yéars, and that
itz full results aré not yet apparent.
I bel#eve that the sales of electric light
and power in Toronto under non-coms
petitive conditions, subject neverthe-
less to wholesome reductions of rates
and to removal of every genulne griev-
ance of consumers, should and will in
1915 be double the sales im 1810. The
Toronto Hilectric Light Company's
esarnings are shown to be, in round
numbers, $1,600,000, in 1810, The total
sales for the combined non-competitive
properties in 1915 should be $3,000,000,
unless (a) businesg policy of the man.

Last night in Massey Hall he played
a Idszt program, from 8.30 till 10.15,
and there was not a moment in which
his playing did not engender pure ar-
tistic dedlght, The virtuos! have noth-
ing to teach him in techmique or exe-
cution, but many of them might learn
from him In taste, in temperament,
and in elevation of feeling.

« Friedheim was Dborn- Oct. 26, 18569,
and so may be regarded as in his very
prime. THe 1§ a distinguished and gen-
tlemanly lodking mean of refined ap-
pearance, a dignified but unspectaculanr
figure, and his low bows of salutation
were the only unusual marks of his
unpretentious entrance. He wset his
tace firmly against the Toronto encore
fiend, and appeared five times after
the first number bowing to the insis- -
tent appleuse, but he gave no othst
response.

SPREAD OF BAD WEEDS

Mr. Fisher tp Bring in Bill to
— Amend Seed Control Act—
Strongest Regulations,

OTTAWA, March 13.—Mr. Fisher
will introduce a bill this session to
amend the Seed Control Act, and has
given notice that on Wednesday next
he will move the following resolution
on which the
founded :

“Resolved that it is expedient to
amend the Seed Control Act by pro-
viding :

‘¢a) That the governor-in-couneil
may malke regulations determining the
species of farm weeds, which sha]l be
included within the meaning of the
term ‘‘noxious weeds.”

(b) That no person shall -sell,’ offer, |
expose or nhave in possession’ for qplo'
for the purpose of seeding any seeds
of cerals, flax, grasses, clovers, or for-/|
age plants, excepnt timothy .alsike or]
red clover and alfaifia, unless they are '

free from any seeds of noxious weeds,
and unless the receptacle is

er, the name of the kind of seed, and
the names of the noxious weeds, the
seeds of which are present in the seed
sold, offered, exposed or had in pos-
session for sale.

“(c) That every person who sells, of-
fers, exposes or hasg in possession for
sale for seeding any seeds of timothy,
alsike, red clover or alfalfa. or any
mixture. conteining them in or from
any form, receptacle, shall cause such
receptacle to be marked with the de-
slignation of the grade of seed: .

“(d) That no person shall sell, offer,
