Wallace made the speech of the day, deal-
ing with the so-called “preferential” tariff,
the Washington negotiations and the Na-
tional Policy in a most admirable manner.

" fngton failure, but “Richard was himself
again,” when he got to abusing Sir Charles
Indeed, he was so much himself
that Mr. Speaker had to call him to or-
der. Interest has not abated, as was shown
by the galleries being well filled at both
sittings. The indications are that the de-
bate will go on in the Commons until
/ Puesday or Wednesday next, when the
Easter recess will be taken. :

HON. CLARKE WALLACE

Bhows How the Preferemtial Tariff
E Works in Favor of the U. 8.

Hon. Clarke Wallace rose at 4 o'clock
and was greeted with hearty applause. He
at once attacked the so-called ‘“‘preferen-
tial” tariff in favor of Great Britain, and
argued at considerable length to show that
while nominally giving a preference to Bri-
tish goods, the present tariff had been so
arranged that where any preference at all
«was given it was to goods manufactured
in the United States and not to goods
made in Great Britain. - He went over a
large number of items in the. tariff, com-
paring the old rates of duty with the new
rates, and claiming that while on the
classes of goods which were most largely
Imported from the United States there
had been some reduction, on goods swhich
were mest largely imported from Great
Britain there had been no real reduction,
because in most cases the old duties had
been raised so much that the 25 per cent.
preference did not result in any appreci-
able preference.

The Question of Oil.

As instances of this he said: Take the
article of oil to begin with. The duty on
coal oil, which we get entirely from the
United States, was six cents per gallon,
and they have reduced it to five. But
they did” more, as 1 shall presently show.
The duty on- linseed oil was ad valorem;
it amounted to about 6% cents per gallon.
What did they do? They increased it, if
1 may borrow an expression of the Min-
Ister of Customs; they increased the duty
on linreed ofl- 25 per cent. Of the linseed
oi! that is brought into Canada, seven-
eighths of it is from Great Britain and
one-cighth from other countries. They add
25 per cent. to the duty on linseed oil,then
they give Britain a preferential tariff and
take 25 ‘per cent. off. Was not that an
admirable concession to Great Britain? I
could mention hundreds of other items fto
the same effect, but I shall confine myself
to a few important ones.

Iron or Steel Scrap.

Take iron or steel serap. The old duty
was $4 per ton.. The new duty was Fl.
They have reduced the duty on that.
There were $75,000 of imports from Great
Britain and $458,000 of imports from other
countries. They have reduced the duty
very largely, but not for the benefit of
Great Britain, because she supplies less
than one-seventh of what is imported iInto
Canada. Then take the duty on pig iron.
The old duty was 34, the new duty Is $2.50.
We imported from all other countries
$330,000 worth and from Great Britain
850,000 worth; that is, you have more than
B% times as much from the other countries,
chiefly from the United States. Altogether
[ might say they give the States the benefit
of a reduction, if we use the figures of
the Minister of Customs, of 62% per cent.

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Paper Box and Metal Working Fac-
tories Almost Wholly Consumed
Last Night by Flames.

FIREMEN FIGHT FORl 3 HOURS

A Host of Fire Aﬁllnnce- at Work
—Dlma;c Partially Covered
by Insurance.

West Adelaide-street, near Yotk-street,
was the scene of a fire last night, which ‘ve-
sulted In a loss of nearly $50,000. .
The building at 122 and 124 was practi-
cally a new structure, bullt five yeurs ago
for the use of Douglas Bros., the owners,
who are sheet meta! workers and roofers.
This firm, hawever, only occupies three
storeys at the western side, the whole re-

maining part being taken up by the Elliott
& Brooke Paper Box Manufacturing and
IKmbossing Company.

Spied a Blaze.

The blaze was first seen at 8.40 p.m., hy
Police Constable Sockett, who was on duty
at York and Adelaide-streets, He heard
glass: cracking, and, looking in the direc-
tion whence 1t camce, saw dames bursting
out of a window on the segond flat in Kli-
liot & Brooke's premises. He ran to®*the box
at King and York-streets, but, owing to the
eirenit being out of order, could not send in
an alarm. Going to the patrol box, he tele-
phoned in a still alarm to central: station
lut Lombard-street Hall. By the time the
fire fighters were on the scene the upper
part ot the building was a raging furnace,
and the flames were going skyward by leaps
and bounds.

