ceived for Four Centuries.
Paris, Sept. 29.—An Important work, 

which throws fresh light on the discovery 
of America by Columbus, has been writ­
ten by Henry Vlgnaud, first 'secretary of 
the United States Embassy here. It Is in 
French and will be published In this city 
Oct. 1 Mr. Vlgnaud, who is the vice- 
president of the Americanist Society of 
Paris, has made a life*6tudy of the early 
history of America.

In tin interview with the correspondent 
of the Associated Press, Mr. Vlgnaud «aid: 
“The present work is Intended to show 
that for the last four centuries we have 
been deceived by a fraud which hides from 
us the real beginning of Columbus’ pro­
ject, and that the 
ascribed to Toecanelli, the learned Flor­
entine astronomer, were fabricated.

“I submit excellent reasons for believ­
ing that Toseanelll never wrote the letter 
of 1474 to King Alfonso of Portugal and 
never traced the chart alleged to have ac­
companied it. Columbus' design was not 
founded on any scientific basis, but on 
positive Information ns to the existence of 
lands to the westward.”

Yet 
the halfpenny papers—end even the penny 
papers for the matter of that—are forever 
declaring that British engineering work Is 
ousted by that from across the Atlantic. 
How fatuous is this view is gathered from 
the remarks of an eminent American ship­
builder, who declared recently that the 
only salvation of American1 engineering lay 
In copying the methods of English ship­
yards and engine shops.”

That the Englishman is “slow but sure” 
is generally accepted. English machinery

At last the Columbia took the lead, and 
broke the stops of her sail, but hardly had 
It been sent spelling to the breeze before 
the Shamrock’» was flowing also.

The Shamrock at this time was a full 
three lengths ahead, and on every sun-dyed 
face shone eager/ anxious Interest as to 
what that run down the wind would dis­
cover. For this was the first time the two 
had measured speed when running before 
a wind, and none knew which would foot 
lt faster in that end-on tilt.

The test demonstrated beyond a doubt 
that the fireproof qualities and character 
of the wood were aa perfect as when the 
wood was Installed five years ago, and 
the department now frankly admits that 
there Is no question reibalnlng as to the 
absolute permanency of the Incombusti­
bility of wood treated by the electric 
process."

If the process Is to be of vaine, all the 
wood that enters Into the construction 
of a building mast be fireproofed, for a 
chain is only as strong as It* weakest 
link, and to the company let me say 
their chance of future success may at the 
outset of their career be Impaired or 
killed by knowingly parmittitfg a partial 
equipment to pass for a fireproof building. 
I opine that at the outset business may 
not be too brisk with the company (with 
all new tilings ln a northern country, pro­
gress win be slow), and great will be the 
temptation" to sell their product without

This should entail a huge annual 
saving ln treasure and hnman life.

Some of the contents of the room were 
destroyed, and a closet of ordinary wood 
was completely burned, but the flames 
spent themselves without any appreciable 
Injury upon the non-combustible wood 
work of the room.
