‘“There has been no evidence to war-
rant any such fmputation, and' 1 feel
I am justified in saying that the Ameri-
can Club knew nothing whatever as to
the origin of the fire, other than what
has come out béfore this inquest.” The

Samuel Stone of Colt Arms'Com-
pany Gave Testimony at
Ottawa.

ALLISON WAS AGENT

Gen. -Hughes at Conference in
New York When Orders
Were Given.

. OTTAWA, Feb, 25—Samuel N,
Stone, vice-president of the Colt Arms
Co., while here on Sunday, Feb, 13,
testiﬂp{! in relation to Col. J, Wesley
Allison’s part in securing’ business in
Lanada. The evidence was made pub-
lic by Commissioner Sir Charles Dav-
1dson today. N

In connection with the government
puarchase of 5000 Colt pistols Col. Al-
lison '!\ad testified that he “failed to
rceall” any part he had played in the
transaction. Mr, Stone, however, tes-
tified that Allison was remunerated by
the Colt people for services in getting
orders from Canada and the allied gov~
crnments. He had acted as a sort of
special agent in London and Paris in
the last two years and was pald for
his trouble, “more as a present than a
-palary.” He had declined to take the
full amount offered, but accepted half
of it. No commissions were paid to
anyone connected with the militia de-
partment.

The first order for 1000 Colt pistols
had been given by Col. Allison and
another for 4000 pistols had been given
President Skinner of the company at
a conference in New York State, at
which Gon. Hughes and Ccl. Allison
were present.

Order Diverted to Russia.

Stone, explaining why he was in
Ottawa, said that an order for 860
guns for Canada had been diverted to
Russia and the calibres ordered chang-
ed. He cameée to the capital to learn
why this had been done. Sir Charles
had learned of his presence in the city
and had held a Sunday sitting.

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A Bilingual Orator

It might have been thought that any
fighting tendencies’ which existed in
Canada would. have had sufficiently
ample outlet in the great European
war, This does not appear to be the
case. The fiery spirit of an Ottawa
gentleman, evidently belonging to the
Church militant, has not been satis-
fied with the opportunities of defend-
ing France and the French from Teu-
tonic encrcachment, but is determined
to take up arms against the English
of Ontario, by . which he appears to
mean the English-speaking people of
this province. -

His views may be taken in connec-
tlon with the action of the Quebec
Legislature the other day, whereby it
is intended to provide funds from the
municipalities of our sister province
to carry on an agitation against us in
Ontario, because we claim the right to
remain English as our fellow citizens
in Quebec claim the right-to remain
French. Our Ottawa orator would ele-
vate the agitation into an affair of
arms, and is willing to fight until the
bitter end, he says, to obtain the jus-
tice he alleges he deserves.

We wonder what he would think if
the municipalities of Ontario were to
vote money to carry on an agitation,
which some of our fiery spirits in On-
tario might wish to aggravate -into an
affair of arms, in order to Anglicize
the Province of Quebec, under the as-
sumption that we were being deprived
of our just rights? When you “put
yourself in his place” it makes a dif-
ference in the point of view. ”

The time has not yet come to talk
of settling the bilingual question by
the arbitrament of arms, but if ever
it did, it will be well to remember that
it was from the French-speaking eciti-
zens that the suggestion arose. We

' have no desire to give undue promin-
ence to words which may have been
spoken under the excitement of public
utterance, a most dangerous form of
mental stimulatioﬁ. But a great deal
is-belng =ajd on the subject, and in
times of peace, probably these things
would receive more attention. It is
‘quite certain that those who will fipal-
ly settle the question will have the
most weight in the settlement who
riow give their attention and their
courage to settling the graver and
wider issues in Europe.

" Jewish Refugees in Russia

It is but rarely that the Jewish com-
munities either of Toronto or of other
cities appeal to their fellow citizens
for assistance, and we may be sure
that when they do so the ground for
their appeal calls for sympathetic and
earnest attention. A committee - has
been formed- locally which includes
Rabbi Jacobs,. Mr, Edmund Scheuer
and others prominent among their co-
religionists, whose object is to collect
funds for the'relief of the Jewish war
refugees in- Russla. .

