| was shot dead in.the country club at
Cork last night by 14 armed men, who
torced their way past the doormen.
Smyth was found by the intruders
gitting with friends, one of them Dis- |
trict Inspector Craig. Several of the |
men fired point blank at Commissioner |
Smyth, who rose but fell dead while
endeavoring to reach the door.

Mr. Craig was wounded during the
fusilade. Mr. Smyth was the division
commander for the Munster Royal
Irish Constabulary.

Smyth was a captain of the 15th
Sikhs during the war, and won the |

All provinces are alike interested
in the successful harvesting of the
western grain crop, as the industrial
prosperity of the whole country is
vitally affected thereby, :

A New Departure,

EVOLUTION LONG
CONTINUED PROCESS

“Life i# but a day in
scheme of evolution,” said Roy Mit-
chell, in the course of an interesting
address, delivered Sunday night be-
fore the Theosophical Soclety, Asked
if reincarnation was compulsory to
every human being, Mr. Mitchell point-
ed out that, like the law of physics, the
laws of recincarnation and were im-
mutable if there was any truth in the
theory of reincarnation.

ACCORDING TO STANDARD

Ottawa, Ont, July 18--Legislation
passed at the recent session of parlia-
ment, in the form of amendments to
the fish inspection act, makes it com-
pulsory to pack, grade and mark fish
according to standards, Such legis-
lation had been sought in many quar-
ters of the fishing industry for many
years, Ite urgency I8 brought homa
by the fact that Canadian plckled fish
is not of as high a standard as the
product of other countries less for-
tunately equipped, and this has ad-
versely affected the industry,

The new act becomes operative on
the Pacific coaet on November 1, next,
while on the Atlantic coast ‘it will be
April 1, 1921, before it becomes ef-
fective.

The outstanding feature of the new
law 18 that it makes compulsory the
putting up of pickled herring, alee-
wives, mackerel and salmon, other
than mild-cured, according to provi-
sions laid down as to packing, grad-
ing, standa¥ of container, and inspec
tion. The original act of 1914 made
#uch provisions optlonal,

LIKENS LORD FISHER
10 JOSHUA OF OLD

Came Out of Retirement to Fight
Enemies, as Did Biblical '
Hero.

The official Naval Veterans' Associ-
ation memorial services in honor of
the late Lord John Arbuthnot Fisher,
admira] of the British fleet, were held
in the Avenue Road Presbyterian
Church last night. The pastor, Rev,
R. J. Power, Rev. Major Crawford
Brown and Rev., Dr, Alfred Hall offi-
ciated. The sermon was preached by |
Dr. Hall, Dominion chaplain of the
N.V.A., who took for his text: “The
Lord was with Joshua and his fame
wag noised abroad thru the whole
land.”

The speaker drew a paralle] hetween
the lives of the Biblical hero, Joshua,
and the modern naval hero Fisher. He
sald that men who do great things
and men that do good' things are
the human instruments of God's de-
signs, Like Joshua, Fisher came from
a remote place, having bheen born on
the island of Ceylon, a circumstance
which the speaker interpreted as illus-
trating the romance and glory of the
British Empire, As Joshua oyvercame
a race of giants, so did Fisher bottle
up the German high seas fleet, par-
alyzing its power and holding it in
durance until it ended its inglorious
career in surrender.

Lord Fisher, Dr. Hall declared, had
won a place of affection in the hearts
of all Englishmen, and his popularity
with the men of the navy was indi-
cated by the fact that they dubbed
“Jackie Fisher.” Canadians, he
sald, should feel a particular gratitude
towards him, for had not his naval
genius and Initiative planned the ex-
pedition which overtook and “strafed”.
Von Spee In South American waters,
the German battleships would prob-
ably have been bombarding the west-
ern coast of Canada,

States.

