COMMERCIAL MARKETS.

Favor Conditions in lron and
Steel--Dry Goods Market Firm
---Heavy Realizing in Coffee
---Sugar Strong and Higher.

Broadly considered there was no change
in the ‘iron and metal trades last week,
says a New York paper.- Tho metal
markets have reached a steady -basis,
with the sales movement confined mostly
Yo the filling . of erders for present or
nearby requirements. In pig iron some
orders have been .placed, running from
200 to 1,000 tons each, but very large
orders were not, booked. The require-
ments for consumption for the next few
months have been largely provided for.

Dry'goods are quiet, with buyers mov-
ing conservatively. There is enough new
buying, however, to move a large wvol-
ume of goods, and the general temper of
the market is firm. A good many out-
of-town buyers are making & personalsin-
vestigation of conditfons here. There
does not seem to be the slightest inclina-
tion to work on speculative lines. The

rint cloths market is quiet and feature-
ess, but manufacturers are mnot shading
prices in.'the: least.

Coffee has showed periods of activity,
\with heavy realizing by some of the lead-
ing speculators. The large traders pin
‘their faith in a better market to the ex-
pectation of lighter crors and to a
steady decrease = in the sworld’s visible
supplies In addition to this is the tens
acity with which Brazil is holding coffee;
Europe has been holding off in the expec=
tation of buying neededqsupplies at lows
er prices,.but so far Santos has resisted
every effort to force values to a lower
level.

The world’s sugar markets have shown
remarkable firmness, prices“at all points
moving up. The. list prices for refined
sugars made a new high recerd for recent

ears, In Europe the course of.the mar-

et for sugar beets was attemded with
‘excitement, ‘and a heavy advance in prices
New high records for recent years were
established. Refiners: have taken all
available offerings, and Cuba sugars for
shipment have been sold at 3% cents bas-
is 96 degree test cost and freight, which
is equal to 5.10 cents duty paid basis at
New Yoark. The scant world’s supply of
sugar is the basis for the extreme firm-
ness.

A short supply of wool is giving manu-
facturers much concern. Reports from
Boston say that the demand is far in
excess of the supply: Trading in naval
stores has been good at enhanced values
at the south as well as in Néw York.
This assures handsome financial returns
to southern distillers, as wéll as to pro=
ducers.

HIGH LICENSE
: IN WINNIPEG.

Very Stringent Bill Introduced
by the Attorney General.

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 18:—(Spec-
ial)—The bill to amend the liquor
license act, which has been introduc-
ed by the Attorney General, among

““John D. ' Rockefeller, William
Rockefeller, Jameg Stillman and oth-
ers of that class laid the foundations
for their fortunes in the oil
business and in kindred enterprises.
James J. Hill made his money trad-
ing in northwestern waterways and
in" the construction of railroads. D.
0. Mills made his from investments
in a hundred small industrials, from
hotels and real estate. The Astor es-
tate was at first creation of trade.
Senator Clark, J. B. Haggin and
John Mackay made their fortunes
out of mining. The money of the
Armours and the Swifts was made in
legitimate’. commercial enterprises.
The fortunes of Marshall Field and
John Wanamaker were made in the
same way. William C. Whitney got
vich out of gas and trust companies.
The Berwind millions were taken from
the coal mines.

‘“The fortunes of Andrew Carnegie,
John W. Gates, E. C. Frick, Henry
Phipps, C. M. Schwab, William H.
Moore, James H. Moore and D. G.
Reid werq all made out of the iron
and steel industry. George F. Baker
magde his fortune out of banking E.
H. Harrimanjand A. J - Cassatt made
theirs out of railroads. The Vander-
bilt: millions, as well as those of
Chauncey, M. Depew, were 'made in the
Same way. J, P. Morgan made his
wealth out of banking.

