Rome, May 8—(Via Chiasso, Switzer­
land to Paris, May 6)—In offldal quar­
ters, where the true situation of Italy 
is known, and notwithstanding the anti- 
Austrian feeling shown at the unveiling 
of the Garibaldi monutnent at Quarto 
Sant "Elena,” it Was said today that 
the possibility of an accord between 
Italy and Austria had never been so 
probable.

The national soil is to be bet­
ter cared for, its productiveness in­
creased, and the economical lessons of 
the war are to be directed to a future 
organized care for the country, in ' the 
interests both of the producer and the 
consumer.

The relations between the government 
and the representatives of the people are 
to be baaed more-on candor and trust in 
the future than has been the case in the 
past, both in the realms of internal and 
external politics, and thus the opera­
tions in both departments are to be 
raised to a higher level and improved 
and brought into union. .

Finally,- in social and other matters, 
German society is to be free from nar­
rowness, exclusiveness, and quarrel.

Fleet of Square Riggeu Soon in

Two square-riggers were re­
ported at Cape Race, Newfoundland, on 
May 8 and it is believed the craft are 
vessels bound here.

The bark Beeswing and the big tern 
schooner Alianwilde, formerly a bark- 
entine, are also bound to St. John to 
load lumber.

A shift of wind is expected to bring 
upwards of six square riggers up the 
Fundy.

Adverse winds have also detained a 
fleet of tern schooners which are on the 
way to St. John from American ports.

It is generally believed that the sum­
mer of 1915 will prove a record one for 
sailing vessels in the lumber trade.

A DEGRADING SPECTACLE 
In the face of the report of a Royal 

Commission of their own choosing to 
the effect that Mr. J. K. Flemming, then 
premier of the province, took by com­
pulsion from a contractor the sum of 
$2,000, and that he had full knowledge 
of the extortion of large sums of money 
from the lumbermen by a government 
official, to be handed over to his personal 
and political friend, Mr. E. R. Teed, 
.Whom he himself suggested as treasurer 
of the fund, the government at Freder­
icton and its supporters yesterday by 
resolution applied a coat of white-wash 
to the same Mr. J. K. Flemming.

Perhaps we ought not to be very 
greatly surprised at the action of the 
government and its supporters. As a 
matter of fact, not a single outstanding 
Conservative in public life in this prov­
ince has publicly condemned Mr. Flem­
ming, although the latter, as a 'result 
of the Inquiry by the Royal Commis­
sion, found it desirable to resign the 
premiership and retire altogether from 
the legislature. Every member of that 
body supporting the present government 
now appears not as an apologist for Mr. 
Flemming, but an open defender of him 
and his works. However humiliating 
this may be to the people of the prov­
ince, and however much it must disgrace 
the province in the eyes of the people 
of all the rest of Canada, the fact must 
be faced that the Onnservative party 
of New Brunswick as a party, in-so-far 
as its leaders can do it, is committed 
to hearty approval of the Flemming 
methods, and to their continuance in the 
public life of this province, so long as 

, they remain in power. There is no use 
in mincing words. A party that will not 
repudiate Mr. Flemming is not worthy 
of the confidence of the people.

It is to be regretted that the resolu­
tions adopted seek to convey the im­
pression that full informaion was laid 
before the Royal Commission.

The original 
guarantee of $25,000 a mile amounts to 
$5,000,000, and the supplementary guar­
antee of $10,000 a mile to $2,000,000 more 
and the bridge guarantee of $8,000,000, 
to become effective in fourteen years, 
makes the total of $10,000,000. Where 
are we going to get the half million a 
year to meet the interest? How much 
will we have left for roads, bridges and 
other public services after satisfying the 
demands of the bond-holders? The pres­
ent debt, which is steadily increasing, 
is not much less than $10,000,000, and 
the interest charge will soon absorb 
most of the provincial income.

London, May 6—The whole business 

world is vitally concerned in the ques­
tion of how the war will affect commer­
cial and Industrial conditions. Will there 
be depression or proeperity? What will 
be the result of the destruction of such 
a large portion of the efficient and pro­
ductive classes ? Will money be scarce 
and dear, or plentiful and cheap?

These and other economic aspects of 
the great struggle were discussed with 
an'Associated Press correspondent by 
Professor Herbert Somerton FoXwell, 
director Of economics of -St. John’s Col­
lege, Cambridge, and professor of poli­
tick!'economy in the University of Lon­
don. Prof. Foxweli, in addition to his 
activities in these institutions, has col­
lected the most Important private lib­
rary on social and political economy In 
Europe. When asked whether in his 
opinion the war would be followed by 
a business depression, Prof. FoxWell 
said:—

“Generally, my view is that there is no 
sufficient reason to hold that a great 
war must necessarily be followed by 
severe depression; and less than usual 
in this particular case, where an Im­
mense work of reparation will be re­
quired on the conclusion of the war. A 
contrary view rests largely, I think, on 
our experience after 18)5, and to a 
smaller extent afjler 1878. But the pro­
longed depression in both cases seems 
to me to have been mainly due to cur­
rency causes."

“The peace of 1816 was followed by 
what Hoffman and Roscher called a 
Geldtheuerung, and absolute scarcity of 
currency; and a similar condition result­
ed In 1878 from the demonetization of 
silver. War or no war, prolonged de­
pression must have resulted from cur­
rency causes alone; and there were other 
aggravating circumstances in each case, 
to which I need not refer.

Yes, in a sense—in the 
strict sense of the term currency. Note 
issues will be contracted in France, Rus­
sia and Germany, especially; not ap­
preciably, if at all, in Great Britain.

SPLINTER OF GRENADE
FROM SOLDIER’S HEART

Paris, May 6—A young sergeant in 
the French army from whose heart a 
splinter of a hand grenade wae extract­
ed by Dr. Beaussnet, chief of the mili­
tary hospital, waa presented before the 
academy of medicine last night by Prof. 
Armengaud of Bordeaux. Thé p 
was wounded October 1, at H 
when the steel fragment <ff the grenade 
penetrated his diaphragm pericardium, 
and cardiac muscles, lodging within the 
right ventricle.

The splinter remained in the ventricle 
four and a half months, before it was 
extracted. The operation was declared to 
have been unique in the annals of sur­
gery. Considerable difficulty was experi­
enced in removing the piece of steel as it 
slipped from the forceps several times. 
Various complications were feared but 
but everything went well, and the sold­
ier now is considered cured as his heart 
acts normally.

“There has been heavy cannonading 
all day,” writes Corp. Cosgrove. “The 
house in which I am writing this letter 
trembles at times like a leaf and we are 
almost within the line of fire We don’t 
mind being in the trenches very much, 
although at times it has been most un­
comfortable on account of mud and 
w'ater. The wprd to ‘advance’ Is a most 
welcome sound in the trench; it gives 
us something to do.
Dangerous Business.

“It was my turn to ~> for rations last 
night. The man who went the night 
before was shot. As soon as it was 
dark enough I crawled out the back of 
the trench and, crouching low, I crossed 
the stream onto the road, passed the 
two barricades and arrived at what I 
thought was Supply Farm.

“I asked some fellows in the dugout 
where it was, but they didn’t know, 
so I wandered through the trenches and 
followed up a telephone wire that I trip­
ped over and eventually arrived at the 
telephone hut. Here I met some of our 
■boys, who were off duty, and together 
we went and drew our rations.

“I returned safely to the trench with 
a good load of 'bread, jam, steak, bacon, 
sugar and tea, together with a gunny 
sack full of coke and wood, which we
