It is altogether fitting that the new 

President of thr Great War Veterans’ 
Association, at this time of division and 
complication, should be a man of the 
mettle and capacity of Sir Ric.hard 
Turner, V. C. Jf ever the veterans’ or­
ganization needed leadership, it is now, 
and the new start with General Turner 
in the chair, and the blessing of Earl 
Haig at the Ottawa meeting, should 
mean a new era for the 
happiness means so mueni 

It was Turner who saved the guns 
at Komati River in tlje Boer War, 
thereby earning the Victoria Cross, and 
it was Turner who commanded the 
Canadians on that fateful day at Y pres, 
in the spring of 1915, when warfare 
was suddenly revolutionized by the 
Germans sending poison gas toward 
their foe for the first time. The official 
report for the day said that the Cana­
dians “saved the situation,” and it was 
the resourcefulness of Turner In this 
great emergency that averted disaster. 
He shortened his line and made a 
counter-attack, thus preventing the 
Germans getting behind him, where 
they might have wiped out the Cana­
dians.

The. Channel ports were saved, and 
the history of the war for that fateful 
hour was not what the grey invaders 
of Belgium expected. The rest of his 
service on the west front was in keep­
ing with the day at Ypres, through 
the dreary struggle of St. Elols to the 
culmination at the Somme. His later 
service in reorganising the Canadian 
forces in England was less spectacular, 
but it called for tact and courage, in 
preserving morale, as the drafts were 
made up, and officers used In posts that 
would suit and satisfy them. There 
were, doubtless, niimerous heartburn­
ings; but the man who was a whole­
sale gr leer in bis home city of Quebec, 
was every inch a soldier in service, and 
he earned and kept the respect and 

.affection of his followers.
“Ernie” Turner’s father was a promi­

nent merchant and Legislative Coun­
cillor In the old Capital of French Can­
ada, and, except for the ever-present 
knot of the permanent force, and the 
comings and goings at the Garrison 
Club, a military life for the young mer­
chant was not quite expected. When 
the Boer War came he pleaded for a 
chance to serve, but weak eyes held 
him back for a time. After his exploit 
at Komati River, Kitchener called to 
see him as he lay recovering from his 
double wounding and offered him a 
place mid promotion In the British 
Army. Turner chose to return to his 
desk in Quebec, and there he stayed 
until the new call to duty.

Against the protests of Its nature- 
loving pioneers, the last legislature of 
the state of Montana passed a law in­
tended to destroy the herds of wild 
horses that for generations have lived 
in the mountains of that state. The 
reason is that those free herds some­
times come out of their fastnesses and 
destroy crops.

It is sad to see that even the wild 
horse of the west must give way to 
the needs of man, but so must it he.

The herds of wild horses lived in 
their Montana mountains generations 
before Lewis and Clark made their 
way to the Pacific, and these trail- 
blazers found them useful though un­
willing aids in their great adventure.

It seems that these animals, which 
are variously named cayuses, mustangs 
or bronchos, are not true wild horses. 
They are relapsed from civilization. 
They are descendants of the Arabian 
barb, a steed famed In poesy. The 
Spanish discoverers brought this stock 
to Central America four hundred 
years ago. The Indians came in pos­
session of some of them by theft or 
barter and some of them escaped from 
their Spanish or Indian masters.

They found a new life of liberty. 
They were mothered by the deserts 
and steeps. They multiplied. In the 
course of years bands of them made 
their way far north to the snowy 
mountains of Montana, while other 
bands remained behind. They were 
progressive conquerors of the wilder­
ness.

They became wild. They hated 
steel and leather and feared mankind. 
Their history is remarkable. It may 
be traced from the plains of Arabia 
through the sands of North Africa, 
through the valleys of Spain, across 
the Atlantic and along the mountains 
of the south to those of the north.

They have known the Arab, the 
Moroccan, the Spaniard, the Indian and

And now their doom sounds. The 
best of them, when rounded up, are 
taken for export beef or dog meat. A 
sorry end to/ the descendants of the 
pride of Arab chiefs.

R. P. & W. F. STARR, LTD,twenty planes under the auspices of the 
Postoffice Department. The speed of 
one hundred miles an hour will deliver 
letters in either city, posted after close 
of business, ready for opening of busi­
ness next morning.

The undertaking is a concession to 
the modem demand for speed and 
economy. The majority of large busi­
ness houses in New York have offices 
in Chicago, and it is believed that by 
gaining a day in transit of mail and 
money packages millions of dollars can 
be saved annually. Business will be 
quickened, and money tied up In tran­
sit will be released. The overnight de­
livery will save one day’s interest on 
every dollar passing back and forth as 
compared with train delivery. Light 
packages will be carried up to 60 
pounds In weight and not exceeding 84 
inches in length.

The experiment Is being watched 
closely by railways, and it is stated by 
The New York Times that two pri­
vate air companies are preparing to 
enter the field and operate routes at 
the instigation of railway interests, who 
see a large transportation opportunity 
in the air. The safety of the air route 
is apparent from the fact that private 
insurance companies are ready to lin- 
derwrite the cargoes.

Preparations for the air routes have 
been worked out in much detail. The 
Eastern terminus is at New Bruns­
wick, N. J., where a large field con­
tains hangars, repair shops, service 
shops and a radio station. Divisional 
points are located at Bellefonte, Pa., 
Cleveland and Bryan, Ohio, pilots be­
ing changed and cargoes transferred at 
Cleveland. The route is accurately 
mapped, with beacons flashing from 
mountain tops, valleys and plains, 
making a veritable pathway of light, 
and resembling a shin channel like the 
St. Lawrence at night. Each plane will 
carry a searchlight on the tip of each 
lower wing, and the pilot can drop a 
parachute flare which will light up 
about one square mile of the earth, so 
as to judge the best way to make a 
landing.

The air mail brings speed and In­
creased efficiency for business where 
warranted by the traffic, and is clearly a 
result of the development of flying in 
the Great War.
