Niagara Falls, Ont., July 24—A ter-
rific electric storm hit this city and rain
fell in that time, flooding streets and
basements.

The incline railway was saved only by
‘strenuous efforts.

Many farmhouses, barns and
iwere destroped by lightning. Telephone !
and telepraph wires are down®all over{
this district. Muddy-run Creek flowing
through the city overflowed for the first
time in thirty years. t

At Stewart’s, a farmhouse, barn and |
stock were destroyed. There was a big
fire in Stamford. Fires are reported froml
all over the Niagara district.

Many fires occurred in this city. In-j
cline streets were raging torrents dur-
ing the rain and it is feared that hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars damage
;has been done. :

, & That is the summary of opinions ex-
" fpressed by Ottawa officials as to the
:situation regarding smuggling of liquor
ifrom Canada to the United States.
Further, high officials of the Royal Cana-
‘dian Mounted Police say that while they
are doing all in their power to check in-
i fractions of the federal laws in this re-
\spect, it is really for the American au-
thorities* to see that liquor does not
.reach the thirsty souls beyond the imag-
!inary line 8,000 miles long.

The situation apparently is that from
three provinces in particular ‘there is a
Jarge trade in bootlegging to the United
States. These are Ontario, Quebec and
British Columbia. At the same time a
respectable quantity of fiery liquid is
finding its way across from the mari-
‘time provinces and from Manitoba.

At Windsor and in the surrounding
.districts the mounted police are carrying
on a constant campaign against the il-
legal liguor vendors, and many have been
haled to court and condemned to pay
fines from $200 up. One parched De-
troit man, however, is said to have part-
. ed with $500 for three cases of Seotch
whiskey, which reached him via the
“ynderground route” a short time ago,
so that the profits in the illegal trade are
known to be enormous. Information
from Windsor and district intimates to

. the authorities here that some farmers
i4n that vicinity have found it more
rofitable to smuggle liquor across the
Eorder than to farm, and have lct their
farms run to weeds while they pursue
!the elusive dollar via the bootlegging
\ro

ute.

Quebec, it is said, is the mecca for
thirsty thousands of Americans every
\ week-end, and automobiles passing back
and forth carry their loads of human and
other freight, bound for the Sahara
jacross the border. Under these condi-
‘tions, Canadian police authorities admit
that it is practically impossible to en-
force the stringent liquor laws at present
in force. :

The chief reason for the difficulty of
.enforcement, according to an official of
the Royal Canadian Mounted Police,who
‘have under their jurisdiction the carry-
ing out of all federal laws, is -the fact
% many people are not in sympathy
Avith the liquor legislation, and the se-
wring’ of contraband liquor is regarded
in many quarters as an achievement
 rather than a disgrace.

However, if the carrying of liquor into
the United States from Canada is to be
prevented, it is intimated that it will
have to be done by an army of customs

Boston, July 24—It was said in muni-
cipal court here that the biggest cam-
paign to stop the illegal traffic in nar-
cotic drugs in the city is on, and  that
several special officers are to tour their
divisions all hours of the day and night
to look. for violators. -

ing morphine and cocaine was. told both
to Jud Sheehan in the first session
and Ju Duff in the second session of
the Municipal Court. The police are es-

pecially looking for the agents and run-{

ners who are handling the narcotics.
From ' what the police say all kinds

of money is being paid ‘for the contra-

band drugs and as much as $2 “a shot.”

A 'youngrgirl who gave her name as
JM Main, Grove, street, Lewiston, Me,
Wwho -was arrested in Merrimac Square,

was in .a pitiable condition when ar-
raigned before Judge Duff on a charge
of possession of narcotics and needles.
Judge Duff, noticing the condition of
the girl, decided to hold her a week
‘without bail, so that she could be treated
for drug-taking at Charles street jail.

According to the police, the girl claims
she was born in France and that several
years ago while in the hospital in ‘that
country . she was operated upon. She
says that, morphine was given her to
allay her sufferings, even after she be-
came a convalescent,
‘against her will she became addicted to
the use of it. The police say the girl
told them that she fought hard to stay
away from the drug. :

Her brothér-in-law was in court and
was in consultation with the women
probation -officers. He declared he was
anxious to do all in his power for her
and would like to have her sent to a
hospital for treatment at his expense.

