‘Londoen, May 30—-Sir W. 8. Gilbert, the
noted dramatic author and librettist, who
in’ collaboration with Sir Arthur Sullivan,
wrote the famous Savoy operas, including
“H. M. S. Pinafore,” “Patience,” “lolan-
the,” and “The Mikado,” and was knight-
ed in 1907 by King Edward, met a tragic
death .yesterday.

He spent the morning in Londen and
returned to his residence at Harrow in
the afternoon. As was his custom, he
went down to the lake in his grounds to
enjoy a half hour’s swim. He dived in
and was a long time coming to the sur-
face. Women friends who had accompan-
icd him to the lake observed that he was
in difficulties and was struggling. They
rushed off Yor help and Sir William sank
again. f

Servants came as quickly as possible to
the scene, but when the body was recov-
sred life was extinct. The precise cause
of death is not known, but it is believed
to have been due to syncope. The lake was
only a few feet deep, and the bottom wis
free from stone. Sir William was seventy-
five years old.

PREACHER BEATS

Tacoma, Wn., May 30—T. H. H. Gard-
iner, a travelling preacher attached to 10
sect, beat his wife to death Sunday with
a club, a mile east of Kittitas, and after
attempting to drown himself in an irnga-
tion ditch gave himself up to the authori-
ties.

‘Finance Proposed

in Valley Railway

Pronouncement

Gould Would Not Have to Put up a Dollar—Com-
- pany Could Use Province’s Money to Furnish the
Security Demanded—Minister of Public Works
Stands Firmly for Intercolonial Operation And
Reasonable Safeguards for the Credit of The

Province:

The Standard this ‘morning contained an
article ‘several coltimns in length, the gist
of  which. .was the statement that a ‘con-
tract, between the provincial government
and the 8t. John & Quebec Railway Com-
pany for the construction of the St. John
Valley Railway is feady for signature, but
that it has not been signed because the
federal "government will not give the fed-
eral subsidy of $6400 w:‘mile ‘for such a
road.

The Standard’s {article refers to .the

Gould scheme for g road from some point
near Quebee, sc::é Maine, into the par-
ish of Andover; thence down to Gage-
town and dcrose cguntry.to St. John.
The Standard’s #rticle attempts to re-
present Hon. Mr. Pugsley as the chief ob-
stacle' to “the ‘construction of the Valley
road. The article was mbmitted to the
Minister of Public Works today by the
Times, and be iuade the following state-
ment regarding it: ;
“Mr, - Flemming's statement. does not
alter the situation. . He has been informed
by me ‘that, in'pursuance of the policy
which ' the:federal government adopted at
the - request “of " a. delegation, representing
the St. John Valley Railway Company,

“Mr. Fleming in his letter ‘seems.fo. lay
considerable stress on the statement that
the copany proposes to give security of
$100,000 as;a guarantee that it will carry
out its contract.  This, however, is but
a small amount to.be put up in view of
the magnitude of the undertaking, of the
amount of bonds which the province is
to' guarantee, -and of the large Dominion
subsidy asked for,

“Mr, Fleming also refers to the fact that
the company is to deposit $3,000 a mile as
a guarantee against default in its interest
payments. But, in order that the public
might understand fully what this means,
he should have stated that the provincial
government has taken authority to sell the
bonds and hand the proceeds of the sale
over to the company from time to time,
out’ of which proceeds the company, with-
out putting up a dollar of their owu money,
could make the required deposit. In other
words, the provincial government would
be furnishing the money which, in turn,
the company would deposit with the gov-
ernment for security.

Need Have No Capital

“In view of the fact that all that the
company would be bound to do under the
proposed contract would be to build a
line from a point in the parish of Andover
to a point of junctien with the C. P. R.
at Welsford, with no heavy bridges, and
which would be of the character of a
gecond class road (having in mind modern
railway construction) if the company se-
cured the dominion subsidy in cash of $6,-

& Mann’s Transcontinental railway, they
stipulate that the government may require
them to deliver over to the Intercolonial
at Montreal all traffic brought over the
Canadian Northern system.

“I can only repeat that, in. my judgment,
it would be a fatal mistake on the part of
the federal government to ‘take any step
which - would aid’ the" provincial govern-
ment in plunging the -province into an en-
ormous financial  obligation, which might
involve. it in bankruptcy, when there is an
opportunity of securing, through federal
operation, a better line of railway down
the ' St. John valley .all the way from
Grand Falls to St. John, and without any
reasonable possibility of inflicting loss
upon the provineial treasury.

“Tt is all very well for the government
to look simply. to the construction of &
railway, but what the people want is not
only the construction of a line of road
that. will be first class in character, but
‘they want also to be sure, that it will ‘be
efficiently . operated and. ‘that the interest
on the Bonds guaranteed by the “province
will be promptly paid.. .
Seeking Political Capital

“Mr, Flemming’s course, and that of the
provincial ‘government for which he pro-
fesses to speak, seems to be dictated, not
by a desire to secute the early operation
of the St. John Valley Railway, but by
the vain hope of making political capital.
The gooner he abandons such tactics and
gets down to real business, the better it
will be for. the people of St. John as well
as of the whole province.”

All street paving contracts being
signed, a start will be made at once in
Nelson street by Contractor A. R. C.

