resignation of Pilot Thomas Traynor 
from the St. John district pilotage 
force. He. has been a pilot in and 
about St. John harbor for very little 
short of fifty years and has had an ex­
cellent record. Probably one of the 
best known men in shipping circles and 
a member of a family of pilots, Mr. 
Traynor will be missed greatiy by lo­
cal shipping men and vessels that make 
St John one of their ports of call.

After an active service since Octo­
ber, 1878, Mr. Traynor must retire 
from the service on account of having 
reached the age of seventy years. Hale 
and hearty yet, he is nevertheless forc­
ed to give up any active part in the 
work of the pilotage department. He 

appointed a pilot by the Common 
Council of the City of St. John in Oct­
ober, 1873 and his appointment* was 
ratified in December, 1874, when the 
work came under' the )control of the 
pilotage commission.

Mr. Traynor’s record it a notable 
one, not only for this district but for 
anv of the large ports of the world. 
In" all his service of nearly fifty years 
he did not have a single accident and 
never did a ship on which he was in 
command even scrape ground.

\The police court was crowded this 
morning to hear the case in which 
nine Chinese are charged in connection 
with an alleged opium find on Sunday 
night by a member of thé Royal Can­
adian Mounted Police and some mem­
bers of the city police force. Charlie 
Lum and Wee Get are charged with 
having opium in their possession and 
Hum Wah, Lee Dan, Hum Woo, Chang 
Guey Wale, Tom Ling, Sam j Ji m, and 
Hum Jung are charged with being 
found in a place where persons re­
sort to smoke opium.

The R. C. M. P. officer said ><j. lie 
visited the premises of Charlie Lum 
in Main street on Sunday night. He 
had gone about 8.80 and had rattled 
the front door. Charlie Lum had come 
to the door and lifted the blind and 
then returned to the back of the store. 
Later the witness had noticed several 
Chinese running to and fro and heard a 
general scuffle. He had gone to the back 
door and gained entrance, 
found seven Chinese, at present in 
court, in a room at the rear of the 
store. The place had been full of opium 
smoke.

Accompanied by Detective Saunders 
and Plainclothesmen Kilpatrick and 
McBrien be had searched the Chisyse 
for drugs. In the vest pocket of Wee 
Get, McBrien had found something 
which had been forwarded to the Do­
minion analyst for a report In addi­
tion they had found a tray, the bowl 
of an opium pipe, a needle and a small 
tin that apparently had contained 
opium. Further search had revealed 
opium ashes, opium seconds, and small 
tins of opium needles and other para­
phernalia used in smoking opium.
A Trap Door.

They had discovered a trap door in 
a small room and, looking down, had 
found a tray and shades of lamps used 
in smoking opium, which were all' 
broken.
three complete outfits including two 
opium pipes and a can containing d 
small amount of opium, several tins 
.containing opium seconds and several 
bottles containing a liquid which he 
believed to be an infusion of opium.

Further search revealed Charlie Lum j, 
and Hum Jung and some more bot­
tles containing an infusion. They had 
found two small bottles of the infu­
sion at the bottom of a set tub about \ 
three-quarters full of water. They had 
also found a dafk brown substance 
similar to the residue of an infusion of 
opium and made from opium seconds. 
The premises were occupied by Char­
lie Lum and another Chinese as a 
laundry and there was accommoda­
tion for about nine others. There were 
head rests for about a dozen. Two 
of the Chinese had been found lying 
down in the mud under <he floor 
twenty-five; or thirty feet away from 
the trap door.

To W. M. Ryan, for the defense, the 
officer said he éoiild not swear positive­
ly that any of the accused had been 
under the influence of any drug. He 
had not performed all the work him­
self. Saunders and McBrien had work­
ed well. At first he said to the best of 
his knowledge and belief that four of 
the samples produced in court contain­
ed opium and then said he would not 
swear that they did. He had had the 
place under observation for the last 
four months. A great many Chinese 
had visited the place on Satûrdays and v 
Sundays.
