“HWAIKING” SHO P

Formal Opening This Afternoon
—Profits Are to go to Mis-

.. sions in China.

Many people did not walit for the
formal opening of the Hwaiking shop
in the Admiral Beatty hotel, this af-
ternoon, but this morning took op-
portunity to enjoy inspection of the
beautiful and rich collection of curios
from China, Japan and India there.
Mrs. J. A. Mowatt, wife of a mission-
ary for 20 years in Honan, China, and
herself a teacher in an industrial school
in the city after which she had named
her shops, has established similar ori-
ental centres in Montreal, Toronto,
Quebec, Ottawa, Bermuda and now in
Saint John. :

She is proud of a handsome gold
medal on a long gold chain that was
presented to her for her interest in
the poor women of China during the
famine. The medal was cast by the
order of the President, who sent it to
her for her work in the Hwaiking in-
dustrial school. The emblem is done
in blue and gold enamel on a circular
gold ground, displaying three stars,
which mark the special work done by
Mrs. Howatt. She has taught the
women of the Honan Anglican Mis-’
gion much of the fine, rare work on
display in linen, lace and silk.

The shop is a narrow room typical-
ly Oriental. Assisting Mrs. Mowatt
are Miss Jean White, who will be pro-
prietor of the shop; Mrs. J. Pope
Barnes, Miss Edith Skinner, Miss Alice
Robertson, Mrs, Frank S. White, Wal-
ter White and ofhers. Only the one in
charge of the shop receives any money.
All other workers are volunteer, and
the profits go to the Hwaiking mis-
sion; to the West China Mission of
the Methodist Church or to the Presby-
terian mission of Honan, China. The
work is wholly beneficient, teaching

rst the women of foreign lands to be
self-supporting and the women of this
land to give their time and interest to
their sisters, less privileged.

AID T0 EXPORTERS

Board of Trade Equipping—
Statement Isued on Mexican
Trade Matter.

A copy of the Kelly customs tariffs
of the world has been received at the
office of the Board of Trade and may
be consulted by anyone interested. The
board is equipping itself to furnish
exporters with any informatiop which
they may require.
Mexican Matter.

Some time ago the Board of Trade
received complaints that trade with

Mexico was being held up because thers
were no Mexican consuls in this coun«
try. They took the matter up with
the Department of Trade and Com-
merce. This morning a letter was re-
ceived from F. C. O’Hara, deupty min-
ister, stating that full instructions gov-
erning trade with Mexico- had been
printed in the January 81 issue of the
Commercial Intelligence Journal, and a
copy of this can be seen at the office
of the Board of Trade. This points
out that all that is necessary since the
withdrawal of the Mexican consuls is
to have invoices certified to by the
consul of a friendly power. In the
case of Saint John shippers this could
be the United States consul, or, “fail-
ing that, to have the invoice certified to'
by the mayor, magistrate, or justice

the goods are shipped.

Minister Makes Suggestions,
in Address to N. B.
Officials

New Brunswick’s parliament of
health officials, officially known as
The New Brunswick Bureau of
Health, convened in quarterly session
in the lecture room of the Health Cen-
tre this forenoon. The opening ses-
sion was devoted to short reports from
bureau officers covering their respec-
tive districts and an address by the
Minister of Health, Hon. W. F.
Koberts, M. D., who coupled his offi-
cial utterances with a very cordial wel-
come.

USEFUL CONFERENCES,

He expressed himself as more thor-
oughly convinced at each succeeding
session of the bureau, of the valye of
such conferences. They had the de-
sirable effect of co-ordinating public
heéalth effort throughout the province
and this was something of which the
public should be and doubtless was
highly appreciative. Dr. Roberts re-
ferred to the relationship of public
health affairs to the medical profes-
sion and of the benefit accuring from
the profession’s appreciation of its re-
sponsibilities in that regard. Co-oper-
ation in this Wirection was highly

i| prized by the Bureau of Health.

MINISTER SUGGESTS.

The Minister of Health hoped that
before long some measure would be
provided assuring to the province at
lorge and particularly the rural dis-
tricts an efficient system of Redside
nursing and public health nursing in
general. This was one of the prime
objects of modern health movements.
He also touched upon the desirmability
of more consideration of rural school
planning as to the health of the child-
ren. Old methods of construction were
obviously, in many cases, out of touch
with approved health plans. He felt
some feasible plan could be worked
out where parish school officials would
co-operate with the Health Department
of the government in this matter.

THOSE PRESENT.

Those present at this morning’s ses-
sion were:—The Minister of Health,
Dr. G. D. Melvin, chief medical health
officer for the province; Dr. H. L.
Abramson, provincial pathologist, and
three district medical health chiefs, Dr.
William Warwick of Baint John; Dr. F,
J. Desmond of Newcastle and Dr.
J. A. Wade of Fredericton. Other
members were the medical school in-
spectors, Dr. Mabel Hannington of
Saint John, Dr. W S Loggie of Chat-
ham, Dr. C A. King of Petitcodiac, Dr.
H. C. LeBlanc, Moncton; Dr. C. J.
Cyr, Campbellton and Dr. George
W. Daley, Woodstock.

SPECIAL OFFICIALS.

Other officlals present were Miss
Semida Legere, secretary of the Kent
sub-district Board of Health; C E.
Northrup, secretary of the Westmor-
land Board of Health; Dr. C. L. Emer-
son, chief of the social hygiene depart-
ment, Saint John; Miss H. Dykeman,
acting superintendent of nursing serv-
ices, and Dr. J. G. Wherrett, tuber-
culosis expert.

COMING SUBJECTS.

Today or tomorrow Dr. Abramson
will speak of a new serum for scarlet
fever. Dr. Warwick will tell of some
dificulties encountered in enforcing the
health regulations. Dr. Desmond will
discuss the means of dealing with ven-
ereal disease, tuberculosis and incur-
able cases amongst the poor. Miss
Dykeman will speak of public health
nursing

Dr Melvin has a variety cof sub-
jects to discuss with the officials,
amongst them the methods to be
uced in the inspection of camps, and
the medical inspection of schools.
