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REPORT.

The Annual Meeting of this Congregation was held in the Church on 
the evening of llth Sept., 1867, Thomas Masson, Esq., in the Chair. 
The Rev. W. M. Inglis being called upon by the Chairman opened the 
meeting with prayer. Thereafter, the Treasurer read the Managers’ 
Report and Financial Statement for the year, which is as follows :—

MANAGERS’ REPORT.

The Managers beg to submit herewith the usual annual statements 
of the Financial affairs cf the Congregation, viz. :—Detailed statement 
of the receipts and expenditure for the past year ; abstract statement 
of repairs account ; statement of assets and liabilities on 31st August, 
1867, and statement of ordinary revenue and expenditure for the year 
ending 31st August, 1867.

The detailed statement of revenue and expenditure exhibits the total 
receipts f’om all sources, and the total expenditure for all purposes, 
showing a balance of £23 8s. lid., or $93.78, on 31st August, to be ap­
plied towards the payment of existing liabilities of the Congregation.

The statement of assets and liabilities on 31st August, 1867, shows a 
deficiency of $391.82 unprovided for.

The statement of ordinary revenue and expenditure shows the 
receipts from ordinary sources only, viz. :—Pew rents and Sabbath-day 
collections, and the ordinary evpenditure. It will be seen by this state­
ment that the ordinary expenditure for the past year has exceeded the 
ordinary revenue by £168 Os. lid. This difference has, however, been 
partially supplemented by the collection of £69 4s. Od. towards sup­
plementary fund to meet deficiency in revenue to pay our Minister’s 
stipend ; £50 from Temporalities’ Board ; quarterly collections, &c., 
reducing the year’s deficiency to £37 14s. lid., or $150.98. This 
deficiency has arisen from the increased amount of expenditure in some 
items, such as insurance, gas, carpenter’s work, fuel, &c., &c., and the 
decrease in subscriptions (supplementary fund), &c., for the past year.

There are at present 252 families connected with the Congregation. 

In each of these families, including children and servants, there is an 
average of six individuals—making a total of 1,512.

COMMUNION ROLL.
This roll, which has lately been thoroughly revised, contains the 

names of upwards of four hundred members. Of these, during the 
past year, three hundred and forty-two communicated—thirty-seven 
on profession, for the first time, and fourteen by certificate from other 
congregations. This is the largest number which has been added to 
the roll in any year since 1858, when there were fifty-four admitted.

BAPTISMAL REGISTER.

Entries in this Register have been made, during the year, of only 
thirty-three baptisms. This, as will be set a by reference to the Congre­
gational Report issued two years ago, is a much smaller number than 
that which was then reported.
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BURIAL REGISTER.
Sickness has prevailed in the Congregation during the past year to 

a much greater extent than usual. There have been, however, this 
year fewer deaths than for the past ten years—only eight being re - 
corded.o E.

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YOUNG MEN’S CHRISTIAN ASSOCIATION.

Since last report a commodious room in William Street has been 
purchased by the Association for the sum of $900—one fourth to be 
paid at the time of purchase, and the remainder in yearly instalments 
of $100, with interest. An additional sum of $C31 had, however, 
to be expended in repairing, seating, painting and papering the room, 
&c., making its total cost $1231. To meet this, there is at present to 
the credit of the Association $456.36. The deficiency, it is confidently 
hoped will be realized through the liberality of private friends, from 
the collections taken up at the public monthly Lectures, and from the 
proceeds of the annual “ Festival.” This latter has hitherto been con­
ducted with such marked success and acknowledged profit to all who 
have attended it that, at the meeting to be held this year, a largely 
increased attendance is expected. A new feature of the Association, 
and one which above all others entitles it to the encouragement of the 
Congregation, is the establishment, in connection with it, of a Bible 
Class. It meets on Sabbath morning at a quarter to ten, and is pre­
sided over in the summer months by the Minister, and in the winter 
jointly by Professors Mowat and Mackerras. There are already on its 
roll upwards of thirty names.

LADIES’ MISSIONARY ASSOCIATION.

This Association, organized about six months ago, has been found to 
be of much service. Its object is to search out, and seek to reclaim 
those who, on account of poverty, dissipated habits, or other causes, have 
been neglecting attendance on Church ordinances. Fifty-one families 
have already been visited by the Association. In the case of upwards 
of thirty of these, the results have been most satisfactory. During the 
winter months the Association, intends, in addition to its other work, 
to undertake the clothing of the destitute. It is to be hoped then, that 
from among those who have time and inclination to engage in such a 
work, it will soon acquire a considerable increase to its membership.

PRAYER AND MISSIONARY MEETINGS.
