Hon, Henry
Cecil Raikes M. P., Postmaster General
died today.
[He was the eldest son of the late Mr.

He was called to the bar
at the middle Temple in 1863 and elect-
ed a Bencher in 1880, From 1869 to
1880 he sat as Conservative for Chester,
afterwards for Preston, until Nov. 1882,
when he was elected one of the mémbers
for Cambridge University, which he has
continued to represent up to the present
time. From 1874 to 1880 he was chairman
of Ways and Means and deputy speaker
of the House of Commons. In 1886 Lord
Salisbury appointed him postmaster
general Mr. Raikes was the director of
numerous public companies. He was
also an eminent churchman and chair-
man of the Diocesan Conference.]
