Lonpox, Aug. 12.—Mr. A. J. Balfour,
chief secretary for Ireland, ina speech
delivered at Plymouth, outlined his ideas
of Irish local government. He repudiated
what heclaimed to be Mr. Morley’s un-
just and unfair suspicion that the govern-
ment’s proposed measure for Ireland,
was a sniall home rule bill.
Mr. Gladstone, the speaker declared,
was not assailed with such a suspicion
when he proposed a similar bill in Parlia-
ment. He was aware that many mem-
bers of the Conservative party disliked
the proposal, but, he argued, there were
two reasons why local government
should not be withheld from Ireland.
The first was a sentimental one, be-
cause it had already been given to Eng-
land and Scotland ; and the second was
because local goyernment had been re-
peatedly promised to Ireland.

LoxpoN, Aug. 12.—The Times com-
menting on the returns issued by the
Board of Trade, says:

“The returns are satisfactory. The de-
cline in exports is due chiefly to the
lower value of manufactured articles,
metals, and imported raw materials for
sundry industries and manufactures.
In raw materials for textile manufactures
there have been an increase of £700,000,
and in food stuffs an increase of nearly
£800,000. The increase in the latter is
due to the advance in corn, and not to
an increased amount, The decline in
exports is distributed over the whole
list.

The
prospect of the law last year swelled ex-
ports to the United States, while those
markets were still open. English mer-
chants and manafacturers availed them-
selves of the outlet, and were
met with equal eagerness on
the part of America to sell at
lower rates.

A Famous Editor Dead.

Poraxp SeriNas, Me., Aug. 12.—Geo.
Jones, editor New York Times, died this
morning.

[Mr. Jones would baveibeen 80 years
old bad he lived t1ll the 16th inst: He
was the founder and owner of The New
York Daily Times which for many years
has been his sole and ceaseless object,
pride and work. It has been made from
day to day in his likeness, especially since
it cut loose from organic fealty to organ-
ic representation of a party and threw
itself into the broad field of independ-
ent journalism. Every friend of bet-
ter government has been a friend of the
Times. Every demagogue, every spoils-
man, all of the lower grades of profes-
sional politicians and all plunderers of
public or of fiduciary trusts have been
the enemies of the Times, just as they
are the enemies of every newspaper
which makes the public interest
its own and which admits the
sway of mo other interest.
Mr. Jones was a man of great determ-
ination, clear judgment, unfailing indus-
try and apparently absolutely devoid
either of the vanity of power or of the
vapity 'of wealth. He created an insti-
tution that will be a lasting monument
to his memory and an enduring embodi-
ment of his qualities. He was a man
whom newspaper men always had cause
to like and respect. A hard worker
h lf, he ppreciated indus-
try in others. Absolutely faithful
to journalistic principles he rec-
ognized and rewarded such fidelity in
those whom he employed. Profoundly
believing in the intelligence and justice
of the public, he appealed tothem with
success against the enemies of their in-
terests, whether in church or state, in
party or in faction or wherever he
found them. His integrity, bravery and
straightforwardness have been a great
encouragement to upright journalism, as
well as & glowing example of such
jonrnalinm.?

Willis, George Bancroft, Ralph Emerson,
H. W. Longfellow, William Cullen Bry-
ant and Wm. H. Prescott.

He graduated at Harvard College
in 1838; published a  volume

of poems the same year and a series of
well studied criticisms in 1844. In 1848
he published The Biglow Papers, & col-
lection of humorous poems on political
subjects—which in their way are unique
and will always hold a high place in
American literature. Other volumes from
his pen rapidly followed, in prose and
verse, each of which added to his fame.
In 1855 he succeded Longfellow as pro-
fessor of modern languages and belles
letters in Harvard college, received the
degrees of D. C. L. from the University
of Oxford in1873 ; was editor of the
Atlantic Monthly from 1557 to1862; in
1877 was appointed the position of
minister to Spain from which he was
transferred to that of minister to Great
Britain in 1880. He resigned the position
in 1885 and returned to the United States.
His last published volume, we believe,
was entitled Democracy and other ad-
dresses.]

SIR HECTOR LANGEVIN.

The resignation of Sir Hector Lan-
gevin, the news of which was published
in the GazerTE last evening, did not sar-
prise any one who had been closely
watching the course of events at Ottawa.
The presence of a minister in the gov-
ernment who is charged with personal
corruption and who is virtually on
his trial before a parliamentary
committee is an  inconvenience
and a source of weakness to which no
government should be exposed, and it
would have been better if Sir Hector had
resigned the moment he found that he

forgetfulness their obsolete existence
and by similar bodies in England and
America.” ~But the evils of drunkenness
and immoderate drinking were generally
recognized, and in 1883 a national
temperance union was formed among
whose members were liberals and
conservatives, government officials,
physicians, clergymen and 80
forth. The union entered upon &
literary and oratorical campaign,
and temperance, in its true meaning,
soon became popular, while advocates of
strict abstinence, (and there is a wide
difference between the meaning of tem-
perance and strict abstinence) were only
scoffed at. The next move of the union
was to draft a comprehensive law, “to
restrict the temptations offered by the
multitude of public houses and shops
where schnaps was sold.” This was fol-
lowed by a declaration of the civil inca-
pacity of dangerous drunkards. Con-
firmatory bills have been agreed to by
the ministers at Berlin and now await
the approval of the legislative bodies.
The next move of the Union was in the
direction of supplanting the liquor shops
by the establish t of coffee h

and midday dinner kitchens. A profit-
able business is done in many of the
large cities in supplying good coffee at
1} cents a cup and substantial din-
ners at ten cents each. The Union
contends, and their contention is justified
by results, that few but confirmed drunk-
ards will resort to spirits when good
coffee is as readily available at one-
fourth the price, or a good dinner for the
price of a mug of beer. To the original
purpose of the union it is proposed to add
other beneficent work, such as feeding
needy school children, distributing soup
among the poor, a labor intelligence
office, providing lodgings for the home-
less, a people’s library, baths and the like.
The education of poorgirls in cooking
and housekeeping as a means of protect-
ing their future husbands from drinking
excesses, was projected in 1884 and the
late Emp Augustagave an impet
to this object which has made it popular
throughout Germany.  The methods
of the Union are eminently German,
and according to the writer referred to
the results have been far more benefic-
ent than was anticipated.

