The whole of the banks in the United
States throughout the extent of country that
has as vet been heard from, have followea
in the steps of New York banks, and sus-
pended specie payments. The suspensior
of the Boston banks, whith were probably

~ the best conducted in the United States, and
the bank of the United States at Philidelphia
which has more specie in proportion to its
circuiation than any other bank, is decisive
as to the course which will be adopted
throughout the whole of North America.

It is a novel and most afllicticg spectacle
—a nation of fifteea millions of souls, in a
country most favoured for successful indus-
try, acitaily bankrupt, and involving in its
mismanagement and wisconduct, not only
its own peoplc, but the inhabitants of other
counsries.

Parties in the United States differ as to
the cause of the lamentable failure of so
many pereons 10 fulfil their engagements,
which has involved so many of the indus-
triovs inhabitants in misfortune—arrested
the progress of public improvement, and de-
stroved o great portion of the national
wealth, beyond recovery. We fear that lax-
ity of woral obiigations has become too pre-
vaient among men of all parties. In the ar-
dent pursuit of weulth, they have made too
free with what was not their own. They
have hazarded other  peoples property, 1n-
tending to reap the profit, if there was any,
and willing to let the loss fall on others, if

loss was the resuit. .

The United States have always been‘trad-
ing on borrowed capital ; but of late years
it has been carried to an excess beyond all
former examples.. The importations of 1836
‘are estimated at a hundred and eighty mil-
lions of dollars, most of which was advanc-
ed on a year's credit. Iwmense sums of
borrowed money, of other countries were
invested in their stocks, in rail-roads, canals
and lands. Their payments were made by
the exportation of their own praduce, which
has long failen short of the amount of their
imports, and in 1836 alone, were estimated
at sixty millions of doliars short. Like
many vicious inaividuals they were running
riot on tie properiv of others, and now the.n.
their pay 1cnts aud credits bave failed, their
appare: t prosperity is vanished. .
T'heir uusfortune will be deeply felt by
those to whom they ‘are indebted ; England
particularly.  That bee-hive of industry,
where everithing depends on punctuality in
fulfilling engagements, is likely to be the
greatest suffeier ; but every other country 1n
the | commercial world will also suffer.—
Bankruptcies proportiocate to those which
have occurred in the United States must fol-
low throughout all the countries with which
they had much fewer means of recovering
from a derangement of labour and industry
than the United States, their sufferings must
be more severe.

HAVE the honour to ackncwledge the
receipt of a letter, dated this day, sigu-
ed by you and others, Parishioners of this
Town, urging the immediate necessity of
opening the New Stone Church; and, in
reply, I beg to say, that the Building Com-
mittee have unanimously resolved, to call a
Public Parish Meeting for Thursday, the
22nd June instant, at 11 o’Clock, A.M ., when
the Committee will deliver up the Church
to the Parish.—The intended Pew-hclders,
Subscribers, will then proceed to fix the
Rents, and choose the Pews, agreeably to
previous arrangements as to the mode of
choice, of which you are already cognizant.
The Minister and Churchwardens were pre-
sent, and concurred with the Committee.—
I have, therefore, reason to hope, that the
new Church will be opened for Divine Ser-
vice, on Sunday, the 25th instant; and con-
sidering the great privations the people have
suffered, no good cause can be shewn to the

contrary.

That ‘very neat little edifice, St Paul’s
Church, in this town, the corner:stone of
which was laid by his Excellency our pre-
sent Governor, on the 28th July, 1835, is
now, we believe, entirely finished, and was
delivered up by the Contractors; Messrs.
Lee & KitcHEN, to the Building Committee
on Thursday, the 22nd inst.—The building
is of stoue—quarried at Kelly’s Island, in
this Bay—and is the first sacred ‘structure
that has been built of that durable material
in this Island.—It will, we suppose, contain
about 800 persons. Itis simple and void
of ornament, and Dbeautifully harmonizes
with that humility and artlessness of spint
which should animate the bosoms of those
who shall attend there to worship in the pre
sence of Him, whose favour is not to be ob-
tained by ricn decorations, the pomp of
circumstance, ahd worldly grandeur ; nor—
——*“ with fond <heke's of the tested gold,

Or stones, whose rates are either rich or poor,
As fancy values them; but with true prayers—
That shall be up at Heaven, and enter there.””

