Tokio, March 14.—The greatest bliz­

zard experienced in the island off Hon­
do since the devastation of 1880 raged 
along the eastern coast Saturday night 
^nd yesterday.

The fate of thousands of fishermen is 
unknown. It is estimated that 120 fish­
ing boats have been wrecked.

The storm swept the coasts of Chiba 
and Ibaraki prefectures and wrought 
terrible havoc.

The cruiser Takachio was dispatched 
to search for possible surveyors 
great storm.

The-prefectures Of Chiba and-Ibaraki 
adjoin the prefecture of Tokio. The 
force of the storm was felt inland here 
for a considerable distance, but the 
principal damage was done along the 
coast.

Details of the blizzard are lacking, 
but it is possible that additional war­
ships will be sent to the east coast as 
soon as the Takachio reports by wire­
less.

Philadelphia, March 14.—It is possible

terday morning that killed 
and swept a rotary and a locomotive 
over the canyon, is proceeding as rapid­
ly as possible to-day, but officials of 
the company say it will probably re­
quire two days more to complete 
pairs and restore traffic on the line.

The slide yesterday was a thousand 
feet in length and came down near 
the little station of Alvin,
“high line.” Engineer John Annen, in 
charge of the locomotive behind the 
rotary, saw the avalanche coming and 
put on all speed in an endeavor to out­
run the threatened peril. His effort 
was futile, however, and the heavy en­
gine and rotary were caught and 
hurled 200 feet down the canyon. An- 

■ nen received two broken ribs. He was 
extricated from the mass of snow and 
taken to the hospital at Everett. An 
Italian laborer is missing and is 
thought to have perished in the slide;

Roaring on down the mountainside,- 
the avalanche then struck the “low 
line” at the point where the track be­
gins its tortuous way up the moun­
tain. One span of a small bridge was 
torn out and a long section of snow- 
sheds was demolished.

Leaving the wrecked Farallon 
morning of January 7th they headed 
for Ursus cove, where they put in for 
the night. Putting out the next 
ing they ran into a northwest gale. 
The heavy sea nearly swamped the 
boat, and the spray froze on the men 
until they resembled animated ice- 
bergs.

Just off Douglas Island, the boat sank 
under the weight of the ice with which 
it was coated, but the men managed 
to reach the island, all terribly frost 
bitten. They huddled in a sheltering 
nook for 48 hours, until the blizzard 
subsided. Then setting off they found 
the camp of Michael Pablov, a trapper. 
He shared his provisions, but refused 
$200 to attempt crossing the straits, 
saying that it meant certain death.

They remained with Pablov until 
February 7th, stormbound, when they 
started out again. Nelson became snow 
blind and wandered away, and was not 
found for 24 hours. Reaching Kagnak 
the party found an old skiff and dug it 
out of the snow and made their way to 
Kaflais bay, living the entire time on 
whale oil and dried fish flour. There 
they managed to kill seal, but in at­
tempting to cross the straits their boat 
was wrecked in a gale just as they 
reached Cape Ugat..

After more appalling hardship and 
suffering they made their way to 
Uganek village in a native canoe, and 
from there with two native guides 
went to Afognka, where the Tahoma 
found them.

London, March 11.—The civil service 
estimates for 1910-11, which were given 
out yesterday with a total amount re­
quired of upwards of $330,000,000, show 
like the navy and army estimates, a 
marked increase in the national ex­
penditures. Should the chancellor’s 
budget provide for the usual consoli­
dated fund charges, the grand aggre­
gate expenditure which the chancellor 
will have to meet will be upwards of 
$855,000,000, or nearly $50,000,000 in ex­
cess of last year’s total. The civil ser­
vice estimates include $40,000,000 for old 
age pension. The naval estimates pro­
vide for an increase of 3,000 men in the 
personnel of the navy, and the comple­
tion, during 1911, of two floating docks 
to accommodate the largest battle­
ships. These will be stationed at Ports­
mouth and Medway.

Navy War Council.
Right Hon. R. McKenna, First Lord 

of the Admiralty, in an explanatory 
statement, announced the formation of 
a new naval mobilization department 
and a permanent navy war council 
consisting of the First Sea Lord as 
president, and the directors of the 
naval mobilization departments and 
other officials to deal with all matters 
relating to preparation for war.

