Memoranddm Seeking Friendly Met-
hod of Settfement Is Cabled
to Washington.

Tokio, Jan, 1.=—=The Japanese govern-
ment late yesteragy evening handed to
Ambassador O’Brien a memorandum
containing a reply to the suggestions
offered by the United States govern-
ment some weeks ago, Wwheréby the
American government sought a friend-
ly way to assist Japan in perfecting
plans for the future restriction of emi-
gration, thus effectively avoiding a
possibility of friction over the question,

While the contents of the memoran-
dum are carefuliy guarded, both at the
Japanese foreign office and the Ameri-
can embassy, the Associated Press has
reason to believe that the. memorsir-:
dum ig couched im" the most friendly
terms, and that while it accepts some
of American suggestions, it declines
others as incompatible with the dig-
nity of Japan and outlines plans for
the further restriction of emigration
to America. :

The memorandum has been cabled to
Washington, whence it is possible a
counter suggestion will be forthcoming,
but it is intimated that Japan thinks
that the memorandum will form the
basis whereon the two countries will
be able to reach a final and satisfac-
tory understanding:

Officials of the Japanese foreigin of-
fice, talking to the Associated Press,
kave said that the system controiling
labor emigration, which will be imme-
diately enforced, would effectually
avold complaints which have sen in
consequence of thé Thisi (it~
istration -of the regulntions mr-
ated last §pring.

‘While not desiring to shlrk the re-
sponsibility for these mistakes, the of-
ficials of the foreign office point out
that it would be foolish to charge the
Japanese government with a wilful
breach of faith.

The Japanese government having
carefully investigated the details, has
discovered the causes of the failure of
previous plans and now proposes  to
demonstrate its ability to" effectively
vrevent the emigrgtion of laborers who
areé nmeeded in “the development of
Japan,

The consensus of opinion of Ameri-
can resi@ents in Japan shows confi-
dence in, the sincerity of the Japanese
government and its competency ta con-
trol emigration as well as its desire to
maintain friendly relations with Amer~
ica.

It is pointed out that its concesslon
to Canada, limiting emigration to that
country, is a part of its entire scheme
of control, because Vancouver afforded
an ‘opportunity for large numbers of
Japanese crossing the border into.
America. ”

DIED TO SAVE CHILDREN.

New York Mother Shut Girls
of Room While She Burned to
Death.

New York, Jan., 2—From a shabby
little flat on Second avenue on Tuesday
was held the funeral of a woman who
gave her life to save her two little
children. - None-of the neighbors. knew
much ~about Mrs. Mary Nautusch ex-
cept that her husband never appeared,
and she worked fifteen hours a 'day in
a laundry to care for her two little
children, aged six.and nine years. The
other night after returning from her
work she sat down by the fire and
dropped asleep while waiting for the
two little girls to return from a Sunday
school Christmas tree.

When they entered she jumped up
suddenly and her skirt caught fire, The
children rushed to her, but she resolute-
ly pushed@ them out into the hall and
locked the door that their clothes might
not. catch. fire.

By this time Mrs. Nautsch’s thin
clothes were a mass of flames, and
neighbors who rushed in and extin-
guished the flameg found her uncon-
scious, She died at a hospital.

TERRIBLE DEATH IN
PENNSYLVANIA- MINE

Explosion Caused by Moiten Steel
Coming in Contact With
Damp Sheathing.

Pitteburg, .PaiJan. 3.~ Two
injured-
an explosion in converter No. 3 of the
Edgar Thomas plant of the U. S. Steel
Corporation at North Braddock, séven
miles east of here, yesterday.

The two men killed were fereigners.
Six of the men injured were Americans,
and 'the other a Slav. All were removed

| to an hospital in this city, where it was

said their injuries were not serious.

No official statement of the cause of
the explosion has-been issued, but old
converter mill men say the cause could
hardly be other than that some of the
molien metal sifted through the soap-
stone lining of the converter and came
in contact with the steel sheathing,
whieh perhaps was-damp.

WHen the explosion occurred the bot-
tom of the converter dropped out,
throwing 1,500 tons of molten metal in
the pit where fifteen men were work-
ing at the ladles. There was no-ex-
plosion when the hot mass of steel
struck the bottom of the pit, but in-
stead flames of burning gas were sent
up which burned the men in the pit.

The two men who were killed had
been working under the converter,
and their bodies were terribly mangled.
The force of the explosion blew the
sheet iron roof off of the converter mill
and eaused two of the wallg to collapse,
besides breaking all the windows in the
vicinity.

Its organization, as ex-
plained by Mr. Weymouth to a report-
er, is something after this fashion: All
the money derived from the sale of the

___Rublic 1ands in the United States, ex-

" cept a smal.part that ig set aside for
school and other purposes, aré put In-
to a fund, called the <“Teclamation
fund,” and this money is used to re-
claim the arid lands of the nation.

This service was inaugurated in 1902.”

Up to the present time works have been
begun in all of the sixteen most west-
ern states of the unjon, and vast sums
of money have been expended in con-
nection therewith. Last year about
twelve million dollars were spent on
irrigation works and Mr, Weymouth
says that the plans of the department
involve an outlay of something like
six million dollars a year for an In-
definite period. &

The particular work in whiech Mr,
Weymouth is engaged is known as the
lower Yellowstone project.
one of a large number of great irriga-
tion enterprises now in course of devel-

" opment- by the United States govern-
ment. The Yellowstone project pro-
poses ta reclaim. about’ 67,000 acres of
land, sitpate in Montana. The work ls
now about seventy-five per cent. com-
plete and will be finished during the
eoming summer,

The reclamation service is organized

with a chief engineer at Washington,
who subdivides the territory which is
subject to irrigatfon enterprises,\and
each of these subdivisions is looked af-
ter by a supervising engineer. At pres-
ent there are twenty-four districts in
which these irrigatlon schemes are in
progress, and the plan has been so de-
veloped that the v}'orks will be prase-
cuted continually (out of the moneys
from the sales of inrigated lands.

which place they will sail for home.

The ambassador returns to Japan at
the instance of his government, which
desires to consu}t with him regarding
conditions affecting Japanese interests

“I am confident that an amicable set-
tlemen will be.reached on thig great
question, the only one of any conse-
quence that' is agitating the people of
thesé two countries,” said Ambassador
Aoki. %

“Both governments are striving ‘to
réa¢h an honorable solution of the emi-
gration .question, -and the latest ad-
vices that we have receiyved from our
government indicate that ‘the..way s
gradually being paved with that end in
view. As I have said, again and again,
there ig every reason in the world why
both countries should have a complete
understanding and continue on most
amicable relations. It will: be my
earnest effort to advance and strength-
en the existing friendly relations in
every way that lies In my power.”

Dr. Emil Hirsch Denounced in Strong
Terms Boasted Civilisation of
United States.

Chicago, Ill., Dec. 31.—Declaring that
the persecution of the Jews in the
Unjted States made their existence far
from comfortable, and often burden-
some, Dr, Emil G. Hirsch in the strong-
est termg at his command last night
arraigned the boasted civilization of to-
day for its mistreatment of this race.

It was at the closing session of the
convention of the American Ethical So-
ciety that Dr. Hirsch surprised his
hearers with a number of strong re-
marks as to the condition of present-
day Jews. He was talking upon the
general topic of ‘“Ethical Tendencies in
the Churches,’” but he spent much- of
his time in pointing out the lack of
ethical tendencies in present-day civ-
ilization.

“In Chicago to-night there are Jews
who  tremble to go out in the streets
because they may be stoned by chil-
dren, who believe they do not look like
a citizen of Chicago should look,” said
Dr. Hirsch.

“Why, a Jew is barred from college
fraternities. For this, however, ha
should sing a song of thanks. So it is
plain to be a Jew in the United States;
with all its boasted democracy and
civilizatjon, is not such a comfortable |
thing. In Europe the condition of the |
Jews is worse, and in Russia it is un-
bearable. 3

' WONDERFUL NEW GUN.
Engil_lt; Officer’s Invention -That May

——

Go to Foreign Power—War Gffice
Indifferent.
‘Uniess the British war office changes
its attitude it js extremely probable
that what dppears to be the most effi-
cient machine gun yet invénted will be
driven into the hands 'of a foreign.
power,
The invention (according to the Stan-
dard) {s that of Major Fitzgerald, who
claimg that it is worth $1,250,000. The
German military attache is said to have
been greatly impressed by it, and F.
A. Roberts, of King William street,
London, who is acting for Major Fitz-
gerald, states that a representative of
the Japanese government will shortly
examine it. 0
The chief feature of the gun is a
secret apparatug which keeps the me-
chanism from getting overheated, no
matter how long it is used or how
many rounds are fired. After a quarter
of an hour’s constant firing the temper-
ature of the jacket of the present ma-
chine gun rises to 200 degrees and over,

‘and this overheating, together with the

rush of excessively hot gas passing
through the barrel, is said to be fre-
quently responsible for jamming.
Another advantage claimed for the
new gun is - that there is no loading
mechanism to get out of order. The
breech. is enclosed in a . rectangular
metal box. Tn order to ‘feed” the
eight” barrels, which are arranged in
two tlers of four, the cartridges are
placed on metal trays, which are
swung up to the breech, and by a pres-
sure of the hand the trays load four
barrels simultaneously. After the dis-
charge the depression of ‘a handle
ejects the empty cartridges. While one
tier is being fired the other is being
loaded, a continuous fire being thus
kept up. The gun could easily be
adapted for sixteen barrels.

