Vet Sailed For Possession of the
America Cup.

ROBBED OF VICTORY BY THE WIND.

Captains of Shamrock and Columbia Exhibited Superb Yachts- {

manship, but the Boats Could Not Reach the Win-

ning Post Within the Time Allowance.

(Associated Press.)

New York, Oct. 3.—The day. for the
fuxt International yacht race opened
bright, fairly clear, and with a crisp
Lorth to northeast breeze blowing at 12
miles an hour. The weather conditions |
are considered excellent.

The Columbia and Shamrock, each !
with an attendant squadron, had been
woored over night in the upper bay off
Tompkinsville.

The crews were astir at daybreak pre-
paring them for the competition. They
were towed through the narrows and
anchored inside Sandy Hook.

A sailor was sent up to the truck of
the Shamrock’s mast a few minutes af-
ter seven, and Rir Thomas Lipton’s pri-
vate signal was set.

By this time the Shamrock hoisted up
jibs in the. stops and looked as though
she was ready to go out at any time.

The Columbia at this time had not
hoisted any sail.

Meantime the steam yachts, excursion
steamers, large and small, loaded with
sight-seers were voyaging down the har-
tor toward the neighborhood of the
course.

The Shamrock and Columbia, in tow
of tugs, passed outside the Hook at 9
o'clock.

The Vigilant, the old cup defender,
was in the challenger’'s wake.

The Columbia when near Point Hook
began hoisting her main sail

The Columbia broke out two headsails
when about two miles east of the Hook,
und cast off her tow.

At the same time the Shamrock, about
three miles further east, headed up into
the wind and began hoisting her main-
suil.  She had it well up when the Co-
lumbia passed her under three lower
sails,

The wind was still to north-northeast,
but had decreased some, and was not
blowing over 10 knots. The- flagship
Corsair, with the regatta committee on
board, passed the Hook at 9 a.m.

The Columbia reached Sandy Hook
lightship at 10:12. The Shamrock at
that time was three miles to the west-

London, Oet. 4.—The most sensational
news frog South Africa this morning is
a reiteration of yesterday's . report of

the acquisition by the Transvaal authori- |

ties of £500,000 in gold which was on its
way to Capetown from Johannesburg.

Confirmation of the story comes from |

the two sources.

The Cape Argus asserts that the Boers
made the seizure at Vereecniging, the
amount being a week’s shipment of gold
from the Rand to Capetown, and for-

warded the tr¢asure to Pretoria.

The report is also confirmed by a
cablegram received to-day by a4 mining
company in London from their represen-
tative, which was to the effect that the
train upon which he travelled from Jo-
hannesburg to Capetown was' held up
and looted by Boers, who secured £300,-
000 in gold, the amount being consider-
ably less than the original estimate.

That which had ac-
cumulated at White Horse has all gone
down the river.. According to the late
arrivals the steamers Sybil and Cana-
dian arrived just prior to the time they;
left White Horse, and taking two big:
cargoes, cleared up what was therk, thus
lifting the blockade.

According to some of the late arrivals
the coming town in the north is Cari-
boo. . It will soon out grow Bennett, for
the railway is to have its terminus there. !
M. J. Heney, the railroad contractor, has
built a wharf there, and has sent 300
teams of large horses to haul freight over
the roadbed of the railroad during the
winter. The Canadian Development Co. '
is building a large warehouse and will
have thirty horses there for earrying the |
mail. A man is now in Seattle purchas-j
ing a newspaper plant for Cariboo. Fifty |
applications for building lots have al-!
ready been received by the railroad com-;
pany. The railroad will be. at Cariboo |
next spring, -and this will be the junection !
to Atlin whether the railroad puts in a
branch road to Atlii or not. -So that
Cariboo, backed by the capital of the
railroad, is likely to beeome an import-:
ant point.

From Cariboo northward all the way to
Dawson and beyond, new towns - are!
springing up. White Horse, for instance, i
is certain to be a good town. Although'|
the railroad, when it reaches there, wiil!
cut into the presemt large profits of the:
tramway, it will not do away with it al-|
together, as for some time to come there!
is certain to be a healthy competition be- |

tween the railroad and the steamers. !’

White Horse, too, will probably becoms |

the centre of a lively mining djstrict.[
The finest quartz ledges, gold and cop-|
per, have been discovered in the neigh-|
borhood, and the reason little has been-
heard of them is because most of them!

have ‘been taken up by men of means'

coming out from Dawson or agents of
London capital. Some milling machin- |
ery iy already going in, and there is!
talk of a smelter, but the smelter will
in all probability be erected in the neigh-
borhood of Fort Selkirk, on the 60,000
acre concession for copper mining that!

