Uondon, August 10, 1892.—The new 
officially announced this

REV. DR. CIIAS. STEWART,
Dean of Mount Allison, Sackville said : I 
have found the operation of the Scott Act 
there decidedly beneficial ; as professor I 
have found ordinarily the habits of the' 
ynmig men most excellent ; there is a grow­
ing conviction from year to year among/be 
students as to the importance of the Scott 
Act aud prohibitory law ; uuder the liquor 
act there were more temjftatious for young 
men than under the Scot! Act ; and conse­
quently there were mar'ç faillites through 
intemperance formerly Uhan/tiow ; I think 
the operation uf prohibition would be bene 
ti :ial. My observation has impressed me 
firmly for the Scott Act as against the liqutHv 
law. Most decidedly I am of the opinion 
that the effect of Scott Act is beneficial in 
protecting the students at the University 
from hurtful influences. I feel strongly 
wheu I review in my mind my observations 
аз a pastor as to the operation of the drink 
traffic. The FijP islands I think prohibit 
the drink traffic. I would favor a total 
prohibitory law ; I would vote for a law 
which would prevent the importation of fer­
mented wines even for sacramental purposes. 
There is no evidence that the water which 
the Saviour turned into wine was changed 
into fermented wine. I thiuk there ought 
to be exceptions made for other Christian 
denominations as to wine for sacramental 
purposes ; but I would vote for such a law 
myself.

The enquiry of the Prohibition Commis­
sion was continued at Moncton, i?s session 
in that city being on Wednesday of last 
wc'Vk.

L:quor is sold 
every day. There are about 12 places in 
town. Do not know much about outside 
districts.

To Dr. McLeod. The number of arrests 
for drunkenness has decreased. If there is 
much drunkenness the drinkers keep out of 
the way of the police. Two-thirds of the 
arrests made are for driukenuess. From 
my .observation some Scott Act convictions 
have lain two or tiiree months. I have 
written instructions from the police commit­
tee. Have served 22 subpœuas in one case 
and then failed to get a onvictiou. A 
notice to close bar-room? was i.-sued on 12tli 
July when there was a large number of 
excursionists in town We had very little 
drunkeuness that day. Hid four special 
policemen that day.

To Mr. Clarke: I think there are twelve 
places where liquor is sold continuously. I 
generally make report to chairman of police 
committee. One mao has to aigu all Scott 
Act complaints. The witnesses in Scott Act 
cases usually have very bid memories. Do 
qot remember having a third offence. There 
is no cessation of my efforts to obtain con­
victions. We have the quietest city for its 
size that I kuow of.

Q.—Have you any reason to believe there 
is an agreement that if the saloons do not 
sell on Sunday they will not be troubled ?

А,—I know nothing of any such agree­
ment. Scott Act hues are paid to tho city 
clerk ; most of the money is expended in 
endeavoring to*enforce the act.

In this County, we are 
working under the C. T. Act, which is pro­
hibitory, yet, sir,-will any person say that 
any required quantity of liquor may not be 
obtained here? Scott Act rum “make lad 
come,” as quickly as does licensed rum. I 
fail to see any evils that we would have 
to contend with under a license law, that 
we are now’ clear of, uuder the Scott Act, 
while I can see very many advantages 
that we would have under a good license 
law, and I hope that when the opportunity 
is offered our rate payers wiR do as the

“As beads are pure, so we trust 
your life will be an lienor to the 
tribe to which you belong, as the 
clear sky proves a happiness to 
many. Your name, ‘Kavakoudge,’ 
will represent the flying sun, the 
great sun that tramps from morning 
till night on the vast dominions of 
your great mother. In giving you 
this name we trust your path 
through life may be bright and 
clear as the sun’s brightest lays. 
It will represent the progress of 
the sun in its daily course under 
the guidance of the Great Spirit, 
and put us in memory of your 
journey' from the far east to see us. 
You have travelled with the sun 
toward us, and as tlie sun does, 
flying, and lighting the world in its 
course. Our people are devoted to 
her Majesty’s throne. [Loud indi­
cations of assent.] We always re­
ly on the kindness of Great Britain 
and we believe in her and her peo­
ple. We wish you prosperity' in 
this world.

His Royal Highness hesitated 
for a moment, then with gaining 
confidence replied :

“I am much touched by the kind 
speech which you have just deliv­
ered, ami I feel particularly happy 
to be made one of your tribe. 
Most sincerely do I thank y'ou for 
your kind and affectionate mention 
of my mother and for all your loyal 
expressions towards her,”

The prince was then lustily' 
cheered as a Six Nation Indian, 
and this old newspaper says : “He 
took to his new decoration kindly, 
and for one who already wears the 
ribbon of the garter, appeared to 
enjoy it.”

Ah, well 1 That all happened 
long, long ago, but he did not for­
get his redskin brothers when he 
returned to old England, for his 
beautiful gifts—portraits of the 
Queen, the Prince Consort and 
himself—are to-day the most hon­
ored and cherished treasures in the 
Council House of the Six Nations.

Well, he came to Canada again 
two summers ago, came with his 
noble wife, and was received from 
coast to coast by ‘ loyal hearts and 
true,” but I doubt if in the latter 
days he found a moment or a peo­
ple more interesting than when he 
stood among the chiefs, braves and 
warriors that were to confer upon 
him the most ancient honor that 
America could offer. And on this 
latter occasion, when the whole 
atmosphere rang with cheers, there 
was one who crept quietly into an 
unpretentious parlor. She resur­
rected from a quaint birch bark 
basket an old yellow newspaper 
upon whose margin was written,
