On the whole,
there is no doubt that the large
Chinese immigration to other Asian
countries is advancing their develop-
ment, for, next to the Japanese, the
Chinese are the most enlightened and
energetic of the Asiatic races; and
the western world is already reaping
material benefits in the growth of
trade, due to the influx of Chinese in
neighboring lands.

THE WOMEN OF HUNGARY.

INTERESTING PlCTURE/O]/ PEASANT
LIFE IN THAT COUNTRY,

Ne Weddings With Them During the
Summer Senson—The Home ot a Famons
Magyar Pe sant—A Most Wospitable
People.

A correspondent, writing from Szeg-
edin, Hungary, presents a very inter-
esting picture of the life of peasants
of that country.

To see the Magyar peasants to better
advantage, says the writer, we pushed
far into the wilds of Hungary, and ar-
rived in Vasarhely late one afternoon.
Before dining we despatched letters of
introduction. Although the message
was couched in this most difiicult of
European languages, it proved effec-
tual, for while we were drinking our
black coffee the mayor was announc-
ed. As he spoke no language but
Hungarian, he brought with bim, as
interpreter, an :Advocat, who spoke
German. Plans were discussed and
arrangements made to visit some Mag-
yar farms the next day. At 9 o'clock
we took our seats in the "city carri-
ages,” yellow and brown vehicles
drawn by two rough-looking, but fast
horse which were urged over the
froze.. ruts'at an uncomlortable speed
by th~ Magyar coachmen, who looked
very imporiant ingétielr light Bt dni
formys vrnsemented” witn’silver braid,
Coane-shaped, black astrakhan caps and
high black boots completed their cos-
(ume,

After driving an hour our coachmen
drew in their borses before a new
(rame house. Three young peasants
stood in the door to welcome us—the
owper and two neighbors, The mayor
bad selected thia as a typical Magyar
farm, and notiiied the owner of our in-
tended visit. Like many of the pros-
perous farmers, he lived in the village
in the winter,

BUT HAD DRIVEN OUT
that morning to receive us,.

The house, like all belonging 10
each room opened on the porch, which
is very roomy, serving in summer as a
place to eat. “NOW that he has built
his house our host will be looking for a
wife to marry next Christmas time,”
the Advooat explained, adding, “among
the peasants no wedding takes place in
summer; every one is too busy.” We
were oonducted into a small room,
heated by an enormous earthen oven
shaped like a sugar loaf, and fully
four feet in diameter at the base. One-
kalf of this erection extended into the
next room, as is the custom of ovens
in the rural parts of Hungary. A bed
occupied a large part of the room, and
a long bofa was placed against the
wall, with a table in front of it. There
the magor seated himself, being the
guest of honor, while wooden chairs
were brought in for our use. Our
young host produced beer and a loaf
of brown bread, the zize of a barrel
top, from a cupbvard.

PROUD TO EXHIBIT THEM.

It was early afternoon when we
drew up before a low, white plastered
house, thatched with reeds, one of a
group of thirteen buildings which
comprise the home of Maczelka Joz-
saf, a Magyar peasant of considerable
fame. He has a typical Magyar 1arm
of the ancient sort, where customs and
manners are as Lthey have been for sev.
eral hundred years. He came out of
the house to aesist us in alighting
from the ocarriages, and gave us a
hearty welcome in Hungarian. As Mac.
gelka's married daughter and his
granddaughter also welcomed us, we
concluded that here, if nowhere else,
woman took her place by the side of
man, We soon discovered our mis-
take, however.

A covered porch, with thatched roof,
extended across a part of the building,
and by way of this we reached what
appeared to be the living-room, the
tloor of which, as of all the rooms,
was of clay.

As’ we taiked the daughter spread a
white cloth over the table and then
covered it with a piece of brown oil-
cloth, which came only to the edge, the
white appearing below like a flounce,
Instead of the really artistic earthen-
ware, resembling that of Brittany and
Thurjhgis, which we had seen in the
kit n, white ware, "the best,” was
placed on the table. None of the
tamily excepi. Maczelka sat down to
the meal with us. When we !nquir-
ed for our hostess we were told that
among Hungarian peasants the women
never sit down to eat with .he men;

Motapedis Flooded.

