How a Man up the Line Got Ahead Oj 

the Law.

CALAIS, Me., Nov. 26—The shipping 
of deer from New Brunswick is pro­
hibited by law, but a C. P. R. man 
found a means of evading the law and 
incidentally lining his pockets with 
gold. He procured, from the surveyor 
general of New Brunswick a permit 
to ship one deer to a friend In the 
states, but he didn't stop at that, deer 
after deer passing through Vanceboro 
from the province without an owner 
anywhere in evidence. Chief Warden 
Geo. W. Ross became suspicious of the 
affair and concluded that there was 
something wrong about the whole 
business. He started an investigation 
to satisfy himself that the deer came 
from the province, which resulted 
Thursday in the exposure of the whole 
affair and in a lively overhauling of 
the interested parties at McAdam 
Junction. The deer were purchased by 
the railroad man at a point on his run, 
were conveyed to McAdam, where 
they were expressed to Boston. Evi­
dently the express agent at McAdam 
was not of a suspicious turn of mind, 
for the fact that one man was mak­
ing regular shipments of deer didn’t 
appear to him as a thing worthy of 
mention; at least when questioned on 
Thursday by the irate officials he stat­
ed that he thought the railroad man 
had a right under the permit to ship 
all the game which passed through his 
office. It is stated that fully forty 
deer were exported and sold under the 
permit Issued for one deer, and the 
chances are that If Warden Ross had 
not taken the matter up, half the deer ' 
in eastern New Brunswick would have 
found their way into Boston by the 
end of the season. The promoter of 
this enterprise purchased the deer for 
six cents a pound, and sold them read­
ily at 12 cents a pound, which left him 
a handsome profit on each carcase 
shipped.

So far as the programme 
of the Zemstvoists Is concerned, I am 
sure neither the emperor nor the gov­
ernment believe in it, but that does 
not mean that liberalism is to end. 
The policy represented by Von Plehve, 
in my opinion, can never return.

I 
will not discuss what may occur in the 
future, but I repeat everything de­
pends on the war.

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ILLEGAL BALLOT BOXES

Used In North Riding of Cape Breton.

HALIFAX, N. S., Nov. 28.—A poli­
tical sensation has developed in con­
nection with the recent federal elec­
tion in north riding of Cape Breton 
where John McCormack, conservative, 
and D. D. MacKenzie, liberal, were can­
didates. It appears that the ballot 
box used at the polling booth at Grand 
Narrows was Illegal.

The principal win­
dows are memorial, and have been put 
in by descendants of the old families 
who were the founders of the first 
church.

The minister in charge of the new 
church, to whom great credit is due, 
is the Rev. Mr. Heal, who came from 
England a few years. He has proved 
himself a very successful church 
builder.

The dedicatory services were held 
Thursday afternoon, the first service 
commencing at 1 o’clock. Notwith­
standing the steady downpour of rain 
when the pastor, accowpaied by Rev. 
Mr. Hockln, chairman of the district 
of Amherst, Rev. Dr. Huestis of Hali­
fax, Rev. Mr. Farquar of Pugwash, 
and Rev. G. M. Campbell, entered the 
church, every seat was occupied. A 
large choir rendered appropriate mu­
sic and the chairman of the district 
conducted the dedication services ac­
cording to the discipline of the church. 
Levi Stevens, the oldest member of the 
trustee board, presented the church 
for dedication. Rev. G. M. Campbell 
preached the sermon, from Isaiah 2 
and 57. There was also an evening ser­
vice, which was well attended.

About twenty-five ministers have 
come out from the old Wallace circuit. 
Several letters of congratulation were 
received from those unable to attend. 
Only two of the old ministers were 
present, Rev. Mr. Campbell and Rev. 
Dr. Huestis.

