GIVE UP BURROWING

Rabbit is Giving Up Digging Earth.
Homes, and Begins Nesting
Abogve Ground.

German natural historical period-
icals are calling attention to an in-
teresting change in the habits of wild
rabbits, especially in the western
parts of Germany. The animals in
question are giving up their ancient
habit of burrowing, and have com-
menced in great part to imitate the
hares, which, as is well known, nest
only above ground. The hares them-
selves were once burrowers, and
gradually went through the same
change in habits in this particular
that appears to characterize the rab-
bits at the present day — at’any rate
in Germany. In woods where the
undergrowth is thick, and which are
therefore especially suitable to the
rabbits, they find hiding places in
plenty for their nests; and even in
open country, unwooded — and the
rabbits seems to be taking more and
more to the open — they take refuge
in board-ptles, rubbish-heaps, brush-
piles, brick-kilns, drain-pipes, and
ditches that are overgrown with
weeds. The female makes little
fortresses for her young, to protect
them from the cannibalistic propens-
itles of the male; she lines the nest
warmly with fur from her own breast,
visits them secretly -at night, and
perhaps suckles them once more
during the 24 hours; but each time
that she leaves them she carefully
piles rubbish before the opening
which leads to her defenseless family,
and defiles the obstructions with
ordure,

INTERESTING OCEAN FACTS

Complete Evaporation Would Leave
an Immense Deposit of Salt Two
Hundred and Thirty Feet
Thick.

Oceans occupy three-fourths of the
earth’s surface. At the depth of 3,500
feet waves are not felt. The tempera-
ture is the same, varying only a trifle
from the poles to the burning sun of
the equator. A mile down the water
has a pressure of a ton on every
square inch. If a box six feet deep
were filled with salt water and al-
lowed to evaporate, there would be
two inches of salt left on the bottom
of the box. Taking the average depth
of the oceans of the world to be three
miles, there would be a layer of salt
230 feet thick over the entire bed
should the water evaporate. The
water of the ocean is colder at the
hottom than at the surface. In many
places especially in the bays on the
coast of Norway, the water freezes at
the bottom before It does above.
Waves are very deceptive. To look
at them in & storm one would think
that the whole water travelled. The
water stays in the same place, but the
motion goes on. Sometimes in storms
these waves are forty feet high and
travel fifty miles per hour — nearly
twice as fast as the fleetest steam-
shin.

Be Good Winter Traffic

No better evidence of the increased
Western traffic is needed than the
statement that this year certain rail
road services which in former winters
have always been dropped, are this
year being retained, and in some
cases added to. A leading official
states that this year the Canadian
Pacific Railway intends to run its St.
Paul-Seattle through trains, all winter
whereas in former winters this
through service was always dropped.
The source -of the increased- traffic
between these two pcints is attributed
to the growing interest in the Cana-
dian Rocky Mountains. For the last
five or six years tourists from the
United States have been literally
pouring into Canada through C. P. R.
connections at St. Paul and Seattle

Electrocuted Eggs

It is possible that the peculiar taste
of a ccld storage egg, which is some-
thing not easy to mistake, may be
removed if experiments now being
made by an electrical company are
successful. It {s claimed that when
fresh eggs are placed in cold storage
the eggs are alive: that they are slow-
ly frozen to death, and that in spite
of the preservation qualities of the
ice the eggs do not taste good when
cooked. It is now believed that by
electrocuting the eggs the natural
fresh taste may be retained and not
removed when the eggs are placed in
cold storage. The eggs are “killed”
by placing a metal cap on each end
of the egg and then pasisng through
them a current of 590 volts.

Geologic Work of Ants.

' The immeSse importance of ants
as geologic agents, especially in
tropical regions is being recognised.
Ant burrows have been found at a
depth of four yards, and they ramify
over vast areas. The geologic work
performed by earthworms has long
been recognised, but Prof. Branner
believes that the ants and termites
of the tropics bring a greater amount
of earth to the surface than do the
earthworms of the temperate zones,
and are in many ways an equally im-
portant factor in the changes that
are going on in the upper strata of
the ground.

