tion in declaring nur firm conviction that the lire 
was accidental, originated ill the flue uf the chim­
ney in the Clerk's runm, and that the evidence es­
tablishes beyond a doubt, that no Illume whatever 
can attach to any person connected with the De­
partment : on the contrary, 
prove that event precaution »g 
by the D. P. M. General, hy issuing 
time, standing orders lor the Messenger and office 
keeper, who resided in llie building ; and who was 
required to visit every annihilent without a candle, 
immediately before retiring for tlm night. It is a 
well ascertained fact that in this climate the soot 
harden* and adheres to the sides of a chimney, and 
frequently takes fire, hurtling flow ly without any 
apparent heat nr smoke, for several days before tlm 
flame hursts forth, and we are of opinion that such 
was the case in the present instance, more par 
larly as lumps of hard soot have been found lying 
on thn sheet iron with which the stopper of the chim­
ney was lined.
