BUILD UP CANADA.

However Canadians may have differed in the past
regarding the protective principle, says the Toronto News,
most of our people now see in the tariff a powerful and
even necessary instrument for the building up of & nation.
That is why the majority of Liberals as well as Conserva
tives, who are ambitious that the Dominion shali possess
a well rounded civilization, are today warm supporters of
the National Policy. That is why the Laurier Govern-
ment for sixteen years maintained with little alteration
the customs duties established by Conservative Adminis-
trations. That is one reason why the electorate four-
teen months ago rejected Reciprocity and its authors,

The majority of Canadians have learned that without
a tariff few important manufacturing industries can be
created or continue to live in a new country against the
competition of cheap European labor or in rivalry with
the enormous production of heavily capitalized and highly
specialized United States enterprises. It our people
were content that Canada should become an almost pure-
ly agricultural counmtry, if they were willing to deprive
their sons of varied opportunities at home, if they were
ready to see them seek interesting careers by the thous-
and in the protectionist Republic across the border, the
abolition of customs duties and the introduction of free
Trade would not be long in coming. Fortunately Can-
adians have time and again shown themselves too patri-
otic and too far-sighted to adopt such a suicidal course.

Take the fundamental iron and steel industry for
which we have the natural resources in the Maritime
Provinces, in Ontario and in British Columbia, Take it
especially as it affects Nova Scotia. For long that Prov-
ince made no substantial progress, and to an alarming
extent its young men and women found profitable em-
ployment and permanent homes in the neighboring pro-
tectionist States. The duty on coal and the generous
steel and iron bounties granted by the Laurier Govern-
ment extended to the Province the first serious economic
benefits which it derlved from Confederation. As a re-
sult Nova Scotia soon came to enjoy a new era of pros-
perity, thriving centres of population sprang up at Syd-
ney, New QGlasgow, Amherst and other points, and the
Provincial Government obtained an enlarged public rev-
enue which enabled it to undertake important works, to
establish an excellent system of technical education, and
to turn its attention to the stimulation of scientific agri-
culture.

For years the Maritime Provinces have concurred in
the outpouring of Federal money for the development of
the Western Provinces by means of railways, canals, and
an energetic immigration policy, but these same people
down by the sea depend chiefly on their young manufac-
turing industries for their share of the national growth
and prosperity They have been encouraged by a Lib-
eral Government and by Parliament to create important
industries at several points, and they are within their
rights in counting upon the perpetuation of a reasonable
protective policy. Eighty per cent. of the cost of making
iron and steel in Canada goes to Canadian workmen, and
the men behind the Nova Scotia enterprises contend that
it the duties upon a single specified group of steel pro-
ducts were properly adjusted, our own workmen would
receive between four and five millions of dollars that now
goes to foreign labor,

Under protection the great steel mills of the United
States have come to lead the world in production, and to-

ive duties,
ssary for the
prosperity of employers and employes alike, A recent
comparison showed that the wages paid iron workers at
Sydney, Nova Scotia, averaged $2.08 per day as compared
with 85 cents a day received by a similar class of labor in
Belgium. ' The interest of consumers must not be over-
looked. If we depended upon foreigners alone for man-
ufactured goods, it is doubtful whether we should get
them at low prices. When barbed wire was placed on
the free list the United States mills slaughtered their
product an this side of the line until they had crushed the
Canadian plants out of existence and then jumped prices
to a high level not experienced for years. For most of
the time since our farmers would probably have got that
kind of fencing material cheaper under reasonable pro-
tection. Finally a properly adjusted tariff will protect
Canadian workmen against the products of cheap foreign
labor, enable our steel mills to make headway against
special forms of American competition, and conduce to
the development of that extended iron industry for which
we have the natural resources, the capital and the men
of courage and experience.

Isn't this talk of “knocking St. John” getting to be
a little tiresome? Within the last few years St. John
has become the residence of a few persons who brought
with them schemes and plans from which they expected
to derive a handsome return. Some of the schemes afore-
said are good and worthy of consideration. Of some
others no one outside of a lunatic asylum or a jail would
congider them. Yet their promoters set up a howl that
this refusal is knocking St. John, St. John has not any
more calamity howlers than the average city of its sgize,
and fewer than some other cities. - The citizens of St.
John have swallowed as many gold brick investments as
any other in Canada, but there are abundant signs that
hereaffer an industry established, or to be established
here, that can show tangible resuits, or a reasonable op-
portunity of success, will not lack capital. Meantime let
us say less about “knocking St. John.” It is foolish.

The magistrate then took up his
own arguments. He first referred to
the Howes case and sald he was un-

CLOSING COTTON LETTER.

New York, Dec. 3.—Favorable Liv-
erpool advices and reports of a scar-
city of spot offerings at the south
caused an influx of fresh buying at
the opening of the cotton market to-
day under which opening prices were
from 11 to 15 points up.

