TEUTONS’ ATTEMPT TO TRAP
RUSSIAN ARMY AT VILNA
SEEMS TO HAVE FAILED

London, Sept. 22. (10.20 p. m.)—A
war move that may solve the riddle
of the Balkans—Bulgaria’s mobiliza-
tion—has struck London with dra-
matic suddenness. The afternoon
newspapers, howevevr, refrained from
editorial comment, and neutral read-
ers of these publications, except for
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drawing their own conclusions from
large type heads and such captions as
“Balkan Sensation,” would be none
the wiser as to whether England re-
garded the developments as a prelim-
inary victory for the Central Powers,
or merely another overnight turn of
the Greeco-Bulgarian negotiations.

The -concensus of opinion was that
although the Bulgarian army is now
on the move, Bulgaria has not yet
cast her lot with one side or the oth-
er, but is, as her minister here ex-
pressed it, still neutral, still waiting,
but armed.

The first bulletin announcing Bul-
garia's mobilization reached London
by way of New York. It was quickly
followed by a stream of telegrams
from the European capitals to the
effect that mobilization, partial or
general, had been ordered at Sofia,
that Bulgarian cavalry had taken the
fleld, and that Bulgars of fighting age
were hurrying home. Subsequently
came the news of excitement at
Athens and of the conference of the
King with the political leaders. But
from Sofia itself the British press re-
ceived no details.

London, Sept. 22.—“The Board of
|Trade does mot allow the American
smeat trust to gét all they ask Yor, nor

ship owners to get all they want,”
Walter Runciman, the president of the
British Board of Trade, stated in the
House of Commons this afternoon,
in the course of a debate on financial
matters, and in which the high prices
of food were commented upon.

Steps had been taken by the British
government, Mr. Runciman said, to
secure meat in Argentina, and Aus-
tralia had assured a good supply. 1t
‘thege measures had not been taken,
hollesaid, there would have been a
' slortage really dangerous for the
country.

During the next twelve months, Mr.
Runciman continued, the operations
of the board of trade would amount
to about 50,000,000 pounds ($250,000,-
000). He added that the French gov-
ernment had such confidence in the
board of trade that they had placed
the whole business of supplying
French meat requirements in the
hands of the board.

Mf. Runciman said that circumstan-
ces had necessitated the board enter-
ing into a contest with a comparative-
ly small number of commercial houses
controlling the beef trade. The Ar-
getine supply, he added, was in the
hands of a half dozen very powerful
firms, mainly controlled in America.
When the government tried to make
contracts, he continued, it found
prices excessive, and the only way in
which the government was able to
deal with the situation was by re-
quisitioning the whole tonnage that

carried beef .from South America to
this country,

These uisitioned ships were sent
to Australia, where the Australian
government took control of the whole
of the beef and mutton produced in
the country and loaded up the ships
at cost price.

Great Britain, Mr. Runciman point-
ed out, thus supplied her own army
and the French army, and had a con-
siderable surplus, which was being
sold for the benefit of the civil papu-
lation. The operations had been on a
gigantic scale, and probably in the
course of the next twelve months beef
to the value of $250,000,000 would be
bought, sold and distributed by the
board of trade.

Mr. Runciman expressed himself as
“satisfled” with the wheat outlook.
It was anticipated, he continued, that
there would be larger crops imported
by Europe from the United States,
Canada, Australia and Argentina than
for some years past.

Reverting to the meat question, Mr.
Runciman referred to the statement
attributed to Arthur Meeker in Am-
bassador Dumba's letter to foreign
minister Burian, of Austro-Hungary,
made public last night, that he had
not played hjs last trump, and that if
Great Britain could not get meat from
the United States or Argentina she
would soon give up. Mr. Runciman's
comment was:

“Having got meat and ships,
have no intention of giving in.”

In Dr. Duma’s letter the remarks
alluded to by Mr. Runciman were at-
tributed to a “Mr. Meagher,” supposed
to be Arthur Meeker, of Armour &
Company.

