Washington, Jan, 10-Ratification
today of the Federal Constitutional
FProhibitior* Amendment made the
United Statos the firet great power to
thko legislative action to permanently
'0p the liquor tratfie.  Nebraska's
pte gave the necessaty affirmative
threedourth majority of the states to
make offective the amendment, sub-
mitted by Congreas in December, 1017,
It was followed by similar action in
the legislatures of Migsourl and Wyon-
ing, making thirty-olght states in all
Wwhich have approved a “dry” Amerl
ca  Affirmative action by some of the
ten state legislatures yet to act, s
predicted by prohibition advooates,

Under the terms of the amendment
e manutaciure, sale and importatiou
of intoxieating lguors must  ceass,
one year after ratification, but prohl
bitlon will be a fact In' every - Htute
wmuch earlior, because of the war mea
sure forbldding the manufacture and
#nle of nlcoholie bovernges after June
80, untll the deygobilisation of the
military forces ls completed,

IS UNABLE TO
PUNISH BERLIN

Cannot Bring Them to Time
by Withholding Feed Ship:

Berlin, Wednesday, Jan. 156, (By The
Assoclated Press)—If rural Uermany
desired to punish Berlin for the mis:
behavior at the capital, during the past
week, by withholding food shipments,
it would probably find its ambitions
frustrated by the system of national
digiribution evolved two years ago,
fand which is still in operation. Pro-
yvinalal Gertany, that i8 the agragarian
gections) turns in food products, under
this system, to local receiving sta-
tions, whence they are sent to vari-
ous sections of the country. The pro-
ducer is rarely aware of the destina-
tion of his wheat, potatoes, vegetables
or cattle, all of which are apportioned
uccording to the needs of the various
commiunities,

The mutticipalities making up Great-
er Berlin are merely distributing
agents, they being allotted so auch
per capita, and they usually keep the
metropolitan populations of somme 4,
000,000 gupplied two or three weeks in
advance, While disgust with Berlin,
over tlie rebellion, is unconcealed in
all parts of Uermany, the influence of
this feeling on the food supply is like:
1y to be nil. The only immediate mea-
ace appears to be the shortage of roll
ing stock; although the possibilities of
the Polish invasion of Posen are serv:
ing to complicate matters,

Bmmanuel Wurin, the national food
commissioner, informed the correspon
dent today that the situation in Posen
was threatening to become acute and
that its {mmediate effect upon the shiip-
ment of wheat and potatoes to Berlin
was already being felt

“The Polish authorities,” said the
commissioner, “have been demanding
coul i exchange for food stufis, Get-
many has supplied the fuel but the
Poles have falled to reciprocate. They
liwve not only failed to ship wheat and
potatoes, biut have retained the rolling
stock which carried our coal to thei,

Hetr Wurm said he belleved the pre
gonit critical food situation in Ger:
many's eastern provinces, gnd its ef-
fect ot the Berlin supply would be
quickly dissipated when Poland's poli
tical aspirations were once adjusted,
atid the Polish government stabilizetd.

“Prusela is the only food buyer in
those sections which need our indus
trial products, as they dare purely
agrartan,” he declared.

“fhe internal unrest in Uermany is
due to the failure of the Entente to
coticlude a speedy peace. Instead of
doing this it is complcating the nego
tations with new demands. When the
boundaries and otheF interstate rela
tions are once definitely fixed, com«
mereial relations can promptly be re
sumed, Our present supphes will en:
able us to nold out for four months,
bt unless peace brings ug food relief
by that time we will be at the end of

our present limited resources.”

Freedom and Happiness of
World Depends on Fostering
British and American Ties
of Friendship.

CAN LEARN FROM
ONE ANOTHER

They Can Disagree and Talk
Over Their Differences
Without Calling
in the Police.

London, Jan, 16.~'It 1s on the firm
rock of friendship and understanding
between the Knglish speaking peoples
that the foundations of a league of Tas
tions must be laid,” John W, Davis,
the American ambassador; declared in
4 specch tonight at a dinner given in
his honor by the American society.
The ambassador's theme was the
iriendship and cc-operation existing
beiween Great DLritain and tae Uit
od States, and he urged the vreservas
tion and fosteriug of the ties, on which
“depends s0 much of the fresdcm and
happiness, not only of ourse.ves, but
of all the world besides.”

“It 1s the glory of our kind,” Mr.
Davis contnued, “that we eannot ony
learn from cne another, bul can dis
agree and talk our differencas cut
without making it necessary for ousr
neighbors to eall in the police, or oup
nations to put their armies on the
march,

“In the long century of unbroken
peace between our countries taere hay
been motre than one question on which
we found ourselves unable to agree,
but not one which we were not willing
to submit to the calm and candid judge
ment of impartial men,

“We are about to labor to urge this
manner of life upon other natione of
the world as the best Insurance
against ceaseless war. Let us rejoice
hat we can offer, at the council
board, both the precept and the ex«
ample,”

Mr. Davis said that the American
people had reason to be gratified that
they had shared the struggles and gace
rifices’ of the war with Great Britain
and the Allies, but, he continued:

“We shall, 1 am sure, be prouder
if, hereafter, history shall write that
at the close of the great war humani.
ty lenteréd upon a new era of peace,
order and happiness in which Ameri-
ca and Great Britain were comthon
laborers, if not, indeed, the plonears.”

1,500 PASSENGERS

Experienced Stormy Voyage
~—List Included 126 Offi-
cers, 50 Cadets, 489 Other
Ranks, 891 Civilians.

The Metagama docked yesterday
morning after a very stormy twelve-
day trip from Liverpool, bringing
1666 passengers, including 126 offic-
ers, b0 cadets, 489 other ranks and
891 eivilians of whom 139 were chil-
dren and 132 infants, There was one
child born on the way over.

All report a very good trip, though
there was considerable mal de mer on
board, as the passage was a very
rough one, so rough that lifeboat No.
17 was swept overboard, and one wo-
man was thrown down a companion-
way and had her left forearm broken

The food served on board to the
troops was of average quality and
well cooked, the steward service was
satisfactory, and the single men on
board had no complaint at all; they
were simply very glad to be back in
Capada again,

There were on board though quite
a number of non-commissioned. offic-
ers and men who are bringing home
with them English brides, and these
are loud in their denunciation of the
table fare, ser » and sleeping com-
partments. The men wish their
wives, who are coming to Canada for
the first time, to travel well, and near-
ly all, to a man, exerted every en-
sure passage in the cab-
willing to all expenses
out of their own pockets. This privil-
ege was denied them, they report,
and so their wives, mpany of them us-
ed to refined roundings, had to
travel in  steerage accommodations.

Another source of complaint arises
from the fact that on thig boat par-
ticularly there returned to Canada a
gireat number of civilians who were
engaged in munition work in England
These men, accompanied by their
wives and families, travel free of all
expenses, but the wives of the boys
who have been fighting in France
have to pay .

These soldiers who were complain-
ing were unaware of the fact thatthe
government recently announced that
the passages of soldiers’ wiveg and
children would be paid ,and the mo-
ney expended would be refunded.
