POLISH ARMY
WELL EQUIPPED

Warsaw, Aug. 20—The Red Army
suffered a drop in morale as soon as
it came into contact with the Polish
barbed wire and artillery fire before
Warsaw. It is suffering also from the
distance from its base and from ex-
haustion created by long marches at
top speed. Desertions have been very
heavy, so machine gun umits have
been placed behind the Reds to force
them on.

The Polish casualties are surpris-
ingly small.

General Laoroix believes that the
situation of Warsaw today is idemtic-
al with the situation of Paris in 1914,
at the opening of the Battle of the
Marne. He predicts the same rossmit.
The town is singularly quiet consid-
ering the Reds are within 12 miles.

HOUSING PROBLEW
BECOMES MORE ACUTE

Large Centres Unable to Find|
Homes for All — Federal |
Aid to be Invoked.

Toronto, Aug. 20—(By Canadian
Press)—With the return to the cities
within a few weeks of thousands of
city people who have been spending
the summer months in the open, the
housing problems in all the big cen-
tres of population in Canada—as in-
deed in many other parts of the world
—i8 becoming more and more acute,

Reports from many Canadian cities
indicate that very little house build-
ing has been done during the Summer
months, owing to the high cost of la-
bor and raw materials, There are not
nearly enough new houses or new ap-
artments to supply the Summer’'s crop
of newly married couples, and in
scores of cases the roses of newly
weds are already bristling with thorns
that come with vexatious, unsuccess-
ful house hunting, The owners of
such accommodations as are available
are asking unheard of prices, suppos-
edly justified by the big demand and
the high price of fuel. Proyincial
governments and municipal councils
have, so far, been unable to solve the
problem though many of them have
“taken a whack at it.” It has been
suggested that the Dominion govern-
ment should take the matter up.

Returned soldiers and other organi-
zations have, on several ocoasions,
mentiengd the matter incidentally be-
fore the Federal Government, and it
is expected that during the coming
fall, a determined effort will be made
by such organizations to have she
Dominion Government take up the

Berlin, Aug. 20.—Two German lead-l

ers, members of opposite camps, ux»i
peul to the world to understand the
difficulties the German Government is
laboring under in carrying out its
treaty cbligations and to make all al-
lowances for these difficulties. Philip
Schedlemann, the majority Socialist
leader, and Herr Gressler, the Minis-
ter of Defense, make the same appeals.

“One of the saddest faocts brought
out at the Epa conferemnce,” said
Scheidemann, “is that it will take a
very long time before the outside
world learns really that there is no
reason to distrust the New Germany.
Her former enemies will not believe
the governmeni when It assures them
of our honest intention to fulfill the
obligations to our utmost capacity.
They have no faith in Republican Ger-
many because we tolerate too many
old supporters of the Kalser remain-
ing in high positions. They do not be-
lieve our earnest desire for peace, nor
see how utterly defenceless we are
from a military point of view, other-
wise, how is il. possible to explain the
way Lloyd George treated Herr Gress-
ler at Spa.

“The Spa conference was a tragedy.
We thought we did everything to con-
vince the Eatente powers that not a
soul in Germany thinks of, or could
possibly ocould think of revenge, be-

PRESENTED BY
BOLSHEVIKI

Willing to Recognize in Full
the Independence of Polish
Republic and Right to
Establish Gov't,

ACCEPTS CURZON
FRONTIER LINE

Demand That Poland Grant
Complete Political and Mili-
tary Amnesty. .

London, Aug. 20°-The terms sub-
mitted by M. Danisevsky, head of the
Bollshevikgi de.egation at Minsk, at
Thursday's session of the Russo-Pol-
ish Peace conference, are given in a
despatch from M. Tchitcherin, Bolshe-
viki Foreign Minister, and was issued
by the Russian delegation in London
tonight.

Article 1 announces that Russia and
the Ukruint stcognize ia full the -
dependence and liberty of the Polish
republic and solemnly confirm full
rights of the Polish people to estab-
lish tlwir own form of government.

In article 2—Russia and the Ukraine
renounce any form of contribution.

Article 3—Gives fromtier of Poland
in accordance with th note Earl Cur-
zon (British Foreign Secretary), with
more territory east of Bialystok amd
Qholm,

Axticle 4—Stipulates that the Polsh
army be reduced to wixty thousand
men, to be supplemented by civic
militia, made up of workens, organized
to preserve order and for the popula-
tion’s security.

Articles 5 and 6 and 7 and 8§ deal
with the demobilization ¢f the military
and industriey and the prohibition of
Importations of war materials.

Article 9 says that hostilities will
cease seventv-two hours after the
signature to these terms, armies re-
maining on the lne ooccupiad, but not
east of the line indicated in Earl Cur
zon's note of July 11 The Polish

Believe His Influence in Saar
Valley Dispute Would be
of Great Advantage.

Berlin, Aug. 20—The influential role
the pope is again coming to play in
European diplomacy—one of the most
conspicuous post-war reactions — has
been further emphasized in an appeal
which Germany sent yesterday to the
vatican for mediation in the Saar val-
ley dispute with Krance.

communication to the Holy See, as it
marks the inmitial recognition of papal
influence in diplomatic affairs by Ger-
many since the overthrow of the mon-
archy.

Germany, though republicanized, Is
continuing the traditional policy of the
monarchy in working in the closest
union with theevatican, in man 8
transcending the former empire’s
ognition. The republic has sent an
ambassador to the vatican, who repre-
gents not only Prussia, as before, but
the wnole empire,

The sewer on First street has been
giving the department and those living
on that street a good deal of trouble
and on Monday Commissioner Jones
will bring before the council a propo-
gition’ which wil! remedy the trouble,

This sewer leads from Hawthurne
Avenue down Parke streel and across
First ‘to Cranston Avepue and down
Cranston Avenue to Rockland Roed.
For a portion of the distance on First
street it ‘runs on very nearly a dead
level and at times there is not force
enough of water to carry off the waste
myterial, which stagnates and causes
offénsive odors to“arise. On an aver-
age of three times a year it has been
found necessary to send the employes
of the department to this section and
clean out this part of the pipe.

The commissioner proposes 8o
change the lne of the sewer a little
which will give a good drainage all
the way to Rockland Road. About
half way along First street the sewer
will be diverted through and across
the lots fronting on Rockland Road,
joining the Rockland Road sewer at
the Corner of Cranston Avenue.

Boy Scouts Return
