Windsor, Feb. 4—The last honors have
been paid to Queen Victoria. Her body now
rests mear that of her husband in the
mausolenm at Frogmore. The final cere-
monies were more of a funeral and pathetic
character than any of the obsequies which
preceded them. Shortly before 3 o’clock,
in the presence of the royal mourners, the
Grenadier Guard of honor lifted the coffin
from its temporary resting place in the
Albert Memorial chapel and placed it on
a gun carriage. In the meanwhile, the
Queen’s -company of Grenadiers, drawn
up in the quadrangle, presented arms and
wheeled into line, their rifle muzzles point-
ing to the rear, at the reverse, and, with
slow measured steps, marched towards the
castle gate. At the head of the procession
was a band playing Chopin’s funeral
march.

Slowly the cortege passed under the
massive archway onto the long walk,
which was a mass of black brilliantly edged
with scarlet. Life Guardsmen kept the
crowds back.

In place on tTie gun carriage was the same
regalia whieh, had attracted the eyes of
millions since the march to, the grave be-
gan at Osborne. Close behind walked the
King, Emperor William and the Duke of
Connaught, wearing dark military over-
coats and plumed cocked hats and looking
pale and careworn. In similar dull attire
were the kings of Portugal and Belgium. All
heads were bent. The blue and gray of
the German princes redeemed the royal
group from perfect sombreness of color.
Rehind these walked Queen Alexandra and
the royal princesses, deeply veiled. The
Queen carried an umbrella, but the others
had their hands folded. As the last trio
of these veiled women passed out from the
castle there came two boys dressed in
bright tartan kilts and velvet jackets, Be-
tween them was a young girl, her fair,
loose hair glittering against the crepe of
her mourning. Two of thesé were children
of Princess Henry of Battenberg, and the

LoNpoN, Feb, 4.—The King has sent the following message to all the British colonies

and dependencies :

“To my people beyond the seas : The countless messages of loyal sympathy that I
have received from every part of my dominions over seas testify to the universal grief in
which the whole empire now mourns the loss of my beloved mother.

““In the welfare and prosperity of her subjects throughout Great Britain the Queen
ever evinced a heartfelt interest, She saw with thankfulness the steady progress which,
under the wide extension of self government, they had made during her reign. She warmly

appreciated their unfailing loyalty to her throne and her person, and was proud to think of

those who had so nobly fought and died for the empire’s cause in South Africa.

¢‘I have already declared that it will be my constant endeavor to follow the great ex-
ample which has been bequeathed to me. In these endeavors I shall have confident trust in
the devotion and sympathy of the people and of their several representative assemblies
throughout my vast colonial dominions. With such loyal support I will, with the blessing
of God, solemnly work for the promotior of the common welfare and security of our great
empire over which I have now been called to reign.

The sun was shining brightly. The final
obsequies promised to be as stately as the
initial stages. The representatives of the
royal families arrived from ILondon at
about 1 o’clock and drove to Windsor
Castle.

The streets of the old town were still
hung with wreaths, sadly faded since Sat-
urday, The stores were closed during the
interment.

The Last Stage.
From the Albert Memorial chapel to the,

mausolenm, nearly a mile from the great
gate of the castle, there is a steep slope
of 500 yards, at the bottom of which is
the lodge gate and a fence. On the castle
side of this were hundreds of ticket-hold-
ers. On the other side, where the long
wallk commences, the public was massed.
At 2.45 p. m. Sir Walter Parrat and his
choir walked down the stope through the
crowds to the mausoleum; then minute
guns commenced firing, the Windsor
cdhurch bells tolled solemnly, and the
strains of the band, gradually growing

stronger and stronger, echoed from the
castle quadrangle.

At 3.15 p. m. the procession
slowly out of King George's ardh.

The gun carriage with the coffin was
supported by the late Queen’s equerries
and household, flanked by the same ofti-
cers as appeared in Saturday’s ceremony
in London.

Following the coffin walked King Id-
ward, the Duke of Connaught, Empcror
William, the King of the Belgians, and
Prince Henry of . Prussia.

Reports of the Queen's Death.

New York, Feb. 2—In response to_cer-
tain inquiries as to the facts conecerning

the reports of the Queen’s death received
in this country on January 22nd, and the
claim that the Associated Press reports
were not the earliest autlientic ones, the
following statement is made:

The Queen’s death occurred at 6.30
Greenwich time, which was 1.84 eastern
standard time, 12.34 central standard time,
and the first bulletin was sent from the
death chamber at 6.45 p. m. Greenwich
time (149 p. m. New York time). The
Associated Press was received in New
York at 1.59 eastern standard time.

It is quite true a report was sent out
and published in several citics of the coun-
{ry an hour earlier than this, and to justify
this premature announcement the claim
has been made that the Queen really died
from one to two hours earlier than the
moment fixed by the official report. An
exhaustive 1nvestigation has been made
and develops the fact that all these claims
that the Queen died at any other hotir
than that officially named is an impudent
falsehcod.

Pekin, Feb, ¢—Tomorrow wil be held
the findt joint meeting between the foreign
envoys and the Chinese plenipotentiaries.
Only Li Hung Chang and Prince Ching
have plenipotentiary rights. The other
Chinese have merely the status of ad-
visers.

All rumors and reporits that large num-
bers have been lsted for punishment are
without foundation, as only 12 provincial
authorities have been named, These the
(hinese will be requested to punish com-
mensurately with their misdeeds. There
is a private understanding that at least
half of them will be executed or requested
to commit suicide, while the others mu t
pe banished or imprisoned.

The real subject liable to cause delay is
the punishment of the officials of Pekin
and the province of Chi-Li, regarding
awhich the envoys have not reached an
agreement. There is little doubt that the
(hinese plenipotentiaries will agree so far
as the provincials are concerned.

Without doubt Li Hung Chang and
Prince Ching have Ween ordered to protest
to the uttermost against the execution of
Prince Tuan or any prince of the blood
royal. This is a wource of disagreement
among the envoys, many of whom feel
that, if Prince Tuan goes unpunished all
others ought to go free. The Ohinese
plenipotenttim'ies profess to be unable to
understand how Prince Tuan can be pun-
jdhed while his son is the heir apparent.

British and American telegrarh linemen
repont having seen what they believed to
have been a number of armed Clinese, at
Jeast 2,000, at dusk yesterday  between
Mung Chow and Ma Tow.

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CLERGYMAN SHOT.

Four Bullets Were Sped to
End His Life.

New York, Feb. 3—The Rev. Jchn Keller,
secretary to Right Rev. Bishcp Starkey, pas-
tor of Trinity Episccpal miseion in Arlington,
N. J.. and chaplain of the first New Jersey
Regt., was shot and probably fatally wounded
by Thomas G. Barker, on Beach street, near
Midland avenue, Arlington, this morning.
Mr. Keller had just left the hcuse of John
S. Sands, where he ate his meals when! Bar-
ker, who was in front of the door, opened
fire. One bullet went through the facial bone
from the right side, destroying the sight of
the right eye, and after tearing through the
nasal bone, buried itself beneath the skin
on the right sid> of the face. Another bullet
shaittered the fingers of the right hand and
ancther passed through the clergyman’s hat.
The fourth went wide of its mark.

The shooting, it is said, was the result of
a disclosure made by Barker's wifle, although
Mr. Keller denies the accusation made
against him. Barker, after the shooting, sur-
rendered himself to the police and was lock-
ed up. Hs will have a hearing tomorrow.
Mr. Keller was carried irito the Sands home,
where tbrea dcctcrs were called in. Later
an eye specialist was called in the hope of
saving, if pcssible, the sight of Mr. XKeller's
left eye. The doctors said he had an even
chance of life. Mr. Keller said after the
shooting that he did nict know whe shot him.
He refused to sign a complaint,

According to a story told by Barker to
several frisnds after the shooting, his wife
last night told him that the illness from
which sihe had suffered fcr nearly a year and
which caused the Barkers to break up their
hcme and go to boarding, was due to an as-
sault committed on her at her home by the
Rev. Mr. Keller.

The assault, it is allcged, was committed
after a hard struggle during which Mrs. Bar-
ker became unconscious. The Barkers and
the minister were very friendly and had con-
tinued apparenitly friendly. Mrs. Barker was
a member of the Mission, but her husband
was not. When Barker heard bhis wife's
story he waited until morning and then lay
in wait for the minister and shot him. Bar-
ker has lived in Ariington about ten years.
He is about 39 years old and for many years
had been in th: employ of the Commercial
Cable Company, being in charge of one ot
the departmenits in New York.

