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THE DAILY TRIBUNE wliat motives you could have had in pre­
oaring yourself, as your did, with a 
pistol loaded, coming to New York, seek­
ing an interview with your father, and 
almost immediately shooting him down, 
except upon the idea that you had deli­
berately determined that his life should 
be terminated by your hand. I hope, 
however, that the Searcher of all hearts 
can perceive from your conduct that you 
were not animated by that premeditation 
and deliberation which the statute now 
requires to constitute the crime in the 
first degree. The duty I am to perform 
is rendered doubly painful by the fact that 
you belong to a family honored and dis­
tinguished both in the civil and military 
annals of your country. Your grand­
father on the one hand was, as has been 
truly said by your counsel, for a long 
time the chief equity Judge of this great 
State, and he left a record for purity and 
integrity and for all the private virtues 
that advance and elevate man second to 
none who have adorned so high a station. 
And, on the other hand, a grandfather on 
the mother’s side fell nobly fighting for 
his country on the field of battle, and left 
a record of which Ml his descendants may 
be proud. It is with grief that I feel 
bound to express my sorrow that the 
memory of those great and distinguished 
ancestors should not have restrained you 
from the commission of such a crime as 
that of which you are convicted. Your 
poor mother had, indeed, great cause to 
regret her relations to the father you 
have slain. Yon also, undoubtedly, had 
great cause to feel not aggrieved merely, 
but ashamed and indignant at the long 
course of outrages toward her and to­
ward his family; bnt, bacUts he was, you 
were not to be the

Young Walworth’s Doom — Passing 
of the Sentence by Judge Davis— 
the Cool and Callous Demeanor 
ofthe Yoeng Prisoner—Scenes and 
Incidents in the Court Room.

Nrom the N. Y, Herald, July 6th.
The fete of young Walworth has been 

settled. He goes to State Prison for life. 
Such at least was the sentence passed 
upon him yesterday by Judge Davis in 
the Court of Oyer and Termfner. In no 
Court in this city has such a scene ever 
before been presented—a scene in which 
the words of dreadful doom fell from the 
lips of the Judge with such thrilling ré­
cents aid such intensity of feeling, stir­
ring, as was clearly evident, the depths 
of his heart—a scene where the con­
demned criminal, of that tender age when 
the feelings are most susceptible of emo­
tion, betrayed nothing of youthful sus 
cejjtibility, bnt only the seeming cool cal­
lousness of a veteran offender—a scene 
where in all the concourse of relatives 
and friends, Ms mother and brothers and 
a’sters and uncles and aunts, the whole 
fr oily circle, in fact,being gathered about 
dim, not one evinced the slightest token 
of emotion—a scene where everybody 
else in the capacious and crowded court 
MOm was deeply moved and tearfully 
looked on and wondered and silently 
asked themselves, “Can this be?” 

Waiting the judge's arrival.
At ten o’clock the court room was 

crowded. At this hour young Walworth 
had been brought by the Sheriff from the 
C.cy Prison. At this hour had also ar­
rived the relatives and friends of the pri­
soner, who had been ia attendance with 
him through the prolonged progress of 
the trial. . Counsel on both sides were 
likewise punctually present. Judge Davi», 
proverbial for his punctuality, failed, 
however, to put in an appearance, and of 
course nothing could be done until after 
Ms arrival. Meantime the youthfbl pri­
soner and his circle of family attendants 
remained in

his eldest boy. I shudder when I think 
ol it, and I think you ought to devote 
your whole life to a repentance such as 
God only can accept for so horrible a 
crime. The sentence of the Court is that 
yon be imprisoned in the State Prison at 
Sing Sing, at hard labor, for the full term 
of your natural life.

HOW WALWORTH TOOK THE SENTENCE.
There was the same look on the young 

prisoner's face throughout the delivery of 
the sentence. He looked all the while 
steadily at the Judge. Not a tremor of 
emotion did he evince from the beginning 
to the end. As intimated in the outset of 
our report, it was the same throughout 
the circle of Ms family attendants. There 
was no show of feeling on the part of any 
of them.