Wind Fans Blaze.

A strong wind fanned the flames to fury,
and whiried sparks and cinders into the
faces of firemen and spectators for blocks
around.

A general alarm brought the engines,
aerial’ ladder, water towers and brigades
from all sections of the city, and soon the
surrounding streets were filled with fire-
fighting appliances. Hose was played on
the front of the bullding from the nearby
hydrants, but soon had to give way to the
glore effective water-tower and aerial lad-

er.

Fighting the Flames.

At the corner of York and Richmond-
streets the * W. P. Hubbard” engine was
placed, and supplied two lines of hose, which
were run through a lane between 157 and
159 York-strcet to the rear of the burning
building.

Near Adelalde-street the ‘“‘Ronald” stood,
and pumped water for the water-tower, and
also supplied, an additional hose, which ran
into the rear. -

The *J. B. Boustead” was on Adelaide-
street, and did service by supplying the
hose for the aerial truck and another line
on the frout of the premises. Along Ade-
laide-street another line of hose was run,
and several firemen eclimbed on to Hin
Quong’'s Chinese laundry roof, and plnyeg
the stream on the west ¢ of the building.
By this time the flames their fury had
worked thelr way through an 18-inch brick
wall, and soon the inflammable material,
ynpcr‘haxn;". ¢, ‘In the two upper flats of
he western;side, werq devoured, = -

‘Gunn Sticks to It.

Chief -Graham gave ordets -

this part of the building.” The nozzle was
in the hands of Fireman Alex. Gunn of
‘the Lombard-street section, and for twn
‘hours he remained inithat lofty and dan-
gerous position, until the flames were prac-
tieally subdued. ;

With all possible appliances working to
the best advantage, the firemen for a time
were unable to make their efforts tell. Sev-
eral times it looked as if the fire was under

control, and large clouds of Dblack
fimoke wonld roll out, Then,
suddenly a sheet of flame would spread
almost across the street and again danger
of spreading to adjoining premises was ap-
parent.

Machinery Falls.

During the rro;zrpss of the fire when
the flames had devoured the supports of
the upper floors the crowds were startied
by occasional erashes caused by the heavy
machines in thelr descent to the basement
below. One huge cutting machine fell
from the fourth floor, and tore everything
: with it, thus making new avenues of es-
cape for the flames,

The firemen expressed surprise at the en-
durance of the walls and roof, which held
together despite the roaring furnace which
they enclosed. Now and then when the
flames would light up the bullding the
metallic covering on the flooring ecould be
seen in squares, warped out by the intense
heat.

After Threce Hours.

It was nearly three hours before the fire
was got under control, and during all that
time Chief Graham directed the movements
of the firemen, whose efforts were wholly
instrumental in confining the blaze to the
one buflding.

A Total Loss.

The entire contents of the portion of the
Elliott & Brooke firm, with the exception
of the office fixtures, will be a total loss.

The stock and machinery were valued by
Mr. Brooke, one of the partners, at $25,000.
He says the insurance will run between
$16.000 and £19.000 in loeal companies. in-
cluding the Liverpool and London, which
carrles n large share of the risk. This
firm has only been in business three years
and was employing 75 hands, prineipally
young girls. This season has Dbeen an
unusually brisk one for the firm and the
employes were obliged to work overtime to
keep up with the rush of orders,

J it Cost $40,000,

The" building was a five-storey brick
wtruetnre, with metallic roof, and was
erected at a cost of $40,000. The loss about
$£20,000 is covered by insurance in the Wos-
tern Assurance Comnany. The Canada Per
manent Loan and Savings Company control
the building.

Loss by Water.

That portion of the bullding oceupled by
Dounglas Bros. was damaged, iuestly by
water. Stock and machinery are valued at
$10,000, and about_one-fifth of this amount
will cover the loss. This firm ewmployed 23
men.

A Panic Created.

The fire created a panic among the resi-
dents of York-street. With great ondcenlty
the .police were able to prevent tuem from
carting their personal effects to the sireet.