Those who are familiar with the
conditions consequent upon the Ger-
man invasion are. too sadly aware of
the need, and have been moved to at-
tempt, thru whatever channels were
open, to alleviate the bitter distress.
The Jewish community will be glad to
.co-operate with all who desire to con~
tribute to this object, and subscrip-
tions will__be welcomed from any
scurce. Immediate relief is needed to
prevent the perishing of thousands
amid the indescribable misery which
war inflicts upon its victims, ' /The
committee asks for help in the §pirlt
of those who ate already “putting
forth itheir uttermost efforts.” :

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Money for Farmers

The provindial governments the
west now having under consideration
the subject of rural credits are fol-
lowing in the wake of New York, Mas-
sachusetts and some of the Australian
states. But we believe that a system
of land banks can be best worked out
vy The federal government. Sir 'I‘hqmas
White has promised that the Dominion
Government will seriously address it-
sclf to the problem and we may look
for legislation at the next session of

parliament. The bill now before con-
gress is regarded by the president ot
the National City Bank of New York
as erring, if at all, on the side of con-
servatism. “We might, therefore, go
even farther in Canada and have the
Pominion Government underwrite the
debentures from the sale of which the
money must be raised to lend the
farmers. ‘
Quite possibly those interested in
solving the problem of rural credits
would be well advised to concentrate
their forces on Ottawa., Perhaps while
they are at it they might persuade Sir
Thomas White to establish national
banks of issue. and rediscount, We
observe that some leading financiers
in the United States favor putting the
whole land-bank-and-rural-credits
scheme under the federal reserve
board. e . ’
Quite ;apart from the agitation for

state loans to farmers on long time
and ‘easy payments is the demand in

the west for the local or unit bank.
This demand sometimeés finds expres-
sion in the demand for “provincial
banks.” It seems to be taken for
granted, we think erroneously, that
the small bank whose stockholders dand
directors all live in the same com-
munity operates under a state charter,
and that the national banks in the
United States correspond in some way
to our chartered banks.

We- think it will be found, however,
that many national banks in the
United States have only $25,000 capital
and, are essentially local. In the old
days they had to depend upon some
big city bank as a reserve agent and
a source of credit when crop moving
time came round. . Now, however, they
are all member banks of the federal
reserve banks and stock holders there-
in, and they can rediscount good
paper and get national currency for it
by communi::atlng with the nearest
federal reserve agent in their locality.

But, however that may be, we can-
not very well have provineial banks in
Canada, because the B.N.A. Act places
banks and banking under federal jur-
isdiction. = The appeal for provinecial
banks is no- doubt prompted by the
fact that our Bank Act requires a
chartered bank to have a subscribed

 capital of $500,000 with $250,000 fully

paid up. It contemplates the forma-
tion of large ~banks with many
branches and makes no provision for
the small local or unit bank.

But could not the small bank be
authorized by parliament? ¥ need not
be given the circulation privilege as
the chartered banks have it, but it
could be supplied with national cur-
rency. It might reasonably be required
to invest a part of its capital in the
debentures with which the government
will finance rural credits, fThose de-
bentures or other government secur-
ittes to be purchased by the smail
banks would be lodged with the receiv-
er general and secure advances made
to the banks in national currency. The
banks of course would be getting in-
terest from the government and in-
terest from their depositors on the
same money, but the government
would also reap some advantages and
so would the country. In some way at
least the small banks would have to
be independent of the chartered banks
and possibly the solution will be found
in the government assuming control
over them and helping them out thru
a central bank of issue and redis-
count,

If the unit bank is to make its way
in Canada it must have a federal
charter, it ‘must be able to get cur-
rency from the government, and the
government or a government bank
must act as its reserve agent and be
prepared to rediscount the paper of
its customers indorsed by the bank,

A New Map of Ontario

A splendid piece of map-making has
recently been accomplished by the On-
tario Department of Lands, Forests
and Mines. Maps of the Province of
Ontario have been fairly abundant, but
recent additions of great magnitude,
ard the colonization and development
of large tracts of the northern ter-
ritory in recent years has made a new
one necessary. The result is such that
it will probably be at least another
decade before anything further of the
kind will be needed.

The most complete of the older maps
lacked many features which the pres-
ent one supplies, and the placing of
the western portions of the province
on the same scale as the older parts
is a distinct advantage, and gives the
observer Trom abroad a much clearer
idea of the immense proportions of our
area. Patricia cannot yet be drawn to
the same scale, but it is gilven on a
sufficiently large scale for all prac-
tical purposes. The main map is on
a scale of 7.89 miles to the inch, a
very liberal presentment, being one-
half-millionth in proportion. The map
is consequently a large one, ahouts
seven feet by nine,

In the northeast corner there is re-
produced the small map which has
been in circulation for some time,
brought up-to-date, on the scale of 35
miles to the inch, and in this is in-
cluded the district of Patricia. Ontario
is an awkwardly shaped province to
present in one piece, but all the south-
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GETTING TRIMMED

ern portion north of the clay belt is
shown on the large scale.