President Beatty of the Canadian Pa-
ciflc was edified, we hope, and perhaps
improved, by that meeting of the r
executives which he attended a.:”'ﬁ"%
York on Friday last, The executives
were unanimous in deciding not to re-
vive the old express companies, but to
have the American Express Co., which
23 more or less a national corporation,
The breakdown of tne rallways since
thelr return to private, ownership and
operation has been so pitlable that the
management s trying as far as possible
to bring about something of the co-
ordination which prevalled under govern«
ment operation during the war. When
the management of the rallways ad-
mitted, as they did on Friday, that co-
ordination in express was the best thing
for business and for themselves, they
admitted the whole case for public own-
ership, and they -also admitted that this
co-ordination and co-operation was the
outcome of the temporary administration
of the rallways ‘of the United States
by the gvernment in war-fme, The
World belleves that it will not be long
before the people of the United States,
knowing the benefits of the co-opera-
tion in the postal service and the ep-
press service that they now have will
‘declare themselves in favor of national
control and co-ordination of the rallway
systems of the Unlited States,

The Winnipeg Experiment in P.R.
From The Sunday World,

The eclty of Winnipeg at the recent
provinelal election in Manitoba, tried out
proportional representation, probahly the
first experiment of this kind on the
continent, Instead of the eclty belng
broken up into ridings or districts, 10
members of the legislature svere elected
from the eity at large. The Labor and
the Liberal candidates between them
received about 80 per cent, of the votes
cast, but in spite of this, two Conser-
vative candidates were returned for Wine
nipeg. Under the old system it is likely
that the Labor party would have elected
all 10 members, altho they controlled
leas than 60 per cent. of the vote.

The Manitoba legislaturq is to be con=
gratulated on making th experiment,
and the city of Winnipeg, in particular,
is to be congratulated upon carrying it
out so successfully, The reform wil
spread, and may, perhaps, ‘be tried out
in some of the large cities at the com-
ing federal election. But a more im-
portant reform must precede that election .
The redistribution of parliamentary ueau.
must be made on the basis of representa-
tion by population!

In the election of 1911 the electoral
district of Soulanges, of 9,000 population,
had &8 much representation in the house
of commons as the electoral district of
Maisonneuve with 180,000. This was a
glaring case of inequality, but some-

thing comparable with it can be found
in Ontano, by

Five hundred thousand people in To-
ronto elect, or help to elect, nine meme-
bers of parlisment. The same number
of people distributed among rural rid-
ings in Ontario elect 20 members. Mhis
s because we have generally recognized
the rule that a man Uving in the coune
try should have twice as mwuch voting
power at the election as & man living
in the city,

The rule is a relic of the pocket boro
days, and we still have some pocket
boros in Ontarlo. The time has come
for representation by population. On no
other basis can there be truly democratic
government. ‘‘Rep by pop’” must obtain
not only in Ontario, but thruout the
Dominion of Canada,

MONTHS ON REEF
IS NOW RELEASED

Govem.ment Freighter Cana-
dian Recruit Is Towed Into
Tadousac Bay. ¢

Montreal, July 18.—After being on
the reefs at Vanche Point, near the
mouth of the Saguenay river for near-
ly seven months, and following salv-
age operations, which have been in
progress for the past two months, the
Canadian government's merchant mar-
ine freighter, Canadian Recruit, was
released on Saturday and taken into
Tadousac bay, where she is now safe-
ly anchored. The ship will go into dry
dock at Quebec, where an estimate of
damage done and repairs needed will
be made.

The Canadian Recruit is a vessel of
2760 tons deadweight tonnage, and
was built by the Collingwood Ship-
bullding Company at Collingwood,
Ont,, at a cost of $768,760. She set out
last December from Quebec for the
West Indies. The season was very ad-
vanced, and the ship was soon in diffi-
culties, being stranded a few miles
west of the River Ouelle. She was re-
floated, but again was caught in lce
floes, 108t her rudder, and was finally
carried by strong currents onto the
reef at Vache Point, whence she was
refloated yesterday.

Guelph, July 18.~(Special.)—A re-
cord in sheep breeding has been estab-
lished in this vieinity this year by
Alex Maltland, the well-known Lei-
cester breeder of Pilkington.

SAYS SUTHERLAND
OPPOSED BYLAW

J. W. Lyon Writes Letter of
Explanation to Chairman
of Commission.

Guelph, Ont, July 18.~J. W, Lyon,
president of the Hydro-Electric Rall-