“The list is sufficiently long to
show that the great fortunes of this
country were not made out of specu-
lating in the stock market. None of
the men mentioned speculates to any
large extent. If they see a stock sell-
ing below its intrinsic value, they of-
ten purchase outright and lock it up
as an investment. They dqg not spec-
ulate in the market continuously,
however.. .Take the case of E. H.
Harrimgn. He made a study of Un-
ion Pacific in 1896 and became con-
vinced that the securities of the com-
pany were cheap. He went into the
market, purchased. an even 100,000
shares outright and locked them up
as an  investment.

Christie
Has a Fling at Clergy-

At the quarterly meeting of the
municipak council held yesterday, jail
comdlitions were sharply criticized by
Count Bullock. An investigating
gommittee was appointed.

In place of the proposed automo-
bile bill to apply to St. John city
and county it was decided to ask the
government to pass one to apply to
&he province as a whole.

Councillors Maxwell and Lowell,
who remove into the broader field of
provincial politics, bade farewell to
their fellow councillors,

The question of coroners’ fees was
discussed and it was ordered that all
bills be paid.

The finance committee’s report was
received and adopted.

Coun. Tewis mado a comparative
statement of the conditions in the
jail. In November, 1908, there were
50 inmates; in June, 1904, the num-
ber was 35, while today there are
only 21. Of these a number ought
to be in the poor house. Only nine
were able-bodied and of these only
one was a St. John man. The work
of the prisoners Bad been satisfact-
ory and he thought Victoria street
would be in a condition next season
to take the heavy hauling off "‘Main
street,

Coun. Christie was much interested
it the improvement of the prisoners’
condition under the councillor’s be-
nign care, but wished to hear how it
was that the expenses,were now near-
ly doubled when 8o many less men
were in the jail.

Coun, Lewis said the bills had been
carefully handled and it might be the
fault of the finance committee.

Coun. Christie made comparisons in
the price of beef as suppliéd to the
jail and the hospital and thought
there was much money wasted. The
subject then dropped.

Coun. Lowell referred by way of
personal explanation to a bill for
$20 for taxes which he had paid on
behgli of Mr. Moran during his ab-
sencp in New York. The auditor had
said he did not believe it had been
paid, and he withed to mention that
he was prepared to produce the re.
ceipt.

In a recent lecture Booker T.Wash-
ington said that one-twenty-sixth of
the soil of Virginia ' was owned by
Negroes, according to-the official re-
cords. The Negro race has develop-
ed more rapidly in: the 30 years of
its freedom than the Latin race had
i in 1,000 years of freedom. About 65
per cent of Italians, 85 per cent of
Spaniards, 70 per eent of Russians
and 80 per cent of South Americans
were illiterate, but after .80 years of
freedom only 54 per cent. of the Ne-
gro race were illiterate.

“In: Georgia,”” Mr. Washington
said, -:$16,700,000 is the taxable val-
ue of the Negroes’ property. Prob-
ably the colored man has learned the
lesson: of hiding its:rreal value from
his white brother; the . figures ought
to be over $30, ,000.”*

John watel works, was called upon
by a Times reporter this morning and
questioned as to present conditions.
He said they were all right if the
winter atmosphere service did not
prove too severe.

Last year there was considerable
trouble with the water service, but
owing to the excessively cold weather
there were numerous breaks in - the
water pipes. The inspectors were out
earlier last winter. The first notice
jssued was on Dec. 19th.. The in-
spectors were then put on their
rounds looking for waste water, and
for which, if a tenant is convicted
the penalty is not trivial.

“Well”’, asked the reporter, “has a
tenant not the right to let a tap
dribble during the mnight, in case of
severe frost setting in. Instances
have been shown in different parts of
the city where last year many people,
particularly in the north end, have
had their water servicé handicapped
owing to frozen pipés.”

In reply to this Mr. Murdock said |

that last winter a systematic inspec-
tion went on all last winter. Taps
jare not supposed to be left open. If
they are it is at the risk of the ten-
'ant. That is why the ingpectors are
appolated. They are now on their
rounds again.

At the present time there are two
gervices, a Migh and a low service.
This dribbling of taps affects the
forea of the water power all over the
city.