John Ofria of Revere was before
Judge Sheehan charged with making
an illegal sale of narcotics to the Maine
girl. He pleaded mot guilty, and was
bailed at $1,00 for a week.

London, July 28—(Canadian Associ-
ated Press)—The Empire Forestry Com-
mission recommends the erection of an
Imperial Forestry Bureau, financed by
the Imperial, Indian and Dominion gov-
ernments, to make a systematic survey
of the timber resources of the empire,
organize research work and to establish
here an institution for the training of
forestry officers. The next conference
will be held, if the Dominion approves,
in Canada in 1928.

IT IS TENSE IN
DOWNING STREET.

London, July 24—David Lloyd George,

presided at a long cabinet
yesterday morning and after-
noon, and should have attended a po-
litical banquet last night. Instead, he
sent a letter of apology saying that he
had had a very heavy week’s work and
must go to the country to obtain rest.

Sir Hamar Greenwood, chief secretary
for Ireland, speaking at the banquet,
said the premier had been ‘engaged for
eight hours during the day and that he
had left him at a cabinet meeting which
was deciding issues “involving the wel-
fare of millions of’ people and the pres-
tige of his country, and the overwhelm-
ing importance of which has prevented
the premier from attending this ban-
quet and from going to a banquet to
the king and the House of Lords.”

More Wrecking.

London, July 24—Kilmalloch, nineteen
miles south of Limerick, was wrecked
by a body of police last night, according
to a Cork despatch to the Evening
News.

Several persons were injured. The pol-
jce are reported to have fired volleys in
various parts of the town while the
citizens were trying to put out fires
which were raging in the houses.

London, July 24—A despatch to the
Central News from Belfast says that in
the rioting on the Newtowns road last
night the police clubbed the crowd and
the soldiers fired four volleys. It adds
that seven persons were injured. The
clash followed an attempt by a mob to
set fire to a convent. Intermittent firing
continued in the neighborhood when the
despatch was filed. L :

Dublin, July 24—Commenting on the
speech of Sir Hamar Greenwood, the
Freeman’s Journal says that “no coer-
cionist secretary ever outlined such a
programme.” It says that Sir Hamar
Greenwood is a Canadian Liberal, and
asks:—

“Will he explain what moral right
England has to set up a conqueror and
why he imagines the mantle of Crom-
well has fallen on his sheulders? He
knows sufficient Canadian history,” says
the paper, “to realize that Ireland can-
not be conquered by stupid force.”

The Irish Independent, (Nationalist)
declares the chief secrétary has proved
himself a worthy successor to the “worst
and most cynical of other birds of pas-
sage. His sole anxiety,” it adds, “seems
to be to execute every suggestion of the
arch-rebel Carson.”

Belfast, July 24—The Belfast news-
papers are influenced largely by the ex-
isting local conditions in their comment
on Sir Hamar Greenwood’s speech. The
Unionist papers—the Telegraph, News
and Northern ' Whig—all variously
charge the government with lack of vigor
and demand, in effect, that they come to
closer grips with the Sinn Feiners' and
immediately establish martial law to
convince the people they are in earnest.
It is declared that neither Greenwood’s
schemes nor any other schemes will avail
unless Dublin Castle and Downing street
shake off their irresolution and fight the
Sinn Fein without gloves. i

GREAT HAVOC BY
THE CYCLONE

At Least Two People Killed,
a Score Injured and Proper-
ty Loss of $200,000 Caused
/— Some Things the Wind

(Canadian Press.)

Regina, July 24—At least two people
have been killed, a score injured and
property damaged to the extent of $200,-
000 in a cyclone which swept the south-
ern part of Saskatchewan on Thursday
afternoon in the trail of severe thunder
storms which swept the province from
west to east. The full extent of the
damage to the crops and the complete
casualties are not yet  known. The
greatest property damage was caused at
Alameda, southeast of Regina. Here the
cyclone cut a swath two miles wide
for several miles. While there has been
no toll in this town the damage is esti-
mated at $100,000.