MackKENZIE & MANN
SHUT DOWN IRON MINES

Over-producti‘on in General —
Another Company Suffers By
Fire

Sudbury, Ont., May 30—(Canadian Press)
—The Mackenzie & Mann iron mines at
Sellwood, north of Sudbury, ‘¢closed down
vesterday indefinitely, throwing 250 men
out of employment. Over production by
the iron mines of America is the cause.
Toronto, May 30—A wire from Cobalt
announces the destruction of the Mines
Bower ‘ Co., South Lorraine syb-station,
by fire. The loss is placed at $10,000, and
will cripplé the mines in that district
temporarily. The fire spread from the sub-
station to the bush and the Kceley and
other mines in: the vicinity had a sharp
fight saving their surface plants.

National Playhouse in City of
Mexico to Have Unique and
Wonderful “Drop”

The first stained-glass theatre curtain
to be constructed is now on exhibition in
a wellknown New York studio. 1t has
been completed for use in the National
Theatre of Mexico, in the City of Mexico.
Absolutely without parallel in the realm
of theatrical art, it has attracted the en-
thusiastic attention of several New York
theatre men.

The curtain contains more than 2,500
square feet of glass mosaic and weighs 27
tions. Tt is divided into 200 panels ea(h
contami’ng nearly 11,000,000 separate pieces
of Favrile glass, mlmd into a concrete
composition thoroughly. impervious to heat'
or moisture. These squares are set into a
heavy bronze framework. The curtain
is over eight inches thick. 1t will be op-
erated by hydraulic pressure and will re-
quire seven seconds for raising or lowering. |

Although the curtain is in itself of suf-!
ficient artistic beapty to command mstant
admiration, it is only when played upou
by the specially designed electric illumina-|
tion that its real values are brought out.
This lighting is operated entirely from in
front. The opalescent, irridescent quali-
ties of the glass when under the play of
this illumination give a touch of realism
to the picture that makes it seemr a real
Mexican landscape rather than a merely
artificial reproduction on a fiat surface.

The curtain is the conception of Senor
Adamo Boari, a distinguished Mexican ar-
chitect, who is also the creator of the
theatre for which it is designed. This

SOUR MILK BISCUIT.

One "quart sifted flour, two very heaping/
teaspoons cream of tartar and one not!
quite as heaping of soda. Sift again, then|
mix stiff enough' to handle easily with|
sour milk.” Knead, roll about half an inch
thick, eut into biscuit and bake in a quick
oven. If milk is creamy they need mno
shortening. If not, rub a small piece of
butter or lard into the flour.

HEW ARCHBISHOP ’
OF PHILADELPHIA

Bishop E.F.Pendergasttias Been
Appointed to Succeed the Late
Most Rev. P. J. Ryan

Rome, May 30—.Rt Rev. Edmund F.
Prendergast, auxiliary bishop of Philadel-
phia has been appointed archbishop of
{ Philadelphia. in 'succession to - the late!
Most Rev. Patrick John Ryan, who died '
on Febryary 11 last.

Rt. Rev. Dr. Edmund F. Prendergast,
had been the assistant of the late arch-
bishop for more than a dozen years. Be-
cause of the activity of the late Archbish-
op Ryan, his auxiliary, who has -been
named the new archbishop, did not be-
come very well known among the Jaity of!
the country, being seldom called upon to
serve except in the Philadelphia diocese.

For years Bishop Prendergast was the
vicar general of the diocese of Philadelphia
In 1907 he was named as the auxiliary
bishop of the diocese. and was consecrated
with a titular bishopric. He still continu-

care for such episcopal functions as the

bishop, he was permanent rector of St.
Malachy’s parish on North 11 st. He was
a mber of many of the diocesan boards
of government, among these being those
of diocesan consultors] examiners of clergy
and others.

Since the death of the late Archbishop
Ryan, Bishop Prendergast has been caring

for the dutjes‘thatihe now will fill as arch-
bishop. One of the largest and most pro-'
gressive dioceses in the United States will

| be in his charge.

Edmund Francis Prendergast was born
in Clonmel, county Tipperary, Ireland, May
3, 1843, and is comsequently just over 68
years of age. He came to the. Unijted

iastical seminary of St. Charles Borro-:
meo. in Philadelphia, He was ordained to
the priesthood in 1865, at the cathedral inf
Philadelphia. He was first assigned.as an;
assistant at St. Paul’s church in Philadel-
phia.

His first pastorate was at St. Mark’s!
church in Bristol Pa,. where he remain-|
ed for four years. He was then pastor in:
Allentown until 1874, when he was sent to
St. Malachy’s in Philadelphia, and was;
in turn made vicar general and then aux-
iliary bishop, as already stated.

Eleven years ago Archbishop Ryan ap-
pointed him administrator of the archdi-,
ocese and with his- consecration as-arch-.
bishop he becomes metropolitan of Pex:m-i
sylvania. ’ |

It has been generally understood among,
the late Archbishop Ryan’s intimate;
friends that he wished Bishop Pren(lergastg
to succeed, him. The appointnient is pop-|
ular in Philadelphaia. The new archbish-
op is probably the tallest bishop of the,
(atholic church in the States—a man of
colossal build, with an amiable, fatherly
face, from which large ,clear gray eyes
beam brightly. g