Sir Hector has
been in public life for thirty-four years,
he has been the leader of the Quebec
Conservatives since the death of Sir
George E. Cartier in 1873, his public
career has been an honorable one, and
we are inclined to think that most men,
even among the Liberal party, will be-
lieve, his statements in preference to
those of a self confessed embezzler and
fugitive from justice, who admits that
since he came to Canada he has
been guilty of many acts of bribery
as well as almost every other kind of
rasecality. Sir Hector’s statement, how-
ever, is now before the committee and it
is for the committee to deal with it. The
notion that the government will be af-
fected, one way or the other is utterly
absurd. Whether Sir Hector is proved
to be guilty or triumphantly vindicated
does not in any way touch the govern-
ment in regard to ils policy, but only
the member involved. We presume
that no matter what the result of the
investigation may be Sir Hector’s retire-
ment from public life will be permanent,
~ and it is not unlikely that there may be
other changee shortly by whwh the gov-

THE PALL MALL GAZETTE ON CANADIAN
CORRUPTION.

Both the Globe and Telegraph quote
the Pall Mall Gazette’s recent article on
what it terms “Canadian Corruption,” in
which that paper is pleased to say :(—"A
more sordid spectacle of corruption has
never been presented by a free people.
‘Whatever defence individua! officials
and politicians may make in the United
States it is abundantly clear that the
cancer of corruption has eaten deep into
Canadian institutions. Political life in
the United BStates is not particularly
pure, but we would be exceedingly sur-
prised if the Canadian record could be
beaten.” This language is called forth
by the recent testimony giyen at Otta-

_wa, but it is] wholly unjust. Canad-
ian institutions are not responsible for
any corruption that may have been un-
earthed in the departments at Ottawa,
but it has simply been the result of neg-
lect on the part of those officers who
were charged with the duty of seeing
that the public money was properly ex-
pended. Asto the charges that have
been made against prominent politicians
such as Sir Hector Langevin, they have
been contradicted and they are not be-
lieved by impartial men. Our British
friends have became very virtuous of late
years but it is no harm to
remind them that corruption has flour-
ished in England to a greater extent
than in any other country, During a
large part of the reign of George the
Third, members were systematically
paid to vote for the government, a re-
finement we have not yet introduced in-
to the politics of Canada, It would have
been better perhaps for the Pall Mall
Gazette to have reserved its comments
on the investigations now going on at
Otiawa until all the evidence has been
given.

A GERMAN TEMPERANCE MOVEMENT.

The Germans, as most of us know, are
less influenced by sudden impulse than
the people of almost any other nation.
Consequently the various isms thai
spring into being and flourish for a time
in other countries are slow to take root
in German soil. More than half a
century ago a Stuttgart writer quo-
ted by the Literary Digest says it was
found that “Germans could nol be con-

verted to the principle of strict abstin-
ence, as upheld by earlier asgociations
that still maintained in igolation and

thing very undignified in this per-
sistent office seeking on the part of an
editor, but all Grit editors seem to be
affected in the same way, as witness the
case of Mr. Ellis and the postmastership.

There appears to be no question now
but that the deposits of nickel at Sud-
bury are equal to the requirements of
the world for a thousand years. The
United States government are using this
nickel to line their battle ships, and in-
quiries have been sent in from the Brit-
ish war office relative to the .price at
whick the metal can be delivered at
Woolwich. It is not unlikely that
smelting works will soon be established
im the vicinity of Toronto which will
give employment to an army of men.
The Toronto Empire says: —The benefits,
direct and indirect, which would accrue
from the establishment of nickel-steel
works here would be very great, but, al-
though the Board of Trade moved in the
matter last fall, nothing further has
been done, and American capitalists are
being allowed to largely monopolizé one
of the grandest natural treasure-houses
a country ever possessed.

In Parliament.

Orrawa, Aug. 11.—When the estimates
of the Northwest pensions were before
the house this afternoon, Col. Amyot
occupied about an hour in an explana-
tion of his “forts and provisions” de-
spatches from the Northwest. These
despatches he justified now by stating
that ten or a dozen of the enemy might
have come in and carried off the pro-
visions and ruined the whole expedition.
He had been ridiculed by the press as a
personal coward. All these attacks and
reflections on him were made for the
purpose of discrediting and insulting his
race.

On the item of superannuation in the

estimates, the annual discussion on the
subject of retiring allowances to civil
servants took place. Several members
declared against it altogether. Others
on the opposition side found fault with
the conduct of the government in its ap-
plication of the rule. Naturally the dis-
cussion put members of the late Mac-
kenzie government on their defence.
They did not, however, undertake to de-
fend the superannuation ofjthe effective
postmaster of St. John to make place for
J. V. Ellis, though the case was present-
ed to the house. Mr. Mills thought that
these events of fifteen years ago should
not be brought up at this late
day. He claimed that his party might
have changed its mind as to the super-
annuations since his party was turned
out, and, quoting a Turkish proverb,
said he would rather change his
mind every day than be always
wrong.