The Chureh has not yet been cpened for
sacred purposes, but on the day above men-
tioned, a Meeting was held at the Schoo:
house, tor the purpose of selecting pews,
and arranging other matters of parish gov.-
ernwment. Tnos. Riprey, Esq , J.P. presid-
ed. Some resolutions were proposed, con-
taining votes of thanks for assistance af-
forded in raising and completing the build-
ing, which were carried after a little discus-
sion. The Chairman then unrolled a very
lengthy and ponderous parchment, and com-
mer.ced reading it to the meeting. It pur-
ported to be a Grant, or some such deed,

| {rom his Excellency the Governor, giving a

title to the land, and appointing seven Trus-
tees to manage the affairs of the Church.—
Their authority was to be continued to their
he'rs and assigns, (!!!) and they were to
have the sole and ex: lusive power of letting
the Pews and of regulating the rents of the

injustice such a measure would effect upon
the whole body of the parishioners. e
shall spare our readers a relaticn of the dis-
cussion which followed as being contrary to
our purpose, but it is sufficient to say, that
the above gentleman was supported in his
views by a large majority of the meeting,
and the obnoxious parchment being counte-
nanced by few that understood the hearing -
of it, except the Trustees therein appuinted,
it was of course rejected. We are gratified
at this result for the credit ‘of Hur fellow-
townsmen, for, if the parishioners had ac-
quiesced in such a usurpation of their rights
itie saure of * Juvenal” would have been
realized 5 every government is good enough
for inhose who submit to it. It shey had re-
ceived the Grant, they would have deserved
nothing better—but, untortunately, their
folly in receiving it would not nave been
confined to themselves alone; it would have
affected their posterity for ever.

Perhaps it would be in vain for us to seek
a parallel to such an outrage upon the rights
of property as was this interference in the
future government of a buildicg which 18
to be supported entirely from the private
purses of individuals. And cannot men
under a free government, contribute funds
to a place of religious worship without the
interposition of a Grant from the Executive
usurping the right of appointing all its offi-
cers, and leaving them only the mighty pri-
vilege of saying what should be the stipend
of the sexton? This is, indeed, tyranny,
and could never have issued spontaneously
from the high quarter whence it came. = But
what occasion there was for such a docu-
ment at all, or how it was obtain-
ed, is more than any one can satis-
factorily inform wus: ¢ The spot,” as
we learn from a little work before us,® ‘“on
which the Church is erected, togetner with
the adjoining Burial ground and Parsonage
lands, were the munificent gift of the late
Cuarres GirLAnD, Esq., Surrogate of Har-
bour Grace, to the Episcopalians of this
communily,”—There wss, therejore, no need
of anew title to land which had been held
as public property for a specific purpose for
73 years—the period which has elapsed
since the first church was erected thereon—
and a length of time, we should think quite
sufficient to bar every claimant; and as tor
the provision for regulating parish concerns
—what is there proposed in it but the set-
ting up a parochial oligarchy in  perpetuity,
through all the changes of creed and condi-

‘tion which decur amongst men in the course

of time ?-~Men who regard their repntation
regard also their influence in society, and it
is not to be.wondered at, that we fiad them
thus protest against a principle which would
tend to alenate the affections of the people
frem ooth Church and Clergy—fitting the
domirant party with pride and insolence,
and exposing the inferior to the comtemptu-
ous treatment which such dispositions natu-
rally generate,

What other system is proposec to substi-
tute in place of the above, we are at present
unable to say, but we euppose that the elec-
tive mode will be preferred ; in short, no
other can prove permanently satisfactory.—
Every Pew-holder—every contributor to-
wards the support of the Church should
have a voice—1n other respects, perhaps, it
may be.proper enough that the Trustees
should have all the: powers contemplated in
the above mentioned Grant—but the elec-
tion thould be annual: this would affora
the parishioners an opportunity, once a year,, -
at least, of making the Trustees responsible
for their conduct, and if any malversation
of office were discovered, of selecting men
more adequate to discharge the duties and
obligaticns of their public functions.

In consequeuce, we believe, of the unex-
pected issue of the above meeting, the
Church was not opened on Sunday last, as
was lonked for, but, we understand, things
re to be suffered to remain in their present
tate, until the arrival of of the Bishop, to
whom a petition will oe presented praying
his good offices in regulating the matter in
such a manner as shall do justice to all par-
ties concerned.

As far as we can .learn, the parishioners
are greatly indebted to Mr Srarx for his
laudable exertions throughout the whole of
the above affair. His name had been placed
on the Grant as--one of the Trustees, but
we understand, he very respectfully desired
it to be withdrawn—his conduct in the mat-
ter, is 5 complete illustration of the general
uprightress of his character, so universally
acknowledged here; and, morecver, we feel
assured that, as he is allowed on all hands
to be one of the warmest advocates the
CEristian has in this place, no one can for a
moment doubt the purity and honesty of his
intentions throughout the whole transav-
tion. '