Many thoughtful and peace-loving 
Englishmen are coming to the conclu­
sion that the only way left to check 
the mad expenditure is an openly 
avowed policy of two British keels to 
every - one German.

Control of Finances.
The mihlsters adopted a new device 

in the war between the Lords and 
Commons by asking parliament 
terday to vote' supplies for six weeks 
only, instead of for from four to six 
months, as ha$ been the practice for 
the last f if ten yaaTs. The fact is not 
concealed that this device is intended 
to keep the power of the purse in the 
hands of the Cbtnmons, in readiness 
for a fresh constitutional crisis, which 
is expected in the month of May, when 
the Lords will probably reject the reso­
lutions curtailing their power of veto 
so as to bring about the resignation of 
the government.

If supplies were voted for six 
months, Mr. Balfour could then take 
office and carry on the government, 
but with the necessity of coming to 
the House of, Copnpons for a new vote 
on supply l^e would be defeated. 
Conservatives in the House of Com­
mons indignantly denounced the gov­
ernment’s action as a “shabby trick 
in its policy of evasion.”

Toronto, March 11.—Figures submit­

ted to the shareholders of the Crow’s 
Nest Pass Coal Company by President 
Elias Rogers at the annual meeting 
to-day make certain that in July next, 
the four per cent, dividend of this 
company will be resumed. The result 
of operation for 1909 shows a net pro­
fit of $145,029.29, despite the fact that 
ten cents per ton was written off for 
depreciation. This accounts for $89,- 
904.05. Had not each ton been taxed 
this ten cents the net profit would have 
been increased by that amount. The 
production figures for the months of 
January and February, 1910, break all 
previous records for this time. During 
January the output was 99,489 tons as 
against 58,718 for January, 1909, and in 
February 95,977 tons as against 65,349 
for February a year ago. Of the sub­
sidiary companies, while a year ago 
Morrissey & Michel railway was oper­
ated at a loss, the business for the 
past two months of 1910 offsets this loss 
and allows for a profit thus far this 
year. Although in his address Mr. Rog­
ers made no promise that dividends 
will be resumed next July, it is well 
understood this will be done.

In the course of his address, after 
congratulating the shareholders on the 
record showing made by the company, 

Rogers said that the government 
estimate was that the company had 
forty million tons of coal in their 
mines. If that figure was reduced to 
ten million tons it would allow the 
company, operating 300 days a year, to 
possibly produce 2,000 per day for 1,- 
500 years. The president stated that 
as fast as it could be brought about 
the company would -get mines on a 10,- 
000 ton a day production basis. The 
president also made the statement that 
expenses for wages have been in the 
interests of economy, decreased by $3,- 
000 a month.

Mr. Leiser had an assurance 
from Mr. Wainwright, -one of the prin­
cipal officials of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific Railway Company, that that 
transportation corporation intends 
with all the dispatch possible to con­
struct a branch line from its main 
artery in the neighborhood of Fort 
George southerly and westerly through 
the mainland of British Columbia to a 
point on Bute Inlet, having connection 
with Vancouver Island by ferry. That 
is as far as the railway official deigned 
to let his company’s intentions be 
known. But a ferry connection neces­
sarily implies rail communication upon 
the Island. The announcement is there­
fore quite the most important that has 
been made since the early days when 
the desire for direct rail connection 
first became manifest on the Island, 
inasmuch as it is the utterance of a 
responsible official of a company ca­
pable of carrying out its designs. Mr. 
Leiser affirms that there is no pos­
sibility whatever of his having misun­
derstood or placed a doubtful inter­
pretation upon the announcement of 
Mr. Wainwright. Other officials of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific ■ Company have 
been eipphatic in their declarations 
that it was absolutely necessary in the 
business interests of the concern to 
obtain as speedily as possible direct 
tonnection with the already important 
and rapidly growing centres of popu­
lation and business washed by the 
waters of Puget Sound.
: Hon. Wm. Pugsiey, the Minister of

CIVIC MISMANAGEMENT..