None of the operations is automatic.
Despite this, however, the simplicity of
the mechanism enables the loading and
discharging to be done at the rate of
450 shots a minute. Other features of
the new gun are:

It can be trained to any angle and
fire down the side of a mountain or
straight in the air.

The mode of sighting facilitates quick
aiming night or day. It can also be
aligned without touching the sights.
The recoil is spread over the breach
mechanism, and is not felt.

It canvbe fired from any kind of con-
veyance or from the ground. ‘The
mounting can be done in less than five
minutes,

No special plant is required for the
manufaeture of the gun. Anyone can
be taught to use the whole mechan-
ism in fifteen minutes:.

It weighs less than 100 Ibs,

Alderman Henderson_when seen Te-
garding his motion said that ithe coun-
cil were unanimous at the time of the
engagement of Expert Adams in stat-
ing that they should submit his pro-
posal to the electors without amend-
ment, Phe first step in this was cov-
ered by his resolution.' The present
supply was the first step in the 1im-
provement of- the supply, and the by-
law which' he proposed introducing
would cover that as well as the intro-
duction of a re-distribution system.

In regard to the proposal of the
Mayor it seems to be quite a general
opinion that the Sooke Lake proposi-
tion should not be singled out for the
referendum but that all three should
be inserted. The people should be
asked which of the three they prefer,
Sooke, Goldstream or the Highlands,
as an auxiliary to Elk Lake.

The rate of $619,000 proposed by Ald.
Henderson will' provide for a redistri-
bution system and a reservoir at
Smith’s Hill, all of which it is argued,
will be of use even if another source
of supply is sought later.

AGITATORS STIRRING
PEOPLE 10- REVOLT

A'armists Openly Charge Japan With
Being Responsible for Present
Situation.

London, Dec. 30.—Friday’s riot in the
Indian Nationai Congress at Surat,
Bombay, over Indian home rule, has
suddenly aroused England to a reali-
zation of political conditions in India.

Warnings have been sotinded for sev-
eral years but not even in the East
have Europeans regarded them as
worthy of very grave ' consideration.
The home rule party’s yiolence at Su-
rat is not in itself particularly import-
ant, but it called attention to the activ-
ity with which agitatgr's have long been
stirring the people to revolt.

Viceroy Lord Minto is one of the few
who have been telling the government
trouble is ahead. “It is impossible,” he
told the executjve council of India on
the adaption last month of a bill to
prevent seditious gatherings, “to ignore
the warnings of recent events, the riots
at Lahore, Pindi and elsewhere, the In-
sults to Europeans and the seditious at-
tempt to inflame recial feeling and tam-
per with the loyalty of the Indian
army.”

One step sure to come is suppression
of the national volunteers, a native or-
ganization wihch admits training re-
cruits throughout the country - In
swordsmanship and archery (rifle prac-
tice being prohibited) and is strongly
suspected of participation in numerous
outbreaks.

That Japan has been dctive In stir-
ring up native feeling against the Brit-
ish is openly charged by alarmists. The
opinion is rapidly growing that Count
Okuma intended, in his recent speech,
almost openly to give .notice. that the
Japanese would be giad to see India
rise against English rule.

Australian sentiment, which has long
been violently anti-Japanese, and Can-
adian opinion now shifting in the same
direction are also beginning to produce
an effect at home.

RUSSIA HELPLESS
IN MANCHURIA

Chinese Railway Policy Is Strangled
--Japan Extending Her Mon-
opoiy Daily.

s e e,

Pekin, Dec. 30.—Ivan Shipoff, agent
of the Russian finance ministry, has
just concluded a three months’ investi-
gation of the serious problems which
confront the Chinese Eastern railway,
and as a result, he has recommenda3
that expenditures be reduced in every
direction possible.

This action is construed here as a ve-
flection of the hopelcssness ¢f the Rus-
sian position in Manchuria. The rail-
road was isoizicl during the Russo-
Japanese war, and the Japanese policy
since then has practically strangled it.
It is believed that thé defieit of the
Chinese Eastern railway for 1908 will
amount to $15,000,000. ‘Traffic over the
line is declining, particularly at Har-
bin.

It is also stated that the Japanese
have forbidden China to extend the
Hsin Min Tun railroad in the direction
of Tsitsikhaa. This step has aroused
exasperation among the Englishmen
who have capital invested in the\line,
and it is characterized as another ‘e\vi-
dence of the monopolistic attitude \of
the Japanese in Manchuria.

OF PANIC YEAR

HOPE EVOLVED FROM
FINANCIAL GLOOM

Opiﬁion Advanced That Conditions
Are Stronger Than Twelve
Months Ago.

New York, Dec. 30.—The year 1907
has been one in which there has been
making of financial history. It will'go
down with 1857, 1873 and 1893 as one
of the panic years in American finance,
but despite the remarkable stress. a
strain to which the financial straetyre
has been subjected, the year ' closes
with conditions stronger and safer than
they were when'the year began.

The year opened with tne feeling in
conservative quarters that ‘speculation
had already been carried to an unwar-
ranted height and prudence was im-
posed by the conditions upon bankers
and capitalists. That this feeling oper-
ated to some extent throughout the
vear, and that there was a scarcity of
capital for absorbing new securities,
was indicated by the diminished trans-
actions in stocks and bonds on the
New York stock exchange. The num-
ber of shares dealt in in 1907 fell to 195,~
169,192. Bonds sales were $561,651,500.
The number of stocks dealt in in 1906
was 288,424,234, and- the bonds sales for
1906 were $670,817,333.

The source of the pressure upon the
money market is indicated by the large
issues of securities -which took-place
during several years prior to the crisis.
The statistics compiled by a leading
financial journal in Brussels showed
that the total issues throughout the
world for the five years ending with
1906 were about $3,400,000,000 annually.
In the United States the issue of stocks
for the first eleven months of 1907 was
$757,259,900, and of bonds and notes $1,-
073,990,000, making up a total of $1,-
831,349,500. The securities of all kinds
issued in the United States for five
yvears ending with 1906, have been es-
timated by experts at $3,454,978,000.

The extent to which capital resources
has been strained was not revealed in
a striking manner to the general pub-
lic until the ‘silent panic” of March
14th, now almost overshadowed by
later events, but at the time one of
the most -serious and remarkable
breaks which the market has ever
suffered. The loss of 19 points in
Amalgamated Copper in a single day,
21 points in American Smelting, 22 in
Reading and 256 in Union Pacifie, add-
ed to considerable previous declines a‘
a slower rate, wiped out margins,
compelled the calling of .loans and
wrecked the fortunes of many specu-
lators. ‘ ; -

It -was not until mid-October that
the storm broke in all its force, with
the collapse of the corner in TUnited
Copper, the appeal of “the Moore-
Heinze banks to the clearing-house
for help and the refusal to extend help
until. the old controlling interest was
eliminated. \

Events moved fast and furiously on
the heels of these revelations. The
Knickerbocker Trust Company was
closed on October 22nd, after paying
out about $8,000,000 in cash, and runs
began upon the Trust Company of
America, which called for-tke disburse-
ment of $34,000,000, and upon the Lin-
coln Trust Co., which suffered a near-
ly proportionate loss of deposits.

The suspension of cash payments by
practically all the-banks and the de-
cision of Saturday, October 26th, to is-
sue clearing house certificates on the
following Monday, marked the culmin-
ating stage of the crisis.

The number of national banks on
November 30, 1907, after allowing for
mergers and liquitations, was 6,665,
and their authorized capital was $910,-
609,775. Since the ldtter part of 1899, the
number of national banks has in-
creased by more than three thousand,
while their capital has increased by
about $303,000,000. Soon after the panic
broke on November 14, 1907, the total
bank circulation was $609,998,466. The
measures then taken by Secretary Cor-
telyou fo promote circulation resulted
in an increase of about $75,000,000 dur-
ing the next seven weeks, so that the
circulation stood on Dec. 21, 1907, at
$683,795,923.

Accompanying the increase of bank
notes circulation; in order to meet the
pressure for currency, was the drama-
tic movement of nearly $106,000,000 of
gold from Europe in-a period of about
six weeks. This inward movement of
gold was facilitated by the sharp ar-
rest of imports of luxuries and a com-
bined effort by. producers, railways and
bankers to ship to Europe our farm
products during the autumn season.
Imports of merchandise, which were
$125,806,043 in August, fell to $110,000,-
109 for November. Exports, which had
been $127,270,447 in August, advanced to
$204,444,860 in November.

From the various sources, the in-
crease in bank note circulation of $75,-
000,000, the gold imports of $106,000,000,
and the public deposits of $78,000,000,—
a total fund of about $259,000,000 was
added. by the close of the year to the
currency in circulation in the country
during the summer. While much of
this currency disappeared into hoards
during the panic, its reappearance in a
period of comparative inactivity, it is
feared, may be reflected by speculation
in the stock market and an outward
movement in the spring.

One of the incidents of the period of
decline in bank resources has been a
fall in the market value of silver bul-
lion. Silver has dropped down not far
above the lowest point touched ‘in its
history. The price was 24 7-16 pence on
December 27th. 4

The old year ends with prices of”
commodities and securities much low-
er than a year ago, and with liquida-
tion largely advanced in the banking
field, if not in the field of commodi=
ties. The great stock of currency ab-
sarbed during the period of panic is re-
turning to the banks, and the action
just taken by the secretary of the
treasury to recall a part of the deposits
of public money from the banks will
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tend to check the outward movement
of gold, which in some quarters is ex-
rected within the next few months.
The financial structure of the coun-
try has stood the strain with only a
limited number of serious ~disasters,
and will ‘'enter upon the new year un-
der much stronger and safer condi-
tions than it began the old year,

ASKING HELP,

Hindus in City Want a House Built to
Live in.