The mayor and
aldermen were elected by the whole peo-
ple, and to recognize the voice of the
one-tenth would be subversive of the
majority rule with a vengeance, He ‘n-
tended to vote for the amendment. It is
possible, as the old saying has it, to
pay too much for your whistle, This
was a case in which the ecity would run
a chance of doing so. When the pro-
; moters were over here at a joint meet-
ing they were asked whether the road
would be built to Port Angeles whether
they got this bonus or not, and they an-
swered very emphatically it would.
Therefore it might be presumed they
were in a positiom tp build it to Port
Angeles.

In introducing the minister, President
Trapp drew attention to the many causes
for congratulation in connection with
New Westminster and thé fair. He re-
ferred to the rapid rebuilding of the city
after the disastrous fire which swept it
almost out of existence a little over a
year ago, to the large increase in en-
tries, to the presence of the minister
and his friends, and to the standing in
the commercial world attained by the
product of the Fraser valley and of Brit-
ish Columbia.

Replying, Mr. Fisher said it was fit-
ting that standing in a sense, as the re-
presentative of agriculture in Canada,
his first official act should be to open the
provinecial fair. Continuing, he observed
that it was his fortuné some years ago
to visit New Westminster in a private
capacity. He rejoiced that he was abla
to come back in a public capacity, and
as a minister of the Crown to see the
progress which had been made since that
time. He then referred to the great in-
terest felt by himself and by his col-
leagues in British Columbia, and in the
development of its mineral wealth. The
development of the latter was already
advertising the province, but too littie
was' known of the agricultural capabili-

| ties of this western land. He was sorry
to know that with such rich farming
lands ‘the people of the province still im-
ported a good deal from Eastern Canada
and from south of the border that might
be raised ‘in their own province. There
was not only no reason for such a state
of affairs—there was positively  no ex-
cuse for it. Ample farm lands exisred
throughout the province to supply the
men who are delving into the hearts of
the mountains of this country, and they
mude. the very best customers,

; This _led the speaker back to his favor-
ite topic—that of farming generally and
dairying, which he described as the high-
est deeylopment of agriculture. He re-
ferred in terms of gratification to the
development of Canada’s trade, as indi-
cated by the returns. From the port of
Montreal this season there had been ex-
ported 100,000 more packages of butter
and 200,000 more packages of cheese
Fhan dpring last year. This fact, taken
m conjunction with the equally encour-
aging one that our butter and cheese is
selling for a higher figure than it has
known for thirty years, was a source of
the greatest gratification.

An_x" request the farmers of British Co-
lumbia might make to the government
looking to improved means for supplying
the miners of the country with produce
from the farms of the province, would
meet, he assured them, with the most
f_arefnl consideration of the administra-

ion.

Eastern Players Badly Worsted in Their
Game With Westminster.

The chief attraction to the ordinary
visitor this afternoon was the lacrosse
match billed to take place between the
Torontos and the New Westminster
team. The latter has proved its super-
iority to almost every other team in the
province, and their remarkable season
has cansed the people of the Royal City
to indulge in a good many speculations
regarding their ability to cross sticks
with Eastern exponents of the game. It
was to gratify this natural curiosity that
the fair management finally arranged for
a visit from the Torontos—a team which,;
while it has not proved itself @ champion

one, has given a good acccunt of itself,

on more than one field in Ontario during
the past secason. It cost' about $2,000 to
bring the team West. but the residents
of the Royal City probably consider it
worth that sum to know that they have
a team which can give points at every
turn to the Eastern stick handlers. 'I'he
afternoon’s exhibition was so onesided
that it was disappointing even to the
Westminster people. who cheered encour-
agement to the Toronto men as ungrudg-
ingly as to their flavorites.

No New Developments--The Police
Following Up Every °
Clue.

Clairvoyant Pictures the Trag-
edy, the Murderer and His
Route.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Thers is absolutely nothing new to
report in connection with the horrible
murder of Mrs. Bings on the Indian re-
serve on Friday night. The provincial
and city police forces are combining
their efforts in a systematic search and
are carefully following up every likely
avenue to the detection of the perpetra-
iors of the deed. That this is difficult
work can easily be imagined. The vast
territory requiring to be watched, the
chances of eluding arrest, which every
succeeding hour increase, are all against
the pokice in their work, but under the
direetion' of the heads of the department
the task is being performed with a care-
fulness which it”is hoped will bear
fruit in.the arrest of ‘the murderer.