Last Sunday there was quite an excil-
ing time at Metapedia. The ice staited
in the Restigonche and toon jammed
where it did in the spring of 1897—at
Bell's Island, a few buadred yards below
the railway tridge. As it piled there the
oncoming mars was stopped and the water
of the river found an outlet over the
iate. vale land of the Restigooche Salmon
Club and backed vp into the Motapedia
river and over the highway of the Village,
rising about ten feet above the normal
level iu an hour and a half. It found
pertial outlet along the north side of the
Restigonche neaily opporite Bcli's
Island and finally exeried such a tre-
mendous pressure on the jam at the
island that the mass gave way and there
was a grand, crushing and irresistible
movement of ice and water downwards,
the floes being cut and sundered as by
giant koives by the sharp ends of the
granite piers of the Railway bridge.

The ice, fortunstely, held on ian the
Metapedia river, althongh it was reported
to have run down to within a mile; al xho
Village.

About three o'clock on Sunday uner
noon a second jam foimed above Bell's
Tsland but the water rose more slowly
thau before, owing to much of it baving
su outlet somewhere wunder the pack.
When it had reached te within six inches
of its former height it rose mo further
owiang, probably, to the action of the
temperature falling at evening a degree or
two below the freezing point, and arresting
the freshet while it prevented the floes
and slush from packing clesely as they
wore lifted from the bottom. At three

o'clock on Monday morning, when our
veporter left, the ice and water remained
high, snd it was feared by sowe that with
retorning day and its rising temperatore
the Metapedia ice might start and cause a
bigger jam snd flood at Melapedia

the | Village. Canoes were in rveadiness for

the emergency.

When the ice started, after the first
jul, it carried away a portion of Mur-
ray’s temporary siable at the landing
above the bridge. The atructure was
under water as high up as the top of the
deor.

An engine and car arrived from Camp-
bellton sbout 4 p. m. on Sunday and ran
a few miles up the Metapedia, leaving
again at five.

On Sunday afternoon service conld not
be held in the Roman Catholic Church of
the Village owning to the floor being sub-
merged. The water was also around the
veraadah of the Gillis hotel, and
keepers and householders were placing

their stocks and household effects in safe
places.

MR. PUGSLEY’S SPEECH.
[Continued from last week. )

These geatlemen talk as if the best metal
governed the prices of the structures. I say
if an engineer ekilled in this way can so
desigu a structure as that by having light
material he can make ose add strength to
the other and give bearing to the other and
so produce a light structure of carefal de-
sign requiring s great deal more labor than
upon a heavy structure, if he produces an
equally good sad strong structure but more
graceful, we must allow for the labor on that
bridge, just as we would allow for the metal
if a heavier bridge, and therefore in respect
to the weight, if you bave a light highway
bridge the cost per pound necessarily is very
much greater than with respect to a heavier
bridge,

THAT 18 WHY THERE IS NO COMPARISON,
between railway - bridges and highway
bridges, so far as rate is concerned, and
you must have bsen amused, and I think
I had better refer to it just now, by the
statement of my friend that he did nmot
wish to trouble the committee by bringing
before them any comparison ss between
railway sod highway bridges. When did
my fiiend come to this conclusion?

He de-
parted and he too has not retarned, and we
have not had the boneht of his evidence,
sod you can wee, Mr. Speaker, when my
honorable friend talke about not being able
to get gentlemen from Nova Sootia, not be-
ing able to get Mr, Murphy or Mr, Stewart
or'MacNeill and says how handicapped he
has been, here he had right in his hand a
gentleman who, according to himself, for 20
years has been & responsibie head of the
engineering department of the I. C. R., and
during all these years, inoluding the years
that those bridges were built, says he knew
all aboat the prices of bridge material, and
no person ia the country is better qualifed
to give better jadgment on the subject. ; he
.says, and charges the chief commissioner ss
Mr, Hazen did on the 12th of March, with
having paid two prices for highway bridges
as compared with wbat railway bridges cost.
Whea he speaks of Nova Sootia bridges he
should have availed himself of the valusble
evidenoe of such a witness as Mr. Archibald,
He would have proved the price of railway
bridges per pound at probably 3} cents per
pound in the year 1897. He wounld have
proved a standard spaa of the Iotercolonial
Railway cost in 1897 3} ocents per pound,
aad this was the ocharge, the governmeot
was payiong in the vicinity of wseven ceats;
they said double the price per poond of
railway bridges. Well, said Prof. Swain, so
it eught to be, in effect ; vo said Mr. Rad.
dook, in eff-ot ; 80 said all the wlt.neuec
called ia effect : it ought to be double the
price per pound, the reason being jast as I
have said, the lighter the material the
g the labor y to be put upon
it relative to the weight,