“The same thing has been reported, 
on good authority, from some of the 
country districts. But, on the sugges­

national commission of inquiry as­
sembled conformably to articlesl. and 
XIV. of The Hague convention of July 
29, 1899, for the pacific settlement of 
international disputes, the task of 
elucidating by means of impartial and 
conscientious investigation the ques­
tion of fact connected with the incid­
ent which occurred during the night 
of October 21-22, 1904, in the North Sea 
(on which occasion the firing of guns 
on the Russian fleet caused a loss of 
a boat and the death of two persons 
belonging to a British fishing fleet, as 
well as damage to other boats of that 
fleet and Injuries to the crews of some 
of those boats), the undersigned be­
ing duly authorized thereto, have 
agreed upon the following provisions:

“Article 1.—The International com­
mission of inquiry shall be composed 
of five members (commissioners), of 
whom two shall be ofllcers of high 
rank In the British and Imperial Rus­
sian navies respectively. The govern­
ments of France and of the United 
States shall each be requested to 
select one of their naval officers of 
high rank as a member of the commis­
sion. The fifth member shall he 
chosen by agreement between the four 
members above mentioned; in the 
event of no agreement being reached 
between the four commissioners as to 
the selection of the fifth, his imperial 
and royal majesty, the Emperor of 
Austria and King of Hungary will be 
invited to select him. Each of the 
two contracting parties shall likewise 
appoint a legal assessor to advise the 
commissioners and an agent officially 
empowered to take part in the labors 
of the commission.

“Article II.—The commission 
enquire into and report on all circum­

A NARROW ESCAPE.

The Hon. Edward Blake, K. C., 
Donald Macmaster, K. C., and P. S. 
Archibald, the arbitrators between the 
Reid Newfoundland Railway Company 
and the government of Newfoundland, 
have returned to Canada. The sittings 
of the arbitration took place at St. 
John's, Newfoundland, commencing on 
Oct. 27, and continuing until Nov. 19. 
The Hon. Sir Edward Morris, K. C„ 
and Mr. Furlong, K. C., represented 
the government, and counsel for the 
Reid Company were Hon. A. B. Mor- 
ine, K. C., Sir James Winter, K. C., 
and the Hon. H. J. Greene, K. C .

After the evidence on both sides had 
been put in, and the arguments of 
counsel fully heard, the arbitrators 
determined to adjourn in order to 
study the record and examine the 
numerous authorities cited pro and 
con. They will resume their delibera­
tions at the King Edward Hotel, To­
ronto, on Jan. 9 next, with a view to 
arriving at an early decision.

The controversy arose in this way : 
Reid Newfoundland Railway 

Company had a contract with the gov­
ernment to operate, for a period of 
fifty years, the railways and the tele­
graph lines connected with them, as 
well as certain other telegraph lines 
in the island that belonged to the 
government. This contract was made 
in 1898, and at that time the Anglo- 
American Cable Company enjoyed a 
qualified monopoly of telegraphic ser­
vice in the island, which, however, 
was to terminate in April last. In 
view of the Anglo-American monopoly 
the government oif Newfoundland gave 
to the Reid Company a subsidy of 
$10,000 a year to operate the telegraphs 
until the date of the expiry of the, 
Anglo-American monopoly, as well as 
all profits of the fifty-year period in 
1948.

In addition to the railway, Mr. Reid, 
under contracts with the government, 
also operated lines of steamers, eight 
in all. One, the Bruce, plies between 
North Sydney, Cape Breton, and Port 
aux Basques, Newfoundland, 
seven others plied between St. John’s 
and what are called the outports of 
the island.

This was a contract giv­
ing a bay E.nd coastal service all 
round the island, and even to Labra­
dor. Apart from the useCulness of the 
telegraphic service to the railway 
company and the steamboat service, it 
also possessed great commercial ad­
vantages in connect ion with the other 
enterprises developed and developing 
in the colony.