The smuggling of diamonds and other
precious stones, of laces and other valu-
able articles of adorument, is of rather
common occurrence. In spite of the
watchfulness of the revenue officersat
this port many thousands ot dollars’
worth of such articles are smuggled into
New York every year, Once in a while
one hears of somebody who tried to
smuggle valuable pictures, bric-a-brac
and costly dresses into this country, but
these cases are comparatively rare, asit
is a great deal more difficult to smuggle
bulky objects than diamondsor laces
and much less profitable, It seems al-
most incredible that anyone should make
a bnsiness of smuggling glass eyes into
this country, and that the undertaking
should pay so well as to make the smug-
ler arich man. Yet this proved to be
the case. A German,

rested in Trenton, N. J., recently, charg-
ed with having smuggled large quanti-
ties of artificial eyes into this port.

Recent decisions of the Privy Council
in Canadian cases have led to a revival of
a demand in many mnewspapers in On-
tario and the Western provinces that the
Supreme Court of the Dominion should
be the final court of appeal.

Because it is a principal portal of the
S.aba.ra and the centre of a once very
rich caravan trade, one finds con-
verging here an unparalleled mixture
of nationalities. Tall, broad-shoul-
dered, finely-featured Arabs, Berbers,
desert Bedouins,  Moors, Turks, fuli-
blooded negroes whose fathers died
here in slavery, all pass and repass
in the narrow streets. The Jew, too,
settled here since the days of
Carthage, has his ghetto at the west-
ern side of the town; an intricate
maze of narrow, unpaved, dirty, evil-
smelling streets, unlovely by day and
unkighted by night.

MIKISTERS ATTEND THE XING

King is Always, when outside London,
Accompanied by Member of
s tke Cabinet.

When the King goes abroad, or
stays for any length of time outside
the capital, lie is accompanied by a
Minister in attendance. The position
is supposed to be fllled by each mem-
ber of the Cabinet in turn, the period
of duty varying from a week to a
fortnight, or even a month. In actual
practice only two or three Ministers
are called upon to be in attendance
upon the King, and the duration of
their visits depends in great mesasure
upon their personal popularity.

The late King Edward frequently
dispensed with t he service of a
Minister when he went abroad, and
the old custom of having a member
of the Cabinet at Windsor when the
Court went, there does not now pre-
vail. In these advanced days of tele-
graphs and telephones, motor-cars,
and other methods of rapid inter-
communication it is not considered
necessary that a responsible Minister
of the Crown should leave his official
duties for so lengthy a period.

Compulsory Dinner.

The duties of a Minister in at-
tendance are not arduous, except at
times when the political horizon 1is
clouded, or when this country is en-
gaged In war. Wnen things are
normal — that is to say, dull — the
Minister has little to do but enjoy
himself, .and nowadays every facility
is given for his doing so after his
own particular fashion. Breakfast is
served in his private sitting-room, if
he so desires it, or he joins the gentle-
men of the Court.

Luncheon, too, is & meal at which
| the attendance of the Minister is op-
| tional. When the King is out shoot-
ing or fishing — ana scarcely a day
| passes but sees him engaged in one
| or other of these sports — luncheon
| i8 taken, of course, in the open; and
if the Minister happens to be a
| gportsman, he is naturally invited to
| join the Royal party.
| The Minister’s presence at dinner
| s, however, insisted upon, and he is
required to be present in the drawing-
| room afterwards. Queen Victoria

TRAINED GAME FOR KAISER,
A Prince’'s Indiscretion and a German
Comic Paper’s Comment.

BERLIN, Feb. 18.-Indiscreet revelat-
ions were made recently iegarding the
way in which one of the Kaiser’s iutime
ates, Prince Egon von Furstenberg, pre-
vided his Imperial guest with game when
he went hunting.