No Lasting Immunity,

The new theory seems to be a com-
binatich of two oppnsite theories.|

| says that the amount af vaccine is
flicient. Three injections, he
ays, cannot possibly create immuni-

If sufficient vaccine could be in-
| jected it would kill the patient. There
?is no lack of statistics that seem to
argue against Metchnikoff, for they
show the decrease of disease coinci-
dent with the genenal adoption of
vaccination. The whole history of
smeallpox, in fact, might be quoted
against Metchnikoff. Nevertheless, he
is altogether too great o scientist to
bé refuted by tables prepared before
his time or by the statements of ex-
perts who preceded him. If he is: to
be refuted it must be by living secien-
tists of equal eminence, and there are
very few of thése.

Eight Hundred Successes.

Sensitized virus-vaccine is the name
of the new serum that Metchnikoff
recommends for the prevention of typ-
hoid. It is the deadliest of pdisons, and
few men would take a thousand dol-
lars and an injection willingly. Never-
theless, it is known that some equal-
ly deadly poisons are being used daily.

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An Attractive Gift

AVE you an old pair of long glace-
H kid evening gloves whose fingers
are worm through and are no
longer fit for use? Then let me advise

you to utilize them for & most attract-
ive bag, elther for shopping or for
more dressy occasions, according to the
@mount of work you put upon the kid.

First make a bag of plain satin or
gome pretty brocaded material, the bag
to be ten inches long and six inches
wide, with a silk cord run through a
double casing in the top, leaving at least
@n inch above the cord for & faced frill.

Now. cut the gloves apart at the
#eams, lay them out flat and cut them
geven and & quarter inches wide and
gourteen inches long. Then from the
center of these two pleces of kid cut an
oblong curved plece nine inches long
end four inches wide, leaving: fve
fnéhes at the base plain so that the
opening will be nearest the top. (Next
curve off the outside edges five inches
from the base, 0 that there will be a
nicely shaped opening through which to
#lip the hand when carrying the bag.
The kid is then firmly buttonholeq to-
gether across the bottom and up each
side for the five inches where it meets;
then the curved pleces which form the
handles are buttonholed all around the
edges with whatever color silk you use
for the joining work. On the base of
the bag of kid thus formed is embrolid-
ered some pretty conventional design,
or the monogram of the person to whom
it will belong.

A border design may be used around
the edges, and when it is dome it is
pretty to set flat jewels of nallheads
in the centers of circles.

Blip the satin bag inside the kid one
and sew it securely at the sides, catche
ing the stitches in the  buttonhole
stitches on the kid.

Then you have a most artistio bag
that is light in weight, quite strong
enough to hold anything you desire to
rarry. .

Such bags make delightful gifts for
your friends. If the kid is light In color,

they are splendid for opera bags.

T.FOD PUNCINED WODR

ERE are collar and cuffs fTof
somebody's holiday gift, and
when I suggest that Christmas
is only one month &way, you
will find that the gift hint is quite op-
portuhe. Punched work is very high in
the embrolderer's favor, and the fact
that 1t has lasted over a seasom proves
its worth. ; &

Here is & very simple design that can’
be worked in solld and punched work,
and the results will make any owner
happy in the possession,

.. The detall of stitches ls shown, giving
the stages in punched work, with which
nearly every embroiderer is familiar. A
heavy needle or a three-sided sailor's
needle is necessary. Cotton, either white

or colored, §s good, & slightly heavier

strand being better for tHe punched
work.

Thy open effect is obtained by pase-
ing the needle through the fabric at the
dots marked, and no .pulling of the
goods is mecessary, By the time a
needle I8 punched elght times through
one hole there will be a very decided
hole.

The design-is effective and easily
worked in solid stitch. Pad the oval
leaves with darming cotton, and work
over and over across the forms, The
cigeles that break the stems here and
there can be done in eyelet work.

The blossoms that give pretty relief
are effective in solid work with centers
of French knots. A variation can be
glven by working'the small ovals In
eyelet and the larger petals in soMd
work after padding.

Outline the stems in fine outiine
stitches. If you lke a heavy cord effect,
whip the threads together at the polnt
where two overlap. in the outlining.

Pad the scallops with darning cottoh’
before buttonholng. This can be done
by & chainstitching, which is quick, or
by re stralght, Jong stitches. An-
other 4a 10 use gwelve or sixteen
strands of . darning.eotton, holding it
with the left hand &8 you do couching
thread and using it &8 a foundation over
which you wm buttonhole stitches.
This is very quiok, and the effect is as
smooth and solid as that obtained by the
papler mache forms now purchasable.

Cut the collar on the dotted line and
add @ band of fine lawn, which can be
turned in and used for basting the col-
lar on & frock. If you prefer a findshed
edge, roll the material, hem down and
sew a plcot edge around. This dainty
edge gives a neat finish and wears ex-
tremely well,