DISASTROUS FIRE
AT BATHURST; OVER

\

$250,000 DAMAGE

(Continued from page 1)
Third Within Short Time.

This conflagration, the third from
which the Bathurst group of villages
has suffered in a comparatively short
time, and by far the most serious of
the three in go far at least as financial
loss is concerned, started about halt
past two o'cldck this afternoon.
Sparks from the open burner operated
by the Bathurst Lumber Company at
the big mill in the village spread to
the adjoining lumber piles and in a
very few moments a fire of some seri-
ousness had developed. This Dblaze
was discovered almost immediately
and eWorts were made by the em-
ployes of the mills with the equipment
at the plant to extinguish the flames.

During the present season these
mills have been running night and day
and this fact, together with the cir-
cumstance of scarce tonnage has pre-
vented the ghipment of lumber at any-

g like the rate of manufacture.

result has been that finished lum-
ber has been piled wherever space
offered, the area far more extended
than would be the case under normal
conditions.

All these eporations are carried on
in Bathurst Village, so-called, lying
across a bridge half a mile long from
the town. Curving in an almost regu-
lar are from the bridge head, the shore
sweeps around the company’s stores,
the lumber piles and finally to the log
run at the mill, near which the open
burner is located. Within this arc are
scores: of cottages occupied by mill
hands, and on the main road in addi-
tion to houses, stores, etc., are the vil-
lage church and the Bathurst Lumber
Co.’s stables. Should the flames find
their way into the nest of cottages, it
is altogether probable that practically
the entire village would be wiped out
of exist for these h are rea-
sonably close together and there are
few open spaces to check the fire,

Along the shore front are found as
well the large warehouses and general
stores owned and operated by the
company, lying right in the pathway of
the flames, for the direction of the
wind is such as to drive the fire from
the big mill\ toward the bridge. On
thbis shore front too is the new:load-
ing dock omly recently built at which,

, vesgels may take on cargoes. At

his dock, in addition to certain small
vessels there were dredges and scows
belonging to the Northern Dredging
Co. All these fortunately were moved
out into the channel soon after the
fire started and were not damaged.
The steamship Galveston, taking on
lumber, and two tugboats belonging
to the Lumber Company, which were
at the dock, also found safety in deeper

Soon after the discovery of the fire,
when it was believed that the mill
equipment would not prove sufficient

|

to grapple with the blaze, a ‘general
alarm was given. Shortly thereafter
the whole town was called out. For
nearly two hours it was practically
imposaible to hear one'e self speak,
so great was the din from whistles and
herns of all kinds. Every industrial
establishment in the place shut down
and the employes all were turpea
loose to help fight the flames, Several
thousand men were soon on the scene
and in a very short time the task of
saving the lumber near to the water
front was well under way, Pile after
plle, out of reach of the flames, was
carried to the water's edge and thrown
into the harbor. A boom was stretched
acrossg the harbor to catch this timber
and millions of feet were floated. The
whole harbor in the vicinity of the
village is literally a gigantic raft of
floating deals and boards. As night
came on this work was continued, for
the fiery illumination from the burn-
ing piles made night as day.

It wasg early seen, too, that the
Bathurst department would be wholly
insufficient to cope with the blaze and
assistance was asked from neighbor-
ing towns. Without loss of time, New-
castle, Chatham and Campbelliton
generously responded, sending engines
hose and men. These were of very
great help but it is regretted that in
the battle against the flames the New-
castle engine was burned out.