The Rex. Mr. Keller is about 38 years old
and a native cf Philadelphia. He was grad-
uated frcm the general” Theological Seminary
in New York in 1856, and the same yecar was
mad> a deacon. In 1888 Mr. Keller was made
chaplain to Bishop Starkey, and in 1895 was
made chaplain of the first regiment, but at

the soliciation cf th2  bishop, . did
inot go 'with ¢the regiment <when it
was called out during the Spanish war. Two

years ago last May he was made secretary
of the diocese and still holds that position. i

JUSTICE TO HOBSON AND CREW,

—

Secretary Long Replies to Query as to Why
No Recognition Has Come to the Meri-
mac’s Men,

Washington, Feb, 3.—Secretary Long has
addrersed the following letter to Senator
Morgan: .

“Dear Senator:

“I have your leiter with regard to Lieut.
Hobson, Captain Ciark and others and to
the failure of the government to recog-
nize their services. I need not say to you
thatt no one feels this more keenly than
myself nor has donme more to endeavor to
secure justice for the men who conducted
and consummated the Santiago naval cam-
pzign. Will you let me say that the ‘de-
lay’ is nmot with the executive branch of
the government so much as with congress.

“I feel keemly thelack of any recognition
to Hobson, whose feat is famous ths world
over, 1 have repeatedly talked about him
with the: president, who, as you know,
feels the most cordial interest in behalf
of all these men. He cannot separate
Hcbson’s case from the redt nor can I
advis2 him to do so. It would be an un-
jusit discrimination against Captain Clark,
to whom you refer, and who is two num-
bers worse off now than if there had
becn no war; it would be an injustice to
the commander-m-chief, who planned and
consummated the whole campaign and
who had a grea‘er responsbility upon him
for a longer time than any officer on the
Atlantic. It would discriminate against
the enlisted men who have yet had
me‘ther thanks nor medal, nor any recog-
nition and are humiliated cn the deck of
every warship on which their shipmates
wiho served in the Asiatic squadron dis-
pay their medals and the Santiago men
have none.

“Not content with what has hitherto
been dcme, it whas only a few days ago
that I wrote a letter to Senator Hale,
chairman of the maval commititee of the
senate, a copy of which I enclose, asking
him if he would not, as a last resornt, have
the naval comm’tee or a sub-commitlee
of it, take up the matter and consider
the report upon the deseris of these of-
ficers.

“I think you will cordially acknowledeg
that the presidemt by his spezdy nomina-
tions for promolticn has been prompt and
that this department has left no stone
unturned to do justice in this matter
amd that it is now for congress, of which
you are so distinguished a member, to act.
Trusting that we may all co-operate and
at last securs to these officers and men
an expression of the eountry’s apprecia-
tion of their services, 1 am,

GREAT UNION MEETING.

City Hall Given Up to the Principal
Event of the Closing Day--Rev.
W. F. Wilson of Hamilton Shows
the Stand Taken by Canadian
Members.

Portland, Me., Feb. 2.—The crowniné
event of the great 20th anniversary meet-
ing of the Young People’s Society of Chris
tian * Endeavor occurred at Williston
church, the birthplace of the society, this
afternoon, when a large memorial tablet,
the result of contributions from members
ali over the world, was unveiled by Gen-
eral Secretary John Willis Baer. The
tablet was placed directly over the main
entrance to the church and the unvell-
ing exercises were held in the open air i{n
the presence of a large number of mem-
bers and interested spectatois. Rev.
Smith Baker, pactor of the church, ac-
cepted the tablet on behaif of the local
society and the great throng then crowd-
ed into the church where brief addresses
were made and the greetings received by
cable from foreign countries were read by
Secretary Baer. Among these were mes-
sages from Austmla, Japan, India, France,
Spain, Germany, England, China, Jamaica,
Haweii and elsewhere.

The meetings today were al largely at-
tended and the afterncon trains brought
in large numbers of Endeavorers from ail
parts of New England, who come to attend
the conciuding services tomorrow, when
a great union meeting will be held in City
Hall,

The day’s exercises were closed by an
informal reception, tendered President
Clark and the officers of the general so-
ciety at City Hall.

Portland, Me., Feb. 3.—Perfect winter
weather characterized the last day’s ses
sion of the comvention. More visiting
members were present than on any pre-
rious day and the atitendance at the dif-
ferent services was larger than ‘at any
time during the convention.

The day opened with the usual “quiet
hour” service at the Second Parnish church
conducted by Secretary Jcohn Willis Baer,
and this was followed by preaching ser-
vices in all Portland dhurches.

Dr. Francis E. Clark, of Boston, the
founder of the society, delivered a sermon
at Williston church, and other pulpits
were occupied by Bishop Alexander Wal-
ters, of Jersey City; Bithop Warnett, of
Ohio; Rev. W. F. Wilson, of Hamilton,
Ont.; Rev. 8. W. Adrviance, of Winches-
ter, Mars.; Rev. W. B. Waliace, Utica,
N. Y.; Rev. ¥. S. Hatch, Monson, Muss.;
President John Henry Bawrows, D. D., of
Oberlin, Ohio, and others.

The principal event of the day, and in
some respects most imporftant of the en-
tire convention, occurred at City Hall this
afternoon when a greit union meeting
of the Endeavorers was held. Dr. Francds
E. Clark presided and 30-minute addresoes
were delivered by Rev. Wayland Hoyt,
D. D.,, of Philadelphia; Rev. W. F. Wil-
son, of Hamilton, Ont.; President Jchn
Henry Barrows, of Oberlin University,
Oberlin, Ohio.

An immense audience was present and
the hall was crowded to the doors, many
being unable to giin admission. The
meeting opencd with a 20-minute priise
service conducted by Dr. Nickerson. It
‘ncluded the most familiar Christian En-
deavor hymns and the musi: was enthus-
tastically rendered, the charus of nearly
2,000 voices uniting in one tremendous vol-
ume of sound. Following the song ser-
vice were impressive devotional exercises
by Rev. W. H. Fenn, D. D., of this city.
Mr. John Wiilis Baer read a poem, Lock-
ing Fomvard, wnitten during the conven-
tion by Rev. David James Bumrell, D. D,
of New York. Rev. Wayland IHoyt spoke
for half an hour on Christian Endeavor
and Young Men.

This was followed by more singing, after
which Rev. W. F. Wilson, of Hamilton,
Ont., spoke on Christian Endeavor and
Citizenship. He said in part:

The Christian Endeavor
Society stands for responsibility and pa-
triotism. Society is armed to the teeth
against itself and it is the duty of Chris-
tian Endeavorens to bning society tcgether
‘nto the recognition of the equality and
brotherhood of man. Then the black flag
of poverty, the rcd flag of tyranny and
the green flag of envy will be lowered and
the white flag of brotherhood will wave
throughout the world.”

President John Henry Barrows, D. D.,
of Oberlin University, Oberlin, Ohio, fol-
lowed in an address in which he told of
the great assistance Christian Endeavor
societies had been in the work of foreign
missions, touching with deep feeling upon
the death in China of American mission-
aries.

President Clark then spoke a few words
of farewell and the great meeting ad-
Jjourned.

The general exercises of the day were
concluded with two evangelistic meetings
for men and women in the hall oi the
Y. M. C.- A. and the Friend’s dhurch. This
evening addresses were delivered in dif-
ferent ch}n‘chos by visiting workers.

It is
stated that cemtain attorneys whom it is
asserited here, misled the Indians, may be
prosecuted.

€till trying to hold meetings. A pose will
be sent tomorrow to arrest Chief Letah
Mekko, the real chief of the Creeks.

The Queen proposad marriage to the
man who became her husband. Royal
etiguete imposed the difficult task upon
Vidtoria, as she was a Queen and the
man of her choice, Pnince Albert, was ot
infertior rank and station.

Many accounts have been told and
wriltten of how Victoma “popped the
questtion,” but the true ome thas never
been publshed and probably never will
be. * The matter was ‘too sacred to the
Que=n for discussion ameng her closest
friends, and the prince consort, her
husband, fadthfully kept the seeret until
he died.

Vidioia had but one love affair. No
other romance ever figured in her life,
though scores of mighty suitors sought
her ‘hand. :

In her infancy she was conscerated to
her firet cousin, Francis Charles Augustus
A'bertt Bmanuel, second son of Ernest,
Duke of Saxe-Coburg Saalfeld. - Albert’s
faither and Victoria’s mcither were brother
and sistar, children of the Duke of Coburg.

The. marriage contradt between Albert
and Victoria was entered into by their
parents when no one dreamed that the
lititle girl would ever be Queen of ling-
land. She grew up with the idea so
firmly imbedded in her thoughts that she
was ito be the wife of Prince Albert that
it mever occurred to her to alter the ar-
rangemenlt after she became Queen.