PASSING SENTENCE.
Judge Davis, as if in doubt whether 

the prisonei intended to say anything,, 
waited tolly half a minute, and then pro­
ceeded to pass sentence. At the times 
his voice trembled, and once or twice he 
seemed as though his voice would choke 
in the depth of bis emotion.

The publication of Sir Hngh Allan’s 

correspondence a few weeks ago might 
have nullified his efforts to obtain capi­
tal for the construction of the Pacific 
Railway.

—Across the Ocean without See- 
. ing Sen or Stars—Cool Conduct of 

Officers and Passengers—A Mir. 
acnlous Escape.

Halifax, N. S., July 8.
The tug-boat Daisy, of Liverpool, N.S., 

arrived here this morning with Mr. 
Henry Main the purser of the Inman 
steamship City of Washington, from 
whom the following particulars of the 
shipwreck are gleaned. The Washing­
ton sailed from Liverpool the 24th of 
June, and from leaving that port until 
the vessel struck on the west side of 
Port Harbert, on the west coast, neither 
sun nor star had been seen, so that it was 
impossible to obtain observations during 
the entire passage in order to ascertain 
the position of the ship. When the 
steamer struck at 2 p. m., Saturday, the 
tog was so thick that no object could be 
seen three yards ahead; everybody on 
board supposed the vessel was proceed­
ing on her way to New York, and the 
only intimation to the contrary was a 
heavy grating sound as the vessel was 
driven over the rough bottom of the 
shoal where she now lies. The steamer 
was going at the rate of about nine 

4 knots an hour when she struck. 
Tuere was . no excitement at the 
time, everybody was perfectly calm 
and Capt. Phillips, officers, and crew, set 
about lowering the boats and getting the 
passengers on shore of whom there were 
28 cabin, and 481 steerage. Meantime the 
guns were fired from the stranded ship 
and in answer to them the men came 
alongside in a small boat from whom the 
first information was obtained as to the 
place where the vessel had been driven 
to. Fortunately the sea was calm and the 
distance from the main land was only 
about a quarter of a mile. All the boats 
were speedily launched and manned, and 
in 3 hours from the time of the disaster 
every living soul on board was safely 
landed at Port Le Bar where the inhabi­
tants busied themselves in assisting to 
provide temporary accommodation for the 
passengers and crew. All the passen­
gers’ lnggage effects, ship stores, werè 
also saved and landed, the ship laying on 
an even keel as if riding at anchor. There 
is about fifteen feet of water at high tide 
on the shoal. The engineer room is toll 
of water which ebbs and flows. It is sup. 
posed that a hole is stove in the bottom 
just beneath the engine room; the second 
desk is perfectly clear of water but below 
that is toll. The fog did not lift until 
yesterday morning when for the first 
time.it was discovered the narrow escape 
from total destruction, with the probable 
loss of all on board, that the vessel had, 
as about 200 yards on her port bow was 
Little Gull Rock.

London, July 8.
AN INTERNATIONAL COURT OF ARBITRATION.

In the Commons this evening Henry 
Richard, Secretary of the London Peace 
Society, moved that in the opinion of the 
House Her Majesty’s Government should 
communicate with foreign powers for the 
purpose of improving international law 
and with a view of establishing arbitra­
tion as a permanent resort for the settle­
ment of differences between nations. Mr. 
Richard stated that he had received a 
large number of letters from America ex­
pressing sympathy with his position ; that 
the danger of war kept four millions of 
men armed annually in Europe, rendering 
necessary a taxation of 82,000,000,000 
anil the payment of yearly interest on 
war debts of §750,000,000.

Mr. Gladstone argued tiiat the motion 
if passed would defeat its own object, 
because Continental nations held widely 
different views on the subject. He asked 
the gentleman to withdraw his motion.