Deputy Chief Stuart was in charge of the
police, and reinforcemonts were sent (o
handle the crowd,from the outside precinets.
Street car traffic on Yprk-street was di-
verted by way of Yonge-street by Road-
masters Greene and Wallace. Not until the
heavy thunder shower fell did the erowd
make any attempt to leave the scene of
the. conflagration.

Fireman Hurt While at Work.

While at work at the Adelaide-street fire
last night Fireman Thomas Jones of the
Yonge-street section had his hand badlv cnt
with flving glass. The wounds were dress-
ed at"the Emergency Hospital.

THE YOUNGER MAN WAS COOL

in ' a State of Painful and
Abject Misery.

Winnipeg, March 22.—(Special,)--The Gal-
jcian murderers were sentenced to-day to
die on May 26. The prisoners, Wasyl Guss-
¢zak and Simeon Czuby, were Dbrought,
handcuffed together, and placed in the box,
when the handeuffs were removed. Czuby
was dressed as he was all through the trial,
but Guszezak appeared with his blue serge
coat, which replaced the customary Galiclan
sheepskin coat,

Guszczak, who is about 25 years old, look-
ed unchanged, but Czuby, who is probably

50, looked the picture of misery. He clasp-
ed his hands together, and leaned over the
edge of the box, as If suffering great mental
agony.

‘I'he judge asked the interpreter to trans-
late the usual question : Wasyl Guszezak,
have you anything to say as to why sen-
tenczé of death should. not be.passed upon
you?’ ! Ty

The Young Man Was Cool.

Guszczak replied without a tremor in his
volce, and with unchanged demeanor, and,
having spoken a few words, seemed satls-
fled with what he had sald.

“He says,” was the matter-of-fact reply
of the Interpreter, “‘that sentence of death
should not be passed upon him.”

The question was next asked Czub{. The
old man began to falk rapidly iz a Lroken
voice. “He says,” sald the jnterpretor,
“that he had nothing to say except that Le
is guilty:"” .

The Sentence.

In passing sentence, which was transiated
clause by clause to the prisoners, Judge
Killam saild : .“You have both been con-
vieted by fair and impartial juries of mur-
dering Wasyl Bojecko and his four children,
Your crime was an awful one. You have
been given the same kind of trial as Cana-
dians are given!when charged with the

Iawyers to defend youn and see that you
a fair trial and every chance to meet the
charges and show ypw were not gullty.

“I can hold out Mo hope that your sen-
tences will be changed, and I can only ad-
vise you to prepare yourselves for the awful
change. If you wish to see any priest or
minister of religion you may do so at snch
times and under such regulations as the
jaller may prescribe.” 5

Czuby in Great Distress.

Guszezak showed no change. His nerve
did not desert him for an instant. It was
evidently a serolus matter with him, bot
he was prepared for it. Qn the other haad,
Czuby cringed and wrung his shoulders as
if crushed under a great weight or smarting
from a heavy ‘blow. The motion of the

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Prof, Ashley Defended Them at-a
Banquet of the British Econo-
mic Association,

GOOD WORD FOR STANDARD OIL

The Speaker Claimed That Trusts
Tended to Steadimess in
Rate of Pay to Labor.

London, March 23.—At the banquet of the
British Economic Assoclation this evening,
Sir Robert Giffen, former assistant Secre-
tary of the Board of Trade, presiding, Prof.
Ashley delivered an interesting address on
the position of trusts in the United States.

Prof. Ashley sald the trusts were mainly
the outcome of an attempt to get rid of the

digastrous effects of cut-throat competition.
The public, in his opinfon, had greatly ex-
aggerated their .power to rule prices. He
contended that the general tendency of
trusts in the United States was, in fact, to
lower prices, as had been seen in the case
of the Standard Oil trust.

Undoubtedly, the trusts gave an advan-
tage to the caplitalists, but they also tended
to secure steadiness in the rate of remun-
eration for labor,and to promote continuaity
of employment aud an Iucreased stability

in industry.

York correspondent of I'he Star sends the
following to The Star: “It 18 no exaggera-
tion to say that Lord Minto's punctilfum,
as shown by the treatment accorded Col.

PHILIPPINE NOTES.