When it is remembered that the pro-
vince is 1000 miles frcm extreme east
to west, and a sim:lar distance from
the lakes to Hudson Bay, and that the
C.P.R. runs 1285 'niles east and west
in it, we may suggest that it would
not be wise to send the kaiser a copy
of the new map lest he redouble his
efforts to gain possession of the ban-
ner province. Prussia is only 134,616
square miles in extent, and the whole
German Empire at the outbreak of the
war was only 208,780 square miles, but
Ontario presents ti® noble tract of
407,262, or just about double the
kaiser’'s domains, .
Tle map shows a good many valu-
able statistios and notes appear on the
great lakes, the geology, the minerals,

sources of the country. The map shows
the districts and counties in color, the
townships, postoffices, railway sta-
tions, steam and electric railways,
canals and roads. *Perhaps the popu-
lation is the least satisfactory thing
about it. In 1911 it was 2,528,274, a
somewhat slow growth since the 1,620,
861 of 1871, Water powers are noted
as capable of 500,000 horse power, only
14 per cent. being developed. There
are 300 million cords of pulp wood in
100,000 square miles of forest in the
province, exclusive of Patricia. ©° The
government reserves are 21,934 square
miles or over 14 million acres.

With twenty-four cities and towns
over 10,000 population Ontario may
look forward to a progressive career
in the future, and the map of the
province should be a charter of en-
lightment and ecivilization to all who
look upon it.

“In Champagne this morning we
attacked ana captured an enemy
salient to the south of Ste. Marie-
a-Py. During this action we
captured 300 prisoners, including
16 non-commissioned officers and
five officers,

“In the Argonne our destructive
fire has been efficacious on Ger-
man organizations to the north of
La Harassee.

“In the region to the north of
Verdun snow has fallen in abun-
dance during the day. The activ-
ity of the artillery on both sides
has continued very intense on the
whole of the front, and principal-
ly to the east of the Meuse, where
the fighting goes on with the same
tenacity. 7

“Several German attacks with
large cftectives have been gonduct-
ed with unprecedented violence on
La Cote du Foivre (about four and
a half miles sorth of Verdun), but
were withcout success. 4

“Another attack on our posi-
tions in the Bois de la Vache also
has been stopped. -

“There has been no infantry ac-
tion to the west of the Meuse.

“In the Vosges there has been
an artillery: duel in the valley of
the Fecht.”

The . Belgian® communication
made puyblic tonight, says:

“lt has been a quiet day on the

whole front.”
The British official statement reports
that British aeroplanes carried out a
guccessful bombing raid against the
German aerodrome near Lille with all
the machines returning safely. British
artillery was active’in firing on enemy
trenches about the Ypres-Comines
Canal and east of Boesinghe. The Ger-
mans exploded a mine near Fricourt
without inflicting any casualties.

The Franco-British Aid Soclety has re-
ceived a long letter from Mr. Bellamy,
the mayor of Nantes, thanking the so-
ciety most heartily for their help. In his
letter, Mr. Bellamy gives interesting in-
formation as to the number of refugees,
there being 22,360 Belgians. When those
from the north of France are included,
the number of_ refugees in Brittany is
111,750. The treasurer received an inter-
esti letter explaining how the money
sent has been used and distributed :

“The sums of money have been changed
into coupons to buy supplies of fuel,
socks, etc., which are distributed to the
Belgian refugees, who are in need of
them, after careful investigation has
been made into their financial condition.
With these coupons they can apply.to any
merchant, who in turn is paid at the
mayor's aoffice. | In that way one can be
certain that thé money has been wisely
used in purchasing most necessary sup-
plies. A committee of B ans, com-
posed of highly-recommend deputies,
administrators driven from their country
by the hardships of the war, meet at the
mayor's office to supervise the amount
of money expended, the expenses, the
number of coupons distributed, so that no
mismanagément is possible. That is why
since the. beginning of the war all thé
members who have undertaken to look
after Belgian interests in France have
been above the least suspicion,

*“The funds of the Franco-British Aid
Society of Toronto have almost entirely
been devoted to the relief of Belgian
refugees in Brittany, particularly to the
purchase of clothing and boots for them.”

Mr. Bellamy adds: *“Since you have
asked me not to hesitate to describe to
your friends of our needs, I ought to say
that the longer the war keeps up the
greater is our need of help in all branches
of our relief work. In Brittany the price
of food and of all necessities of life has
grown very much. The families of our
soldiers at the front make freguent ap-
peala for help to us.  We could devote
to the relief of the families and orphans
of the soldiers a part of the money to be
sent by your Toronto society if your col-
leagues on the committee wish ito help us
in this work.”

The committee has decided to help
this branch of relief work for the rest of
the winter, and to make use of Mr, Bel-
lamy as their agent in distributing the
money.

It is noticeable, too, that in the
smaller cities and towns the attack on
the hotels, driving many into bank-
ruptey, has tended to lower the value
of real estate.