The Alemeda school housé was torn
to mateh-wood and scattered for miles
around- Telephone lines for a consider-
able distance have been rendered use-
less, being torn up and strewn all over
‘the roads’ and fields. The residence of
William Dunnigan, which was construct-
ed of brick, is almost 4 total wreck. A
large threshing outfit was ‘blown two
hundred yards.

The names of the injured at Alameda
are:—William Wood, Sid Rowntree,
Mrs. William Quinn, Charles Quinn and
A, Child.

The storm broke - out about four
oclock and in the town the downpour
of rain was nothing less than a cloud-
burst. The district affected is several
miles in length.

Two killed, four day old baby miss-
ing gnd the country laid waste in an
area eight miles long and two miles
wide, east of the village of Frobisher, is
the toll of the cyclone here.

Today along the country roads for
miles’ were scattered timber, clothing,
household utensils and farm implements.

The body of Mrs. G. Holmes was
picked up terribly battered half a mile
from where her home stood and not a
trace of her four day old baby has been
found.

The nurse, Mrs. Buyers, in whose lap
the mite was lying when the cyclone
struck the home, was picked up seven-
ty-five yards from the house.

Sixteen horses, in the barn of David
King, were stripped of their hair- An
eight hundred pound stallion was car-
ried through the air half a mile and left
uninjured. The village was in the ‘grin
of the storm for twenty minutes. Th &
are rumors of heavy damage in the vic-
inity of Benson and Lampman.

At Kronau, nine miles southwest of
this city, there was a washout and
trains were held up for some time. -

At Moose Jaw, city power service and
telegraphic services were tied up for two
or three hours.

The cyclone southwest of Yellow
Grass blew down a house on the Gartrell
farm, severely injuring a man named
Gilfoyle, who was blown about thirty
feet into ‘the air  with the debris. Hale
school house was also demolished. Hail
hit the Fdgeley ,Edenweld and Avon-
hurst districts over an area'twenty-five
miles by five, cutting the grain down
clean as though by a mower.

The G. T. P. roadbed was temporarily
damaged by the cloudburst. A cyclone
is also reported’ between Minard and
Breeze on the G. T. P. boundary line,
117 miles south of Regina.

Damage estimated at $25,000- was
caused when the elevator of the Security
Flevator Company at Estlin, fifteen
miles south of Regina, was struck by
lightning and completely destroyed by
fire, the building was practically empty

AS MISSIONARIES
AMONG CANNIBALS

Rev. Arthur de Jacoby and
Wife Leaving Boston for
Belgian Congo.

Boston, July 24—Quitting the com-
forts of civilization for : an indefinite
number of years, Rev. Arthur de
Jacoby, formerly director of religious
education at St. Mark’s Methodist
church in Brookline, and a student last
year at the Boston University School of
Theology, will set sail on next Wednes-
day: ‘on” the liner Fort Victoria, from
Ni:l'i 'got!ilk, boynd for Africa. i,;e

th the youn, dﬁ?m will e kis.
wite and ‘his ‘r?mf daughter, ‘B:t.hh." Ml;i;
de Jacoby will assist her hushand. in his
chosen line, which will take him ss. a
missionary among the Luba cannibals on
the Belgian Congo.

The ‘couple passed their examinations
recently and were appointed to the Af-
rican, mission field for medical mission-
ary work by the Methodist Board of
Foreign Missions. ,

The tribes among whom™ the young
missioner and his wife are to venture
are among the most savage extant, even
in darkest Africa. Despite the rigorous
supervision of the Belgian Government,
which has control of the terrain, and
which has taken stringent steps for
more than a generation to suppress the
practice, the Luba-Linda tribes are hu-
man flesh eaters.

Cave dwellers and jungle dwellers,
fierce fighters and notorious marauders,
the Luba tribes have been the subject
of investigation by scores of explorers
from the time of the early Portuguese
down through the famous expedition of
Stanley. They are tatooed all over their
bodies, and they are very scantily cothed.

The most truculent of all the tribes,
the jungle dwellers, are to receive the
attention of the former Brookline cler-
gyman, whose expedition has attracted
wide spread attention among friends in
and about Boston, where he is fairly well
known. .

One of the curious customs of the
Luba cannibals is to place their mar-
riageable daughters in little open’ bow-
ers, in view to the public and to pros-
pective husbands. The girls have their
skins dyed a deep red, which signifies
that they are in the market for hus-
bands.