Two ebrrespondents of the Times 
suggest that the time has surely come 
for an exhaustive inquiry into the af­
fairs of this municipality. They point 
cut that all works of importance, and 
most works of little importance, under­
taken of late years have either been 
woefully botched in execution or so 
unsatisfactorily executed as to create 
in the public mind a conviction that 
there is something worse than rotten 
in municipal administration.

How many of the streets paved under 
the local improvement plan at heavy 
cost to ratepayers have given complete 
satisfaction? How many of them give 
promise of living out the span of life 
allotted by the authors of their being? 
Oil every hand complaints are raised 
in regard to the excessive cost of side­
walks, constructed also under the local 
improvement plan. Largo sums of 
money have been borrowed, again upon 
local improvement debentures, for the 
ester,sion of the sewerage system. 
Time and again the people have been 
informed that at last the work was 
rearing completion and that the latest 
loan would be the last sought for the 
purpose. There are still large areas 
sew erless, and our information is that 
tili the funds have been exhausted— 
more must be borrowed.

Then the culminating revelation is 
that with reference to the Smith’s Hill 
reservoir, fittingly capped by the re­
port of a city official on the high pres­
sure pumping plant. The latter scheme 
was to have been in operation months 
ego. It is not yet ready, and the only 
sure tiling in connection with it ap­
pears to be a law suit.

But of course the crowning scandal 
is the Jobbery in connection with the

Some members of thé’•Smith’s Hill, 
council have demanded an investiga­
tion. The Mayor says’an investigation 
would be barren of practical results. 
And he is right if the investigation 
suggested is one by the;city council.

That Sort Of jobbery 
cannot be passed over with uplifted 
hands and raised eyebrows. The 
ter must be submitted to some tribunal 
endowed with power to probe into the 
facts and lay them before the public.

BRITISH POLITICAL SITUATION.

It seems there is not nearly as much 
disquiet about the political situation In 
CvEt Britain, the nation most directly 
concerned, as there is in Canada and 
me United States. Most of the con­
cern is apparent only in the minds of 
correspondents of newspapers on this 
side of the great waters. Here we re­
gard the matter from a speculative 
point of view; there they accept the 
situation philosophically. The people 
of Great Britain have passed through 
many crises. They have had large ex­
perience politically, and. they know 
from the results of that experience 
that in the end an adjustment is gen­
erally reached that overcomes all dif­
ficulties. But let this fact be kept in 
mind: British political history proves 
that while the tide of public opinion 
may ebb and flow, it never falls to the 
low, water mark. It ls always rising 
and overwhelming institutions and 
practices which experience has demon­
strated to be out of harmony with 
modem thought and modern conditions. 
The Lords assume that the verdict of 
the country in the late elections was 
a vindication of their position and as­
surance of long life, yet there Is but 
one opinion in the land outside of the 
purple chamber, and that is that the 
constitution of the Lords must be 
amended, their powers circumscribed 
and their membership placed upon 
what for the time may pass as a demo­
cratic basis. Conservative leaders are 
just as emphatic in pressing this point 
as Liberal leaders. The only difference 
of opinion relates to the extent of the 
reform which may be necessary to 
satisfy the demands of public opinion. 
Lord Rosebery has revived his old 
scheme for the abolition of the heredit­
ary principle, up to the point at which 
It touches the blood royal,. and the 
limitation of membership. But the 
Lords themselves have to be consent­
ing parties to such an innovation, and 
no one believes they will adopt any 
measure of real reform. They will fight 
for their privileges and position to the 
Inst ditch.

Vancouver, March 12.—One white 
man ahd four Chinamen were killed 
Saturday in an explosion at the plant 
of the Western Explosive, Limited, at 
Tunstall Bay, Bowen Island, when a 
large quantity of dynamite in a pack­
ing shed “went up.” The building in 
which the accident happened was 
wrecked from the force of the explos­
ion, which was a terrific one, the 
shock being plainly felt as far ayay 
as Nanaimo.