G. D. Kumar, Indian religious worker
among the Hindus of Victoria, in ap-
pealing for help for his countrymen,
says: “J asked the mayor that as many
of my countrymen are out of work
they would feel highly obliged if he
could give them work as he was giving
work to white faced men. At the same
time I requested him for shelter, ds
the season was very cold and rainy ant
I could not get a house to hire for
them. He, instead of giving us a shel-
ter, wanted to deport us all. But the
other day one gtrue Christian offered
me a piece of land on Douglas street
to erect a shelter for the Hindus and
save them from death. This is the
difference of tweo personalities, one a
public official and the other an ordin-
ary true Christian. Now, I appeal to
the generous hearted public of Victoria
to help me to get this shelter erected
and save the poor Hindus from such a
severe cold and rainy season. Any
contributions = toward this- will ' be
thoughtfully accepted.”

NEW AUSTRALIAN STAMPS.

Australia is likely to have a .new issue
of uniform stamps for use throughout the
Commonwealth, without distinetion as to
states.

In a report which has just been issued
by a board appointed by the Postmaster-
General to inquire into the best methods
to be adopted, it is recommended that the
issue should be the best of its kind that
art, skill, machinery, and the latest ap-
pliances can produce. This, it is suggest-
ed, will give better workmanship and pro-
tect the Commonwealth against forgeries,
while the extra cost will be met by pur-
chases made by philatelists.

It is estimated by Mr. Walter Hull in a
separate report, says The  British Ause
tralasian, that the returns from sales to
philatelists, provided that the issue is of
the finest character, will amount to $200,-
000 during the first year, and $100,000 an-
nually thereafter. The board recommends
that competitive designs, containing
characteristic features of Australia,
should be called for, that the competition
should be open, and that six prizes ot
$500 should be awarded for each design
selected. "

FINGER RING WATCHES.

Swiss watchmakers are very busy ful-
filling 'English and American orders for
finger ring watches. Of these little
watches Queen Victoria had three or
four, and many ladies have such watches,
although they are little worn.s The
simplest ones—a plain gold ring with the
watch inserted—cost $120, but with dia-
monds or other stones $5,000 to $10,000 may
be paid.
The cheapest kind is the plain gold ring,
and is worn over the glove. These are
used by men as well as’ women.

CHRISTMAS DAY CRIME.

DETERMINED TO END
BELL MONOPLY

Manitoba Government Talging Ex-
haustive Valuation of Telephone
System in Province.

Winnipeg, Dec. 28.—Yesterday O, F.
French, chief telephone expert for the
Manitoba government, concluded his
valuation of the Bell system at Bran-
don, and is to-day visiting country
points, looking over the Bell plant at
the points ‘visited, preparatory to pre-
senting a complete report on the val-
uation of the.system-of the company
in Manitoba.

Mr. Frencvh visited Portage la Prai-
rie on Thursday, and made an inspec-
tion of the plant in that town, and
has forwarded to the government his
finding in regard to that point. The
engineer has already gone over - the
Winnipeg system, and has handed his
report to Premier Roblin. The re-
ports on the Winnipeg and Portage la
Prairie exchanges are expected to
show that C. E. Sise, president of the
Bell Telephone Company, has greatly
overvalued his plant at these  points,
and that the market value is not ob-
tainable. 3

It is said that the government is in
possession of reliable information to
show that the Bell system in Mani-
toba can be duplicated for about one
million dollars less than President
Sise has asked for his plant, which is
in the neighborhood of $3,500,000, but
it is said that the government is will-
ing, however, to meet Mr. Sise half
way and pay a little more than the
plant is worth, so that Manitoba may
be freed from the Bell monopoly.

It was further learned to-day that
the government expects to have Mr.
French’s report presented early next
week, and that if the-report warrants
the government poceeding further in
the- mafter an agreement of sale will
be drawn up and executed in the or-
dinary way, and that the agreement
will be sent to the House for ratifica-
tion, after which the Bell system in
Manitoba will pass into the control of
the provineial govenment. It is un-
derstood that the system on its being
taken over by the governmenti will be
run by a commission. . More than one
member of the cabinet is favorable to
this being done, as being most ad-
vantageous to all concerned.

J. B. T. Caron swept the city, and suc-
ceeds Senator Belcourt, defeating ex-
Mayor Morris by 8,319 majority. -In
Labelle Mr, Bourassa.-is replaced by
Mr. C. B. Major, 4 straight govern-
ment supporter. As Mr. Bourassa was
practically. in opposition before his res-
ignation, the Labelle election is really
a gain of a seat for the government.

The last general electionn was held in
November, 1904. Bince that time there
have been 42 bye-elections. The Lib-
erals have carried 383 and the Conser-
vatives 9. There have been but four
reversals of the verdict of 1804 in all
this serles of contests. The Liberals
won North Bruce and lost London. in
Ontario; they lost Colchester in Nova
Scotia, and won St. John City and
kounty in New Brunswick. Mr. Ver-
ville in Montreal won a seat as a Labor
rman against a Liberal, but he votes
more frequently with the government
than with the opposition.

In three years the Conservatives
have not made a net gain of a;single
seat, The general -election ‘canniot be
more than eighteen "~ months istant.
Nothing short of a political earth-
quake could shake the government
from its place in the confidence of the
people in the short period before the
next appeal to the people.

Necessity of Clearing Nanaimo Road
of Heavy Trees Demonstrates
_in Recent Storm.

(Special Correspondence of the Times.)

Alberni, Dec. 31.—A heavy gale blew
here on the afternoon and evening of
the 23rd ult. Coming from the south-
west it did considerable more damage
than usual. Generally one or two
storms may be expected about this sea-
son, but the prevailing wind is usually
from the southeast. A large number
of trees were blown down across the
roads, delaying the mail stage for three
days, and causing much interference to
the telegraphic communication. Gangs
of men were dispatched to clear out
the Nananmo road, but it was.late on
the 28th before the mai]l was enabled to
get through. In some places the wind-
falls were so numerous that only a few
hundred yards could be cut out in a
day.

‘While this storm was exceptionable,
yet both the mail and the Pacific cable
wire is liable to be blocked at almost
any time by even a single tree falling
across the road. If the Dominion gov-
ernment, the provoincial government,
and the C. P. R., which operate this
section of the Pacific' cable business,
would join in having the road cleared
of standing trees throughout its en-
tire length, the advantages to the pub-
lic would be obvious and a saving
would be effected in the upkeep of both
the road and the telegraph wire, as
sending & special gang out several miles
to cut out a tree or two.at a time is
a far more expensive way than by cut-
ting them all down at onfe. A few of

IN TIME OF WAR

Will Know. U. S. Aeronaut States It
Is Destined to Play an
Imporlant Part.

“Washington, Jan. 1.—Lieutenant F.
P, Laha, U. 8. A, who in Sept. 1906
won for the United States the Interna-
tional balloon contest -in France and
who has returned. to this country after
four vears spent in Buroge, will report
to General Allen, chief of the signal
corps for duty at Washington.™

Lieut. Laha, in an interview said
that in his opinion the dinigible balloon
as an instrument of war is destined to
play an important part in future oper-
ations on land and sea.

“The chief war advantage of - ihe
dirigiblé or wind opposihg balloon over
the old spherical, or wind driven bal-
lcon,”” he said, ‘“is that the former,
after spying out an enemy’s defences
and movements can face about and re-
turn to its owners with the informa-
tion gained while the old spherical ve-
hicle has to depend on carriér pigeons
or make a more or less perilous and
uncertain descent and pesort to ordin-
ary means to-‘send back the message.

The sentence carries with it the loss
of all political rights,

M. Ramischwili, who already has
served more than three months’ pre-
liminary imprisonment, will be set free,
Unless appeal from the decision of the
court is taken, the sentence *will take
effect, beginning January 20th, until
which time the former deputies will re-
main at large without bail.

The trial began on December 25th,
and was notable for the - powerful
speeches made by the most prominent
lawyers for the defendants, .which
seemed to reawaken public-sentiment
and to infuse the old-time spirit into
the ranks of the opposition. The prom-
inence of the accused, it is generally
believed, induged the government to
exercise leniency.

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DEARER NEWSPAPERS.

Owing to Depletion of Forests Ameri-
can Journals Are Rajsing Their
f . Prices.

Owing/to the rise in the price of pa-
per, which is ome result of the steady
depletion of the-faorests of the United
States, the prices of American naws-
papers are everywhere going-ap. The
following is a list of nmewspapers which
have either raised their price from 1
cet to 2 cents, or have announced
their intention to do so in the immedi-
ate future: Detroit Free Press, Detroit
News, Perth Amboy News, Perth Am-
boy Chronicle, Indianapolis Morning
Star, Terre Haute Star, Muncie Star,
Pittsburg Gazette Times, Montreal ‘a
Presse, Montreal La Patrie and Jciiet
Daily News.

Some of the .above are important
journals; others are small local papers.
The weekly journals in the above towns
have advanced their price from 5 cents
to 10 cents.