The funeral of the murdered woman
is taking place from the family resi-
dence, Victoria West, as the Times goes
to press. ' The remains will be interred
in “Ross Bay cemetery.

Miss Harris, who lives with her moth-
er on ‘Milne street, was placed into a
hypnotic trance yesterday afternoon
and taken ‘by Dr. Dumain to the scene
of the murder. She was followed by a
large crowd whose morbid curiosity
scarcely became them, over the supposed
route taken by the murderer.

Last evening a Times reporter called
at Mzs. Harris’s house, where although
the occupants were in bed asleep, he
was finally admitted by the mother. At
his request the girl was awakened and
the following strange interview took
place. Psychologically speaking the in-
terview was sensational in the extreme.
The girl with quick erratic movements
answered in jerks the questions .put to
her, and it was very evident that she
was still under the influence of some
power that was forcing ‘her to tell her
story. -From - her general behavior it
would seem she. was under the same
‘hypnotic inflaence that had caused her
to describe the movements of the mur-
derer~as she had seen them in her so-
called trance in the aftermoon, when
the easily impressed crowd were carried
away by her occult demonstrations.

To'say that the girl is the easy victim
of any more strongly minded individual
would be putting it mildly, for-during
the conversation, her questiner, think-
ing carefully out an answer put a ques-
tion to her, and concentrating his entire
force of will upon the question and ans-
wer required. the girl in reply answered
exactly as wished, which goes to prove
that in the afternoon she was influenced
to give voice to a cleverly concocted
story, which though strangely descrip-
tive, lacked detdil.

Finding that the girl on. arising from
ber slumber was in exactly..the same
state, that is to.say, still under some
powerful influence, she was. allowed to
repeat the story as was told in the af-
ternoon, with occasional interruptions.

“Where, after the influence had been
brought to bear on you; did you find
yourself ?”

“Standing looking at.the body of the
murdered woman, which ‘had nothing on
but the stockings. The man '‘then re-
moved them, and after wiping his hands
on them proceeded to ecross the bridge,
not looking back until he almost reach-
ed the middle. He crossed over on the
left hand side, and about the centre of
the bridge he took from his pocket the
stockings and threw them over-into the
water. - He was dressed in a dark suit
of clothes, with a striped plaid shirt, a
slouch hat of some dark:material, and
there was. a patch on the knee of the
right leg of his trousers. He had a
growth: of hair on his lips and cheeks,
bet his chin was clean. He proceeded
ascrons the bridge and hid for some few
aumutes behind some cars at the depot.
#assing through the small gate he sneak-
ed along by the Queen’s Hotel, crossed
Johnson street through the lower alley
to Yates, quickening his footsteps as he
went. Turning to the right down Yates
he made for the water through one of
the wharves. searching for a boat. In
fact the idea to get away on a boat was
uppermost in his mind, as soen as he
had left the bridge. He came up from
the water and skirted ‘along Whart
street, hesitating at Jones’s boathouse,
where he again searched for a boat.
From' there he went on‘ to~James Bay
bridge, stopping about three-quarters of
the way across to remove his coat, and
here it was that I saw he had a patch
on the right elbow of ~his#ghirt. His
intentions here were evidently - suicidal,

This so-called Telegraph trail connects
Asheroft with Telegraph creek, and is
covered with the bones of dead horses
and dogs. Mr. Dupont stated that last
year tHe explored the Peace River dis-
trict and vicinity from Edmonton to
the junction of the Findley and Par-
sndp rivers, while another party worked
from"the junction into the Omineca. At
Dease lake there is a party of explorers,
who made an arduous journey of 107
miles along the Stikinme river toward the
headwaters. The explorations of the
past two years, according to Mr. Du-
pont, complete the route from Edmonton
as far as Dease lake, ' including the
branch toward the sea communication
at Port Essington. The remaining ter-
ritory between. Dease lake and the Klon-
dike metropolis was explortd some time
previous, so the entire route between
Edmonton te Dawson has been explor-
ed, and awaits the action of the author-
ities as to whether it will be properly
opened up. :

Mr. Dupont’s party comsists of twelve
menr besides himself, five of whom ar-
rived on the Danube this morning. The
1emaining seven, with the pack train in
charge, are expected to arrive shortly.

In his conversation this morning Mr.
Dupont made particular mention of the
fact that the headwaters of the Stikene
and Skeena form a distinet junetion,
while the headwaters of the Naas join
those of a’ tributary of the Stikine, a
fact apparently not traced on the map.

Mr. Dupont and party are registered
at the Dawson.