The material left over, while charged to
the Mull Cove bridge, was used in the

The reuonab)enau of the price paid for
the bridge was shown by this siatement
which Mr. Hez:n said he was glad to
have, the statemeant of Mr. Roy; take
bridge No. 985 if you like, at Ramesy ia
Ontario, a span of 75 feet. The total cost
of the bridge, or contract price wae
$2,454.45 for a span 75 feet in length, and
for a 16 foot roaiway, tendered forin Mr.
Roy’s statement, by the Hamilton Bridge
Company, costing $32.72 per lineal foot;
only 16 feet wide as againat the Mill Cove
bridge of 19 feet wide which ocost $20 per
foot. (Applause) Yet does mot my hovor-
able friend understand the d:fference be-
tween a heavy and a light bridge? There
are mysteries about this bridge building
which require to be explored to thorough-
ly understand it, and I tell my honorable
friend if he will take home with him at
the close of this session one of these blue
priote and see the prices of the various
bridges coostructed by the Hamilton
Bridge Company, and the mesns of arriv-
ing at protits by throwing in heavy ma-
terial here and there it will sarprise bhim
and accouat for mach we see with regard to
prices in Mr. Roy’s statement.

A STRIKING FACT.

Bat how striking it is that here is &
bridge, splendid so everyones says, against
which no one bas & word of oriticiem to
make, capable, if I ber rightly;. of"
carrying 1,200 pounds per foot, as good a
highway bridge as any of this goverameat,

Dr, Pugsley, resaming the debate on the
bridge charges, said that whea the Houee
adjourzed he was proceeding to consider the
oost of the Mill Cove bridge from the stand-
point of its length, because he thoaght that
was a fair mode, or oce fair mode at all
eveants, of ing the guesti as to
what is a fair price for & bridge. He bad
endeavored to convince the Houve that in
the erection of bridges the vost depends
upon the metal aud perbaps even to a larger
extent npon the workmanship which is put
upon the bridge, and it had appsared before
the committee by the evidemoe of Mr.
Peters and others that the cost of labor
upon many of the bridges of the provinoce
was very much greater than even the ocost
of the material, and it was proved that
in respect to bridges designed like the
Campbell and Lofebvre brdges the eost
of workmanship is wecowsarily very mach
greater—in respect to some of tha sections
from 10 to I2 times greater, a:d ig re-
wpect to the bridges as & whole from two
to three times grester, thaa it is upon
bridges erected from the companies’ own’
designs, sud where the members consist
merely of rolled bare and not of n:do 900~
tions.

. COMPARTSONS,

Those points were very olearly ' broaght
out in the evid of three wit 8, name-
ly Messrs. Sefton, Lookhart and -Arnold, to
which he would refer later, and -he thought
the same fact was admitted by the witpesses
called on behalt of Mr.

INTERNATIONAL 8, 8, 00,
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British Barmaids.

Thers are 120,000 barmsids in Eng-
land, and at various times sundry folk
bave dreamed of having & law passed
which should preveat the employment
of girls as barienders, says a Lond
Jetter. Bat the efforts in this direc-
tion have had little public support,
partly becanse an English institution
is not easily set aside, and partly be-
cause ol a general convietion that the
girl behind the bar is not mecessarily
@ bad lot. So an attempt in a new
directioa bas been begun on behalf of
the barmaid. Instead of being told
that she is probably a sinner, or soon
will be oane, she is merely invited to
come and take tea on Sunday after-
foon wilk a woman who doesn’t in-
tend to preach to her and who would
like to be a good friend, and, to quote
her 6wn words, would like “to give her
a bit of biue aky to see.”