The government, however, were
anxious, and naturally, to take back 
the telegraphic service and place it 
under governmental management, 
leaving to the Reid company simply 
the use of the lines along the railway, 
to be operated exclusively for the pur­
poses of the railway, but not for com­
mercial purposes, 
question was 
should be paid to Цг. Reid for the 
surrender of his right under the con­
tract. To determine this question the 
government entered into a contract 
with Mr. Reid that he should receive 
compensation for any loss or damage 
he had sustained or would sustain dur­
ing the remaining 44 years that the 
contract had to run, and in like man­
ner that the government should be 
entitled to claim, if it could show that 
the surrender was advantageous to 
him in any respect. It was also agreed 
that the determination of the respec­
tive claims should be referred to ar­
bitrators, one of whom should be 
named by the government, one by the 
Reid company, and the third by the 
courts at Newfoundland. This con­
tract was confirmed by an act of par­
liament, and it was in virtue of this 
satutory contract the board of arbi­
trators was constituted, the Hon. Ed­
ward Blake being named by the gov­
ernment, Mr. MacMaster by the Reid 
company, and P. S. Archibald (former­
ly chief engineer of the Intercolonial 
railway) by the courts.

Life Boat Which Has Made the j 

Journey Across the Broad 

Atlantic.

During the past week there has been'\ 

lying at the Tug Co.’s 
John’s, Nfid., the greatest marine cur­
iosity that the world has ever heard 
of. This wonder is a little lifeboat, the 
Uraad, which has made the journey 
across the broad Atlantic, 
structlon she is egg-shaped, 18 feet long,
8 feet wide, 8 feet deep, and about 24 
feet in circumference, 
single mast near the pointed nose to 
which a little lateen sail is hoisted.

The boat is an ori­
ginal conception of Capt. Brude and 
was built at Aalesund, Norway. The 
French government having put up to 
competition the designing and build­
ing of a type of lifeboat which would 
reduce to a minimum the loss of life 
in marine accidents, offering as a prize 
therefor one million francs, Capt.

Petition for Vote on the Adoption of

CAMPBELLTON, N. B., Nov. 24.— 
The management of the I. C. R. are 
having considerable trouble In hand­
ling the large quantities of freight 
that usually accumulate at this sea­
son of the year. . It is said that near­
ly all the sidings on this division are 
blocked. The difficulty is caused by 
the scarcity of locomotives. Recently 
a change was made with the hope 
of moving the freight faster. Instead 
of hauling 1,000 tons, the freight en­
gines will hereafter haul 800 tons, so 
that the run can be made In much less 
time.

HIT BY TRIAN.

Neva Scotia Lady Killed in Attleboro.

ATTLEBORO, Nov. 24.—Mrs. James 
P. Black, a prominent woman of North 
Attleboro, and her niece, Miss Mary 
Coburn of Nova Scotia, were struck by 
a train this evening near the Attleboro 
railroad station.

Miss Coburn was instantly killed and 
Mrs. Black was so badly injured that 
she is not expected to live until morn­
ing.

The women had spent the evening at 
a theatre in Providence and returned 
to Attleboro at 10.30. As the train was 
leaving the station they started to cross 
the track in order to catch an electric 
car for North Attleboro, and as they 
did so they were struck by the locomo­
tive of a passenger train from Boston 
directly on the Park street crossing. 
The bodies were hurled some distance 
despite the fact that the train was 
moving slowly.

The train was in charge of Conductor 
Harry Austin and Engineer C. iH. 
Kempt. The bodies were carried into 
the station and a physician sent for. 
Miss Coburn was found to be dead, and 
for so ще time it was believed that Mrs. 
Black had been killed, but later she 
showed signs of life. Her condition, 
however, is such that no hopes are en­
tertained for her recovery.

Mr. Black, who was with his wife, 
was greatly overcome by the accident 
and had to be attended by a physician. 
Mrs. Black is about 38 years of age. 
Miss Coburn was about 24 years old 
and leaves a large circle of friends in 
North Attleboro.

The crossing is considered one of the 
most dangerous on the Providence di­
vision and is frequently the scene of 
narrow escapes. Its dangerous condi­
tion was one of the reasons advanced 
by the Attleboro selectmen in the move 
for grade crossing abolition.