For months before the expected visit,
it was declared, the Prince bad dozens of

foxes secured in caves and fed with del-
icacies until the animals became so tame

that on the day of the hunt they would
run up to the Imperial gun in the most
obliging manner to be killed. The Klad-
deradatsch, the German comic paper, re-
ferring to the revelations, goes one bet-
ter, It says:

‘‘We are in a position to state further
that the foxes were so cleverly trained by
Count Egon that at every shot from the
Kaiser’s gun they fell flat on the ground
and pretended to be ston: dead: Thev ev-
en allowed themselves to becarried to the
castle and lay quietly until they had been
counted and photographed as evidenceé of
thie Kaiser’s prowess

did they gefpup and run awry. There are
said to be'veteran foxes at Donaueschin-
gen (the Prince’s domain) which have

gone through the performance fifty times.

“TEF NEGRO AS A FARMER."”’
(Booker T. Washington, in North A-
merican Review.)

The census for 1910 shows that there
has been a proportionately larger increase
in the negro than 1n the white farmers in
the Southern States. I do not intend to
suggest thac this fact by itself is of any
great importance. The real significance
of this increase in the number and pro-
portion of negro farmers isthat it has
gone along with an enormous develop-
ment of Southern agriculture as a whole.

There has been, for example, anincrease
of $4,634,483,000 in the total values ol
farm lans and buildings during the last
ten years, and an incr.ase of $112,284 000
in the value ‘>f farm machinery. The
South is spending $45,233,000 moie for
farm libor and 546,144,000 more for fter-
tilizers in 1910 than it did in 1900. While
there has been a very large decrease in
the farm acreage in the South, due prin-
cipally to the fact that hundreds of thou-
ands of acres of mountain, timber and
swamp land, reported as farms in 1900
and used to some extent for grazing pur-
poses, were not reported asfarmsin 1910.
At the same time there has been an in-
crease ol 24,058,000 acres in the amount
of improved land, and an average decre-
ase of from fifteeu to thirty acres in the
size of farm. The decrease has been fifteen
acres for farms in the South Atlantic,
and thirty acres for farms in the South-
Central $States. Both these facts indicate
a more intensive and higher type of far-
ming; indicate, in short, that farmers
werc putting more labor and more intel-
ligence into the cultivaticn of the soil in
1910 than thev dbd in 1900.

WHERE THEORIES SUFFER

The only justification America has
yet had comes direct from the self-
satisfaction of the individual Amer-
ican. His satisfaction, however, is
both unmistakable and volubie, says
a writer critlc. He is content, though
the competition becomes daily more
severe and evident. He is beginning
to realise now that many are handi-
capped at the very outset, that the
struggle is prolonged by the stronger
for the sheer joy of conquest, and
even that a good third of the energy
expended is consumed in piling up
success on the top of victory. Yet
a cheerful acceptance of the situation
is the price of his individuality, his
optimism, and hig chance of winning
out, and he pays it ungrudgingly.
There is a greater measure of con-
tent and less of a sense of environ-
mental injustice in America than any-
where else in the world today. And
the principles of conduct and social
relationships, though elemental, are
like the rules of a game, there is an
immediate appeal to public censure
or approval, and little discrepansy
between theory and practice.

Naturally our theories suffer when
compared with idealistic and smore
divorced codes. Where every man is
supposed to consider his own in-
terests, no social blame is imputed,
and no one, except for initial handi-
caps, has an excuse. hat is not, on
the whole, an unenviable state of af-
fairs; the American temperament
only approximates it. As an instinct-
ive theory, this is what it believes in.

Yet with every man theo-
reticaily for himself, pubdiic spirited-
ness prevails to a marked and un-
‘usual degree. For every man drives
a. frank bargain with the community;
there is a competitive and open
market for altruistic wares. Consider
for a moment that phenomenon of our’
civilisation, the millionaire philan- |
thropist. Is he an enigma, this per-
son who has seemed to change
character and tactics under our very
eyes? By no means; if Americans
worship money, they worship it as
power, as cornercd energy and not
in an intrinsic and miserly way.

Sifting Out the Manchus

The Chinese rebels, who are the

Spruce for British Admiralty

The British Admiralty has recent-
ly placed an order for 200,000 feet of
white spruce to be used in the manu-
tacture of oars for the rowboats of
warships. It is perhaps not generally
known that the superior quality of
the white spruce grown in the Queen
Charlotte Islands, off the coast of
British Columbia, was discovered
years ago by British naval officers
of the North Pacific station. The
kind of timber was found to be ideally
adapted for making oars, and it is
now used exclusively for that purppse
by His Majesty’s vessels throughout
the world. The timber will be shipped
east by the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way.