The news of the fire, spreading as 1t
did to all nearby points and promising
unfortunately a most spectacular
scene, drew immense crowdg of vis-
itors. The Maritime Express was
lcaded, while hundreds of other per-
sons came by motor car or tram, The
sight too wag one which will never be
forgotten. Over an area 0f half a mile
square, fifteen million feet of lumber
launched itself to the heavens in the
form of billowing clouds of smoke and
sparks. The conflagration lighted the
country for miles, but fortunately the
direction of the wind was such as to
carry the sparks out over the water,
away from the village, thus reducing

Despite the utmost endeavors of
four fire departments, assisted by
thousands of men, the flames continu
ed to spread until hundreds of piles of
lumber, ready for shipment, were blaz-
irg, and, as night came on, creating a
scene of terrific grandeur. The splen-
did new dock was utterly destroyed,
one of the stables was damaged and
when this was written, after midnight,
there was no very apparent check to
the progress of the flames. Many of
the people residing between the lum-
ber yards and the main road have
packed or removed their furniture, but
as the wind is dying down there is
hope that the fire may be overcome
before any of these buildings suffer.

A lance-corporal of the 16th Sea-
forths, belonging to Elgin, writes—
“Our spell in the trenches was very
quiet, and we've had no casualities to
speak of. It was a lovely part of the
country, and if we'd only had plenty
of food it would have been a picnic.
As it was, however, we had quite a
nice time, and I enjoyed it.

“An amusing incident occurred dur-
ing our spell in the first line trenches.
At daybreak one day one of our chaps
saw a newspaper hanging on the barb
wire entanglements, and going out for
it found a note saying, “Here are
some newspapers. Please exchange
them as usual. It was customary, I
believe, to exchange newspapers dally
before we occupied this part—the
French were here before us, you know
—s0 our regimental interpreter and
a lance-corporal of ours, an Elgin
chap, too, went over the parapet in
broad daylight, waving other papers
in the air as a sign of truce, and right
over to the German lines. Not a shot
was fired. We all, of course, lined
the parapet to watch the proceedings.

We
quote at $2.75 per barrel and at 138
cents per pound of potatoes packed
in bags.”

The police court officials had plenty

of work yesterday afternoon and from
two o'clock until after five there was
a steady stream of prisoners being
dealt with. These included two drunks
about eleven thieves and suspected
thieves, a man charged with assault,
and a with eld
as well as two men accused with lying
and lurking.

The two men, Tyler and Bissett are
colored. They admitted they were in
Union Alley late at night and that
they were married. Their wives were
in court and the prisoners were each
fined eight dollars or two months in
jail, but the fine was allowed to stand
against them providing they would be
home every night at nine o'clock, and
if out later than that time be in com-
pany with their wives. If they failed
to adhere to this judgment they would
be arrested and. fined. They both
promised to be home early every night
and departed from the court with their
wives.

Two drunks pleaded guilty. One
stated that he intended to take the
pledge for five years. The other said
he hailed from Manchester, N. H., and
had been to-Nova Scotia for his health
and that it was the first time he had
been drunk. He was instructed to get
out of the city, and fines of eight dol-
lars was allowed to stand against the
two.

Maud Wilson, a young woman of
very unkempt appearance, was charg-
ed with stealing seven dollars from
Mrs. Fred King, in the latter’s home
on Britain street. The woman plead-
ed that she did not steal seven dollars
but only five dollars. She said she
belonged to Yarmouth, had been in
St. John eight weeks and worked for
Mrs. King for two days. She was re-
manded to jail for sentence.

Two small boys pleaded guilty to
stealing two bicycles from Emerson
& Fisher, Ltd. Owing to their tend-
er age, and their fathers promising
to look after them, they were allowed
to go.

Five youths, Kinsella, Tower, Gar-
nett, Maber and Abe Lavine were
charged with breaking, entering and
stealing goods from the grocery store
of Thomas J. Dean, City Road. K. J.
MacRae and E. S. Ritchie appeared
for the defendants. Thomas Dean
testified as to missing the syrups on
the morning after Labor Day, also
groceries and tobacco between the Sth
and 11th of August.

Detectie Briggs gave evidence that
Kinsella had admitted the robbery
and implicated Maber and Lavine.