Albert and Victoria met for the firsl
time when they were both about 17 years
of ege. Albert was very shy as a boy,
but Victoria was mever embarrassed when
in this company and regarded him in a
matter of fact way that greatly amused
her elders.

She had been Queen a {rifle more than
two years when she proposed to the
prince and he dutifully accepted. A task
even more difficult than asking the man
she loved to marry her confronted the

young Queen. Duty and official pro-
cedure compelled her to personally am-
nounce her engagement to her privy

counail.
This announcement was made Nov. 23,

1839. The privy council was summoned
specially to Buckingham Palace to re-
ceive the announcement. In the Gre-

ville Memoirs the scene is described as
follonws: >

“All the pwvy councillors had seated
themselves when fthe folding-doors were
thrown open and the Queen came in at-
tired in a plain morning gown, but wear-
ing a braceldt containing Prince Albent’s
pigture. She’ read the declaration in a
clear, sonorous, sweet‘toned voice, but
her hands trembled so excessively that 1
wondered she was able to read the paper
which she ‘held.”

Victoria did mot believe in lengthy en-
gagemenits, At noon, on Feb. 10, 1840,
the Queen was wedded to the man of
her choice in the Chapel Royal, St.
James's PPalace, less than #three months
after the formal engagement.

He Went to Investigate a Noise in
His Barn'and Was Met By a
Bullet” Just Above the Heart--
Looks Like a Case of Cold-Blooded
Murder.

Bloomsburg, Pa., Feb. 3—Thomas McHenry,
a well-to-do Jumber merchant and farmer,
residing near Rdbrsburg, Columbia county,
was shot this morning, by an unknown as-
sasin and death ensued six hours later. Mr.
McHenry was aroused from his sleep by a
noise in his barn and he arose and went to
the barn to investigate. As ne neared the
barn a shot rang out and McHenry fell. The
bullet struck him just above the heart and
passed out of his back. It is the general
belief that it was a case cf ccld-blooded mur-
der, although every precaution had been
taken to maks it appear as a case of frus-
trated robbery. Several sacks of flour had
Been taken frcm the barn and placed out-
side, so that it would appear that they were
left behind b:zcause of the hurried departure
after the shooting. Thz assasin was iracked
for some distance and it was evident that he
had no conveyance and therefore could not
have taken away the sacks of flour with
which he scught to cover up the murder.

No arrests have been made by the author-
ities, nor is.any clue announced. =

Mr. Mcllenry was-35 years of age and
leaves a wife and six children.

UNITED STATES CONGRESS.
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President’ Feels That an Extra Session is
Necessary.

Washington, Feb. 2.—The situation in
the senate was not changed by any de-
velopment tcday. The Republicans in-
tend to continue pressing the- shipping
billl and the leaders say next week will
develep whether or not the opposition in-
tend to take the measure to death.

The senators who are leading the op-
pocition say that there are enough speeches
to consume ten days and that some Re-
publicans are lending encouragement to
the fightt against the bill. The opposition
believe the desire to avoid an extra ses-
sion will soon force the revemue bill and
the war appropuiation bill to the fromt.

As to extra session. talk, senators who
have seen ‘the president, say he feels that
it is necessary, but they are almost unani-
mous agafingt an extra sessicn and will do
cveryihing posible to prevent ome being
called.

Tlhe senate met at 11 o’clock and with
the exeception of an hour and a half at
the beginning of the session, devoted the
entire day to the discussion of the ship
subsidy bill. Mr. Turner and Mr. Mallory
were the speakers on behalf of the opposi-
tiom.

T'he house spent the day until 3 o’clock
in the consideration of the post office ap-
propriation bil. ‘The struggle over the
quesition of restoning the appropriation
for pneumatic service and the reduction
of rai:way mail pay, were precipitated by
amendments offered, but no action was
taken. At 3 o'cloak public business was
suspended to permit members to pay
infbute to the memory of the late Senator
Davis of Minnesota.

E. Starbird, of Strong, was found uncon-
scious in the mill today, near the large
saw. He died three hours later, without
recovering consciousness. His death is
stated to be due to heart failure.

He had been troubled with heart
disease recently and it is supposed that a
piece of board that was found beside him
flew from the saw and passed so near him
as to cawe a sudden shock.

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COMING OF THE INDIVIDUAL.

The Advent of Personality Described by Dr.
Newman Smyth in the Lowell Institute

Course—Two Suppositions Considered.
[—

In his lecture before the Lowell Imsti-
tute last night Dr. Newman Smyth spoke
on The Coming of the Individual, and dis-
cussed als length two suppositions with
‘regard to the coming of personality. le
said in part:

Wihat is!the worth of our little indivi-
| duality in the great nature-process? This
.is the next tepic in the order of our argu-
menit; and, following the positive method
of these lectures, we shail turn first to the
facts of the evolution of individuality, and
then seels o 'know' beliter their meaning.
In general it may be said that evolution
throwghout dts age-long process has tended
towards individuality. ‘lthe whole move-
men has been that way. At the present
sumait of it the individual man sands
out as its supreme form, with his face up-
lifted toward some radiant beyond: Dr.
Smyth enumerated and illustrated several
success've steps in the evolulion of indi-
vidualtty. The first faraway beginnng
was in (he appearance one after another
of the separate elements- which we dis-
tniguish in our physics. All these ele-
ments may have been evolved from some
one original element. According to our
speculavive astronomy the stars show a
progrowive development of chemnceal forms,
Anciher step in the process of nature
towards ind vidualty is to be observed
when we follow evolution up far enough
to find the crystal. For in the crystal
form has been won clear integrity. It was
an immense advance towards something
mcre excellent beyond when the first
crysial in its distine: symmetry was form-
cd. No advance of nalture after the ad-
vent of the erysial need seem miraculous.
The contrast between ihe crystal and the
living cell marks only the distance be-
tween two points on the same line of:ad-

rance. It is true that the least in the
kingdom of life is greater than the great-
edt in the kingdom of the carystal; but the

| one prepares the way for the other. The

crystal is the prophet of the cell.

The next approach towards individuality
was gained in the organization of matter
within the living cefl. Dr. Smyth dwelt
upcn the propenties of the cell which
werve to individualize it. Imagine your
waltch to be reduced ‘to microscepic di-
mensions, yet its spoings and jewels and
whheels all retained, and everything work-
‘ing in order and keeping ‘true time—and
you may thus form some idea of the mech-
anism of the cell. Now this microscopic
‘watch ‘oils and repairs itself, winds itself
up and keeps itself going. It seleats what
it needs for this purposé from its environ-
ment emid casts away what it uses up.
Whether or not the investig#tors may ever
succeed in bringing under known chemical
releftigns these marvelloasly intricate pro-
cesses of cell nutrdlion and change, the
‘poimt remains that this inmer, self-main-
taining life of the cell marks a new kind
of individuality - in the nature-process.
Through the realm of life the way of in-
dividualizaltion, when it has once been
‘gained, runs on with increasing distinet-
‘ness, The next step is the clear gain of
‘animal intelligence. In the animal order
‘the power has been acquired of making
‘lower orders subject to it, and that by
definite senttiient effort. The amimal has
also acquired the power to feel pain, which
is part of the natural cost of higher in-
dividuabty. Inhdividuality, however, in
the higher animals has not yet complete-
ly emerged from the life of the species.
The newt stage in the process of indi-
viduation in nature ds the coming of the
persomal life, Personal centres of  con-
sciousness are so many points of special-
‘zaition of the spiritual energy which per-
‘vades the whole evolution. Personality
is the spiritual star shining clear at last
‘from the spiritual nebula.

We have before us two suppositions
‘With regard to the coming of persomality;
one, that of its supernatural descent: the
“oiher, the supposition: of its natural as-
cent. The former, that personality iwas
suddenly thmust into nekure, coming with-
‘out warning like a thief fn the night,
wmﬂd‘purt all our knowledge of nautre to
confusion. It would break the course of
naiure in two in the middle; it would
make it begin looking one way, ahd sud-
denly face about and end locking andther
way. 1t would render the wihole progres-
sive development of animal intelligence a
failure; and man would then appear as
an afiterthoughit to make good natures’
m;iacjmming_e. We prefer to think of the
coming ¢f man as a still further s

G’f _imtelligence. Dr. Smyth discussed the
philoscphic revision of the idea of person-
ality whhdh is nedded.  The century’s
poetry, beginning with Wordswonth’s Te-
twm to nature, the cenltury’s missionary
ﬂ]gmamltamam:ism, and also the cmtnry;s
sdience have leflt with us a new and richer
view of the individual life. Man’s life
consists not in isolation but in commun-
ion; we may have a new sense of kinship
iwith nature, a most friendly sense of our
belonging to the whole universe, and of
fellowship with the living One. ’Thi‘s en-
largement and envichment of our idea of
personality, this knowledge that only in
the good of all can our little individaul
cups be filled always with overflowing
blessng, this scientific and philosophic
conception which may enable us {o per-
cewe more spritually how all things con-
sigt in the living One; this is not, panthe-
osm but religion. I'rom {he naturaiist’s
point «of view the maitter may be put
plainly in this manner: Taking our sir.?u*t
from the asumed priovty of the spirit
and trusting to a prisgiple of intelligent
direction throughout nature, we u’mg at
least follow one way, keep ’to the &m!‘:e
ascending path, and never need lose the
clew in following nature on and on.

cause of death was kept a secret, the fam-
ily claiming that death was caused by
paralysis. .