U. 8. Civil Commission Invites Na-
tives to Lay Down Arms—Form
of Government Proposed.

The U.S8. transport, Sherman, has arrived

at Manila, i
Sixty Spanish refugee planters have ar-

rived at Ilollo, representing that a native
tribe, 20,000 strong, on the Island of Negros,
threaten to destroy haclendas and crops.
The Spaniards asked for arms to defend
themselves and their property. The situa-
tion at Iloilo is unchanged. Another des-
patch says there has been fighting on Ne-
gros Island, but particulars are lacking. The
:r;m ort Indiana has left Manila for the
sland.

The address to the Philippine natives
drafted by the Civil Commission, on behalf
of the United States Government, assures
the people of the intention of the United
States to develop the powers of self-govern-
ment in the people. It is pointed out that
the United States has assumed obligations
which must be carried out in the interest of
the clivilized world. The people are assured
that the President’s sole wish is to render
the natives capable of administering thelir
own affairs, under United States protection,
and that no spirit-of vengeance or fyranny
is to be exercised. The insurgents are In-
vited to lay down their arms and trust the
United States Government.

The majority of the Commissioners incline
toward giving the Filipinos a sort of tribal
or provinelal local autonomy, under a cen-
tral American Government, which shall be
military, until a Purely civil system Is
proved to be feasible,

The situation at Manila s qulet, but a re-
organization of the American forces is pro-
ceeding.

Aguinaldo announces that he will person-
ally conduct the Fllipino reserves at Maldlos
and march Into Manila In 20 days, unless
the Americans withdraw in the meantime.
The concentration of rebel forces in the
vieinity of Malabon gives color to this state-

ment.
At Cebu all is reported qulet. '

Body of an Indian’s Wife Taken to
Gravenhurst for an Inquest—
Husband Suspected.

Gravenhurst, Ont.,, March 22.—On Mon-
day last the death of Mrs, Cecella Franks
of Sahanatien, Gibson Township, occurred

under suspicious circumstances. The cor-
oner, Dr., Campbell, was summoned from
here and In company with Archie Sloan,
Chief Constable, went yesterday to the
Indian reserve at Sahanatien, about 20
miles from here. The body of the dead
woman, accompanied by a number of In-
dian witnesses, was brought here to-day,
where a coroner's inquest is In progress.
Some esensational letters, sald to have
been written by the husband of the dead
woman, to a young girl in the vicinity, wi'l
be produced.

DEATH OF A CENTENARIAY.

Mrs, Darkley Came of a Very Long-
Lived Fawmily.

Cornwall, Ont.,, March 22.—(Special.)—
Catherine Barkley, who died at the resi-
dence of her son-in-law, Charles Duland,
Matilda Township, on March 10, was a
daughter of the late John Strader, a
United Empire Loyalist, who settled in
Matilda Township in 1785. Mrs. Barkley
was born in Matilda in May, 1797, and
was .therefore nearly 102 years old. She
was the mother of 12 children, nine of
whom still survive her, among them being
J. Barkley of Dixon Corners, 1. Barkley
of Halnsville, Mrs. G. Crowbar, Mrs. John
Ault and Mrs. Charles Duland. She came
of a long-lived family; her father and
mother died at the age of 88 and 8Y respec-
tively, and her brother, the late Captain
Strader, was over 100 years; another bro-
ther, Henry of Brinston’s Corners, aged
96 years and a sister, Mrs. Shaver of Win-
chester Springs, iIs three years older than
she and is still living.

This statement was dellvered to Captain
Yates just elghteen days ago, and it 1s
the only message or communication which
those on board have had with the shore,
and this is the first time that it has been
made public.

CRAMP CONTRADICIED.

Scotchmen Vigorously Deny His
Statement That Ships Are Buailt
Cheaper in Glasgow,
Glasgow, March 22.—A statement by
Clarles Cramp of Philadelphia, a member

of the well-known shipbuilding firm, now
here, to the effect that on_account of low-
er wages, ships were bullt here 380 per
cent., cheaper than in the United States,
has aroused a vigorous denial.

It is stated, in opposition to Mr. Cramp’s
views, that American workmen accomplish
twice as much as Clyde workmen in the
same time, and three cargoes of Ameri
can steel just received here show that
building material is cheaper in the United
States, The increased cost: of shipbuild-
ing in the United States, the Scotchmen
maintain, is due to the inordinate profits
expected by the American builders, who
wish to become millionaires in a few years.
The profit to Clyde builders is set down as
from 3 to 10 per cent.