Belief in the power of the shade of
departed ancestors, elaborate funeral
rites, which include human ~ sacrifice,
and a fear of evil spirits, characterize
the spiritual life of the savages among
whom Mr. de Jacoby will labor.

The missioner and his family settled
in Brookline last winter, during his
stay at St. Mark’s. Early in April they
removed to New York, and later to
Washington. This summer they have
been visiting various parts of the Pa-
cific coast.

TRACING MAN N~
* TRUNK MYSTERY

Police Looking Up E. Leroy
Who Was in Detroit

Story of Woman at Whose
Home He and Wife Had
Room — Victim Young
and a Brunette.

Detroit, July 24—A young couple giv-
ing the name of Mr. and Mrs. E. Leroy
occupied an apartment at 105 Harper
street, the address found by a New York
expressman in a trunk containing the
body of a young woman, according to a
statement given to the police by Mrs.
Lottie Brooks, manager of the apart-
ment house. The apartment was rented
to them on June 7. They left about a
week later without giving notice. Mrs.
Brooks said that she had seen only the
man leave, taking with him two heavy
trunks. He explained, she said, that his
wife had left the night before.

When Leroy left, Mrs. Brooks said,
two blankets, two sheets and a table
cloth were missing from the apartment.
He told her that they had been sent to
the laundry and would be returned. He
gave her'a forwarding address near
Cheboygan, Mich., and told her to notify
him in case everything was mnot *all
right.” The laundry was never returned,
Mrs. Brooks said. Police are investi-
gating the address left by Leroy.

New York, July 24—A surgeon’s au-
topsy has been performed on the body
of the'woman found in a trunk in the
American Railway Express Company
warehouse. The trunk had been shipped
here from Detroit on June 10.

The body had been covered over with
feminine wearing apparel of good ma-
terial. The trunk, which was bound
with a clothes line, was so crowded by
its contents that it bulged at the side.

The .woman was apparently twenty-
five to thirty years old, the police say,
and weighed about 180 pounds, had blue
eyes and had been fairly good looking.
Two upper teeth of her left jaw slight-
ly protruded, but this proved to be &
nature deformity.

The woman was a brunette, the police
say. Her body, which had been jammed

IRISH LEGISLATION

London, July 24—In the House of
Commons, Sir Hamar Greenwood, Chief |
Secretary for Ireland, announced .that
the government had introduced a crim-
inal injuries bill which wouid enable it
to intercept every gramt from the ex-
chequer to any person »Or authority in
Ireland which was acting illegally, and
he assured the House that the action of
every council or other public authority
in Ireland was being examined into end
that most drastic action would be taken
to maintain the authority of the crown.

Discussing the statement that a bill
would be put forward setting up a tri-|
bunal to supersede the civil courts,
which had failed to function, the Daily
Telegraph editorially insists vhat the
government’s measure must be procceded
with. It declares that any othar course
would merely be a return to ploughing
the sands in which so vast an amonnt
of political energy has been utterly was-
ted in the past.

The Daily Teliegraph says that all
along the government has regardcd the
revolt as a fire which ‘would burn it-
self out. It must, the Graphic says
drop this fatalistic mood and hecome a
great deal bolder. It says thera is no
halfway between smashing conspiracy
and surrendering to it.

TO LIFT SUNKEN SHIPS.
(London Tit-Bits.)

A method has been devised and sue-
cessfully tried by which sunken ships
can be salvaged with comparative ease.
Instead of using heavy steel tanks,whose
weight must be added to the lifting force
employed, the new way is to place fab-
ric bags in the hull of the vessel, and in-
flate them with air.. To augment the
effect, a number of bags may be at-
tached to the outside of the hull.

The bags are made of very strong rub-
\ber waterproof canvas, are from thirty
to forty feet long, and displace from
fifty to 100 tons of water.

They are flexible,
and can be folded to fit a small space
during transportation, in this respect
being very different from the more
clumsy steel tanks ordinarily employed.
In order that the compressed air with-
in the bags will not be formed to the
bursting point, each bag is provided with
an automatic blow-off valve. When
aced in the ship, the bags are flat, and
lie against the girders, and the vessel
¥ begins to rise when sufficient air has
been blown into the bags. :
Since the bags are placed just where

the greatest weight is encountered, the
ship can be lifted without any severe
strain on the structure—a very great ad-
vantage over the old method.