At the time, the five men were pack­
ing dynamite in the shed, and it is sup­
posed that one of them drove a nail 
into the deadly powder or else acci­
dentally dropped a box. It occurred 
about 11.39 o’clock in the morning. All 
five were instantly killed, several ot 
them being literally blown to pieces.

About a year ago a similar accident 
took place there, and there was another 
one a few. weeks past, when one white 
man lost his life.

A. C. Flumerfelt Home Again 
After Business Trip to the 

Eastern Cities

Victoria’s Increase, While Very 
Large, is Small in Com­

parison

WinnersTrip
'A. C. Flumerfelt has just returned 
from a business trip to Montreal 
and other eastern centres. He says the 
opinion prevails among the leading 
business men that Canada may look 
forward to several years of the great­
est! prosperity—a prosperity which 
will eclipse all previous records. Only 
one thing can happen to retard the Do­
minion’s marvellous progress and de­
velopment and that would be complica­
tions involving Great Britain in war, 
which would of course disturb condi­
tions in Canada.

While in the eastern centres Mr. 
Flumerfelt found that the question of 
Canada’s participation in the work of 
naval defence was a live topic. It was 
agreed on all sides that the time had 
arrived when Canada should do some­
thing in the direction of bearing her 
share of the responsibility, but there 
was a wide divergence of opinion as 
to the form this assistance ought. to 
take.

Mr. Flumerfelt met one of the lead­
ing financiers of England while in 
Montreal, a gentleman who is familiar 
with the situation in British Columbia, 
and learned from him that the volume 
of emigration to Canada from the Old 
Country the coming season will be very 
large. This gentleman was of the 
opinion, however, that British Colum­
bia would get but a small proportion 
of these Immigrants, inasmuch as most 
of them are people of small means who 
cannot afford to pay the high prices 
for land which is demanded in this 
province. He pointed out also that the 
distance from England to British Co­
lumbia was a factor militating against 
British Columbia. It took a lot of 
money to get here and people of small 
means would be likely to stop In one 
of the prairie provinces, which of- 
treed more attractions to the settler. 
He was of the opinion, however, that 
while this is so, British Columbia may 
look forward to securing in constantly 
increasing' number settlers of the mid­
dle class, possessed of some means, and 
for that reason, while the growth of 
population in this province may be 
slow, when compared with the other 
western provinces, the type of the 
newcomers will be of the most desir­
able kind.

Mr. Flumerfelt said that he found the 
people of Eastern Canada wideawake 
to the possibilities of the Pacific prov­
ince. They seem to be well-informed as 
to th* various movements looking to 
the development of the country, and 
they have sanguine expectation in con­
sequence of the announcement of the 
railway policy of the government.

Mr. Flumerfelt passed along the C- 
P.R. through the mountains in the 
very midst of the awful succession of 
avalanches which resulted so disas­
trously. The train on which he was a 
passenger was forced to lay over at 
Field, and afterwards it ran back to 
Calgary and thence the passengers 
made their way west via the Crow’s 
Nest line.

A. L. Charged in the police court this 
morning with having stolen a 15-cent 
gold-plated collar stud from the flfteen-

Berlin, March 14—It is now certain 
that even if Great Britain abandons 
the Dreadnought type of*battleship for 
S smaller fighting unit Germany has 
no intention cf following that example. 
Grand Admiral von Koester, the chief 
of the Navy League of Germany, has 
made that fact very clear. To him big 
ships mean everything in naval war­
fare and all the smaller craft go for 
little. And as for the idea that Ger­
many could do with more submarines 
and fewer battleships he cannot find 
sufficient scorn.

Koester, however, has had to admit 
that submarines mean everything in 
the case of a blockade, although he re­
fused to admit that a large number 
of submarines could prevent Great 
Britain from attacking the coast of 
Germany. In any case he believes that 
the cheapness of submarines has been 
greatly exaggerated. Taking into ac­
count a submarine’s short life he does 
not think that each of them costs less 
than a tenth of the cost of a battle­
ship. .