The paper Trust has been blamed,
but its head declares that “it costs us
50 per cent. more to make paper than
it did a few years ago.”

The Detroit Free Press says: “The
advance of paper’is threatening to end
the day of one cent newspapers. The
production of newspapers in the Unit-
ed States has caused such an enormous
consumption of wood pulp that the for-
ests of spruce are nearly swept away.
No substitute has been discovered,”

The above facts explain President
Roosevelt’s proposal in his annual mes-
sage to repeal the import duty cn wood
pulp for paper making.

YEAR’S RECORD IN
THE CUSTOM HOUSE

The Receipts Have Been Greater
Than During any Previous
Twelve Months.

That the past year has been one of
the most progressive in the history of
this port ‘is shown by the customs re-
ceipts, which reach a higher total than
has ever been before recorded. No less
than $1,350,913 has been collected during
1907 for duties, Chinese head-taxes and
other revenue. Last year the total was
a large one, $872,226, which, while it
was much in excess of the 1905 total of
$728,5385, falls short of the past year’s
receipts by $507,687.

The customs officials place 1907 as the
biggest year in the way of receipts that
the department has ever experienced.
They point out that large totals were
reached during the days of the gold
rush, -but as many revenues that were
not durectiy derivable from duties were
included, these totals did not represent
the amount of commerce passing inta
the port.

The 1eceipts for December were in
excess of 'expectations, amounting to

'$108,154.35, of which $87,500 was received

as duties, $20,623 head-taxes and $31.35
as other duties,

PRESIDENT TO LAY OFF.

Completing her. four hundred and
forty-fourth voyage, the Pacific Coast
steamship Umatilla, - Capt. = Reilly,
reached port from San Francisco at 2
a. m. to-day, bringing a fairly large
amount of freight and 118 passengers.

The Umatilla experienced fair weath-
er on the trip up and made a good pass-
age. Twenty-three second-class landed
at the outer wharf and the following
saloon passengers: Henry Caughler,
E. W. Cody, W. Toser, D. Barrie, R.
H. Wardle, Sam Spenser, W. Hunter,

The Pacific Coast ‘Steamship Com-
pany wil; lay off the President during
January and February, according to
President Ford, and,-after the Uma-
tilla returns to San Francisco, the ser-
vice will be changed to a seven-day
one, being maintained by the City of
Puebla and the Governor.

The- President will be cleaned, paint-
ed and overhauled during her lay-over,
and when she again goes into commis-
slon the Governor will undergo a simi-
lar operation. The reason for the Presi-
dent’s withdrawal for the next two
months was stated by President Ford,
in an interview at Seattle, to be the
decrease in traffic. He denied, how-
ever, the reports to the effect that
both of the big steamshins would be
withdrawn until the spring.

WAGES OF METAL MINERS.

Three Scale Schédule iz Decision of
Arbitration Board.

Ottawa, Dec. 30.—The department of
labor is advised of the decision of the
arbitration board of investigation into
the wages of metal miners in British
Columbia ‘which favorg three scale
wages, covering the normal, abnormal-
1y favorable and abnormally low con-
dition of the me arket. An agree-
ment has been reached between the
coal miners and the employers at
Strathcona, Alberta, for a recognition
of the union and of the eight-hour day
until March 31st, 1909.

—The “haythun chinee” is the cause
of considerable perturbation in many
homes of the city at the present time.
‘What is virtually a strike on*the part
of Oriental cooks and. helpers is now
in progress, more especially among the
latter. They are demanding ‘from $20
to $30 a. month wages despite the fact
that they have no knowledge beyond
that of washing dishes. More like an
organized movement than an individ-
ual effort these helpers are persisting
in their demands and many housewives
cannot get help unless they accede to
the demands. The Chinamen prefer
to go out and work as laborers rather
than work in the kitchens for $15 a
month. One Victoria lady related to a
Times reporter this morning that she
had to discharge her Chinaman on ac-
count of laziness and since then has
been unable to secure one at the same
wages. I paid him $15 a month and
gave him room and board and now I
cannot get-a helper for less than- $25,”
said she.

THE WORK OF THE
SALVATION ARMY

Adjutant Wakefield Exp'ained the
Imm'gration Side of the Or-
ganization Last Night.

Building for the future was the
whole tenor of Adjutant Wakefield!s
exposition of the methods and aims of
the Salvation Army in bringing immi-
grants into British Columbia, in his
address at the barracks last night.

At the offset the adjutant drew at-
tention to the criticisms;, which in a
g£ood many cases, blamed the army for
bringing in settlers at all. To prove
the absurdity of such condemnatory
criticisms the speaker went into the
details of the work of the - Salvation
Army immigration departmernt- which
clearly demonstratedsthat greater care
&uia hardly be looked for.

Under the auspices of the Army. over
40,000 people had been ‘brought to the
Dominion. - But'few of these have been
brought to British Columbia and in
that connection he desired to reply to
the charge recently made that the
large number. of unemployed in Van-
couver had been brought there by the
army. Each immigrant is provided
with an identification card. Upon pres-
entation of .this at headquarters, any-
where, if out of work he can secure
assistance. Not a single card had been
presented in -Vancouver. The exten-
sive advertising which the coast cities
had received in the East he believed
was responsible.

In continuing he gave some idea of
the methods used in handling settlers.
In the first place the army in its plans
considered the well being of both the
immigrant and the country to which he
was going. Boats were chartered and
on the passage out every effort was
made to make the. intending = settler
conversant with as much as possible of
the conditions. Particularly it is im-
pressed upon them the desirability of
the settling upon the land. They were
advised to go and work on the farms
and told how simple it was to acquire
land of their own.

He further pointed out that the im-
migrants brought to Canada . were
British subjects. They were the peo-
rle who would assimulate with our
present population. In this way they
were: building for the future.

All labor brought to British Colum-
bia would be either farm labor or do-
mestic labor, There is a position wait-
ing for each immigrant brought. The
farmers ‘who send'in applications were
asked if they could supply work for
the entire year, and in every case the
answer has been ‘“yes.”

The man with a family who was the
most desirable settler would not be-
come a transient. He settled down
who had a stake in the community
and who worked to make a success.
These men with large families could
not pay their own fare out of ‘their
earnings and thence arose the question
of assisted immigrants.

On the subject of domestic labor Mr.
Wakefield said that .on investigating
conditions in British Columbia he had
found it one of the province’'s greatest
problems. He had been deluged with
applications. The army was coping
with the situation. The men coming
out, in some cases were advanced pas-
sage money for themselves and farn-
ilies, which is repaid in instalments.

In concluding, he stated that the
proper way to build up the city ‘was
to build up the country round about.
Once the country is built up, settled
and the people made producers, the
cities will inevitably grow.

COTTAGE CITY 1S
AGAIN DISABLED

Pacific Coast Steamship Broke Main
Shaft and Tug Pilot Is
Towing Her.

The Pacific Coast steamship Cottage
City is again in trouble. On Saturday
night the steamship, which sailed from
Seattle on Friday night for Lynn Canal,
broke her main shaft off Comox. She
anchored and later secured the services
of the local tug Pilot, whicn is towing her
to the Sound. The Cottagc City broke
her tail shaft on November 9th, and was
towed to Bella Bella by the Dirigo, after
wards beng brought south by the tug
Willam Jolliffe,

With salvage claims and the expense of
repairs, the operation ef the vessel for
the past six .months will prove a heavy
loss to the company.

NEW WEATHER OFFICE.

The establishment of a meteorologi-
cal office on one of the islands in ‘the
Queen Charlotte group, upon the re-
commendation of the local weather
bureau, is now being contemplated by
the authorities of the Dominion gov-
ernment department of marine and
fisheries at Ottawa. While no definite
plans have been announced it is un-
derstood that ‘the site for this obser-
vatory will be at a southerly . point,
possibly in the vicinity of Cape St.
James or Prevost island.

It is anticipated that the govern-
ment's wireless telegraph service will
be extended, at a comparatively early
date, to Prince Rupert on the main-
land and a location, not yet decided
upon, in the islands, and it is more
than probable that the wireless station
and the weather observatory will be lo-
cated .in conjunction with each other.
This will enable the Queen Charlotte
office to supply the head-office at Vie-
toria with daily weather reports which
will prove of great assistance to the
meteorologists in determining the pro-
gress of storms on the northern coast
of this province.

WILL VISIT PROVINCE.

W. ‘A. Carlyle Has Beeni Appointed
Consulting Engineer of Le Roi.

W. A. Carlyle is again to give atten-
tion to British Columbia mining pro-
positions. Mr. Carlyle, who was the
first provincial mineralogist ‘the pro-
vince had, has for some years been
manager of the famous Rio Tinto mines
in Spain.

Lately he severed his connection with
that organization, and has taken up his
residence in London, where he will fol-
low his profession as 'a consulting en-
gineer,

The Le Roi company has given him
the position of consulting engineer for
that ' corporation. It is expected that
he will visit British Columbia shortly in
connection ‘with the new office.

OBJECTION T0
TIMBER POLICY

I.-W. PATERSON GIVES
VIEWS ON SUBIECT

He Thinks It Is Impossible to In-

troduce Ontario System
at Present.

T. W. Paterson has served the legis-
ture of the province. He hag also had
considerable experience in connection
with the lumbering industry.

As a member of the House some
years ago Mr. Paterson suggested that
there was room for improvement with
respect to the provincial administra-
tion of the timber resources. And to a
reporter this morning he reiterated this
idea.