Mrs. Cholmeley, the leader of this
new work is wealthy, and one of the
bonorary workers in the Church Army,
the organization -with which the
Church of England is unintentionally
rivaliing Gen. Booth'’s Salvation Army.
She bhas received contributions from
the Church Army and from other sour-
ces and engaged four or five girls who
bave been trained as mission workers
to belp ber. The work, of course,
makes it necessary that the barmaids
shoald be visited at their places of
business, for these girls work from 7
in the morning until half-past 12 at
night, and, naturally, Mrs. Cholmeley
bas found it difficult to enlist women
of ber own social position to undertake
making the rounds of such places. An-
other drawback is that there are really
oply about four hours in the day when
this work can be attempted, for the
girls are too busy with customers [rom
12 o’clock waitil 2 or 8 in the aiternoon,
and even busier all the evening. In
spite of these difficulties, Mrs. Cholme-
ley and her assistants have succeeded
in the last six months in visiting 4,000
barmaids and talking with them. They
take with themi a little letter, inclos-
ed in an envelope, atiractively print-
ed and as little like a tract as possi-
ble, written simply yet calculated to
interest the girl who receives it and to
make her think.

Suilie o the larger public houses em-
ploy as many as Lwenly-uve baimaias,
and in oibers the girls are kept busy
irom moru.ng unidi night, but 1o every

‘case Lhe workers try to have a iew

words with each or them, as well as
to hand them the letters. Every letter
is signed with Mrs. Cholmeley s name
and bears her address, and ihe giris
are told that she is at home every Sun-
day aiterncon and will be pleased to
bave ihem take tea with her whenever
they can. At these teas she some-
times has three or iour giris, some-
times only; one, more o.ten nome. Lon-
Sidering that the girls’ oniy breath-
ing time in the whoule week comes on
Suanday aliernoop and then 18 onuy five
hours long, it is not strange that Mrs.
Cholmeiey's little receptions are not
better patronized.
" Murs. Cholmeiey says that there are
fnany more guod barmaids than evil
ones. - The giris usuaily eniter the
business 1or the simple reason thatal-
most all the other Lwnes open to wo-
men are paid' so wreichealy that the
#250 a week, with meals, that bar-
maids receive seems like a ioriune.
Zhen, there is noth.ng degrad.ng abuut
the work, 1or every barmaid 1s cali-
ed “M.ss.” in their visits, Mrs. Chol-
meley and her giris have discovered
iour barmaids who were formeriy
teachers 1p Sunday schools, and sever-
al who keep a liLtle box on the bar
and make men wbo swear in iheir
Presence drup into it a penny when-
ever ithey o.fend. One g.ri collecteu
$4, and sent it to a chanity tund.

As 10r the girls the great majority
of them would leave in a momeant i1
they coald make as much money else-
where in a more plevaied calling. The
hours are Lerr.biy loug; they are obiig-
ed L0 stand all through them. There
is dirty work to be acse 1o the morn-
ing, sume.imes insuits to put up with,
and alwags 1he temptation to drink.
Mrs. Cholmeley says rewer of them
Jield to this temptation than wouid
be expected. The g.ris are usually re-
lated to the prupr.etor or his .rieads
and some o. ithem enter the business
as early as the age oy 14. They fina
their husbands in the public houses. 1.
they don’t get married and retire they
die young, Lhe result ou the hard work
and long hours. At least, that was
what the girls said when asked what
became ot iLhe old barmaids,

What Mrs. Cholmeley hopes to ac-
complish eventually she bardly knows.
Her ideal is, tinally, 1o divide the city
o: Lundon up into districts and enlist
women workers enough to look aiter
the girls rather care.uuly, in case any
of them is ill or in troubls, then to
find @ woman of some prestige in each
of those districts who would receive
the girls on Sunday or whenever they
could come and counsel them it they
needed it. At present $5,000 has been
spent in the work.

PEN PICTURES OF WAR.