MIT CUT MORE LUMBER.

have at least a comparatively plea­
sant life with companions free from 
future fear, and where it would not 
look upon the human as' its greatest 
enemy, but possibly as a friend. But 
In regard to the main point ot the 
writer—the slaughter of deer—It Is 
considered to be legitimate snort to 
shoot them in season, and most hunt­
ers would object to Interference of 
such right, 
and gun from youth, but am glad to 
say I have never yet killed a deer, 
although asked to do so by a guide. 
It was fishing time beside a lake in 
the wilds of Charlotte county, a young 
fawn had come to the opposite side of 
the water to quench its thirst, 
guide first seeing it, asked me to shoot 
it, having my rifle with 
so near I could see Its sweet pensive 
eyes and refrained from destroying it, 
at the great disgust of the guide. At 
that time there were very few deer In 
this province and no law as to season 
for killing, but this Incident in my love 
of sport has placed on me forever a 
ban against the shooting of deer. What 
the government should do in regard to 
cruelty to animals in the matter Is 
that no deer or moose should be hunt­
ed In snow, as they are then utterly 
helpless to even offer resistance to a 

One would suppose 
that our legislators would have 
heart In these matters, but we have 
long before this unsuccessfully appeal­
ed to them for a remedy, notably,when 
Mr. Emmerson was premier, but that 
great authority on railways gave us 
as much help as he has given the of­
fice he now fills, and the gentlemen 
he has left behind seem to be just 
well qualified to manage the affairs of 
the province.

Then, and not till then, will New 
Brunswick and St. John be a success
for tourists to stay with us. An il­
lustration of selfishness beyond any­
thing yet known In this community is 
the action of a Mr. Davis in sending 
notices to our local sportsmen to ab­
andon their old shooting grounds 
about here and leave it all for that 
gentleman and his son in the future.

WORM FARMING.

Women Who Raise Fat Yellow Wrig­

glers for the Soft-Billed Bird 

Market.

Worm farming Is a new industry In 
which women are engaging to some 
considerable extent, says the Detroit 
News-Tribune. Worm farms that 
pay from $500 to $800 a year have been 
established, and the advantage of these 
farms is that they do next require any 
capital nor much labor. A few cents 
starts a worm farm, and a very little 
attention each day keeps it running in 
fine shape. But the question may be 
asked, "What is a worm farm?”

A worm farm is a plant for the pro­
pagation of those clean, yellow worms 
that are called grub, or meal worms. 
All soft billed pet birds—larks, 
thrushes, mocking birds, Japanese 
nightingales, bluejays, blackbirds, car­
dinals—must eat from four to six meal 
worms a day; they need these worms 
as mankind needs salt; and hence It 
follows that among the owners of soft- 
billed birds a great demand for worms 
exists. In response to this demand 
the worm farming business has sprung
up.

Mrs. Jacob Hope of Philadelphia was 
the first woman to start a worm farm. 
Her husband deals in birds and often 
had much difficulty In obtaining suf­
ficient worms to feed his stock. His 
wife noted how meal worms flourished 
In bran, so she put some worms in a 
well ventilated box with plenty of 
bran and soon found that her “farm” 
was yielding from thirty to forty 
worms a day. Now she has long lines 
of neat boxes on shelves, covered with 
wire netting and filled with bran In 
which wriggle and twist scores of fat 
yellow wo=-ms.

A worm farm begins to yield at the 
end of the first month. Each box, as 
soon as it is working properly, yields 
from fifty to sixty worms a day. The 
worms should not be taken out until 
there is a market for them. Is is true 
that they will keep anywhere, but 
they keep beet where they were born.

To be a successful worm farmer, It 
is not enough to raise fine, healthy 
worms in abundance. A good market 
must also be built up. But to build up 
a market should be easy.

Mrs. Hope sells worms to pet stock 
dealers In Philadelphia, New York, 
Chicago and Pittsburg and to bird 
owners all over the country. Every 
week she mails great quantities of 
pasteboard boxes, each containing fifty 
worms, to the owners of certain Jap­
anese nightingales, mocking birds, blue 
Jays'and larks. She charges for these 
little weekly boxes $5 a year. All that 
money, practically, is profit. It doesn’t 
take very many private patrons of this 
kind to make a lucrative business.