Light from Sugar

This phenomenon, the cause of
which has not yet been satisfactorily
explained, may be observed when
discs of loaf sugar are mounted on
a lathe and rapidly rotated while a
hammer plays lightly agalnst them.
An almost continuous radiation of
light may be thus produced from the
sugar. It has been shown that the
light does not arise from heating of
the sugar, and it is believed to be
caused by some change taking place
in the sugar crystals. The act of
crystallisation is known to be some-
t mes accompanied by flashes of

light. The practical bearing. of these
experiments is on the question of the

~gsibility of obtaining artificial light '
Ly methods as yet untried.

Be Kind to the Eyes

When we go to an art gallery and
think we are tired from so much
walking we are mentally tired, and
our eyes are tired from being kept
in a strained position. The greatest
danger to the adult eye comes from
overstraining and overtaxing and
continued use of the eyes without
change of position or focus.

Our eyes are always working, and
how often does it occur to us to give
them rest? We may be merely think-
ing, and our thoughts are miles away
but in the meantime our eyes are
wandering and unconsciously taking
in the scenes around. The eyes should
be closed occasionally for rest. When
tired and worn out, close the eyes a
few moments, and see how rested you
will feel.

FRANCE AND SCOTLAND

At One Time the Land of Cakes Had

an Alllance with the Land
of the Lily.

The Franco-Scottish League, which

%o long bound .the two countries in

such intimate association, was first
Bat it
not only for several centuries made
its mark on the political history of
France and Scotland. It materially
affected their institutions and their
culture, and there is no other in-
stance in KEuropean history of so
close, potent, and long enduring a

relationship of one nation to another. |

This unique relationship fook its
rise in the historical complication
which at the end of the thirteenth
and the beginning of the fourteenth
centuries made Scotland and France
the enemies of England. But the
marriage of Queen Mary to the
Dauphin threatened to lead to the
union of the crowns, not of England
and Scotland, but of Scotland and
France. This danger had the effect
of drawing Scotland and England to-
gether in an opposition Leugue, and
coalescing with the growing potency
of the Reformation movement, which
dbrought the two countries into line
in 1560 on religious as well as po-
litical grounds, practically put an
end to the old alliance.

French Influence.

Of the influence of French institu-
tions on those of Scotland evidence
is aleo not lacking. Scotland took,
for instance,” her legal system from
France, not from England. Her Par-
Mament was modelled on the French
States General, in which the various
orders assembled together, rather
than on the assembly or Lords and
Commons which formea two Houses
instead of one. The Court of Session,
founded in 1535, was fashioned after
the Parliament of Paris, and the pre-
Reformation Scottish  universities
after that of Paris, the greatest of
mediaeval scholastic institutions. Not
less remarkable is the French in-
fluence on her ecclesiastical institu-
tions. From French Protestantism
ghe borrowed her Presbyterian sys-

| tem of church government, and even

in its smaller details the French im-
press is unmistakable. The Moderator
of Scotland’s ecclesiastical courts —

‘Presbytery, Synod, Assembly — is an
{ importation from France,

where it
was the designation of the President
of an ecclesiastical court; whilst an-
other term, applied to a motion in
these courts, an “overture,” is derived
from the practice of the Parliament
of Paris. At an earlier time ec-
clesiastical as well as baronial archi-
tecture affords additional exemplifica-
tion of the tendency
adapt from Scotland’s old ally.

minance in sea power is thus a con-
dition of national and Imperial |
existence. |

The cost of keeping up an invincible i’

Navy is admittedly a serious burden|
in these times, when battleships are‘
far more ‘costly than ever before, and
when all the leading Powers are
building Dreadnoughts and thus rais-';
ing the two-Power standard which is |
has long been our object to maintain. |
Attempts have been made to reduce |
the cost by proposals for a general |
limitation of armaments, by Hague |
Conferences for encouraging arbitra-.
tion in international disputes, and by !
general movements for promoting a !