Detective Barrett testified to the ar-
rest of Lavine, Garnett and Maber.
Thomas Dean, Jr., said that on the
morning after Labor Day he found
that syrup and jam had been stolen
from the store window.

Witness stated that the store had
been broken into about a half dozen
times but that they had not made any
complaint about it

Fred Wilson, Myer Lavine and a boy
named Phinney were before the court
charged with having broken into a
Chinese laundry and stealing a few
dollars. It waus shown that entrance
ta the laundry could be made by pass-
ing through the broken door in Dean’s
cellar. Guy Northrup, another boy,
was also before the court charged with
taking part in the laundry robbery.
The boys were all remanded till Fri-
day morning when the case will be
regumed.

William Matheson was charged with
breaking and entering the barn of
John Woods on Winter street and
pleaded not guilty. Mr. Woods gave
evidence of finding the barn broken
into at three o’clock in the morning
and of finding the prisoner in the
barn.

Phillip Bushfan pleaded not guilty to
assaulting his wife. The wife testi-
fled against him and he was remanded
to jail.

Mrs, Braman, charged with attempt.
ed suicide, was again before the
court. Dr. McDonald gave evidence of
having attended the woman at the
General Public Hospitai and having
found her mouth and face badly burn-
ed from carbolic acid. The woman
had swallowed some of the acid. The
prisoner was remanded to jail and
further evidence in the case will be
heard later.

There was much interest manifested
in a case where S. K. Cohen was
charged with assaulting Abraham
Poyas in the Hazen Avenune Synagogue
a few nights ago. G. H, V. Belyea ap-
peared for the prosecution, while H.
8. Keith appeared for the defendant.
The prisoner appeared to be a most
excjtable person and during the pro-
ceedings Mn Keith retired from the
case and K. J. MacRae took his place
in defending the prisoner.

Isaac Webber sald the defendant
had called him a “Hired Dog,” inti-
mating that witness was hired by
Louis Green and the Hazen Avenue
congregation. The night of the as-
sault there was a meeting in the syna-
gogue for ing the establishi
of a school where Jewish children
could be taught Hebrew.

Jacob Rubins told of Cohen inter-
rupting the meeting by saying that he
was going to talk whbther he be al-
lowed or not. He sald that the Jews
were giving a lot of money for benev-
olent purpeses and there was no
trouble in raising money but it was
being put in bad hands. In saying that
the money was put in bad hands Colien
pointed to President Poyas and Vice
president Amdur. President Poyas
ordered Cohen to leave the meeting,

and Cohen refused to do go. Mr, Poy-

ar Service Across New
Bridge in short time —
Diamond crossing here
later.

As the result of the interest shown
by Hon. J. B. M. Baxter in the need
of having the street rallway running
over the new bridge as soon as pos-
sible, workmen from the railway will,
‘this morning, start t® place the trolley
wires in position on the bridge and
complete the overhead work for the
cars.

Already the curved rails for the ap-
proach at the western side of the
bridge have been ordered and they
will likely be here within eight days.
Then it is .likely that the rails will ba
laid across the bridge to the eastern
side and a short transfer would thus
be possible.

This idea was suggested to the at-
torney-general by Councillor O’Brien
of Lancaster, and when put up to the
street railway official it was approved
and it is expected that this scheme
will be carried out until the diamond,
which has been ordered for the cross-
ing of the C. P. R. at Douglas avenue,
has been secured.

The crossing as arranged by the
street railway and the C. P. R. has
been approved by the Railway Com-
mission, and the street railway has
been in communication with manu-
facturers with the view of having the
diamond crossing here at the earliest
possible moment.

It is practically sure now that the
street cars will be across the bridge
by the date formerly mentioned by the
street railway officials and before the
snow comes it is likely that the Lan-
caster and city lines will be connect-
ed up. All the details in regard to
the crossing have been settled, and
now it is only the question of delivery
of the goods, that caused the date of
the opening of the line to be at all
in doubt.