Today, however, it leaked out that Dr.
Griggs, who was 82 years old, had fallen
from an invalid chair into a grate fire
and when found his bathrobe was in flames
Lnd his head rested in the hot embers.
His face and upper portion of his body
had been shockingly burned and he died
within five minutes, notwithstanding that
geveral physicians were promptly sum-
moned. .

Dr. Gniggs was a native of Pomtiret,
Conn., and’ graduated from Brown Uni-
versity.

‘Queen Victoria has® been protected by'
guardsmen in the Albert’ Memorial Chapel
at Windsor since it was deposited there
yesterday. The officials of the royal
household at Windsor Castle visited "the
chapel today, as \\'e}l as a number of
friends and admired the great display of
wreaths. !

The interment at Frogmore to-
morow will be at 3 o’cock p.
m. The coffiin will be convey-

ed on a gun carriage drawn by artillery
horses whidh will rehearse in the morning.
The guard of honor will be the late
Queen'’s company of the Grenadier Guards,
the réghmental " band eccompanying the
escort to the mausoleum.

The ceremony, by the King’s special
command, will be . public instead of
privaie as was intended, the

members cf the Royal Family attending.
The Archibishop of York, the Bishop of
Winchester and the Dean of Windser will
officiate. The choir of St. George’s Chapel
Royal, Sir Walter Parratt directing, will
render the music. The choir will meet
the procession at the steps of the chape®
and with the clergy will precede the coi-
fin, the royal persomages with the servants
and the late Queen’s pipers, following.

A memoriul service was held this morn-
ing in St. George’s chapel, attended by
King Edward, Qceen Alexairdra, the
Duchess of Cornwall and York, Emperor
Wilkam, Crown Prince Frederick Wil
liam, the Duke of Connaughit, other rela-
tives of the date Queen and 30 ladies and
gentlemen of the royal household. The
royal personages wore civilian clotliing,
the ladwes wearing mourning veils. The
only patches of color were the red coats
of a few officers and the white surplices
of the choir, the whole scene being in
strong contrast to vesterday’s ¢brilliant
display, for the body of the chapel was
crgn_vded by a congregation in black.

Sir Walter Parratit played a prelude by
Chaminaide and .Canon. The Marquis of
Normandy and the Dean of Windsor read
the _specinl Jessons. The prayers were tue
specal prayers prescribed relating to the
reign of Vidtoria and the accession of Ed-
ward. The choir sang Dvorak’s anthem,
Blessed Jesus, Fount of Mercy,” render-
ing it with beautiful effect. The Right
Rev. W. Stubbs, Bishop of Oxford, de-
livered the funeral discourse.

THE LONDON PROGESSION.

Never Was a Sovereign Borne to the Grave
- Attended by So Many Distinguished

‘Mourners.

‘London, Feb. 2—“It has been a great
reign,” spoke Mr. Balfour in his eulogy
before the House of Commoas, “and it
has a happy ending.”

All London, and thousands from the
remotest villages of the Lkingdom paid
their final homage to the Queen today in
her capital; and assuredly, as Mr. Bal-
four said, the end of her reign, which is
now passed into history, was happy.
Deep solemnity filled all hearts. There
was reminiscent grief—the feeling that
one of the empire’s great institutions was
missing, but no such sorrow as_surround-
ed the coffins of Lincoln and Garfield, cut
off gefore their work was done.

Evervone felt that thé inevitable death
had dealt kindly with their sovereign;
that her passing had been as happy as
her life was useful. They gathered to
honor her memory rather than to mourn
her loss. As a Queen she was an exemplar
of the solid virtues and the aspirations
and lives of the middle class of English-
men, they, fittingly, seemed the most sin-
cere mourners. . :

All business ceased, even the drinking
liouses closing their doors during the day.
The newspapers suspended publication, and
life in London, like the rest of the empire,
turned from its customary chauncls and
was focussed npon three miles of west end
street, where the coffin containing the
body which was now merely a symbol of
Victoria's self, whom, often before, Lon-
doners had - cheered, assembled .as they
were today—but on occasions of rejoicing.

To an American the ceremonials with all
the theatrical trappings of royalty were
not more impressive than the funeral ol 3
chief magistrate, chosen by the people. The
kings and princes beneath silver helmets
and wearing gold braided coats were men,
but the sight of the King riding after the
coffin of his mother and Queen, with four
other kings and half a hundred of the
highest royalties of Kuropean dynasties
following, and the hereditary quaint at-
taches of court, was one never to he for-
gotten.

The popular mourning was less general
and ostentatious than it would haye been
in the United States. The wmultitudes
were remarkably orderly, The whole cere-
monial, including the massing of 30,000
troops and. the entertainment of all ‘the
visiting personages was an admirable ex-
ample of organization. Tonight the “cap-
tains and the kings depart.”

Returning Home.

The imperial yacht Hohenzcllern awaits
Emperor William at Port Victoria; King
Leopold and King Charles have reinrned
to London preparing for their return home
and Prince Yerdinand departed on an
evening train, travelling incognito.

The King and Queen, in a special audi-
ence granted Ambassador Choate and
Secretary of Embassy White, after the
conclusion of the services at Winds=or, ex-
pressed themselves as profoundly touched
by thet manifestations of sympathy in Am
erica.

Emperor
William’s officers, soldiers and sailors were
more conspicuous in all the ceremonizs
than were those of all the othar naticns
together. This has had the effect of popu-
larizing Germany with the people, who re-
cently regarded her as their most menac-
ing enemy. It is evident that Enpglishmen
realize that King Edward’s reign Llegins
confronted by a commercial erisis and
political dangers which- give a shadow of
anxiety to their mourning for the Ques=n.

Horses Nearly Cause Sad Disaster.

Tonight the Queen’s body lies in the
Albert chapel at Windsor, guarded faith-
fully, awaiting the last rites. Within, the
castle is -brilliantly lighted.-. Three kings
and heads of principalities, with special
representatives, left Windsor this evening
after lunching at the castle. Tt was at
Windsor that the only hitches in the clab-
orate programme of the day' occurred; and
these added to, rather than dstracted from
the dramatic and pathetic interest. T[he
first and most striking was the utter in-
tracibility of the horses attached to the
gun carriage bearing the coffin. The alarm
and chagrin of the King and Emperor,
who had hurried up to ascertain the cause
of delay in the procession leaving Wind-
sor station, was patent upon their counten-
ances. The horses struggled in the traces
and the coffin was almost thrown from
the gun. carriage.

Lord Roberts asked tlie King for per-
permission to take out the horses and
substitute for them “jackies,” who had
come up from Portsmouth as guard of
honor. This suggestion was quickly sanc-
tioned and the last time Victoria’s body
was borne before her subjects as it was
by her royal-handy-men, who at an' oppor-
tmne moment, .saved the situation.

Hitch at Windsor Ceremony.

The other hitcheccurred during the re-
ligious part of the ‘ceremony, The tremhl-
ing voice of the archbishop of Canterbury,
who is almost blind, haéF scarcely ended
the final benediction before he turned to
go up the altar: steps.- His sight and
strength failed hini and he tottered, groped
and was on the point of falling when the
archbishop cf York, who had been stan&d-
ing some distance behind him, advanced
and caught his hand and gently led the
venerable prelate to the holy table. Then
they both knelt,: the greatest dignitaries
of England’s church, next in rank to the
royal blood, their heads bowed upon the
purple altar cloth.

While the archbishop prayed and the
bishops and clergy reverently kept their
knees, the King and Emperor William, fol-
lowed by three other kings, walked almost
hurriedly up to the altar rails and out into
the castle by a private exit. Their gorge-
ous svites followed mechanically and a
Lkaleidoscope -of color and royalty surged
up the chancel. Against this hurrying
throng the coffin and kneeling figures with-
in' the holy enelosure stood out in con-
trast. Still the archbishop: prayed and
still the gaily caparisoned princes sought
an outlet by which they might gain the
Waterloo chamber, in which the long de-
layed luncheon was laid. Almost touch-
ing the coffin, they chatted. Ambassador
Choate shook hands with another am-
bassador. Then the stream turned, for
orders came for the ‘suites and ambassa-
dors to go out by another door. The re-
turning throng met those coming ,up al-
most at the coffin, well night causing &
melee. Finally they reached the other
door and the body of the Queen.was left
alone before the altar, save for the stern
figures of her gentlemen-at-arms, with
halberds in hand, guarding the remains.