Toronto Rod and Gun Club Has
Something to Say to the
Preserve Proprietors.

DUDE SHOOTING LEGISLATION.

About the Bill That Will Be Up De-
fore the Legisiature in a
Few Days.

Sporting Bditor “World: At a special
meeting of the Toronto Rod and Gun Club
held at their club rooms on March 21st, for
the consideration of the report of the On-
tario Game and Fish Commissioners, dated
December, 1898, respecting the clauses re-
lating to ducks on page 9, the following
items were severely eriticized. Firstly--
It mentions the preserves known as those
of . Long Polnt and St. Clair Flats, which
are among the principal ones in Canada.
It gives them credit for making special
effort for baiting and feeding of ducks.
Why? - To entice more ducks to sald pre-
serves. Then again the report says tuey
(the preserve men) do not cowmmence shoot-
ing until several weeks after the opening
of the season, Sept. 1. Why? Becauge
they know the outside shooters,by cominen-
cing at the opening of the season, drive
more ducks into tneir preserves, whic};
they clain is then a ‘‘harbor of safety.
So it is, until the slaughter commences Ly
the ‘“‘game hogs.” This term is given by
true sportsmen to those who kill toousands
or even hundreds during the season.

Next it mentions the nou-saleable clause
in which we fully concur, but do the pre-
serve men? No, or if they do, they do
not act up to it, as it is well known that
some of these men have made their ex-
penses .and more, even though they come
from across the border or the brini ocean.
Next it states that some families kill two
or three thousand birds in a season, (which
we question) yet we know of single mew-
bers of these preserves who have done the
same for years and no complaint is made
of them; while the unfortunate public
gportsman has to be content with 40 or &0
during the season on the outside, which
we think should also be sufficient for the
more favored preserve shooter.

Next, it mentions that sail boats, house
boats, and steamers, shonld be prohibited
from conveying the hunter to his shooting

rounds, which is the only means whereby

e can get there, and live; especially in
the vicinity of said preserves, whose bound-
ary lines extend .along and beyond the
shores for 20 miles at a stretch in certain’
glaces. The commissioner also asks that

ecoy ducks be not placed further than
100 yards from any point of land or natural
bed “of rushes connected with said lands.
This clause, if sanctioned, will prevent
any hunter from hiding in any bunch of
rushes not connected with the shore, al-
though adjacent to it. It is a_well known
fact that these preserve men do cut down
the rushes outside their limits to pre-
vent the ordinary hunter from shooting near
their grounds.

I1f the above recommendations became
law, the preserve men would secure nearly
all the ducks and the outsiders get none.
Then, last but not least, the commissioners
say, ‘‘to encourage the ropagation of
game, birds, animals and fish, we (the com-
missioners) are of the opinion that some
provision should be made in the act by
which any such person or persons so ein-
gaged may be allowed to regulate thelr
ponds or herds, as seems best to them, to
ensure success, and if killed during the
close season shall not be marketed ex-

% | cept during the open season, safeguarded

by a permit, special tags or coupons, as
m% be deemed best.

e members of this club think the Gov-
ernment of the country, and not the lords
of these preserves (many of whom are
foreigners), should control the game and

sh, and not allow these men privileges
that the ordinary hunter has not: such as
killing during the close season, which the
game commissioners have recommended in
thelr report. Also this club advocates that
decoy ducks should be allowed to be placed
wherever natural rushes or rice grows;
also within 100 yards of all shores (low
water mark) rushes, rice, preserve stakes
or boundary lines.

If the law was made that rushes must
be connected with the shores, no shooting
could be ebtained in such waters as: Well.
ards Bay, I‘res?u'ule Bay, Bay of Quinte,
Toronto, Hamilton or Long Point Bays,
ete., nwlnF to the lines of rushes which
run parallel to the shores and between
00 and 300 yards from such shores. We
hope that members of sister clubs and
others who are interested in the preserva-
tion of ﬁnme and fish throughout the prov-
ince will -take stens to nrevent the pre-
serves from securing all the privileges
which rightfully belong to the general pub-
lie in aequiring game and fish., The see-
retary of this club has received numcrous
eommunications from other ciubs regarding
this matter, who also coincide with the
above views, and we would strongly ad-
vise that the snortsmen throughont the
rovince immediately correspond with their
egislative representative regarding this
matter as the bill will Y discussed and
dealt with in a few days.