The first vessel to be salved by this
system was the steamer Main, which
had been sunk by a German submarine
in Luce Bay, off the coast of Scotland.
The bags displaced 100 tons of water

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PARKS AND PLAYGROUNDS.
Mayor Schofield and the city commis-
sioners will find ample justification for

- their playgrounds policy in an article

by Mr. Thomas Adams in the last issue
of Town Planning and Conservation of
Life, published by the Commission of
Conservation of Canada. The first four
pages are devoted to his article on Parks
and Playgrounds in Cities, and he not
only sets forth the value of these areas
but shows what is being done in citics
in Canada and the United States to meet
the needs of the peopfe in regard to
healthful recreation. It is pointed out
that whatever we may do to increase our
agricultural population the cities will
continue to grow, and if the health and
morals of the people are not to deter-
jorate we must provide proper housing
and recreational facilities. The meotor
car makes the streets dangerous for chil-
dren and the dust of the streets is bad
for their health. “We want bigger ideas
about the provisicn we should make for
parks and playgrounds.”

But from the economic standpoint
parks pay, because of their effect upon
the valwe of property. For example:

It has been found in the case of Madi-
son, Wisconsin, that new parks nat only
meet all charges but, by reason of the
jncreased value of adjoining property,
paid into the city treasury, not less than
$10,000 a year in increased taxes. A
similar state of affairs exists in New
York, where the amount collected (in
taxes) in twenty-five years on the prop-
erty of the three wards (contiguous to
Central Park) over and above the ordi-
pary increase in the taxable value of the
real estate jn the rest of the city was
$65,000,000, er about $21,000,000 more
than the aggregate expense attending
and following the establishment of the
park in 1914, In other wonds, in addi-
tion to acquiring lands valued. at $20,-
0003000, the city of New York has made
$21,000,000" in cash out of that transac-
tion. The original price paid for the
840 acres forming Central Park was $6,-
664,500. Baltimore has, nearly fifty
parks, with a total area of 2,402 acres,
for which the city has paid a direct cost
of only about $10,000. The cost has been
met out of the city’s percentage of the
gross receipts of the street railway com-
pany.”

.Mr, Adams contends that “more ample
facilities should be mads in our parks
for recreation, and more encouragement
should be given to athletics.” Among
other things he advocates a public golf
course, and adds that “we need to spend
some of our money in getting utility as’
well as beauty.” “He . declares that if
public money were used to encourage
athletics and develop the energies and
physical fitness of our people it would
be as beneficial as the money spent in
improying farm stock.” Remarking that
the pannilig of. our parks and athletic
grounds needs more attention he says:

“In some of our newer buildihg devel-
opments we are providing that not less
than one acre in every ten should be left
as an open space for public use. The
laws of Alberta and Saskatchewan lay
down this standard for new sub-divis-
jons. In the Ottawa housing scheme fa-
cilities are provided for outdoor recrea-
tion for fhe residents, from twelve to
fourteen per cent of the areas being re-
served for open spaces. Much of the
land that is dsually wasted in unneces-
sary streets has been set aside for tennis
courts and children’s playgrounds. Parks
and recreation grounds should be spread
about our cities and neither too concen-
trated in one place nor too far distant
from the homes of the people. Perhaps
less could be spent on artificial adorn-
ment and more in making them useful.
The greatest benefit from the parks will
be derived from the increased health,

' and, consequently, greater efficiency of

the population. Parks are a better in-
vestment than hospitals and asylums,
and if we do not spend the money on
the one we shall be compelled to spend
it on the other in greater degree than is
needed if we exercise proper judgment
and foresight.,”

Mr. Adams notes the fact that the city
of Vancouver paid over $15,000 per acre
for its parks, other than Stanlev Park,
and in the case. of the Woodland play-
grounds the cost was $43,208 per acre.