The allegation in 
the statement of claim that the de­
fendant told the doctor In November is 
not denied in the defence, nor is it 
pleaded that she reported to him be­
fore that date. At the trial the plaintiff 
made a moderate, straightforward, 
categorical denlël of the alleged 
charges, and I accept her evidence. The 
defendant on the contrary made most 
extravagant, ill-tempered and improb­
able allegations in an attempted justi­
fication of her wicked chargés, prompt­
ed, in my opinion, by blind malice to­
wards the plaintiff, in which she was 
Supported by the cook, Mrs. Brown, to 
whose evidence I give no credence 
whatever,, and also by her husband. As 
to Mr. King’s evidence it is only fair 
to say that Mrs. King was in court 
whilst he was in the witness stand.
How a woman of her apparent tempera­
ment should have occupied so long the 
position of matron, especially of an 
isolation hospital, is to me inconceiv­
able where there was any pretence to 
inspection.

Counsel for the respective parties in­
form me that both the plaintiff and 
defendant are persons of very limited 
means. Therefore, as I understand that 
the plaintiff is mostly concerned in 
having a clear vindication against such

AVienna, March 14.------ Discovery by

the Austrian government that the 
country’s eastern provinces are fairly* 
swarming with Russian spies has 
caused a serious strain in relations be­
tween Vienna and St. Petersburg. A 
hint is also said to have been given by 
the foreign office here to thé German 
administration that it would be well 
to look into conditions in the territory 
of the Russo-German frontier.

Even assuming that the spies are on 
the lookout only for signs of Teutonic 
aggression against Russia concerning 
which the Czar’s advisors are known to 
have worried for some time, the gov­
ernment feels offended,.

It is taken for granted here that 
Russia, if questioned, would repudiate 
the spies, and it is therefore unlikely 
that a diplomatic, incident will be made 
of the occurrence, but there is v^very 
prospect that it will lead to suspicions 
and jealousies which may, in turn, 
provoke open friction.

The Vienna government does not 
look so much, indeed, for a direct at­
tack from Russia as for a Muscovite' 
attempt to promote disorders in Aus­
tria-Hungary calculated to encourage 
a movement by Franz Josephs subjects 
toward secession from the latter’s rule 
and in favor of a union with the Bal­
kan federation which the Czar is well 
known here to be promoting.

Continuing his evidence at yester­
day afternoon’s session, A. Ormsby of 
the insurance broking firm of Burnett, 
Ormsby & Clapp of Toronto and Wood- 
stock, said he was a strong believer in 
boards and did not think the insurance 
business could be carried on properly 
without boards. Regarding the abuses 
of the Ontario act he said the provision 
requiring an insurer to take out a per­
mit had driven much business to out­
side points!

He next took .up the method pursued 
by Lloyds. Every member of Lloyds 
had to put up, a security of £5,000, but 
this in the old days applied only to the 
marine business. Some years ago they 
decided on a. system of guarantee 
bonds to handle fire policies—the mem­
bers .guaranteeing the risks taken by 
an individual member. The system 
was a very complicated one. There 
were some 800 members—the under­
writers, the underwriting member and 
the broker. The latter if not a mem­
ber is given a lionise,' but is at the 
jmercy of fire council. Owing to the 
complications of the system at- Lloyds 
it frequently happened that risks were 
taken by brokers and individual mem­
bers. which might - be opened to ques­
tion!-! He ’meant by this that different 
names' appearing ' on a Lloyds policy 
meant a different degree of guarantee 
for security. According to the fihan- 
cial standing of the individual mem­
bers becoming responsible for the risk. 
Lloyds was an aggregation of individu­
als. Prior to 1908 there had been no 
insurance law in England, but in that 
year the House of Lords passed an act.
A deposit Off ££,000, ,was required for 
each class of business, available solely 
tô mèét craMS. An underwriter might 
in lieu of the deposit put all the pre­
miums in a trpst fund to meet claims. 
The amount of the security must never 
be less than the aggregate of the pre­
miums received ' during the last year. 
The guarantees were small but it must 
be remembered that the underwriters’ 
premiums were small.