But Mr. Paterson does not think the
government has fairly observed the
proprieties of the case in launching its
‘“reserve’” policy with such surprising
suddenness. While there has been
some suggestion that a change in the
timber laws was in contemplation,
there wag absolutely no intfmation,
said Mr. Paterson, that a reserve was
going to be placed. That this abrupt
method of dealing with a great asset of
the province will entail considerable
loss and discomforture is patent, he
says, to'anybody at all acquainted with
the .timber business. He confesged
that he could see no good reason why a
reasonable notice of the government’s
intention should not have been given.

Mr. Paterson expressed concurrence
with the principle of the reserve. But
in order to hawve proper effect it should
have been enagted many years ago. The
timber held unlder license and lease at
the present timigecould not be cut—that
is comimercially—in the next thirty
years, and eveg ~if there were markets
for it and it cotld be profitably cut, the
transportation “system’ of the country
would be insufficient th get it out.

M. Patersonsaid he thought it was
too late ‘now to introduce the Ontario
system to the timber laws of this pro-
vince. Twenty.years ago it would have
been "alright. But it would be unfair

npw to adopt the Ontario system in the

face of all the‘licenses and leases which
have been acquired under the laws
which have obtained here.

‘“For instance,” he says, ‘“there are
millions of acreg of timber lands now
held under spgcial license. The On-
tario system provides that the timber
shall be put up at auction, the party
buying it giving a bonus to the gov-
ernment, Suppose they put up the tim-
ber here for competition and the gov-
ernment received a bonus from the
buyer, the purchaser would be at a
great disadvantage, having paid that
bonus, as against those who had aeg-
quired timber under the old system.”

AMERICA TO COPY
GREAT BRITAIN

Will Use Oil Fue! in New Torpedo
Boats About to b2 Con-
structed.

‘Washington, D. C., Dec. 31.—Possibly
the fact that California produces great
quantities of petroleum inclines Secre-
tary of the U. 8. Navy Metecalf to
favor the use of that field for the navy
where it can be beneficial. Thervefore,
nlans for the new torpedo boat de-
gtroyers about to be prepared will pro-
bably include a reguirement that they
be equipped for burning oil. The fact
that the newest British boats of this
class which have attained the extraor-
cGinary speed of forty miles an hour
are oil burners; has influenced the U.
S.' navy department in favor of the
adoption of liquid fuel

THE WORLD'S FASTEST VESSEL.

Designed with the object of being the
fastest vessel in the world, H. M. S.
Swift was. successfully launched by
Messrs. Cammell, Laird, and Co., at the
Mersey. She ig supposed to attain a
speed of 36 knots an hour, and will fuffil
the requirements of a special type of
oceangoing torpedo boat destroyer,
She is 345 feet.in length, 34 in breath,
and will be propelled by quadruple tur-
bine machinery of the Parsons type.

Mr, Campbell wore a ‘slouch, light felt
hat, ;a blue flinnel shirt and an overcoat
with two ceckleburs decorating the. rear.
The surroudnnigs appeared strange . to
him:

“I never seed the litile girls before,” he
explained. “I am a client of Mr. Erb-
stein’s, and happened to be' in to-day to
the stock show. I'd hate-to see.ihe girls
be put in jail. They look like pretty nice
girls, eh?”

The flood of tears that had turned the
chorus girls’.'eyes red gave way to smiles
as  the party left the .court room.s The
yecung women showered their favors on
the farmer, and he appeared to feel well
paid.

“I'm much* ashamed of:what we did,”
said Miss Field. ‘I never was in trouble
before. It looked so easy to stcal off the
bargain counter that we couldn’t resist.
We wouldn’t have done it; but we had
too much champagne. My home is in
Varcouver, B. C., where my uncle owns
thé Palace hotel. We both"have lost our
positions with the show, but the manager
has consented to furnish transportation
for us back to New York if we are re-
leased.”

The
Consolidated Steamship Company is
popularly known as the Morse Coast-
wise Steamship combination.

RAILWAY OFFICIAL RESIGNS.

Toronto, Dec. 30.—C. W. Spencer,
general manager of the 'Mackenzie-
Mann lines east of Fort Willlam, has
resigned, and, according to his own
statement, will devote himself to his
private interests, which have come to
assume large proportions.

CLIFF'S LONG TOW.

Liverpool, Dec. 381.—The British
steamship William Cliff, which suc-
cessfully towed the disabled steamship
Cambrian more than 1,000 miles, from
mid-ocean to Crookhaven, has arrived
here.

BOMB OUTRAGE IN
STOCK EXCHANGE

Roof and Other Portions of Rome
Structure Col'apsed--Many
Persons Buried.

Rome, Dec. 31.—A dynamite bomb ex-
ploded in the stock exchange here to-
day. Eighteen persons are known to
have been injured, while others are
buried under portions of the building,
which has collapsed.

Firemen, policemen and troops are
now engaged in calming the excite-
ment and assisting in the work of
rescue.

It is supposed that the bomb was
thrown with the intention of preventing
the customary end of the month Hqui-
dation.

NEW C. P. R. ISSUE.

Flotation of Stock to Amount of $28,-
. 320,000 Authorized by Directors
To-day.

Montreal, Dec. 30.—At a special meet-
ing of the shareholders of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway this affernoon the
directors authorized the issue of new
stock to the amount of $28,320,000 so as
to bring up the authorized capital of
the company to $150,000,000. New stock
will be issued from time to time as re-
quirements needed.

At a subsequent meeting the direc-
tors decided to issue $24,346,000 of new
stock which will be issued to share-
holders on the basis of twenty per cent.
of their holdings. Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy said the money will be used for
improvements and additions to the
company’s lines, He also denied the
rumors that the C. P. R. is after the
Boston and Maine and Chicago Great
Western railways.

HNDRIK IBSEN COMING.

The Norwegian steamer Hendrik
Ibsen is on her way from Sourabaya
and other sugar-loading ports of Java
—cargo is usually taken at four places
—with a full cargo of raw sugar for
the British Columbia Sugar Refinery,
says the Vancouver News-Advertiser.
The Hendrik Ibsen is out nineteen
days from Sourabaya for Victoria for
orders. This is the first vessel for an
unusually long time to bring Java
sugar to the Vancouver refinery,
which has been receiving large -sup-
plies of raw sugar from the Colonial
Company’s plantatibns in -the Fiji
Islands by the Australian liners, while
recently the Aparima, which took a
cargo of wheat worth a quarter mil-
lion dollars from Tacoma for Europe,
brought a cargo of 7,000 tons of Fiji
sugar, The British Columbia  Sugar
Refinery has also been receiving sugar
from Queensland, and some time ago
a cargo was brought from Mauritius.
The Hendrik Ibsen, which is coming
via Moji, Japan, where she will coal,
is expected about a month hence.

POLICE RECORDS.

The Patrol Wagon Has Been in Con-
stant Use.

The police have had a fairly busy
month during Deeember-and the patrol
wagon has almost equalled the record
of 111 runs which it made a few months
ago, thig time the number being 103.
While the force has ‘been-busy all the
time, there has been an absence of
serious crimes, especially noticeable
when it is remembered that the city
has been invaded to some extent by
those who have been thrown out of
employment in the surrounding cities,
especially those to the south.

The offenders .classified are asg fol-
lows: Drunks, 57; vagrants, 4; making
a disturbance, 1; intent to murder, 1;
obtaining money by false pretence, 1;
stealing, 1; using insulting language,
1; infraction of the liquor traffic regu-
lation act, 2; infraction of the provin-
cial revenue'tax act, 1; disturbing the
Salvation Army, 1; carrying concealed
weapons, 1; infraction of the streets
by-laws, 1; frequenting a bawdy house,
1; runs of the patrol wagon, 103; sent
to provincial asylum, 2; held for safe
keeping: 81.

Of the last mentioned number some
hove been kept in the lockup for the
provincial police, many have applied
for shelter, and some have been held
pending inquiry. The total fineg for the
month amount to $403.35.

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It is proper to say that dancing
makes young persons graceful, nd
that is its use. If any reasoning mortal
cared to argue on the subject he might
reply that grace is not userful in any
sense of the term to a young male, un-
less {t fascinates an heiress. Nor is it
desired by him commonly., His mothe
if fond and fashionable, may dream ¢
her Reginald “winning each heart ang
delighting each eye” by his rhythn
movements in handling the bat or the
oar, but If the boy’s schoolfellows
chance to see them in the same point
of view they do not admire, If not an
affectation, they have that air, and
affectation is the accursed thing itself.
At any rate, grace is not a quality
worth cultivating for its own sake so
long as the present style of dress con-
tinues. When it appears it is wel-
come, but time spent in the search
might be employed to better purpose
with games more athletic than dancing.
Nor in truth does culture seem to be
effective in this case. Wendell Holmes
asserted that every girl who is well-
made must of neeessity be graceful.
It is one of the passing fancies which
he so bravely pronounced eternal facts;
the good man did not remember to cor-
rect or delete all of them. If every
young woman who is not graceful must
have hidden deformity, Lady Mz v
Stuart-Wortley's famous notion is
quite justified. Observations made at
the baths of Constantinople led her to
conclude that most ugly women would
be courted and most beauties ove:
looked if they appeared without clothes,
But there is this much truth in the re-
mark of Wendell Holmes some are born
graceful, many the reverse, and the for-
mer cannot lose their advantage whilst
they keep in health.