What a Batile Is Like Under Modern

Conditions.
One of the war correspondents, in
the course of a private letter to a

friend give some vivid pictures of the

realities of war under modern condi-
tions:

*“ As regards my own feelings in a
fight it is very bard to describe; I
know when the thing is all over and
when I am all right I feel much hap-

pier. Any ward who has been in a

modern fight where men are being
knocked over all around, and says he
likes it, is a liar. In former days it
must bave been different. The enemy
could be seen, the smoke could be seen,
and rifles bad to be reloaded - after
every shot. At 1000 yards you were
in comparative safety. The infantry
after receiving ome volley, would
charge, knowing that until the ene-
my had loaded again each man was
practically safe.

* Nowadays, that is all changed.
Nothing is seen, 0o man, no smoke.
The only thing seen is the dust thrown
up by the buliets, like a rainstorm
‘on the surface of the lake, the artil-
lery throwing shells and the shells
bursting. In contrast to this isthe
noise which is internal; with occasion-
al lulls it sounds as if a million kettle-
drums were being played—a consiant
tra~-ra-ra-ra, with tbe boom, boom of
the big guns and the harsher sound
of the pumping of the Maxims, Hotch-
kiss, Maxim-Nordenfeldis and machine
guns in general. 'Lhe discord is ap-
palling, as every gun has a different
sound, and each suell going through
the air bhums, or whistles according
to its breed. After a time you can
tell what is coming, or, if it is one of
your own, what is going.

* The most terrifying of the enemy's
guns is a sort of Hotchkiss, which
fires about five rounds at a time, and
throws a one-pound shell, which
bursts. You are safe nowhere, as a
bullet fired at an object at 800 yards,
which misses hits and kills at 2,000 or
5,000, 1t practically means with these
rifles that a bullt is never spent un-
til it hits something and remains
there. When a bulllet strikes you hear
nothing; it goes right through a man
and probably travels on another 2,000
yards. You hear a grunt or a gurgle,
and the man collapses and doubles up;
sometimes if hit in the arm or leg
hﬂllpinl around :md bli?'i nndlpr:l!:-
ably gets up again, as 8 only the
lho{.k which knocks him down, and he
hardly feels the bullet. At Modder
River I went down with three guns
of the 18th Battery to within 1300
yards and saw five men go over, one
after the other, but only one killed.

“ The worst thing is & bullet wound
in the stomach, below the navel, which
is mortal. The pain is excruciating and
they howl like .a shot hare; it sounds
like achild screaming, and is horrible.
But you see such a lot of beastly
sights and hear suchk a lot of heart-
rending sounds that you become accus-
tomed to them and callous. I founda
wounded Boer at Magersfontein who
was shot—evidently while lying down
—through the top of the head above
the right ear; the bullet had traveled
through his head and out at the back
of his jaw on the left side. It had
then broken his collarbone and taken
a turn, traveled round his ribs and
out at his side. He was not pretty to
look at, but did nof seem much the
worse, and while I' gave him water he
explained to me the course of the bul-
lot. Some of the recoveries are per-
feotly marvelous. I suppose after the
thing is over the doctors will pub-
lish some of the extraordinary cases
which have passed through their
hands.”

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THE WEDDING RING.

There are few more universal cus-
toms among the modern nations than
that of the wedding ring.

tians the circle was a symbol of eter-
nity and it was so used in the picture
writing. There is, perhaps, something
fo this idea in the sentiment that has
dpplied the finger ring to the union
of two .souls by marriage. The posi-
tion of the ring on the hand has been
often changed. The Romans and
Greeks wore it on the forefinger, and
this seems to have been the custom
even in the time of Charles I. otEnr-
land. But previous to his reign, in
the time of Elizabeth, the custom was
for the ladies to wear their wedding
rings on their thumbs. When George
I. came to the throne the finger had
been changed to the third. The left
hand is chosen for the ring, perhaps
because it {s emblematic of submis-
sion, whereas the right stands for au-
thority. The Greek church still au-
thorizes the wearing of two rings,
both on the right hand.

It was in the fourteenth century'
that an Italian astrologist invented
a system of wedding rings to insure
good fortune. The nature of the
ring was to depend oh the month in
which the bride was born, as follows:
If in January, a garnet would win her
friends ; February, an amethyst would
protect her from poison; March, a
bloodstone would make her wise; Ap-
ril, a diamond would keep her heart
innocent ; May, an emerald would in-
sure her happiness; June, an agate !
would give her health; July, a ruby |
would preserve her free from jealousy;