But she sells to dealers, in the main, 
and says: “Dealers will buy all the 
worms I can produce. I would wager 
that there is never a time when, if I 
should have a surplus of 1,003 worms, 
I could not sell those worms over the 
telephone to some dealer or other In 
less than ten minutes." Several other 
women throughout the country have 
started worm farms and are making 
money in the business.

TANGIER, Nov. 24.—It transpires 
that Kaid Sir Harry MacLean, com­
mander of the sultan’s body guard, 
had arrived within eight hours* Jour­
ney of Tangier with his family when 
he was obliged to turn back, owing to 
the hostility of tribesmen, who were 
anxious to capture him. The British 
agent at Alcazar succeded In purchas­
ing MacLean’s safety from the tribes­
men.

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Ten American Vessels Were Illegally Fishing in Pass» 
amaquoddy Bay-Heavy Fines Imposed.

EASTPORT, Me., Nov. 28.—Ten Am­
erican fishing craft, including eight 
sailing vessels and two steamboats, 
have been seized by the Canadian fish­
eries protective cruiser Curlew and 
fined for alleged fishing In the Can­
adian waters of a tributary of Passa- 
maquoddy Bay near St. George. The 
fishing craft were seized near St. 
George, N. B„ last night, though an­
nouncement of this procedure was not 
made public until today. Three speci­
fic charges were preferred against the 
vessels, that is that they had fished on 
Sunday, that they had illegally caught 
fish In their possession and that they 
had seined 
waters.
each boat was fined $100, and for the 
last $200. In addition to this all seines 
and fish were confiscated. It Is under­
stood that the fines will be paid and 
that the entire matter will be disposed 
of without involving any International 
question. The aggregate value of thé 
craft is about $20,000. The seizure Is 
the most extensive that has been made 
by a Canadian cruiser for many years. 
As tt» sardine season closes next Wed­
nesday, and as there has been a mark­
ed scarcity of fish recently, it Is al­
leged that the American fishermen 
were Induced to carry on their occu­
pation In the Canadian waters of 
Passamaquoddy Bay.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 28,—State de­
partment officials are not expecting 
the seizure of the American fishing 
vessels to be made an issue between

the governments of Canada and the 
United States. So far nothing has 
been heard about the matter except 
the unofficial information contained in 
the Associated Press despatch, which 
indicates an amicable disposition of the 
matter. In the present instance the 
question of extra-territoriality appears 
not to have been raised and the ves­
sels were not confiscated, which has 
happened In the cases of seizures 
heretofore made, either of the features 
usually being sufficient to make the 
settlement of the controversy a mat­
ter of diplomatic negotiations.

BUFFALO, N. Y., Nov. 28.—R. Pre- 
fontaine, Canadian minister of marine 
and fisheries, who is on a trip of in­
spection of the Great Lakes, arrived 
in the harbor last tonight on board the 
Canadian cruiser Vigilant, 
handed a batch of official despatches 
when he landed.

an elected body and therefore only In
a limited sense representative, it has 
evidently spoken as a delegate body. 
The recommendations are either rather 
vague or else vaguely reported, but it 
Is known that the czar has been asked 
to summon and maintain in the nation 
some sort of assembly or council repre­
senting the people, and delegated by 
the Inhabitants of their respective dis­
tricts. To the western mind this does 
not appear to be a radical departure. 
Not all European countries have re­
sponsible government, but all with the 
exception of Russia and Turkey have 
representative assemblies of the na­
tion. It is said that the Empress of 
Russia when asked for her views 
condemned the proposition, saying that 
she did not want to see her son blown 
up. If this was the real empress she 
comes from a nation which has a par­
liament but not responsible govern­
ment. If it was the dowager empress 
she is from a kingdom which has both 
responsible government and a free 
parliament. It was not in Germany 
or Denmark, or in England, that the 
family connections of these royal ladies 
were assassinated, but in despotic 
Russia. England has had repre­
sentative institutions ever since 
the first Saxon occupation. The 
Witan was the predecessor of 
the house of lords, and In theory 
it took the place of the general assem­
bly of the whole nation. But while 
for a thousand years England has had 
representative gatherings, and for six 
or seven centuries the kingdom has 
had a house of commons, direct cab­
inet responsibility to the popular as­
sembly is a product of the last cen­
tury. All that seems to be even sug­
gested for Russia is a system which 
■developed in England when the peo­
ple were in a condition which the Rus­
sian emperor would probably consider 
less advanced than the people of his 
own country are now. While Russia, 
has made progress in art and science, 
has achieved a literature and won dis­
tinction in many departments of ab­
stract learning, she is politically little 
more advanced than in the time of 
Peter the Great,