AT PORTSMOUTH

After Service the Coffin Was Conveyed from
Yacht to Train.

Portsmouth, Feb. 2.—Before nine o’clock
this morning the remains of the Queen
were taken from the royal yacht Alberta
to a special.carriags and conveyed to the
King's train, which® started for London at
8.53 a. m., amidst the boom of the guns
at ithe fort. There was a shont service on
the yaoht before the body was removed.

The omnly mourning garb visible was in
the dresses of the princesses. The firing
of minute guns mﬁu‘ked the passage of ‘the
coffin to the draped railroad  train, to
whidh it was borne shoulder high by petty
officers “of the royal yadhts, preceded by
a  clergyman. Immediately behind the
coffin were carried the crowm, the globe,
{he standard and a few choice avreaths.
King Fdward and ‘Emperor Wiliam, the
Duke of Connaught and the Crown Prince

followed the remains, and then came the,

The coffin was placed on the dais, and
Admiral Sir Nowe!ll Salmon, admiral of
the fleet since 1899, King Edward, Queen
Alexandra, mperor William' and the other
membens of the royal family ook their
seats and the train moved off.

Never in English history has a sovereign
been borne to the grave attended by so
many distinguished mourners.

The display of the naval and military
forces reached the great total of 35,000
men. .

The people fought for hours for a
otthers folowing it. They saw a long pro-
cession of soldiers, a passing show of daz
zling regalia, with a hundred royalties
crowding after them. and then dispersed,

Burope has seen grander royal funerals
tham the Queen’s and had a more gorge-
ous spectacle in the celebration of her 60
vears of reign, but no episode in the Vic-
torian era will live'so deeply impressed on
the memories of those who witnessed it or
participated in the ceremonies. The day
was_sombre, wet and chilly, as are most
of London’s winter days.

The scene at Victoria station from early
morning was most brilliant and impres-
sive. For today’s ceremony the station
was tramsformed into an immense recep-

9 o'clock, and the long platforms wers:
covered with purple cloth. On another
platform, facing that at which the Queen’s
train was to arrive, guards of honor com-
posed of bluejackets and Grenadier Guards
were drawn up. The broad roadway sep-
arating the two was swept clean and sand-
ed, and a number of little pm'plg covered
platforms, from which membeks of the
royal family were expected to mount their
horses, were placed alt intervals at the
side and centre. J :

At 10 o'clogk an army of grooms with
horses arrived, and then the distinguished
British naval ang-military . officers and
foreign royalties in dazzling” uniforms
came it quick succession. The Lord Chan-
berlain and his officals, bareheaded, w.th
their wifite wands of Office, received the
most distinguished personages #ind Jeon-
ducted them to a little pavilign .eygcted
on fthe platform. The whole station by
that time resembled the wcene of a leves.

The commander-n-chief of the forces,
Field Marshal Barl Roberts, on a beau-

He was soon followed by the earl mar-
shal (the Duke of Norfolk) and many of
the most distinguished British officers.

They were the state car-
riages used on jthe oceasion. of ‘the laie
Queen’s jubilee, with beautiful gold-mogat-
ed (harnesses and trappings. The ‘horses
were midden by postilions in scarlet jackets
with only a narrow band of crepe on
their arms as a mark of the great change.
The carriages were closed. Following the
carriages and preceded by an officer came
the little Khaki-colored gun carriage which
was to carry Queen Victoria’s body irom
Victoria to Paddington station:» The eight
Hanovenian cream-colored horses whnich
drove ‘the late Queen on the occasion of
the jubilee were used today.: The gold
harnesses, the scarlet-coated postilions and
ithe. scarlet and gold covered grooms who
held each of the horses by the bridle
were all the same. Only the little gun
carriage in place of . the glittering glass
and gold coach marked the cnange. The
place for the coffin to rest was over the
wheels, but this was the only alteration.

A minute ahead of time the train steam-
ed into the s.uation. -All heads were un-
covered as the saloon carriage bearing the
Queen’s remains stopped exactly onposite
the gun carniage, and King Edward, Qucen
Alexandra, Fmpercr William and others
alighted. Then the bearer party advanced
to the saloon carriage. With his hand en
the salute and standing a little in advance
of lthe others King Edward watched the
painfully slow removal of the coffin to
the gum carriage. It ‘was accomplished and
the pall and the regalia of the British
@own were: placed on the coffin.

The King and the othens with him then
mounted, and the procession started.

The procession, apart from the gun car-
riage bearing the coffin, and the royal
family and official mourners about it, was
noteworthy. Parliament, the judiciary
and the commercial bodies, were not rep-
resented; royalty, the army and the navy
monopolized the pageamt. Three thousand
soldiers and =ailors, picked companies, rep-
resenting all grades of the service—cavalry,
artillery, infantry, yveomanry, militia, vol-
unteers and colcnials—ficimed the advance
escort. They marched slowly and without
music. Modt of the unifarms were cover-
ed with dark overcoalts, and the standards
were draped with black, the officers wear-
ing bands of creps’ on their sleeves. The
infantry marched in columns 6f four, with
rifles reversed. They were four hours in
passimz. Then came NField Marshal Harvl
Roberts and ‘his siaff, and after them four
massed bands playing funeral marches.
Three hundred musicians announced the
coming of the body of the Queen. There
was a long array of court officials under
the leadership of the Duke of Norfolk,
all attired quaintly and brilliantly, bear-
ing maces or wands, most of them elder-
Iy men who for years had servied the
Queen. Mest of the spectators expected
an imposing catafalyue, and the coffin was
almost pastt before  they recognized its
presence by removing their hats. It was
a pathetically small oblong block, con-
cealed beneath a rich pall of white satin,
on the corners of which gleamed the royal
arms,  Across the pall the royal standard
was draped and a large crown of gold
encrusted with jewels rested- at the head
of the coflin, which was at the end of the
gun carriage just over the gun.

Cadets from Sand-
hunst and Wooolwich and members of the
House of Lords and House of Comimons
ocupied ®pecial stands. At the bottom
of Piceadilly the boys of the training ship
Britania were stationed.

The procession reached Paddingbton at
1.15.

Tor an hour before the arrival of the
procession Paddington dtation was the
center of stirning scenes. There were as-
sembled there, clad in their glitteirng court
costumes, the ambassadors, ministesr and
representatives of every civilized country
on the globe. . Mingled with them were
the highest officers: of the crown. All
were engaged in the work prepartory to
the departure for Windsor. Among them,
conspicuous because of the absence of ad-
ornment, was the American ambassador.
After the departure of Ithe ambassadors a
small company was admitted to the sta-
tion and hurried across to the opposite
platform where the royal train was in wait-
ing. It was precisely 12.20 p. m. when the
guands lining the platform came to a sharp
“attention” and with solemn tread the
head of the procession entered the build-
in.g Tor half an hour all was hushed
save the ocdasional clatter of horses hoots
as the Hussars and Lancers trotted intto
wiew of the rattle of the heavy gun car-
riages as they lumbered by. Then there
was a break in the procession and through
the archway came the royal bier, foliowed
by the mounted representatives of royalty.
Then came a score or more of attendants.
The King and German Emperor alighted.
There was a man at every horse’s head
and a hand at every carriage door and
as. the music of the massed bands echoed
throughout the. station the pall was re-
moved from the coffin and the casket was
deposited in the saloon carriage, which
the Queen had so often occupied® during
her lifetime. !

King Edward, Queen '‘Alexandra and fthe
Duke of Conmaught stood grouped together
as the coffin was borne in and then they
all took seats and the train started for
Windsor at 1.30.

“The Impressive Service at St. George's
~ ‘Chapel Described.

Windsor, Feb. 2.—Great throngs of peo-
pie assembled in the vicinity of the rail-
road station to meet the coffin. At 2.30
the guns of a battery sbationed on Castle
Hill eignalled the arrival of the funeral
trnin.

The great east window of St. Geonge's
chapel with its faint stained figures threw
a soft light over this burial and worship-
ping place of kings.. Before .each oaken
stall glimmered the waxen taper that
burns when knights of the garter worship
there. Above their heads, resting upon
the carved sabres of ithe stalls, were the
special insignia of each knight, while hang-
ing over this were the motionless banners
beaning the strange devices of the mem-
bers of this most powerful order. On each
side ©of the chancel flamed two rows of
candles, causing the gold and ved of the
knights to glitter. In sombre contrast
with these rows of light and color sat
the long line of princesses and ladies in
waiting, making a foreground of deepest
black. On the altar two tapers burned,
“but within the rail on each side stood two
large candelabra.