Chief of Police Twiss on Trial on
a Charge of Extorting Money

At 11 o’clock
to-night the case was enlarged till to-
morrow,

charges are of violating the Liquor Act
and one of obstructing the sidewalk.

Spence of Toron-
to had pointed out that the prohibitionists
had carried 128 out of 215 constituencies,
and that 12) out of 148 constituencies had
giving majorities averaging 1042 in favor of
prohibition. Mr. Spence submitted a resolu-
tion: ‘“That in the opinion of this meeting
the results of the recent prohibition plebis-
cite are such as call for legislative action by
Parliament.”

Mr. MeClure moved in amendment to have
the committee appointed, and the amend-
ment prevailed. 2

Major Sutherland declared that the com-

rosition and proceedings of the meeting

were alike farcical. He called attentlon to
the presence of members and others who
did not in any way represent the Prohibi-
tion Committee, and who were voting not

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THE INSPECTION OF MEAT,

The question raised by Ald. Denison In
regard to the Inspection of cattle previous
to being killed and placed on the market
is a most {mportant one. It is hardly less
important, from a sanitary point of view,
than the inspection of dairy cattle and of
milk, While it may be a difficult and
costly matter to establish an efficlent sys-
tem for the inspection of milk and the
animals from which it is obtained, the
fuspection of animals Iintended for con-
sumption is a comparatively easy problem.
It simply involves the establishment of
one or more public abattoirs, at which all
cattle intended for use in the city shall
be slaughtered. The public welfare de-
mands the closing up of every private
slaughter house in the neighborhood of the
eity. It is only by concentrating the busi-
ness that an efficlent system of inspection
can be established. The public abattoir
is no experiment. They have them all
over the United States and in Burope. The
municipalities which have established abat-
toirs find them to be both in the public
iuterest and a source of profit besides, The
bullding of an abattoir by the corporation
would be a good business speculation, as
well as a great sanitary improvement, We
hope, therefore, that the Council will not
let the question drop, but will cause an
investigation to be undertaken with a view
to the elaboration of a scheme for supply-
ing Toronto with a public abattoir and an
efficlent inspection of cattle and meat, We
almost shudder when we think of the dan-
gers to which the public are subjected by
the present system, or rather lack of sys-
tem. Not only does a large quantity of
diseased meat, or rather the meat of dis-

50| eased animals, find its way to our markets,

but this ecity is made the dumping ground
for great quantities of inferior meat, that
cannot be exported. The best cattle that
come to Toronto are exported.

Confederation Life Association.
The twenty-seventh annual meeting of the
Confederation Life Assoclation was held at
the head office of the company, Toronto, on
Tuesday, March 14. The full report was

published in the issue of Saturday last. The |

affairs of the assoclation were found to be
in a most satisractory state, steady progress
having been made ali along the line. In the
matter of new business, the report shows
that the business for the yecar 18)8 amount-
ed to $3,164,443, a substantial increase over
that for the year previous. The claims aris-
ing from death among the insured were
very favorable and considerably under those
for the previous year.

By reference to the financial statements,
it will be noticed that substantial payments
have been made to policy-holders in the way
of profits, the sum of $85,300.22 having been
paid during the year. Taking the last four
years, a total sum of $345,276 has been paid
to poliey-holders in this way, giving an ave-
rage of $86,319. During the same four years
the net interest and rents received have
been sufficient to pay the net claims aris-
ing from deathg, and leave a lnrfhu of
uga,s«m, and during the same perfod the
ex

good enough for Toronto, The best of
everything in the meat line is exported.
True it I8, a considerable quantity of ex-
cellent meat is reserved for the best trade,
but, speaking generally, the inferior quali-
ties of meat are all marketed In this city.
We maintain that a system of public in-
spection would have a tendency to improve
the quality of the meat #old in the markets
of this city. The killing and preparing of
the animals for market and the distribu-
tion of the carcases to the retail butchers
would be carried on more systematlcally,
more economically and under better sani-
tary conditions., The meat could be kept
longer, as it would be chilled immediately
after killing and kept in cold storage. In