- Compare this with the price the city of
St. John pays for ‘its north end play-
ground, and what it might have had to
pay ten years hence. In the case of Van-
couver, Mr. Adams says that “if it had
set aside its open spaces well in advance
of development it might have bought
580 acres at the same price or less than
the 58 acres it has purchased at $905,-
456" To hear of nearly a million dol-
lars being paid for parks and play-
groinds in a new city like Vancouver
almost thkes one’s breath away, but it
illustrates the fact that the, people there
are at last awake to the necessity of pro-
viding recreation areas, regardless of the
cost. Let us quote again from Mr.
Adams: 2

“Probably there never was a time
when it was as important as it is at
present to develop outdoor recreation
and to improve the park areas and play-
grounds of our cities. In proportion as
we close the saloon we must open.and
extend the park; as we shorten the hours
of labor and extend manufacturing, we
“must provide facilities for healthy out-
jdoor recreation; as we enlarge our cities

ywe mast enlarge their. lungs. In pro-

jportion as we extend the uses of the

automobile and develop good roads we
must have playgrounds to enable the
children to play in safety.”

This is wise counsel. If we apply it}
to St. John we find that the city council
has made a splended beginning this year
in encouraging the development of neigh-
borhood playgrounds and the preparation
of the larger area at the entramce to
Rockwood Park. But Rockwoeod Park
is itself inaccessible to thousands be-
cause of a lack of means of reaching it,
and Tucker Park is an unknown quan-
tity so far as the average citizen is con-|
cerned. There is, therefore, need of a
continuance and an enlargement of the
policy adopted this year, in order that
the people may enjoy to the fullest ex-
tent the benefits to be derived from
healthy recreation in open spaces pro-
vided for that purpose.

The appointment of Prince Arthur of
Connaught to be Governor-General of
South Africa was not unexpected‘. It
probably entails on the part of Prince
Arthur himself a real sacrifice. Though
he has done a great deal of traveling
abroad on' various ceremonial missions
for the king, he is more than any other
of the royal family a typical Lohdoner,
living in Mayfair, and to be seen any
day walking about like any ordinary
resident in that quarter. The sugges-
tion has been made that Prince Arthur
should’be made Duke of Kent. It is,
however, highly unlikely that anything
of the kind will be done, as, unlike all
other royal princes, he is, himself, heir
to @ dukedom. In spite of his Irish title,
Prince Arthur has more relations with
Scotland than with Ireland. He is a
Knight of the Thistle and not of Saint
Patrick, and he holds his commission
in the Scots Greys, whose uniform he
always wears on ceremonial occasions.
No doubt he will be made a general of
some rank or other before he goes out
to .the Cape. In spite of the congenital
lameness from which he suffers, for he
has a club foot, Prince Arthur not only
rides conStantly, but™is a very good
cricketer.

statistics for June. Fredericton again |
heads the three.cities of the province in
birth rate, marriage rate and death rate.
Moncton shows the greatest difference |
between birth rate and death rate, and |
also has the lowest death rate of the,
three. !

Of the sixteen sub-districts furnishing
statistics, Restigouche county. has the,
highest birth rate;” 94.3, and Sunburyi
county shows the lowest birth rate, 16.6;
Gloucester county is second with 41.1;
Madawaska county third with 86.6;
Fredericton city fourth with 88 and |
York ‘county a close fifth with 382.1.
Fredericton, in May, had the third high-
est birth rate. As usual counties with a
predominatingly French population have
the highest birth rate.

Fredericton has the highest marriage
rate of the province, 24. The lowest
marriage rate is 1.8 for Sunbury county.
Northumberland with 5 is the next
lowest. The second highest is St. John
city and county, with 18. St. John city
by itself has a rate slightly higher, 18.8.
As before, Fredericton has the highest
death rate, 16.5, accounted for by the
fact that Victoria Hospital draws a
large number of patients and operation
cases from outside Fredericton with a
resulting high percentage of deaths of
non-residents. Sunbury county has the
lowest death rate, 5.5. Other high death
rates are St.'John city and county, 15.6;
Charlotte county, 15.5; Queens county,
12. The rate for the three cities of the
province is as follows:

St. John—Births 23.2; marriages, 18.8;
deaths, 12.2. .

Moncton—Births, 28.2; marriages,
deaths, 9.1.

Fredericton—Births,
24; deaths, 16.5.

The rate in all cases is based upon one
thousand of population per year.