The men at LÏtidÿs who were not 
guarantee^ were cutting rates. Llodys 
as a general thing wanted a warrant*!, 
usually a tariff company. They had. to 
have confidence in the broker. Lloyds! 
underwriters had got very badly treat*: 
ed in many instances — “doubje- 
crossed,” he might say, but this was 
no argument against Lloyds, which 
was a very potent factor in the insur­
ance business throughout the world. 
Lloyds was always very fair in its 
dealing with brokers and the public. 
He could say frankly he knew of no 
better payers of losses than Lloyds, but 
on the other hand, if they discovered 
anything crooked they would follow a 
naan to the ends of the earth.

Mr. Ormsby, replying to the chair­
man, said he was emphatically in favor 
of an official being appointed to in­
quire into fires.

To Mr. Bodwell he said he did not 
think the state should be asked to 
arbitrate between" a policyholder and 
company in the event of a dispute. He 
favored the creation of a sort of tri­
bunal by the state which would fix 
rates, thus allowing a man to go out­
side if the board companies would not 
agree to the decision of the tribunal. 
It was difficult to get a standard where­
by to fix a rate.

The insurance business was a legiti­
mate one, and no combination ought to 
be formed to put a company out of 
business. He told an amusing story 
to prove that board companies were 
really maintaining an illegitimate Com­
bine in restraint of trade.

Respecting a Lloyds policy which had 
been issued for £12,000 but only bore on 
the face a guarantee of £1,045, he said 
it was perfectly in order, the balance 
being carried by what is termed “co- 
insurance.” "Co-insurance” was only 
valuable hi case- of a paftial loss.

If the government would put less 
stress on' deposits and more upon the' 
necessity of insurance men understand­
ing their businesss it would be better 
in the interests of the public. A man 
would not be given a license to practice 
medicine if he were to put up a certain 
amount of money. The same thing 
ought to be applied to the b’usiness of 
insurance. He believed fire insurance 
should be considered on the most sci­
entific basis and that all agents should 
be trained men.

• To Mr. Shallcross Mr. Ormsby said it 
would be absurd to ask Lloyds to put 
up a deposit with the provincial gov­
ernment. There were too many syndi­
cates which would have to be con­
sulted. It would be impracticable to 
suggest that each underwriter should 
put up a deposit. A fire marshal 
should, in his opinion, be appointed. If 
a’ competent man his services would 

)simply be Invaluable.
Mr. Ormsby told of a fake company 

which had been called the “Imperial 
Underwriting Co,” and Mr. Bodwell re­
marked, "Why, a company of this name 
is now doing business in Prince Ru­
pert.” Some protection would assured­
ly be given the public by insisting upon 
an inspection by the state of the in­
surance business and the issuance of a 
license. Mr. Ormsby concluded by say­
ing that the proper way to regulate 
insurance is by regulating the men who 
handle it.

Gentlemen : —Y our 
trade and commerce, to whom was re­
ferred 'bill No. 101, -In the House of 
Commons of Canada, being “an act to 
provide for the investigation of 
combines, monopolies, trusts and mer­
gers which may enhance prices or re­
strict competition to the, detriment of 
consumers,” beg to report:

“The act provides that, 'where six or 
more persons are .of opinion that a 
combine exists, and that prices have 
been enhanced of competition 
strlcted by reason of such combine, to 
the detriment of the consumer, such 
persons may make an application to 
a judge for an order directing an in­
vestigation into such alleged combine," 
and provided the judge is satisfied 
that there is reasonable ground for be­
lieving that a combine exists which Is 
injurious to trade and to the detri­
ment of the consumer attd that it Is: 
in the public interest that an investi­
gation should be held, 'the judge shall 
direct an investigation.'

"The investigation will be Conducted 
by a board consisting of three mem­
bers; one member to be appointed on 
the recommendation of the complaint- 
ants; one member on recommendation 
of the defendants, and the third will 
be appointed, on the recommendation 
of the two members first chosen.

“The expense connected with the 
investigation will be paid by the 
crown and the bill provides for penal­
ties in the event of a case being proven.

“Before an investigation is ordered, 
the judge must be. ‘satisfied that 
there' is reasonable ground for believ­
ing that a combine exists which is in­
jurious to trade or which, has oper­
ated to the detriment of consumers, 
and that it is In the public interest 
that' an investigation shotfld be held,’ 
otherwise he may refuse to make an 
order for an investigation;

"In the opinion of your committee 
this is a very reasonable measure; but 
we would point out, that so far as we 
can see, no provision is made for a 
court of appeal."