At the conference of the Imperial
Society of Dance Teachers held the
other day, we heard, as usual, how the
Greeks esteemed the art, and so forth.
But the dancing approved in Hellas
was very different to ours. Something
like the cancan could be seen at Athens
no doubt by those who looked for it:
the performance of Hippoclides, who
danced in perfect time with his feet
in the air, would have made sensation
at Mabille even in the golden days of
Rigolboche. But the style which sons
and daughters of free men learned s0
assiduously was religious in origin,
and in practice also at festivalg of the
gods—slow and solemn. This would
promote grace; our lively modern danc-
ing does not encourage even if it does
not check elegance of the movement
and gesture, It must be admitted that
the Professors recognised and lamented
the degeneracy of the age in this re-
spect. They protested against ‘“‘romp-
ing” and denounced “Kitchen Lancers.”

If allowed their way they would re-
introduce the Minuet and the Saraband.
But those exercises of a ceremonious
time are about as likely to return as
hair-powder. They were not “natural”
to -this country nor. ewen. to . France.
Every court dance on' the list was im-
ported from Spain, says Voltaire, and
the chroniéler of Louis XIV. is a suf-
ficient authority on such questions.
Did our forefathers dance at all in the
proper sense of the word, before the
Frenchified~ Normans taught them?
Du Chaillu makes a striking obsérva-
tion in hig “Viking Age.” He says that
he went through the Sagas—there are
more than two hundred, if we remem-
ber right—sedking allusion to this sub-
ject, and found only one, where all
the company was bewitched. Dancing
is not mentioned elsewhere in all that
mass of literature, The “Anglo-Saxon”
word was “tumbian,” to tumble; a man
dancing was a ‘“hoppere,” hopper;
‘“hleapere,” leaper; a woman, “hoppes-
tre,” ‘“hleapestre.” The names suggest
that they simply jumped about, pro-
vably in liquor.

The origion of dancing was always
religious, apparently; invented for the
service of the gods, very slowly it was
degraded to the pleasure of men, We
may conclude from Du Chaillu’s evi-
dence that there was no practicc of the
worship of Odin and his fellows, Thus
our heathen ancestors did not learn to
dance but naturc taught them to ‘“hop”
and “leap” when they felt cheerful.
Roman gravity would not admit even
that diversion. They were not alto-
gether unacquainted with religious
dancing, but the only decription extant
of the performance of the Salu likens
it to the stamping and jumping of ful-
lers cleaning eclothes. Schoel-boys are
acquainted with Cicero’s remark, “No
man dances when sober, unless out of
his mind, whether alone or in com-
pany.”

There are zealous antiquaries who
trace the scorn of English youth for
this accomplishment to the ignorance
and indifference of their forefathers
ages ago. Ths aversion is dying out
fast, but elderly rersons recollect a
time when it was general. Certainly
one finds nothing of the sort among
Latin or Slavonic peoples.- But it must
be admitted that when the English
took to dancing they became enthu-
siastic. If the Court dances of France
were all Spanish by origion, those fa-
voured by society for amusement, at
the same date, were all English. So
says Littre, and his word is final, Even
the names were translated mostly. One
would rather like to see those transla-
tions, which may be found, by anyone
who hag time to look, in Feuillet's “Re-
ceuil des contres-danses,” dated 1706.
How did Frenchmen of that time adapt
such titles as ‘“Propose Rogers,” “The
Beginning of the World,” “John, come
kiss me now,” “The Hday.” “Put on
your Smocke a’ Monday,” “Hunting
the Fox,” “Sellinger’s Round”? Our
danceg even travelled to Florence, and
became the rage; ‘“Cold and Raw,”
“@lowzigbella,” and ‘“Buttered Peas”
were the favourites. But how aston-
iehing is the variety suggested by these
titles!—and doubtless there were scores
which never crossed the Channel. The
pundits of the I(mperial Society of
Dance Teachers might find it' worth
their while to look up the “figures” and
movements of these ancient exercises.

It seems that we have not said much
about the use of dancing after all—only
a girl in her teens, perhaps, or a lover,
could do justice to that theme,
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A well-known tobaceo manufaclurer es-
timates that at least $5,000 worth of to-
bacco is daily thrown away in uncon-
sumer cigars and cigarettes,

TIMBER CRUISING
. /IS.VERY COSTLY

Supplies in Northern British Col-
~umba R axh High Figures Ac-
cording to Those Interested.

. Apropos of the timber reserve ques-
tion; and the loss which may be impos-
ed upon parties now in the field by the
hasty action of the government, a page
from a cruisér’s-note-book was exhibit=
ed to a reporter showing the cost of
condiicting & winter expedition from
Fort George. ‘It eontained the follow-
ing schedule of chdrges: -

Dog tedamd, $1 per day for each ani-
mal. (The ordinary team consists of
‘six animals). Toboggan, §0 cents per
day; driver, $2.50 per day; helper, $2.50
per day; food for animals and men.
The" ordinary outfit: embrades four
men, two c¢ruisers, driver and helper,
and the expedition must be furnished
to extend over three months at least:

As & précaition against accident and
to-further the ends of the expedition,
it is customary to have two cruisers at+
tached to the party. There ig the ele-
ment of danger and hardship in explor-
ing the forests of remote and mountain-
ous regions. A man may break a leg
or collapse from one cause or ahother
ifi the woods. Misfortunes of this kind
have occurred. Therefore the presence
of two cruisers lends to an assufance
against the failure of the work as well
as being a provision agaihst personal
misfortune. ;

To provision one of these parties is
no trifiing matter. For instance, an old
cruiser quotes the following prices as
obtaining at Fort George:

Bacoh, per 1 1b., 42 e¢ents; flour, per
100 1bs, $13; beans;, per Ib., 22 cents; tea,
from 8250 to $7 per 1b. ;

Theése figures cover the commodities
which may be regarded as the most
essential.

Observe the inflation of the price of
tea. This is attributable to the hazard
of transportation. Tea is easily gus-
ceptible to destruction by water. And
supplies are shipped into Fort George
largely by tanoe, and over dangerous
watérs exvosed to watery risks. Dam-
age and loss frequently happens to this
commodity in shipment. So the price
stands as a sort of insurahce on the
goods. At least ihis is the explana-
tion a cruiser offered for it this morn-
ing. Be this as it may, the price is
there and must be paid by those who
drink tea ih the wilderness.

TYPHOID EPIDEMIC.

Ottawa, Dec¢. 31.—Despite the efforts
of the Hull waterworks committee to
clean out the water mains and to im-
prove- conditions generally, typhoid is
still far from extindt in the city. One
dodtor . hasg twenty-three cases on his
list, and states that during the last
weeks the number of cases has not
decréased.

GOVERNMENT PASS
NEW LAND ORDER

In Claiming.R'evers?onary Rights in
Indian Reserves All Afienations
Are Prohibited.

It is a contention of the provincial
government thal the province possesses

& reversionary interest in the Indian
reserves.

That was explained by the chief
commissioner of lands and works, when
questioned on the subject yesterday
morning, the province has a right to
be consulted in any deal which the In-
dians may make affecting the disposi-
tion of the reserve lands. And in order
to lend emphasis to this right of juris-
diction, a notice was inserted in the
last issue of the Gazette providing that
wheénever any Indian reserve, or portion
of an Indian reserve; in the province of
British Columbia, shall be surrendered,
leased, granted or transferred, so that
the reversionary interést of the pro-
vince in such reserve, or portion thereof,
becomes vested, such Indian ‘reserve
or portion thereof shall forthwith be

or othér alienation under the “Land
Act” or “Mineral Act.”

Hon. Mr. Fulton said that this decree
of the government was ®rimarily in-
spired by the staking of mineral] claims
on oné of the reserves of the province,
without regard to any provingial right
in the matter. But generally;  he inti-
mated, that-the idea of the government
in asserting its position in th® matter
was t0 have it understood that they
must be parties to any transaction in
connection with the transfeér of reserve
lands.

For example, Mr. Fulton said, when
questioneéd on the point, it was consid-
éred that the government must be con-
suited in connection with any negotia-
tions ‘which might take pldce between
the Canadian Pac¢ific Railway Company
for the Songhees resérve for a railway
site on these lands, although there was
no guggestion that any such particulars
were associated with the action of the
government.

CANADA AND
THE ENGLISH

Did you notice that the Bishop of
London, retreating . to Canada for a
rest after his.immortal bout of tennls
with the president, appealed to the
Canadian farmers “to be good to the
English emigrants who  come out?”
Rather an odd appeal, that. What, one
asks in some ‘bewilderment, could pos-
sibly have justified’it? Why should
there be any necessity for such marked
intervention on behalf of English emi-
grants to the most “loyal” of ®ritish
possessions? It was not, it will be
noticed, for Scotchmen or Irishmen or
Welshmen or:that the bishop pleaded,
but for Englishmen. Canada spends
much money and energy in attracting
settlers’ from the United Kingdom, and
scores of thousands of them every
yvear pull up their stakes in the old
country and set sail ‘for Halifax. But
it was only the Emnglish contingent on
whose behalf the “bishop felt called
upon to ask for special consideration.
“Be good to them,’ he said in’effect.
“They don’t kmow any better.” Is it,
then, that the Iénglishman is more ob-
jectionable to Canadians:than his fel-
low subjects owver :the Welsh  border,
north of the Twaed, and dcross the
Irish channel? that he has not the ma-
kings of so good an emigrant? that
there is something about him which
rasps on Canadian nerves, and glves
him, the appearance, wherever he set-
tles and whatever he tries to do, of a.

| Gelieral Stoessel's
- Trial

By. F. McCullagh in the London
Morning Leader.