ST. PETERSBURG, N<Jv. 26,—The 
unexpected may happen after all. The 
meeting of the Zemstvolsts “first Rus­
sian congress,’’ as It Is now called, 
may indeed work the Inauguration of 
a new era for Russia. Emperor Nich­
olas, the Initiator of the plan for uni­
versal disarmament, may turn 
upon the reactionaries and crown his 
reign by granting to his subjects the 
constitution which his grandfather had 
already prepared when he fell by the 
hand of an assassin.

The basis of such a possibility Is the 
significant fact that late this afternoon 
the emperor received In the palace at 
Tsarskoe Selo M. Shipoff of Moscow, 
M. Petrunkeivitch of Tever, M. Rodzi- 
anko of Ekaterlnoslav and Count Hel- 
den, four prominent members of the 
Zemstvo congress, and listened at 
length to their views. It develops that 
Minister of the Interior Svlatopolk- 
Mlrsky presented the Zemstvo mem­
orial and resolutions on Nov. 24, the 
emperor was so deeply Impressed as 
well by the contents of the documents 
as by the character of the signers that 
he immediately expressed the desire to 
personally received a deputation of 
four.

The Zemstvos therefore went to 
Tsarskoe Selo by Imperial command. 
At their audience it is understood they 
explained fully their position and re­
iterated the views expressed by the 
memorial, that the salvation of the em­
pire from ruin by revolution lay In the 
adoption of the general Ideas express- 
e din the memorial. The emperor was 
greatly impressed by what he heard 
and asked many questions. While it 
is understood that he gave no Indica­
tions of his purposes except the sym­
pathy he displayed, the deputation, 
when they returned to St. Petersburg, 
were In high spirits. Naturally, they 
declined to say anything for publica­
tion regarding the visit.

The news that the delegation had 
been given an audience by the Em­
peror spread like wildfire throughout 
the city tonight and created a tre­
mendous sensation, rejoicing among 
liberals and amazement among the un­
compromising supporters of the old 
regime. Earlier in the day the re­
port was current that an immediate 
effect of the Zemstvo meeting would 
likely be the realization of the plan 
for giving two elected Zemstvo repre­
sentatives seats in the council for the 
empire.

One of the prominent liberals who 
participated in the congress declined 
tonight to share in the Jubilation of 
some of his colleagues, and expressed 
the opinion that victory was yet a 
long way off, although he said he be­
lieved It was sure to come.

Dislocations are sometimes harder to 

deal with. In the instance of the 
shoulder joint being dislocated a laissez 
faire policy is often best. Secure the 
arm by the side' and await the regu­
lar physician. Elbows are frequently 
the same, though movement may aid 
In setting the joint right. In the case 
of the lower extremities absolute rest 
is necessary, and a soft buffet of some 
kind should be placed beneath the in­
jured member. A point to be remem­
bered is that in case of an injury to 
the upper extremities the patient 
should lie upon the opposite side, but 
when the lower limbs are broken or 
dislocated he should he placed on the 
same side as the injured member. In 
sprains a bandage of raw meat is ex­
ceptionally good, as it serves to con­
geal the blood vessels and thus allay 
inflammation.

The treatment of various kinds of 
wounds was also dwelt upon, the main 
object being to stop the flow of blood, 
especially of arterial blood. This may 
be done by direct pressure over wound 
or by the shutting off of communica­
tion between the wound and the heart.

Frost bites and the necessity of a 
gradual and not a quick warming of 
the frozen part was touched upon 
slightly. Carbolic, opium and alcohol 
poisons were also described and sim­
ple re nedies suggested.