The profusion of flowens which was dis-
played outside the chapel ceased within.
On tthe chancel only a very few lilies and
delicate green ferns were used for the
altar decorations. There was no crepe any-
where.

Among ‘the early arrivals were ministers
and ex-ministers in full state uniform. All
the members of the cabinet took their
seats in a row.  Lerd Salisbury followed,
wearing a velvet skull cap and wrapped
in an ordinany black overcoat. When this
was taken off it revealed a plain court
uniform. The ladies in waiting, veiled as
the princesses were yesterday, took their
seats on a long bench below the staHs.
The first member of the diplomatic corps
to arrives was the Turkish ambassador.
Long before the stalls were filled the nave
was packed. It was here that the stands
had been erected and the chancel screen
on the ongan completely prevented several
hundred in the mave {from seeing what
went on in the dhurch.

Now and again one of the gentlemen-at-
arms, keeping on his huge plumed helmet
and gauntlet, his sword dangling at his
heels, walked to the quiet chancel to make
some final arrangement.

T.ord Rosebery came in about 1.15. The
most of the diplomatic corps occupied
nearly two entire rows of stalls on the
right of the chancel. The most noticeable,
by reason of his brilliant robes, was the
Chinese minister. Baron Ickhardstein,
the giant of the diplomatic corps, who was
in attendance upon Count Von Hatzleldt-

ered above all others in the magnilicent
white and gold uniform of the German
army. The Haytien minister with his
pitch-Black face formed a severe contrast
to Count Von Hatzfeldt, who sat mext to
him. The ambassadors, cabinet ministers,
knights ©of the ganter and the noble con-
glegaticn waited patiently while the gentle-
men-at-arms took: up their stands at the
chancel immediately in' front of the pitiful
line of mourning women. In their right
hands they carried a halberd and, even
against the brilliant background of -the
stalls, these huge scarlet figures stood out
conspicuously. From the court vard came
the sounds wof sharp commands as the
troops were brought to attention or were
shifted to -some better position. Two
oclock came and the congregation was
coughing upeasily. The long wait was try-
ing. | At 2,15 o’clock Sir Walter Parratt,
at the organ, commenced playing Mendel-
ssohn’s march in E minor from the “songs
without words.,” The castle clock struck
the half hour and the organ ceased.

Quietly, with no heralding, the Arch-
bidhop of Canterbury, the Bishop of Win-’
chester and the Dean of Windsor, walked
from the vestry down ito the dhaucel. The
nobles rose to their feet and remained
gtanding.

There is the rever-
ence for Lhe pure, high-minded woman who
for many a year has been the noble example
to her people of a life of uneelfish purpose,
of lofty idcal and of blameless action. We
fourn - the loss of the woman as well as the
Queen. Her life has been an inspiration for
good to all, and the fierce light that beats
about.a throne has brought into bolder 1e-
lief the splendid attributes with which she
was endowed, and on no occasion has the
humblest of her subjects had reason to
blush for the godly woman, the noble
mother, the ideal Queen.

Today we meet around that open grave
and consign her mcrtal remains to earth in
the sure and certain hcpe that Victoria the
¢ood has but put om immortality. Even
in our sorrow we, her subjects, are preud of
-that life, and begrudge her not the re:t
that remaineth for the people of God.

,.R‘ESPONSlBILITY.WITH SUCCESS.

Rt with special satisfaction that Lib-
erals arc able to contemplate their recent
v.owories. In  the  provinces, with the
single exception of Manitoba, the people
have pronounced in favor of Liberal prin-
ciples and Liberal administration; while
in the fedemal or collective field the ex-
gpression of confidence in a Liberal govern-
ment has been overwhelming and, definite.

The struggle up to such results was long
and oftcn discouraging. Toryism at one
time appeared to_be immovably entrench-
ed in the hearts of the Canadian people.
Time ‘after time the Liberal forces were
thurled agaip:st the Tery phalanx, only to
fall back shattered and defeated. Many a
hea:y. (felt the pangs of despair in those
davk days.” :

The  situaition s now vastly changed,
but in the pride of triumph, Liberals
dhodlfi not forget the hervitage of respon-
qulAify to which they have succeeded. No
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laggard’s lot is theirs, Canada is a great
counitry, just commencing to feel the im-
pullses of national end Imperial life, and
much must be done to help her realize the
destiny lying ahead.

It is well that atrsuch a time the duties
of government are in strong and capable
thands; that the effete Tory party has
been supplanted by new and vigorous
minds, moved by broader and better in-
stindts  of administration. Practically
everybody realizes this. Even life-long
and - uncompromising Conservatives feel
that their party will not be able to take
up again the burden of government until
it has undergone further pruning and been
equipped with new leaders.

We believe that Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
his cabinet ministers are deeply semsible
of the responsibilities which attach to the
trust placed in their hands by the people
of Canada; that they are fully alive to
ithe need for much work and the exercise
of careful judgment; that they are not
disposed to seftle down to the enjoyment
of official spoils while the affairs of the
Dominion drift.

We have reached that stage in our na-
tional existence when the party which
attempted the policy of drift would
quickly be shorn of power. Our people
are wide awake ‘to what is going on, and
they are coming more and more to over-
lcok party considerations for the larger in-
terests involved. That is a thealithy con-
ddion of things. The government which
blunders in its treatment of our commer-
cial interests will nct be able o appeal
to a packed jury.

The country has gone Liheral; but it is
cledrly an independent Lil ism. The
eledtors who returned Sir Wilfrid Laurier
to power have not given him a free hand.
They are watching him; he is their
trustee; and they will be exacting. They
know the cocntry’s meeds and will insist
on honest and earnest efforts being put
forith to meet them. That means much
of rght down hard work.

TRIPLE ALLIANCE.

Recently the question of the renewal of
the triple alliance has been brought prom-
.inently before Europe. Some of the events
‘which have caused the fresh discussion of

‘the subject were the result of the Austrian

elections, the financial condition of Italy
‘and the presence of Emperor William in
England. : ¢ i

The Austrian elections leave that count
in the same chaotic parliamentary condi-
tion in which it has been for several years.
It is true anti-Semitism, and with it the
force which is behind it, has received a
severe check, but dangerous elements are
still to be found in the Reichstag, in the
extrme German and Czech parties.

The opponents of the triple alliance in
Austria are in reality the same class of
people who are most persistent in en-
deavoring to prevent its renewal in Italy.
The Italian enemies of the alliance main-
tain that it is only a German one and of
no benefit to their country, while a re-
newal of the “Dreibund” would be sure to:
result in causing offence to France and be
resented by that nation and thus cause a
loss of trade to Italian merchants. Further
the opponents point out, very forcibly, that
the triple alliance has brought financial
ruin upon Italy through the necessity of
heavy military expenditure. This tre-
mendous expenditure has been productive
of nothing but the Abyssinian fiasco,
which, it is held, was entirely attributable
to the alliance; and the infamous scandals
and their accompanying financial crises.
Everything which has occurred in Italy
not productive of good was ascribed by the
Italian opponents, to the triple alliance.
On the other hand, the Italian supporters
of the alliance say ocandidly that there has
been extravagance and mismanagement,
but that it was not due to the German
connection but rather to the unstatesman-
like policy of the various governments.
The defeat ¢f the Italian al'm.ies.in Abys
sinia was not attributable to the alliance,
but to other causes. The friends of the
“Dreibund” hold that with good states-
mansh:p, military equipment and financial
stability can go forward hand ‘in hand.
There appears much difference of opinion
in Italy on the question, but undoubtedly
the alliance will be renewed. What posi-
tion would Ttaly stand in today if it had
not the protection of some ally? The
Italian frontier is extensive. and would
require great military works and many
troops to protect it.. The coast line being
great would necessitate a large fleet to
prevent invasion. These combined would
involve the expenditure of large sums of
money to establish, and to keep thoroughly
equipped would be an enormous drain on
the Italian finances. As it is today, with
little cause for anxiety of invasion by rea-
son of having a strong ally like Germany
to assist in case of foreign attack, Italy
is not required to maintain such a large
army and flect, and with good statesmun-
ship and careful financing, the commercial
and industrial regeneration of the kingdom
could be accomplished without difficulty.
It would almost appear as if the triple
alliance must be renewed, as absolutely
recessary in the best interests of the two
weaker powers, Austria and Ttaly. *

ANTITOXINE IN DIPHTHERIA.