‘every way the matter is viewed it is evl-

dent that the closing up of <the small
slaughter houses and the establishment of
a municipal abattolr would be beneficial to
citizens, In a recent report Medical Health
Officer Sheard treats of the subject to
which we are now referring. He says:

“On no question of social economy is the
general public more ignorant than on that
of the unwholesomeness of otherwise of
the flesh they eat. Many, from the exi-
gency of thelr positions, are ever looking
out for bargains, even in meat, It is not,
however, admitted that meat at a low
price is always cheap, for poor meat is
never cheap. Half the quantity of well
fed beef, mutton, lamb or veal will yield
more nutriment than the poorly fed, and
will in the end prove to be the cheapest.

“We have often sympathized with those
butchers who will pot Lhuy any meat but
the best. The general public’ misjudge
them, and sometimes consider the neces-
sory prices extortionate, while in reality
the butcher is probably getting little more
than cost for a large part of what he sells,
It would certainly help the honest man in
the trade, and protect the public at large, if
the law required all meat to be inspected,
branded and graded first, second or third
quality. In this way the public themselves
would learn what they were buying, and
would thus be able to choose for them-
selves,”

The provincial statutes provide the ma-
chinery for the establishment of public
abattoirs, The City Council ought to take
advantage of the act and have a large
abattoir built In this ecity.

It is the only method which will prevent
diseased meat from belng placed on tlie
market, It is the only method which will
put an end to the business of a class of
butchers who make a speclal feature of
buying sick and diseased animals in the
country and preparing them for the city
market.

NO LEGISLATION NECESSARY.

If the officials at the Hall studied the
law a little more carefully they ‘would not
run so frequently to the Legislature for
permission to undertake various small
works. We still maintain that it was a
mistake to ask the Legislature for per-
mission to operate a - chain ferry at
Queen’s Wharf. The city has already run
Just such a ferry. Our proper course fn
regard to the chain ferry was to have sald
nothing about it but to go ahead and put
it in operation. Who, let us ask, would
have prevented us from running it? Cer-
tainly not our own policemen, and it is ab-
surd to think that the courts would grant
an injunction restraining the city from
affording a means of communication from
one. part of the city to another. The
Mayor, we understand, Is now asserting
that §t will be necessary to obtain speclal‘
legislation to secure the proposed entrance
into High Park. As we understand the
law, no such application is necessary. Sec-
tion 576 of the Municipal Act empowers
the Council to pass a bylaw for acqﬁlrlng
property, such as is required for the en-
trance to High Park. The people wish to
see this new route into the park provided
this spring. There is nothing to prevent
its being done. There is no need to run
to the Legislature. It is only a trick to
say that the project cannot be carried out
except as a local improvement. The sec-
tlolx we have quoted provides the neces-
sary machinery. A bylaw of the Council is
all that is required.

A CRISIS IN JAMAICA.

Governor Hemming Has Dissolved
the Assembly Because of Per-
sistent Obstraction.

Kingston, Jamaica, March 22.—The dis-
cussion by the Legislative Assembly of the
measure prox'ldlng for an increase in the
tariff, rendered necessary by the colony’s
financial crisis, was indefinitely adjourned
last Wednesday in consequence of the
hostlle action of the elected members of
the Assembly, whose opposition made the
passage of the bill an impossibility. To-
day the Governor, Sir Augustus Hemming,
issued a proclamation, dissolving the As-
sembly and stating that, under the ad-
vice of Secretary of State for the Col-
onies, he would augment the official ele-
ment in the new "Assembly to force the
tariff. bill through. §

The present constitution of Jamaica has
been in force for 15 years, but this is the
first time the Government has availed it-
self of the power conferred on it to dis-
solve the Legislature and add to the nom-
inated members of. the Assembly.

The Governor, Sir Augustus Hemming, re-
convened the Assembly to-day, at the same
time bringing in four new officlal pembers
to outvote the representatives. "The Ja-
maica Association has convened public mect:
ings throughout the country, and it has
cabled to Mr. Chamberlain explaining the
gravity of the situation. Considerable ex-
citement prevalils, and it is sald that there
will be trouble if the Government persists
in its policy.