Policy’s Strength.

A direct contribution in cash might 
be the most practically useful to

Paris, March 14.—The scandal in 
connection with the liquidation of the 
property of religious orders has aroused 
political passions in France to a pitch 
only comparable with the Panama, 
Dreyfus and Boulanger affairs. The 
entire country is shocked, hut the moral 
side is overshadowed by the political 
side.

The opposition is preparing to ex­
ploit the affair in the coming elec­
tions, and, strangely enough, with the 
backing of the adherents of ex-Premier 
Combes, who are intriguing to return 
to power. It may try to overthrow 
Premier Briand when the debate on 
the interpellation concerning the em­
bezzlement of Duez Is resumed in the 
Chamber of Deputies. The premier per­
sonally has come out of the fray with 
flying colors, as l\e did everything in 
his power to bring Duez to book two 
years ago, and has pledged the govern­
ment to probe the scandal to the bot­
tom regardless of consequences. It is 
believed that the liquidation of the 
church properties was taken advantage 
of by political spoilsmen in preceding 
administrations.

The developments In the affair are 
amazing. The authorities have not as 
yet been able to confirm the statement 
made by Duez that he lost millions in 
stock gambling, but they have dis­
covered shady enterprises in which he 
was engaged. A woman from whom 
Duez confessed he had stolen $100,000. 
when confronted by the man, denied. 
that she had been robbed and said 
she was unable to comprehend why 
Duez so alleged.

Sensational disclosures have follow­
ed an examination of the personal pa­
pers of Duez, which showed that he 
had subsidized about 160 persons in 
the political, journalistic and social 
world. Although in each case he had 
exacted a receipt, the signature was 
always in cypher. One receipt for 
$2,000, endorsed by Duez, bore the fic­
titious name of a newspaper. Duez 
refused to identify the recipients of his 
favors or to surrender his cipher code, 
saying, cooly, “That is my protection; 
you cannot have it.” The examining 
magistrate believes that a copy of the 
real names exists, and still has hope of 
digging the code up.

Martin Gauthier, an accomplice of 
Duez, who was arrested Saturday, ad­
mitted • to having embezzled $400,000 
from Stanislaus College, but he did not 
remember where the money went to. 
The police have placed seals on the 
house of M. Coutot, a genealogist, who 
is suspected of having aided Duez in 
pocketing huge rake-offs. M. Ooutot, 
it is charged, sought out the heirs to 
the funds which had been left to the 
congregation, many of whom were ig­
norant of the fact that they were en­
titled to recover anything. From these 
he secured a large percentage of what 
was due to them in consideration of 
his “services.”

San Francisco, "Cal., March 12.—Sev­
eral women were injured, some serious­
ly, in a fire which destroyed three 
apartment houses, several stores, a 
grocery, baker shop and restaurant 
yesterday.

A • number of thrilling rescues were 
made by firemen, fn which two of the 
men of the department were seriously 
hurt. The fire "Started in the basement 
of the Hays Valley rooming house 
shortly before daybreak. The fiâmes 
quickly spread to the Valley apartment 
house adjoining, and to the . Russ hotel 
nearby, in which were scores of sleep­
ing families. Soon the three buildings 
were ablaze, several stores on the 
ground floor of the apartment houses 
containing inflammable materials add­
ing to the rapid spread of the flames.

When the firemen arrived, men and 
women in night clothing were pre­
paring to leap from the windows to 
the street.

Miss Mary Rae Fenner was awakened 
by the smoke which filled her room on 
the third floor. She became frenzied 
with fear, ran to the fire escape and 
leaped. She landed among telegraph 
wires and hung suspended in mid-air.

Fireman Jas. Herlihy, of engine 34, 
went to her rescue. He climbed the 
telegraph pole and holding on with one 
hand, reached from his precarious 
perch and dragged the fainting woman 
to safety. As he started, he slipped 
and fell to the ground. Both he and 
Miss Fenier were seriously hurt and 
were* taken to the Central emergency 
hospital.