" Glerierdl Stoessel has at last been put

on trial for the surrender of Port Ar-
thur; and judging from the tone of the
official act of accusation, he will be con-
demned. His condemnation will cer-
tainly not be disapproved of by the
Russian press, for Stoessel’'s relations
with Russian war corrépondents in
Port Arthur were never cordial. Once,
while watching from a hill-top one of
the earlier sorties.of the fleet, he caught
sight of a civilian similarly employed,
at some distance off, and immediately
sent an officer to drive him-away. “Why
not allow him te remaln?’ asked Col.
Artenueff, the editor «of ‘the semi-offi-
cial Novi Krai, who*hapsened to be
present., ‘“He wants o segiawhat’'s go-
ing - on. He's a correspondent—"
“What!” shouted Stoessel,.in & tone of
genuine regret.” “Why didnit you tell
me-that earlier? I'd have had the brute
pitched headforemost down the hill.”
Such being Stoessel’s feelings towards
the press, it is not surprising ‘that the
rress ig far from being distréssed in the
least by the deplorable plight in which
the ex-governor of Port Arthur .tow
finds himseélf, In fact, the-press cam-
paign against Stoessel is.#® strong that
it is overdone, the trifling’ charges that
are made against him b€ing so numer-
ous that one loses sight of the main ac-
cusations. For instance, both the of-
ficial act of accusation and the news-
papers condemn his severity towards

the Novi Krai newspaper of Port Ar- |

thur; but, though I was one of the edi-
tors of that paper- myself, ¥ must con-

{ fess that, judging from the unceremon-

ious manner in which war corresmond-
ents are generally treated by the mili-
tary authorities everywhere .in time of
war, it is absurd (especially for Rus-
sian government officials), to regard
Stoessel’s severity towards the press as
an unpardonable crime

Stoessel’s Responsi'bility.

I also seems unfair to saddle Stoes-
sel with the responsibility for the vari-_
ous defeats at Port Arthur, since dur-
ing the late war every Russian com-
mander, on sea and on land, was de-
feated whenever he came into contact
with the Japanese, and sin¢e, therefore,
something must have been wrong with
the whole naval and military system of
the Russians, or with the spirits of the
troops or with something<else over
which the commanders had to contral.

Even so, it.is impossible, after read-
ing the evidénce din this case, hot to
conclude that Stoesselcould have held
out at least & week longeP and By €0.
doing he would not only have put him-
self technically in the right, but might
have made the Japanese losé the bat-
tle of Mukden, for had Kuroki crossed
the Hun river two days later than he
actually crossed it, Fe could not have
brought his artilery over,the ice, and
his-advance; as well as 'that of Nogi,
would have been fatally delayed by the
soft ground. 3

The last meeting of the council of de-
fence began at 6 p. m. on 29th Decem-
ber, and StoesseP asked the members
to each explain his-opinion as to wheth~
er the fortress could hold out longer.
Sixteen members of the council thought
it could, and only Stoessel and his sup-
porters—Fock, Reis, and Dmitrevsky—
were dubious. When the meeting came
to%an end Stoessel sent the Czar a tel-
egram, in which he said, writing as if
the message was from the coundil: of
defence and not from himself person-
ally, that “the fortress can only hold
out a few days. We bhave-hardly any
shells left. I will take measures to
prevent any  massacre:-in-the streets.
Scurvy has ‘méade great ray¥ages among
the garrison. I have under arms at
present -from ten to ele¥&n thousand
men, but they are not in_good health.’

An Unfortunate Decision.

As a matter of fact, Stoessel had at
that i1ime” 204,644 shells--and . 76,523
healthy soldiers. In the way of provis-
ions, he was also very well off. To
mention a féw of the good things he
had, there were 150 tons of flour (700,-
000 portionsy, 20.-tons of sugar (1,400,000
portions); 60 tons biseuits (700,000 por-
tions), 380 tons salt. In addition to this,
thgre was plenty of meat walking about
in the shape of 2,000 horses, while the
navy had two tons of preserved beef,_
700 tons of ‘flour and 40 tons of sugar.
To cook these provisions he had 145,000
tons of coal and, for defensive pur«
poses,: he had 35,776 rifles and nearly
five: and a half million rounds of cart-
ridges, not to speak of 546 guns Iin per-
fect condition All these would be use-
less to the Russians, of course, if the
Japanese were in a position .to immedi-
ately capture the town; but, though
Stoessel evidently thought they were,
he was in no position te judge, know-
ing nothing, as he did, of the science of
fortificution, in which Smirnoff (who
contended that the place could hold out
longer), was deeply versed. Finally
Stoessel completed his mistake by or-
dering the evacuation of “Kurepatkin’s
lunette,” and one or iwo other vitally
important strategie points, and thus
making the further defence of Port
Arthur impossible.

Why He Failed.

The othér charges agains{ Stoessel
are that he refused to hand over the
command to Smirnoff when ordered by
Kuropatkin to do so; that before Port
Arthur was finally cut off he nfglected
many opportunities of provisioning it
better; and that he lied to the Tzar in
telegrams describing his own bravery.
Stoessel was not a traitor; but he was
an incompetent officer, so swollen with
the idea of his own dignity and import-
ance that I am inclined to bélieve one
of his strongest motives for surrender-
ing Port Arthur was the féar that if
he let things go so far as fo end in a
hand-to-hand combat in the narrow
streets-of Old Town, his personal dign-
ity might ‘suffer—that he ghight - be
knocked . down . and have Hi§ pockets
picked, get kicked, be handcuffed, or

subjected to some other such- sacri-
legious insult.

Stoessel failed because his conduct
was based on the wrong assumption
that all the honors which had been.paid
him as a military man almost all’ his
life were a tribute io his genius, and
not merely a reward paid beforehand
to a man who was assumed to -be ready
to die for his country, or at least to
endure extreme privations for her sake
if war came. He did not realize clearly
that it is not quite correct for a general
to hoist -the white flag as ~oon as he
runsg short of fresh segetables. Many
2 mere civilian, not legally entitled to
salutes or kow-tows, is capable of more
bravery than that.

In one way, however, Stoessel is a
public benefactor, for he has done much
for the. cause of peace. Sometimes it
happens that war places men under the
rule of such a master of theatrical ef-
fect as Napoleon Bonaparte; but Port
Arthur reminds us that in far the
greater number of cases it places us
entirely under the heel of such men as
Stoessel.

In case of ‘“personation” the entry will
be summarily cancelled and the applicant
will forfeit all priority of ciaim.

An application for inspection must be
made in person. The applicant must be
eligible for homestead en«ry, and only one
application for inspection will be received
from an individual until that application
has been disposed of. -

A homesteader whose entry is in good
standing, and not lable to cancellation,
may, subject to approval of Department,
relinquish it in favor of father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister, if eligi-
ble, but to po one else, on filing declara-
tion of abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily cancelled,
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to
institution of cancellation proceedings,
the applicant for inspection will be en-
titled to prior right of entry.

Zipplicants for inspection must state in
what particulars the homesteader is in
default, and if subsequently the state<
ment is found to be incorrect in material
particulars, the applicant will lose any
prior right of re-entry, should the land
become vacant, or 'if entry has been
granted it may be summarily cancelled.

DUTIES.—A settler is required to per-
form the conditions under one of the fol-
lowing plans:—

(1)-At least six months’ residence upon
and caltivation of the land in each year
during the term of three years.

(2) If* the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader re-
sides upon a farm in the vicinity of the
land entered for by such nomesteader the
réquirement as to residence may be satis-
fied by such person residing with the
father or miother.

(38) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned by
him in the vicinity of his homestead, the
requirement may be satisfied b residence
upon such land.

BUBONIC PLAGUE SPREADING,
San Francisco Board of Health Calls

on Public to Assist in Exter-

minating Rats,

San Francisco, Dec. 30.—The board
of health on Saturday issued a state-
ment of advice to citizens regarding
sanitation and calling upon the publie
to assist in the work of exterminating
rats. The statement says in part:

The eradication of bubonic plague
from the city, which is being carried
on conjointly by the federal and munic-
ipal authorities, is a <task of such
enormity. that no lasting results can be
hoped for unless co-operation of all cit-
izens is secured for this work. About
$200,000 has so far been spent, and still
a great deal remains to be accomplish-
ed.

According to our revised list,there were
found found in August fourteen veri-
fled cases of plague; - in September,
fifty-three; in October, thirty, and In
November thirty. In December, so far,
six cases, While the decrease in num-
ber ig gratifying and plainly indicates
the effectiveness of the campaign un-
der tbs ahla direction of Dr. Rupert
Biee, unitea States public health and
marine hospital surgeon, still the dis-
ease - remains with us. It is even
spreading in area, and diseased rats are
constantly being found in various parts
of the city. This is the time to redouble
our efforts as a precautionary meéasure
in order to avoid a ‘sudden renewed
outbreak which threatens us ag long
as there remains a diseéased rat’ in
town, because it is through the rat that
the disease is being disseminated.

Amazing Story of
U. S. Labor Conflict

By William MacQueen in London
Chronicle.