—

Some ten yeurs ago modern serum-
therapy, or medication by protective serum,
was almost unknown. In 1892 Behring in-
troduced his antitoxine treatment of diph-
theria and thus opened the door to new
theapeutic methods. Recently, various
cities of the United States have reported
on the efficacy of antitoxine in. the treat-
ment of diphtheria and all unite in con-
firming it as one of the greatest wonders
of medicine. The best results have prob-
ably been attained in Baltimore, where
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of antitoxine was 51.87 per cent., whereas
during the past three years the average
has fallen to 8.8 per cent. The results
obtained are very varying and this can, in
great measure, be attributed to two causes,
the stage of the disease at the time of in-

oculation, or injection, and the age of |

the serum.

Laryngeal diphtheria, which was former-
ly considered almost fatal, can, if taken in
the early stages of disease, be effectually
cured by the serum treatment; but, as
too frequently occurs, the disease is ad-
vanced before medical aid is called and
consequently becomes complicated by other
infections and will not yield to the anti-
toxine treatment.

The Behring treatment has taken all the

terror out of diphtheria and with good and |

proper sanitary conditions this disease
should become as rare as typhus.

EAST QUEENS ELECTION TRIAL.

P

*Our Tory contemporaries, while no dcubt
aware of the facts connectel with the
East Queens (P. E. I.) election trial, in
which Attorney General Pugsley was onc
o1 the counsel for the respondent, is en-
deavoring to create the impression that
the trial resulted . unfavorably to the re-
spondent. Whether this was so or nct
depends upon what was the substantial
contest between the parties. We
have positive information that before
the protest was filed, and several times
subsequently, the respondent offered, by
reason of the legal doubts existing in re-
spect to a number of the ballots, to vacate
the seat and run the election over again.
In order to do this it was necessary to
await the meeting of pariiamert, and the
election of the speaker to whom the resig-
nation cou’d be handed. These offers were
rejected by Mr. Martin, who fited the pro-
test in his own name claiming the seat.
The respondent then filed a counter peti-
tion making charges of personal bribery
and treating against Mr. Martin and also
filed recniminatory charges in answer to
Martin’s petition changing him with cor-
rupt practices both personally and by his
agents. Martin was examined before an
examiner appointed by the court and re-
fused to answer certain questions of an
incriminating nature, and Lkewise refused
to produce his books, which had been kept
by his son, and who, almost immediately
after the case was set down for trial, lefit
the province, presumabl$ for the purpose
of avoiding service of subpoema. This, a3
the reports in the Island papers chow,
was the state of affairs when Dr. Pugsley
arrived in Charlottetown. Immediately
on the opening of the court he applied
for ‘and obtained after much amgument an
order to compel Martin to answer the
questions which he had previously refused
to answer, and likewise obtained a sub-
poena to compel him to produce his book
before the examiner. His examination was
camied on in the mornings and evenings
of days which the trial of the petition
was proceeding before the judges. Mar-
tin's books contained entries showing pay-
ments by” his son evidently for the pur-
pose of buying votes, and, as a result; the
petitioner became so alarmed and his
counsel so satisfied that corrupt practices
would be proved against him that he
finally abandoned his claim to the seat,
withidrew all personal charges against Mr.
McKinnon and agreed to pay his own
costs whidh, as he had summoned about
two huniqlvred witneswes, would probably
amount to from $1,500 to $2,000.

. As to the evidence of treating and
drunkenness, there was only evidence of
one man being - intoxicated during the
election, and the weight of the testimony
was that this man had been made drunk
by Lquor supplied by Martin's agemts.

AN OPEN LETTER

Referring to the Kings County
Lists Matter.

WRONGFULLY NAMED.

——

C. J. Milligan, Secretary of the
Liberal Party, Shows That He
Was Not Connected With the
Matter--Did Not Mail the Letter,
as it Was Stated He Had Done.

to reverse the conditions which prevailed
in that country at the last gemeral elec-
tion. To this end, my name has been
very freely used as being the author of
the attempt, and through me as the sec-
retary of the New Brunswick Liberal
Assyeuation the good name of the party
is being impugned. For myself I care mot,
for I have become thoroughly accustomed
to dlander and misrepresentation from the
Conservative press. But funther silence
on my pavt might be construed as party
guilt. 1 wish therefore to make a state-
mentt, brief but explicit, so that there need
be mno further chance for misrepresenta-
ticn on the pait of anyove.

1 thad absolutely nothing to do with the
revision of the Rothesay non-resident
list: ne.er saw either one or the other
of the two lists; never asked that a name
be added or taken off the list; and so far
as my memory serves me never had any
conversation on the subject of the revision
with any of the revisors up to the time
the matter was brought up in the news-
papers, whidh was long after the list was
filed. WNeither in my private or political
capacity did T have aught to do with this
revision. Nefither did I mail the list to
the county secretary as stated by the
postmaster of St. Jobn.

New York, Feb. 3—The German oil tank
steamer Washington, Captain Dincklage,
which arrived this morning from Geetse-
mund, on January 25, in latitude 47.20,
longitude 83.25, fell in with the British
schooner Devon, from St. John’s, Nfld.,
for Liverpool, with a cargo of fish, in a
sinking condition. The Washington’s crew
rescued Captain Evans and his crew of six
men and brought them to this port. The
Devon. experienced the usual. winter
weather up to January 21st, when the
little vessel experienced a heavy south-
west gale with an uwnusually heavy sea, in
which -she labored heavily, causing her to
spring aleak. The crew were compelled
to man the pumps continually, the storm
continued to blow with great fury and the
leak countinued to increase in spite of the
efforts of the crew to keep her free. Sign-
als of distress were hoisted and a sharp
lookout kept for passing steamers. During
the afternoon the German oil tank steam-
er Washington, having observed the signals
of distress, bore down on the sinking craft
and hove to; a life boat was quickly
Jowered and within an hour the crew of
seven men were transferred to the Wash-
ington’s’ deck. The shipwrecked seamen
were in an exhausted condition from their
constant labor at the pumps.

Evan Thompson, one of the owners of
the famous Renfrew, the richest gold mine
in the maritime provinces, is at the Royal
hotel. Mr. Thompson, in company with
James Billman, a Halifax merchant, is
goint to England on a Dbusiness trip and
will leave New York Wednesday on the
steamer Teutonic. I

The. Renfrew mine, which is in-Renfrew,-
Hants county; N. 8., was acquired about
a year ago by Mr. Thompson and bhis
brother, and they are now .the sole owners
of ‘the property. In less than a year the
mine has made wealthy men out of the
Thompson brothers,
des‘gnated as the gold kings of the prov-
ipces. ‘ i

When seen at ‘the Royal the Renfrew
man said: “Well, we have taken over
$00,600 worth of gold from the mine since
last spring for a total expenditure of $3,-
500. We can’t tell what the property has
still up its sleve for us, but expect results
equally good as previously. We have one
opening where we can trace a continuous
seam of good bearing quartz for 75 feet.”

Mr. Thompson added that he was go-
ing to England on business, but not for the
purpose of disposing of his Klondike. He
admitted that the mine could be purchas-
ed, supplementing the statement with,
“but we have our price.” .

The first clean up at Renfrew since it
was acquired by the Thompsons was last
July, when it yielded nearly $16,C00. The
next clean-up was the bonanza, the result
being nearly $54,000 worth of the precious
article. The last clean-up was in Decem-
ber, when the result was $20,190.

Rerfrew is one of the oldest mining
properties in Nova Scotia and was pros-
pected on 30 years ago, but never with
anything like beneficial results. Adjoining
the property is the Big Five mine, prin-
cipally owned in St. John. Big Five, Mr.
Thompson thinks, will prove-a good in-
vestment to the shareholders.

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PROF. BAKER'S TDEAS.

Noted Civil Engineer Combats Some Argu-
“ments of Good Roads Advocates and
S fays They Aie Fallacious.
The 'Technograph, published at the
University of Illinois, has an article

" by: Prof. I. O. Baker, a civil engi-
neer, on “Fallacies. of Good Road
Seonomics,’””. in  which he - alleges
that ‘‘fallucious “arguments’’ are
sometimes used -in behalf of good

roads. It is often said, for example,
that a horse in Europe does twice
as much work asone in America und
that bad roads’ therefore costs the
American farmer the.cost: of deeding
one-half” of the horses plus the'inter-
est on their value. But the premise
is ‘a. fnere  guess, and the argument
wssumes “that all’ horses:‘are on the
road all the time, which is a great
error. The farmer, moreover, needs
more horses to raise liis crops than
to haul, them to market.