In the meantime similarly heroic res­
cues were being made by firemen and 
police. The work of the firemen was 
impeded by the general panic in the 
halls and corridors of the buildings and 
on the streets in front of the burning 
structures.

1 The police aided In arousing the en­
dangered occupants of the apartments 
and in getting them to the street in 
safety. The flames threatened to wipe 
out the entire, block.

Among the injured who were taken 
to the .Central emergency hospital were 
Mrs. Annje Me Isaacs, Mrs. Matilda 
Lorenzo, Mrs. Lolo Romero, Mrs. Guda- 
loupe Diaz, and Fireman Thomas Gal- 
laher. Most of the injured suffered 
from slight burns and shock.

The diffi­
culty in the work has been that it has 
been impossible to ëecure expert pack­
ers to conduct the schools. It has been 
proved that British Columbia can grow 
fruit which cannot be beaten anywhere 
in the world, but there is still room 
for improvement in the methods of 
packing and marketing. There is sharp 
competition from the states of Oregon 
and Washington, and the British Col­
umbia growers cannot afford to lose 
the markets just because the fruit is 
not .put up in the' best possible shape.

“The demonstrations in spraying and 
pruning have been much appreciated.
The growers are taught how to prepare 
the spray and how to apply it. They 
are also shown the latest methods of 
pruning. This is the pruning and 
spraying season. Later on demonstra­
tions will be given in cultivation and 
summer pruning.

“Everywhere I went,” continued the 
deputy minister, “I found renewed in­
terest in institute work. Where form­
erly the audiences were counted in 
tens, on this trip they were counted in 
hundreds.

“The crop this year promises to be 
very large. The trees are in splendid 
shape and there will be a large number 
of new orchards, in bearing which will 
add very materially to the output. The 
damage reported a year ago was not 
anything like as much as it was said 
to be. The future looks very promis­
ing.”

Speaking of the weather, Mr. Scott 
said that* when he reached Vernon a 
Chinook wind had just commenced to 
blow and the streets of the town were 
running with streams of water from 
the 'melting snow.

LUMSDEN INVESTIGATION.

Ottawa, March 12.—R. C. Smith, K.G., 
counsel for the transcontinental rail­
way commission, examined Former 
Chief Engineer Lumsden upon the re­
sumption of the inquiry of the latter’s 
Charges yesterday. Lumsden said he 
had full responsibility under the com­
mission and he considered that his au­
thority was supreme over the con­
tractors in respect to the quality and 
quantity of their work. He said the 
payment of progress estimates was now 
binding upon the commission. Engin­
eers in districts B and F were appoint­
ed on his recommendation. He could 
not possibly remember an instance in 
which the commission appointed an 
engineer in opposition to his recom­
mendation.

,/ had lost confidence, Lumsden said he 

could not make a definite charge be­
cause he did not know when they had 
made classification. He would not sug­
gest that the principle of classification 
had been changed by these men. He 
stated distinctily that he made no 
charge against the engineers of doing 
intentional wrong.

Vancouver, March 12.—A preliminary 
survey of a line for the Canadian 
Northern railway between Tete Juane 
Cache and Yellowhead Pass at the 
summit of the Rockies was completed 
about a month ago. This was the news 
sent out by courier to Kamloops and 
thence wired to Thomas H. XVhite, 
chief engineer, whose headquarters are 
in this city.

The survey party, comprising twenty 
men, is in charge of C. F. Hanington, a 
well known civil engineer, and has 
been engaged on the upper section 
since last November. Mr. Hanington, 
in his communication briefly stated 
that he haji secured very satisfactory 
gradients, and that details would fol­
low on his arrival here. The railway 
engineers are now on their way south. 
XVhen the courier left them the sur­
veyors were checking up a portion of 
last summer’s survey near Cranberry 
lake, on the divide between Tete Juane 
Cache and the North Thompson River 
valley.

The Canadian Northern has not 
completed its entire preliminary sur­
vey between Yellowhead Pass and New 
Westminster, a distance of 450 miles. 
On the coast section the final survey 
has been well advanced.