The intensity of the struggle between
Capital and Labor in the United States
is a revelation to.one used to the more
orderly methods in vogue here. The
reason may perhaps be found in the
heterogereous nature of its population
and the consequent language difficulty
that stands in the way of complete
working-class organizatien, and af-
fords such an opportunity for: the ad-
venturous labor politician. Capital is
well organized, and, is prepared, on any
and every occasion, to swoop down re-
lentlessly ' on- those who disturd the
status quo. .

Landing in the States in 1802, I was
goon made painfully aware of this. In
the six months that preceded my ar-
rest and- imprisonment I saw more
wanton bludgeoning of peaceful strike
pickets than I care to see again during
my lifetime. This naturally leads to
reprisals.

I was just leaving my employer’s
office one afternoon when a deputation
from the Ashley and Bailey branch of
the Silk Workers’ Union came asking
me to go over to Paterson, New Jer-
sey, to confer with them on the chaotic
labor conditions then prevailing there.
I consented. Paterson is a town with
a reputation. The “yellow’ press trace
there all kinds of real and imaginary
anarchistic plots; union labor men
know it as a centre of small, mutually
asntagonistic unions, speilt by rival
leaderships. It's what a negro would
describe as a “hoodoo’ city; it's
lucky.

It was burnt down, blown down by a
hurricane, flooded, and visited by a
devastating riot—all in the short space
of two years.

But, above all, it is a great place to
make money in. The silk nabobs learnt
long ago that the right way to get
cheap labor was to boycott native help
and to import from the slums of
Europe.

When I first came to Paterson the
latest cheap importation—South Ital-
lans, swarthy Calabrians, and fierce
moustached Sicilians—were finding out
that they couldn’t live on the dollar or
dollar and a quarter per day that had
sounded so princely when described in
terms of their native coinage by the
astute Yankee labor contractor. They
were  on strike in the dye-houses for
an advance of two dollarg per fort-
rightly pay. Not that the *“bosses”
cared much, for they were getting thelr
silk dyed in Pennsylvania, and had be-
sides -arranged for a select body of
Polish strike-breakers. The weavers
were divided against themselves. Some
of the branches of their union were on
strike also, partly for some minor
grievances of their own, partly because
they did not like the idea of weaving
silk dyed by *‘‘scabs.” Others, of more
recent importance, not knowing their
cwn strength, were in favor of letting
things drift.

Leaderless Men.

Acts of violence were of almost daily
occurrence, and the men’s leaders seem-
ed incapable.of dealing with the situa-
tion. ' ‘So inefficiently organized were
they, although a majority of the weav-
ers were disposed to be urffon men, that
it almost justified the accusation round
the town that the union was run only
to pay the secretary-organizer’s salary.
At any rate it had little money for
other purposes. The dyers were with-
out funds of any sort, depending In
their strike nn the daily collections
taken in the streets. Their leader was
an unknown man, “brought to light by
the needs of the moment,” as his more
enthusiastic followers were wont to tell,
but who-afterwards got rewarded with
a saloon for selling his one-time com-
rades.

After studying the situation over in
the light of my knowledge of English
vnionism, I told the men frankly that
what ‘was wanted was one - union
throughout the trade, which should be
affiliated to the American Federation
of Labor, and also to the General Tex-
tile Workers’ ‘Union. As a means of
putting an end’ to the present intoler-
able state of affairs I advised them to
adhere to the policy of those who ad-
vocated a general strike—the weavers
to stop weaving until the employers had
granted  the dyers’ modest demands.
As the masgters were exceptionally busy
the strike must h’ave been successful,
and, as events showed. it was,

A new spirit of .optimism spread
among the mien and enthusiastic audi-
ences everywhere proclaimed their ad-
herence to the principle.

On the evening of June 17th a crowd-
ed meeting, declared a general strike,
and .arranged a further meeting for the
next morning in Belmont Park, a pleas-
ant pleasure ground mnear.  Paterson,
which ‘would serve as the men’s head-
quarters and as a rallying ground.for
the demonstrations it was propoaed to
hold.

The.morning of the 18th was heralded
by. the unearthly scréeching of the
steam sirens at the various mills as the
masters accepted the situation and shut

un-,

*‘

down. The road to tﬁ park =~ was
crowded with eager strikers long Dbe-
fore the advertised time of meeting. A
motley crowd, thoroughly international,
gathered around the platforms where a
resolution approving of the strike was
passed” by some 5,000 men and women.

Wild Scene and a Rlof.

The masters were wavering, every-
thing boded well for success. Of a
sudden, however, the Italian portion of
the crowd massed itself together and
poured through the gates of the park.
All sorts of wild rumors spread, and I,
together ‘with some of the men’s lead-
ers, hurried to the front of the’crowd
only to find them already engaged in
riot around an adjoining mill. Their
hot blood ‘was incapable of peaceful
demonstration; they wanted with one
blow to right their wrongs. We tried
in vain to check the tide—they either
could not' or did not want to . under-
stand us. From mill’ to mill they
marched, wrecking machinery and
smashing windows until met by the
police. in- force.

It was a dramatic moment. The mob
was crowded about a mfill, known loc-
ally as Bamford’s; in front a tall Ital-
ian was gesticulating, trying to make

-a-particularly obtuse policeman under-

stand that he wanted him to go away,
when around the corner came flying a
couple of patrol wagons full of police,
who, without a word of warning, fusi-
laded the crowd.

A Dbreathless moment ensued, an
eternity it .seemed to me, perched as I
was on a neighboring slope, in full
view of the deadly results of that fire.
Then a pistol shot rang out, and glanc-
ing behind me I saw & man’s arm ex-
tended bearing a smoking revolver, It
was the signal shot: Fast and furious
flew the bullets—every man’s hand
seemed to seek his hip-pdcket, the
heavy calibred police revolvers sound-
ing. strangely authoritative above the
“ping, ping”’ of the lighter ones carried
by the rioters. Then up in the air and
over went the patrol wagons, and
struggling from beneath, the police
sought the nearest shelter. Elated by
their success, the men and women
swarmed through the. mill, smashing
the windows and' cutting the warps on
the looms,

Nothing now could hold them back.
Headed by the women workers, trans-
formed .for the moment into virtual
furies, they marched on, the women
holding aloft their bleeding hands, fruit
of their frenzied attack upon the mill
Foremost of all marched an Italian girl
of about 17 years, a most beautiful
woman, with hair dishevelled, and
brandishing a revolver over her head.
She was the genius of the riot.

For six jong hours the town authori-
ties were held at bay, until nightfall
and the arrival of the military brought
calm,

Dramatic Arrest.

Two days afterwards, as I was walk-
ing in the meighborhood of the Bowery,
New York; on the way to my office, I
was touched on the shoulder, and on
turning romnd felt the cold muzzle of a
revolver against my temple. “The cap-
tain“wants to see you, MacQueen,” was
the intimation given to me by its own-
er. I was unaware of any 'effective
answer to that eold harrel; so I went.

I was charged:with “inciting to riot,”
and on aynumber of other ¢ounts. I
wag remanged to the Tombs prison for
a month ¢ sawait the extradition pa-
pers from the State of New York to
New Jersey. "I was rlaced in a cell on
the notorieus ‘‘Murderers’ Row,” where,
after wrestling. with unauthorized in-
habitants.ef the bed I was assigned to,
I discovered that I had an interesting
cell companion in the shape of a young
man of about 18 years of ‘age, who
proudly informed me that he had been
in the *“jug” on and oft for a matter
of seven years, and that he confideptly
expected to get a “two stretch” this
time. I was edified.

Among the' interesting denizens at
that time were Patrick and Molineaux,
two millionaire murderers, who were
able to demonstrate clearly the extent
of the corruption in American life by
the specia] privileges they were able to
enjoy. The warders fawned on them to
a ‘disgusting degree, and they were al-
lowed everything short of actual free-
dom, . Money has a great power.. After
laying there wuntil I was  well-nigh
eaten by vermin, I was taken to Pater-
son for trial.

I. could wnot, for the life of me, take
the thing-as seriously as my friends
did. I did mot think that it was pos-
sible to sentence a man without evi-
dence of some guilt; it‘seemed too
absurd. But I was soon to learn that
American justice can be so absurd that
it amounts at times to opera bouffe.
If anything, I was the most moderate
speaker during the strike camp#ign. I
was more. concerned with getting the
men properly organized on British
lines than I was about the immediate
success  of .the strike. The ordinary
press, prior to my arrest, ‘had remark-
ed upen that; the “Paterson Call” on
the morning of the riot, declaring that
“if Mr. MacQueen’s advice was follow-
ed, all would be well.” And, again, it
was the Italian portion of the crowd
that had vioted; those who could have
understood me, English or German,
were conspicuous by their absence from
the disorderly scenes. Some fifty riot-
ers were caught in the act—all were
Italian. s I do not speak Italian -the
charge of inciting to riot was palpably
ridiculous.

Five years at.hard labor in the Tren-
ton State Prison was my reward for
trying to stop a bloody riot. I appeal-
ed to the higher court, to the Court of
Errors and Appeals. One of the judges
composing this court, and who also sits
on the Board of Pardons, when asked
to vote for my release, replied: “I don’t
care whether the man is guilty or not,
we have got to make an-example of
agitators.”

It seemed strange to me at first that
none of the local leaders were arrested,
but it was soon clear. They were too
strong politically. One of them was in
the running for the state senatorship.
But there was no animus against me
pensonally; on the contrary, I was com-
miserated with all around: “Somebody
had to be sent up—you shouldn’t have
got in the way.”

Guilty or not, I was to be méade the
“awful example.”