It is often estimated that the sav-
ing per horse due to'improved roads
is from $15 to $25 per year. 'This
sum multiplied by the mnumber of
horses ;:wen in“the last ¢ensus re-
port, is put' down as the annual loss
due to bad roads. There is no evi-
dence of the actual loss. Possibly a
horse could earn-$25 more a year on

a good road than  on a bad one,
though farmers assert that horses

are damaged fully this much by be-
ing driven on stone roads. - But in
fact only a small percentage of the
horses of  the, country are on the
road all the time.. It is' not at all
clear that with better roads farmers
c¢ould keep fewer horses. The hauling
of crops to market is an incident of
the farmer’s work, not his constant
employment.. As respeets the con-
clusions of the United States road
inquiry. oflice, circular 19, the profes-
sor thinks they rest on very imper-
fect data. It is-absurd to say,  he
‘thinks; that “the average cost of
hauling crops to the market is 25
cents per ton per mile and that the
cost. of marketing the crop is 26.6
per-cent. of its,value. The real ad-
vantages of good roads are that they

are-more comfortable and less ex-
pénsive to uSe during parts of the
year; facilitate rural mail ' delivery;

enable children to attend school with
less difficulty; add to the social op-
portunities. of -the farmer. ‘“The fun-.
damental defect in "the construc-
tion and maintenance of Amur":;m
highways,”’ says Prof Baker, “‘is the
lack of mtclhgnnt and effective su-
pervision.”’—DBaltimore. Sun.

Give Minla Chance to Examine and He
Will Become Reliable. i

The most nervous -horses are those
finely bred, highly orggnized ‘and of-
ten the most intelligent, says Dr. J.
C. Curver, in 'The Praciical Farmer.
They are on the alert for everything,
quick to take alarm and in‘moments
of sudden terror act so quickly in
what scems to them necessary  to
prevent bodily harmu'that they are
really dangerous animals under the
circumstances by shying, bolting and
running away - from an imaginary
enemy, all of which might be obviat-
ed by a proper early education. The
horse, like ourselves, must learn
everything, and the more highly or-
.ganized he is. the more readily . he
will learn, through the agency of

man, what to ‘be frightened at and’
what will do him harm. HoW can
we tell what awful suggestions

strange objects offer to the minds of
horsgs ? - A baby carriage may ap-
pear to the horse a veritable dragon,
a sheet of white paper in the road an
awful chasm, ‘an cpen umbrella a
terrible bugaboo, a man on a bicycle
coming .toward him some flying
devil from which he must flee for his
life, and when we stop and, think
of the matter scriouslyv we cannot
blame the horse for- what he docs
nof, understand.

. But how dificrent the action of the
horse when he understands what
all these things are. When he has
had an opportunity to calmly and
carefully examine them and every
other new thing he becomes perfect-
ly indiffcrent to them all. Therefore
when the horse shies at anything is
the time and place to_ make him ac-
quainted with that object without
punishmen!, but by encouraging
words, and if necessayg go to "®the’
objeet of fright in 'advance of him

be afraid of. I.ct him examine it
with his-nose, look at it from boty
sides repeatedly, and the job is donfd
for all time.

past. it with the whip, and he Wwill{

dangerous he becomes. While we
should be firm with our horses, we'
must at the same time let them
know that we are their friends, pro-
tectors, providers and educators.

Then is it not
the plain duty of everyone who han-
dles horses to understand this mat-
ter to its fullest extent? Whatever the
horse understands he is willing to
perform. Then let us take great
pains to educatec our horses in the
line of work we desire them to do,
and then there -will be but little
complaint in relation to their bad
habits, their unrellablhty or treach-

How a Hen Feeds.

Observe how the hen feeds when
out on the range. It is first a blade

of grass or leaf of clover, then a
short chase for a grasshopper or
cricket, says Wallace’s Farmer. She

now discovers a soft spot in the soil
which she believes worth investigat-
ing, and sets to work with the min-
ing tools which nature has given her
with a vm\v of finding out if it is
‘‘bay dirt. A fuzzy weed head is
in her path and she stops to shatter

down a few of the ripened sceds. She
is drawn away.from this repast by
another grasshopper, which - springs
down in front of her and-jumps
away again' just in time to save
himself from the dash which she has
made at him.. In place of the grass-
hopper which she didn’t get, she nips
another clover leaf or blade of grass.

Thus the hen feeds a little at a time
and consuming hours in obtaining a
full meal. It seems that people who'
see this every day might know that
throwing down a measure of shelled
corn on a bare spot is not the pro-
per way to feed the hens. And those
who do this will rdceive conclusive
proof that there is something wrong
with their feeding during the time of
year when the hen has no choice of
food, but must live on what is given
her by the owner. .

Comfort For the Calves.

The greatest drawback to the
health and comfort of a calf in the
average calf pen is the constant wet-
ting of the bedding, which necessi-
tates constant changing, or a filthy
sleeping place is the result. An ex-
cellent plan is shown in the cut.

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A BISHOP'S VIEWS,

Stir Made by an Address on
Political Questions.

NEW POWER IN ASIA.
RS S !
Thinks There Will Be Significant
Things Result from Meeting of
King Edward and Emperor Wil-
liam -- Britain and Germany to
Possess Southern Asia.

Ohiicago, Feb, 4.—Bishop Thoburn, mis-
sionary bishop in Asia of the Methodist
Episcopal church, made an address yester-
day in the Kirst Methodist church that
created something of a stir. among his
audience. Inasmuch as he launched into
a review of the political questions likely
to arise from recent events in China and
the death of Queen Victoria, the bizhop
said: “There is a new power entering
Asia and no one seems to notice it. Many
signiificant things will result from what
has just passed between Emperor William
and his uncle, Edward VII of England.
Before many years the old Austrian em-
peror will die. The old empire will then
fall to pieces and what w{ll be more
natural that that Germany will possess the
part of it which now borders on the Adri-
altic. The German Empire will then be
continuous from the North Sea to the
Medlterrancan. Germany has already
built railroads in Asia Minor between the
Tignis and fhe Euphrates rivers. Euro-
pean governments do not build railroads
unless they intend to operate them. Ger-
many will secure that part of Ceniral Asia
which Russ’a coverts. All of southern
Asia from the China sea to the Mediter-
ranean will be in possession of Germany
and England. Germany will have the
southern coast line and the British em-
pire will have seeured Arabia.”

UNITED STATES CONGRESS.

Bill Passed for Commission to Judge
Claims Against Spain.

Washington, Feb. 4—The house today
passed the senate bill to create a commis-
sion to adjudicate the claims of United
States citizens against Spain, which the
government of the United States assumed
by the treaty of Paris, after having amend-
ed the bill so as to refer the claims to the
court of claims. This action conforms to
the action of the house at the last session,
when the bill 'was recommitted with in-
structions to report back such an amend-
ment as was adopted today. A bill was
also passed to extend the charters of na-
tional banks for another period of 20 years
after| 1602, when the present extension ex-
pires. g

About an hoyr weas spent on the post
office appropriation bill in the discussion
of the amendment to reduce the raiiway
mail pay, but no action was taken.

The sh’p subsidy bill was laid aside in-
formally Ly the senatq to permit the con-
cideration of the appropriation bills. This
action was taken late in the day on Mr.
Allison’s request; that the District of Colum-
hia appropriation bill be taken up.

Mr. Frye, in charge of the shipping bill,
who had said he would not give way to
appropriation bills without a vote of the
senate, was not in the chamber at the
time, but Mr. Aldrich, Mr. Hanna and
others interested in the measure were
present and joined in the general assent
given to Mr. Allison’s request.

The Distriet of Colombia bill will occupy
the attention of the senate tomorrow.

The subsidy bill did nct receive atten-
tion today, the greater part of the time
being given to listening to a speech by
Mr. Bacon, of Georgia, on the right of
the senate to demand information on file
in the executive departments.

Secretary Long’s letter regarding Santia-
go naval rewards caused a discussion in
which senators upheld their course in this
weatter.

Attack in the Chamber of Deputies
Yesterday.

Rome, Feb. 4—The long expected attack
on the Saracco ministry was opened in
the Chamber of Deputies this afternoon.
The ministry is in bad odor with several
of the parties on account of its efforts to
bring about reforms in the administration
and improvements in the military and
naval services, which, however, have neces-
sitated from ficancial resources.

The ministry presented its financial bills,
which the budget committee refused to
accept- The government then requested
the committee to draft another scheme,
but the latter declined. This is the situa-
tion with which the chamber was confront-
ed today and it is disgruntled with both
the government and the committee. The
closing of the chamber of commerce of
Gienoa, which led to the recent trouble-
soma strike, furnished a peg on which the
government was attacked in an interpella-
tion brought forward today. There was a
large gathering of deputies and spectators,
as the fall of the ministry was anticipated.
