THE BANK OF ENGLAND. 
London, Oct. 1.—The weekly state­

ment of the Bank of England shows 
the following changes, as compared 
with last Thursday: Total reserve, de­
creased £2,140,000; circulation, increas­
ed £1,371,000; bullion, decreased £769,- 
027; other securities, increased £1,- 
606,000; other deposits, decreased £193,- 
000: public deposits, decreased £335,000; 
notes reserved, decreased £2,201,000; 
Government securities unchanged. 
The proportion of the Bank of Eng­
land’s reserve to liability, which last 
week was 55.45 per cent, is now 52.14 
Per cent. The rate of discount re­
mains unchanged, at 3 per cent. 

UPRISING IN MADAGASCAR.
Paris, Oct. 1.—Mail advices from 

Madagascar bring further news of 
lawlessness there. A company of 
Haussas were surprised by Insurgent 
Fahavolas near Antananarivo recently 
and several of the former were killed. 
Two officyrs were wounded. It 
is also stated that the insurgents 
attacked and pillaged several convoys. 
The porters in each instance were 
killed. It was also 'rumored when 
the mail left Madagascar that thou­
sands of Fahavolas had surrounded 
Antananarivo and attacked the 
suburbs.

NEW TREATIES.
London, Got. 1.—-A Vienna dispatch 

to the Daily News says that as an out­
come of lEimipeiroir Francis Joseph’s 
visit to Bucharest, the King of Rou­
main la has promised to join the Brei- 
bur.d, while Austria and Roumain ia 
have agreed to hold the Danube as a 
sacred trust, whatever happens in the 
east.

France has concluded treaties with 
Austria and Italy in regard to Tunis, 
and now England’s refusal to re­
nounce her most favored nation 
rights alone prevents Tunis from be­
coming absolutely French territory.

TYNAN AND WHITEHEAD. 
London, Oct. 1.—A London paper as­

serts that P. J. Tynan, under arrest 
at Boulogne-sur-Mer, suspected of a 
dynamite conspiracy, pending pro­
ceedings for his extradition to Eng­
land, will probably be put on board 
a French line steamship for the Unit­
ed States on Saturday.

It has been definitely decided that 
Albert George Murphy, alias White- 
head, the ex-Irish prisoner, who has 
been confied in the insane pavilion at 
Bellevue Hospital, New York, for sev­
eral days, is insane.

TURKISH RIOTERS PUNISHED. 
Constantinople, Oct. 1.—The Gov­

ernment tribunal has sentenced to 
fifteen years’ imprisonment each a 
number of Mussulmans who were con­
victed of taking part in the recent 
riots. These are the first rioters who 
have been tried and found guilty since 
the late massacres. The tribunal also 
passed sentence of death upon all of* 
the Armenians iwho are known or 
suspected of having taken part in the 
seizure of tihe Ottoman Bank, Includ­
ing one who was surrendered by the 
Belgian legation, with which he had 
taken refuge, upon condition that he 
would .toe released after he had been 
examined toy the tribunal. The Bel­
gian Minister has sent a peremptory 
note to the Porte, demanding the 
man’s liberation.

The Frankfort Zeitung says the Sul­
tan has appointed an international 
committee to inquire into the causes 
of the recent massacres in the Turkish 
capital. The text is printed in Lon­
don of the special collective note, 
which the embassies in Constantinople 
sent to the Porte on the 15th inst., 
in response to the Porte’s reply to 
their first note of that body, con­
demning the recent massacre in Con­
stantinople. The note reaffirms the 
statement that the massacre was or­
ganized and directed by Turkish offi­
cials, refuses to continue the discus­
sion, and strongly emiph sizes the as­
sertion that security is vanishing, and 
that the foreign residents of the city 
are justly anxious.

A dispatch to the London Post says 
'that the. Turkish marines aided the 
rabble to loot the Armenian houses in 
Galatea on Sunday.

CABLE NOTES.
The Berlin correspondent of the 

London Standard says that there has 
been serious rioting and bloodshed in 
the Province of Posen, and the old 
question of partitioning it among the 
neighboring provinces is being ven­
tilated.

A Brussels dispatch says that no 
agreement has been entered into be­
tween Lord Salisbury and King Leo­
pold regarding the reported intention 
of the Congo State to occupy Lgdo 
and other points of the Upper ^le. 
This dispatch reports also that the 
Liege Express alleges that 2,000 
natives have sacked the English mis­
sion station at Trebon, at the en­
trance of Lake Tumba, in the district 
of the Lower Congo.

THE CZAR’S VISIT.

Nicholas openda a Fortune In Tips — A 
Romance Recalled.

London, Sept. 30.—The cost of the 
Czar’s visit in the way of mementoes, 
gifts and tips is enormous. When 
Nicholas I. visited London and 
Windsor in 1844 he gave £3,000 ($15,000) 
in charities, £3,000 to the servants at 
Windsor, £3,000 worth of diamonds to 
the court ladies, twelve gold snuff­
boxes set in diamonds to the lords, 
grooms in waiting and equerries, and 
over 100 watches, brooches, rings and 
other presents. The present Czar is 
expected to at least equal his ances­
tor in the munificence of his gifts.

It is understood that he will confer 
the Order of St. Andrew upon the 
Duke of York and the Marquis^ of 
Salisbury, while the Duchess of York 
and Princess Beatrice will receive the 
Order of St. Catharine.

The visit has revived a romantic 
story, first published in England in 
1854 and periodically revived. It runs 
that the Czar Paul, while visiting in 
London, became enamored of a beau­
tiful Scotch woman named McGregor 
and took her to Russia, where she be­
came the mother of Nicholas I., great­
grandfather of the present Czar.

Scotland Yard detectives guarding 
the Czar at Balmoral report that he 
is enjoying the deer drives more than 
anything else. All accounts agree that 
he is delighted with the domesticity 
at B^|moral. When he leaves Ports­
mouth for France, on Oct. 8, he will 
be escorted by British warships until 
they meet the French warships, 
which will then take up the escort.

Hickey fell 30 feet and was fatally in­
jured.

SIX CHILDREN PERISH. 
Pottsville, Pa., Oct. 1.—The storm 

blew down the coal breakers at Na­
talia belonging to the Pennsylvania 
Anthracite Coal Company. Six tene­
ment houses belonging to the com­
pany were destroyed by fire, and six 
children, inmates, lost their lives. The 
fire originated from a stove overturn­
ing in one of the summer kitchens 
from the shaking by the wind. , 

Washington, Oct. 1.—E. W. Blount, 
a member of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission was in Beatty's restaur­
ant at the time of the crash and was 
carried into the cellar, and was so 
badly iniured that he may not re­
cover. The storm damage here is es­
timated to run from a quarter to a 
half million dollars.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 1.—The first 
loss of life in Washington city from 
the storm was reported today, when 
the body of James Fitzgerald was 
found in the ruins of the Beatty build­
ing on Pennsylvania avenue. Ter 
persons were in tills building when its. 
walls fells In, but they escaped with­
out serious injury.

IN VIRGINIA.
Alexandria, Va., Oct. 1.—The storm 

relatively w*s more severe in Alexan­
dria than in Washington. There wera 
four fatalities and three persons more 
or less injured. The dead are: W. D. 
Stewart, Mrs. Holt (a visitor from 
North Carolina), an unknown colored 
woman, Tillman Dilcs (colored). The 
injured are: Lester Corbin, Charles 
Adams, and Miss Stewart, sister of XV. 
D. Stewart. Alexandria churches suf­
fered severely. The First Baptist wax 
completely demolished, St. Elmo Bap­
tist was also wrecked, 'and Robert’s 
Chapel, M. E., south, lost its spire. 
Nearly every business block in town 
was more or less damaged, and hun­
dreds of private houses lost their roofs. 
The loss in and around Alexandria 1» 
estimated at $400,000.

A dispa »ch received at Paris from 
Cairo says that great excitement has 
been caused there by the attempt on 
the part of the British to induc e the , 
banks to advance 26,000,000 francs 
against the Egyptian revenue for the 
purpose of defraying the expenses of 
the Dongola expedition. It is said 
that the committee of French bond­
holders will resist by law the attempt 
to raise the loan in the manner pro­
posed.

A dispatch received by a news 
agency in London states that the 
Anglo-Egyption expedition will not ad­
vance beyond Dongola during 1896. In 
the meantime Korti and Debbeh will 
be garrisoned, and British and Egyp­
tien officials will be appointed to ad­
minister the affairs of the entire pro­
vince. A police system will be es­
tablished, and the railway, to Kaibar

Jacksonville, Fla., Oct. 1.—The great 
hurricane worked vast damage in this 
city. The full extent of the losses 
will not be known for several days.
In the business and residence sections 
not a single building escaped serious 
damage. Every church, hospital, 
asylum and school building in the city 
was more or less damaged. The Sa­
vannah, Florida and Western Rail­
way suffered the greatest loss. The 
passenger depot is a total wreck, and 
six new Pullman cars weiy badly 
damaged.

AT LEAST FIFTY LIVES LOST.
It is a conservative estimate to say 

that 50 persons have lost their lives 
from the hurricane, and the number 
may run .much higher. News comes 
slowly from that portion of the State 
where the storm first struck, for wires 
are down and railroads are impassa­
ble. The hurricane struck Florida at 
Cedar Keys, and reports show that it 
passed in its path of destruction over 
twenty towns and villages, and that 
between 30 and 40 persons have cer­
tainly been killed. Cedar Keys, with 
1,500 innabitants, is about 100 miles 
southwest of Jacksonville. The report 
is that the town has been swept away 
and many lives have been lost.

Moving northeasterly, the storm 
struck Williston, a small town, where 
eleven houses were blown down, one 
person was killed, and several are 
believed to be fatally hurt. Near there 
is a large turpentine farm, where 
State convicts are employed. Twenty 
of these were huddled together in a 
cabin. A heavy tree was blown 
across the cabin, and six of the con­
victs were crushed to death.

In Gainesville the Methodist Church 
and about twenty residences and busi­
ness houses were destroyed.

At Lacrosse fifteen buildings were 
destroyed. A clergyman and a mother 
and her babe are reported killed. Near 
there four laborers who were in a 
cabin were crushed by falling trees.

Newberry, in West Alachua, is to­
tally wrecked. At High Springs, a 
number of people took refuge in a box 
car which was in the path of the cy­
clone. It was blown along the track, 
and then off it a distance of 50 feet, 
and every p.erson in it was badly in­
jured. Two have since died.

At Gracy, a small place, twelve 
houses werq blown down, a woman 
was killed, but a babe at her breast 
was uninjured.

At Lake City eight business houses 
and thirteen houses were destroyed, 
and three persons killed. In Nassau 
county considerable destruction is re­
ported.- Five children were 'killed in 
the wreck of a school house. The 
teacher had her arm broken.

At Hillyards, a school house was 
wrecked and four children were killed.

At Kingsferry, five persons were 
killed.

Three sailors were killed on schoon­
ers that were loading lumber at King­
ston Ferry. The storm then continued 
on its way to Brunswick and Savan­
nah. There is no way to estimate 
the property loss in Florida, but talk 
with insurance men here is that they 
will foot up $2,000,003.

Disastrous WiesK
On the Baltimore and Ohio Railway,

One Man Dead, Two Dying’ and Several 
Missing.

Pittsburg. Pa., Oct. 1.—Two freight 
trains collided last night at Philson, 
on the Baltimore and Ohio Railway, 
124 miles east of Pittsburg, making 
one of the worst wrecks in the his­
tory of the road. One man is dead, 
two are fatally injured, and several 
others are missing. The latter are 
doubtless lying dead under the wreck.

Details of the wreck are meager 
and difficult to procure. The storm 
has left telegraph lines in a terrible 
condition. The property loss to the 
railway company was very heavy.

WORK AND WAGES

The Masor.s' Strike at Windsor Not Yet
Settled.

Windsor, Oct. 1.—The strike of ma­
sons and bricklayers in the employ of 
George A. Goodman threatens to be 
much more serious than at first ex­
pected. The other unions have prom­
ised to support the strikers. The ’long­
shoremen propose to put every ob­
stacle in the way of Goodman’s un­
loading stone sent to him by boat, 
and the strike will probably extend to 
the other buildings for which he has 
contracted. Goodman offered to dis­
charge the Detroit masons if the uni or 
could supply him with twelve good 
XVindsor men, but It came out that 
there were only seven masons in the 
union, and that two of these had 
steady work in Walkerville. When 
the XVindsor men absolutely refused to 
go back to work, he hired anybody he 
could get, and now he has twelve 
masons at work, two of whom do not 
belong to any union.

Leadville, Col., Oct. 1.—The mine 
operators here are preparing for the 
worst. Bullet-proof stockades are be­
ing built around all the principal mines 
preparatory to resuming work with 
non-union miners. All the families of 
union miners living in buildings erect­
ed on the Ibex Company’s ground will 
be evicted, the company paying housa 
owners whatever their buildings are 
-worth. The Ibex Company claims to 
to be able to secure all the men need­
ed in camp. To put a stop to guerilla 
warfare in the hills at night, it 1» 
proposed to place two flash-lights a* 
points so that the entire country 
around can be swept and the guerillas 
located.

Mr. John Dillon 
rose at the close of the second day’s 
proceedings, and was received with 
demonstrations of the most extraord­
inary -enthusiasm, the vast audience 
not ceasing to cheer until it was prac­
tically tired out. Mr. Dillon delivered 
himself in thoroughly characteristic 
fashion. He made no claim to super­
lative ability, he said, but he yielded 
to no man in his desire to serve Ire­
land, and was there to submit him­
self to the convention, whose sove­
reign authority he cordially recog­
nized. The speech was frank and .fear­
less, and its transparent sincerity and 
passionate earnestness simply en­
tranced the vast audience, and won 
for the speaker a full and cordial re­
cognition of his leadership. What we 
may look for now is moral and finan­
cial support from abroad to the Irish 
Parliamentary parity, gradual, but 
sure Closing up of the ranks -in Ire­
land, and an accession of authority to 
Mr. Dillon -as the -representative of 
the Irish cause in -the House of Com­
mons. So that ton the whole it may 
safely be said that the great Irish 
Race Convention has done a good 
day’s work for Ireland.

ELECTING A PRESIDENT.
How the Electoral College Is Made Up 

and the Votes of States,
Duluth News Tribune.

While the people elect a President 
by their votes, they do not vote di­
rect for the candidate. The work is 
done through an electoral college. In 
other -worts each State puts up a 
ticket of Presidential electors and 
these cast Ithe vote who finally decide 
who shall be President and Vice- 
President. This ticket Is made up so 
as to give one elector for each United 
States Senator and one for each mem­
ber of Congress. The college, there­
fore, this year, will contain 447 elec­
tors. The successful candidate for 
President and Vice-P-resident will be 
required to secure not less than 224.

The college by States is as follows:

Special to The Advertiser 
lAilsa Craig, Oct. 1.—The brilliant 

sunshine so essential to the success of 
the average fall show was sadly miss­
ed in Ailsa Craig yesterday, when the 
31st annual Northern Fair was held.

Being in open 
pens, the sheep—particularly the long- 
W’ooled varieties — appeared to very 
poor advantage, with itheir coats plas­
tered with mud, and soaked with wa­
ter; but all being treated alike by the 
elements, none suffered.’ injustice at 
the hands of the judges.

The display iwas good. Horses never 
appeared to better advantage. Seven 
splendid teams entered, the -unusually 
large money—$20, $10, and $5—bringing 
out .the animals in the carriage and 
roadster classes. Other departments 
were well filled. The exhibit of grain 
was very li-ghit.Fruit was never known' 
to be so .plentiful, and the quality of 
the exhibits was excellent. Roots were 
shown in abundance. Muddy -roads 
prevented manufacturers from dis­
playing their wares. tA.s is usual at 
the smaller fairs, fancy work was 
much in evidence, the display .being 
above the standard: in -many respects.

Taken as a whole, while the attend­
ance was such as will put the direct­
ors behind in their receipts, the fair, 
from the standpoint of excellence and 
number of exhibits, was a success.

No attractions .had been provided, in 
the shape of the usual horse races, for 
which the .home of the .famous Nellie 
Bruce is renowned. A strenuous kick 
was made by a few .near-sighted ex­
hibitors, it is said, who claimed the 
money usually given to speeding 
should be diverted into the pockets 
of farmers, as an encouragement for 
them to largely enter their goods.

But in 1892 it will be remembered, 
the great landslide completely revers­
ed conditions, and Harrison was de­
feated, getting only 150 votes of ithe 
electoral college that year. He then 
carried the States of Iowa, Maine, 
Massachusetts. Michigan, Minnesota, 
Montana, Nebraska* New Hampshire, 
Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Rhode 
Island, South Dakota, Vermont, Wash­
ington and Wyoming.

Cleveland swept Into the White 
House with majorities and pluralities 
behind him from the States of Ala­
bama, Arkansas, California, Connec­
ticut, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, 
Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Louisi­
ana, Maryland, Mississippi, Missouri, 
New Jersey, New York, North Caro­
lina. Tennessee, Texas, Virginia, West 
Virginia and Wisconsin, giving him 
271 out of the 444 votes of the elec­
toral college, as it then stood. In 1892 
the States of Colorado, Idaho, Kansas, 
North Dakota and Nevada, with a 
total of 23 electoral votes, were car 
ri d by Weaver, the Populist candi­
date. Since 1892 Utah, with three 
votes has been added to the list of 
States.

Two Welcomes.
The Russian Czar concludes h' visit 

to his wife’s grandmother this week, 
and leaves for France on Saturday. 
The Czar and Czarina have had a 
pretty quiet visit to the British ruler 
at her Highland home in Scotland, but 
the cablegrams say that the bracing 
outdoor exercise of hunting and driv­
ing was Just what the Russian Em­
peror needed. Of greater importance 
to the public, could it be got at, would 
be details of the conference between 
Lord Salisbury and the Czar on the 
momentous European and Asiatic 
questions which are agitating the na­
tions at present. There are those who 
hope that the Czar’s visit to his Brit­
ish relations might result in an un­
derstanding not only on the Turkish 
question, but also on the future rela­
tion of Britain and Russia to China 
and Corea. While it is true that the 
two greatest empires of modern times 
are closer together than they have 
been for two generations, both are 
known to have policies of national 
aggrandizement not always control­
lable by royal family predilections, 
nevertheless the Czar of ail the Rus- 
sias can do much to help along an 
amicable solution of many points In 
Eastern policy.

It would certainly be a wise thing 
for Great Britain and Russia to get 
together, and by a conciliatory course 
promote their respective ambitions 
without injury to either country. If, 
in the quiet, easygoing, British way, 
the British Premier has so impressed 
the Czar, there should be evidence of 
the fact In the near future. If Russia 
and Great Britain, for example, were 
agreed on the question of the disposi­
tion of Turkey, the future of that land 
would be as good as settled, for it 
would be difficult for any combination 
of nations to resist the \clearly de­
clared will of these two great nations.

While Great Britain has been enter­
taining the Czar and Czarina in its 
own non-spectacular way, a welcome 
of an entirely different character 
awaits their Majesties In France. They 
will arrive at Cherbourg on Monday 
next, and on Tuesday, they will reach 
Paris. According to a correspondent. 
It will be given to no one more than 
once in a lifetime to see a grander, 
madder sight than the French capital 
will at that time present. It Is im­
possible to exaggerate the frenzy of 
which a French crowd Is capable, and 
ever since the signing of the treaty 
with Russia, which removed from the 
French nation the weight of dread 
and powerlessness under which it bent, 
the enthusiasm for everything Rus­
sian -has amounted almost to a craze. 
The Czar and Czarina will enter Paris 
by the avenues de Neuilly, de la 
Giande Armee, and the Champs Ely- 
sees, passing under the Arc de Tri­
omphe, whose barriers will be removed 
for that occasion.

What would the average Frenchman 
not give to have the Czar of all the 
Russias an ally In its future dealings 
with its neighbors—in its attempt to 
regain its lost provinces in Alsace and 
Lorraine? That is the hope which, 
openly or secretly, actuates every 
move of the average Frenchman in 
his dealings with the Russian royal 
visitors.

Canada in Paris.
A conrespond'ent of .the Montreal 

Star writes to ask why the Canadian 
consulate In Paris Is not to be found 
In the directory .now In .the pocket 
guides with which Parisian policemen 
are anmed? He says that he searched 
in vain in the directory for the name 
of M. Fabre, the Canadian agent. The 
Dominion, he concludes, has lost pres­
tige through this neglect. Under the 
late Government, the Canadian agen­
cy In Paris cost several thousands of 
dollars annually, but it appears .that 
1ft has been of very 'tittle value to this 
country.

Either the consulate should be abol­
ished, or a .live agent, who will see to 
It .that it is made a force for the 
benefit of the Dominion should be 
placed at its head.

ILL-ASSORTED ROYAL WEDDING.
An ill-assorted marriage will be that 

between Princess Helene of Monte­
negro and the Crown Prince of Na­
ples, heir to the throne of Italy. The 
princess Is a stalwart brunette, nearly 
6 feet high, and one of the handsomest 
women In Europe, while the prince is 
almost a dwarf, being less than 6 feet 
In height, and so poor in health that 
his life has often been despaired of. 
There are other royal pairs who are 
disproportionate in size, the Princess 
of Wales being taller than her hus­
band, but none so Incongruous as this 
will be. Princess Helene to ambitious; 
she tried to marry the young Czar of 
Russia, but was jilted by him. The 
Crown Prince’s hand was rejected by 
every marriageable princess in Eur­
ope, and so in this respect they are 
well matched. She is handsome and 
poor; he is ugly and rich, and they 
are well content to strike a bargain. 
Her only fault is her poverty, the 
revenues from her father’s little king­
dom being sufficient to support him 
and her in no better style than many 
Canadians live. His subjects number 
less than 200,000, his country is tiny, 
and his capital town of Cettinje has 
only one hotel, no bank or theater, 
and no houses of decent appearace ex­
cept the shabby old villa in which he 
lives. The only virtue of the Crown 
Prince of Naples is that some day he 
will be King of Italy. He is bad- 
tempered, dissolute in habits, and fond 
of gambling and drink. He Is a hy­
pochondriac, and when .not really ill 
imagines that he is so. If his bride 
is a dutiful wife, she will spend most 
of her time nursing him. In Monte­
negro there is some disapproval of the 
marriage, because the beautiful Prin­
cess Helene is thought by the moun­
taineers to be worthy of a better fate. 
In Italy every one is well content. 
They expected that the prince would 
never be able to find a bride.

MUNICIPAL BOOK-KEEPING.
Toronto Week.

The confusion into Which the treas­
urer of Guelph city has allowed his 
accounts to fall Is only one more in a 
long series of most instructive inci­
dents in our municipal history. Coun­
ties, cities, towns, villages, townships, 
all suffer alike from the want of a 
proper audit of their accounts. As we 
have a provincial inspector of insur­
ance companies’ accounts, ‘whose sal­
ary is paid by the companies, why not 
have a provincial inspector of munici­
pal accounts, whose salary might be 
paid by small contributions from each 
municipality? The mere existence of 
such an officer would serve as a deter­
rent against deliberate defalcation, 
and he might do much useful work by 
educating municipal councils and their 
officers up to a greater efficiency in 
dischacge of their duties.

P. R. Officials Claim That the 

Strike la Over-

Dr. Cl. T. Campbell Returns From 
the L O. O. F. Gathering at 

Dallas, Texas-

Received a Right Rayai Welcome — Im­
partant Decision of the Severign 

Grand Lodge.

Medical Arts and Divinity Stu­
dents at Work.

All Departments of London’s Uni­
versity in Full Swing.

The Operators However Insist That They 
Will Probably Win.

Toronto, Ont., Oct. 1.—The C. P. R. 
officials here contend that the tele­
graphers’ strike has proved a failure, 
and that there 1b nothing further to 
fear from It. SupL Leonard said yes­
terday: There were only two men out 
between Toronto and Smith’s Falls, 
and between Smith’s Falls and Mon­
treal two regular and two relieving 
agents and their operators have gone 
out. Out of 63 men between Toronto 
and Windsor and Toronto and Owen 
Sound only seven men are out. Here 
and there freight trains are tied up 
■for a few hours, and passenger trains 

re not ag punctual as usual, but there 
ppears otherwise to be no appreciable 
esult of the strike, save an enormous 

amount of worry to the officials. Out 
west the difficulty appears to be 
greater, but not much can be.learned 
here of that section.

At Appin Junction, Guelph Junction 
and Streetsville Junction the places 
of the strikers had been filled. 
At Tilsonburg, Thamesford, Innerklp 
and Melrose the places of the strikers 
had not yet been filled. East of Mon­
treal to Newport regular passenger 
trains are running on time. On the 
Sherbrooke division through to the 
border freight trains are delayed. Pas­
senger trains are, however, running on 
time. Mr. Leonard received up to 
noon some 75 applications for posi­
tions in his district. Out of this num­
ber 30 were sent out.

Mr. Williams, assistant superintend­
ent here, returned from Windsor, and 
reported everything in good working 
order.

THE MEN’S SIDE.
The strikers are out with a state­

ment in which they reiterate their 
grievances, and say: “It has been stat­
ed that employes at all times, accord­
ing to the regulations, are at liberty 
to lay their grievances before the 
general or district superintendent, 
through whose hands the said griev­
ances would filter to the head office 
in Montreal. To pursue such a course 
Individually on the part of the sta 
tion agents, dispatchers and operators 
would be to invite displacement ar.d 
replacement. Specific Instances could 
be cited to show that the course of 
dealing with subordinate officials Is 
futile: such a course would be quite 
proper with reference to a grievance 
outside the regulation category, but 
we claim that the widespread nature 
of the ills suffered are such that re­
dress only comes from the fountain 
■head. Now, a word as to the train 
dispatchers. These men are under­
paid and over-worked, and the multi­
farious duties assigned their operat­
ors hamper and distract the dispatch­
ers, so that their lives spent in safe­
guarding the lives and Interests of 
others become a burden and a weari­
ness.”

Chief Pierson, when asked last night 
what the latest was in connection 
with the strike, said that the situation 
remained practically unchanged. He 
had received advices from a large 
number of points which showed that 
the men were standing to their colors. 
It was true that the company had suc­
ceeded in getting a few scabs, and 
in some instances they had put guards 
in the offices who were not operators 
at all, hut were simply on guard over 
the property. As to the result of the 
strike, Mr. Pierson said he was con­
fident. The situation Is more favor­
able now for the men. he said, than 
3t has been at any time since the 
ordering of the strike.

WAGES..
Speaking of the men’s wages, Sup­

erintendent Leonard said W. H. Alli­
son, who was chief dispatcher here, 
and who is one of the members çf the 
men’s executive committee, .received 
$85 per month, others under him re­
ceived from $70 to $80 per month. Six 
dispatchers at Smith’s Falls received 
from $70 to $75 per month, and two 
first hour men $85 per month. The 
regular operators along the line re­
ceived from $35 to $40 a month. Each 
operator at small stations is allowed 
$t extra each month toward the clean 
lng of his office.

Dr. CL T. Campbell has returned 
f,rom Dallas, Texas, where he has 
been attending the seventy-second an­
nual convention of the Sovereign 
Grand Lodge of Oddfellows. This body 
is legislative, and contains not more 
than four representatives from each. 
State or Province. There were four 
members from Ontario present, be­
sides Dr. Campbell, who attended as 
past grand sire. Thousands of Odd­
fellows and Daughters of Rebekah. 
from all parts of the States and Can­
ada were also present, and a demon­
stration of great magnitude was held. 
Nearly five thousand Oddfellows par­
ticipated in the parade on Sept. 22.

’’We received a warm southern wel­
come,” the doctor told an Advertiser 
reporter this morning.“The local mem­
bers treated us in a very hospitable 
manner, and with great courtesy and 
kindness. They saw that we had com­
fortable quarters at the hotels, and 
provided entertainments, balls, etc., 
during our stay. On the trip there in 
company with a party from Chicago, 
we visited Hot Springs, and were 
treated to a very cordial reception by 
the fraternity of that place. Tihe party 
were driven around that Interesting 
city and feasted by their brother Odd­
fellows. Among the Chicagoans were 
two prominent politicians on opposite 
tickets, and both .personal friends of 
Dr. Campbell. ‘Speaking in confidence 
and to a stranger in the country, when 
there would be no reason for exaggera­
tion,” said the doctor, “my Republican 
friend was sure McKinley would carry 
Illinois by 150,000, and my Democratic 
friend was Just as positive Bryan 
would get a majority of 60,000. These 
estimates were from men who should 
know something of the prospects. The 
Central States are very doubtful.”

Around Dallas is very rough coun­
try. There is considerable cotton 
grown, and everywhere may be seen 
a shiftless lot of negroes sitting on 
.the fences. The south is strong for 
Bryan.

‘Tnhe 16 to 1 theory was practically 
demonstrated,” said the doctor. “Six­
teen loafers looking at one man work.” 
The people were very boastful of their 
State, and bragged a great deal of its 
vast extent, etc. The doctor thought 
it would he better if we Canadians 
talked up Canada more -than we do.

Among the important decisions of 
the Sovereign Grand Lodge wrere some 
that affect Canadian Oddfellows par­
ticularly. In the past Canadians have 
been obliged ito pay a duty on vet­
eran jewels, blank books, charters, 
etc., which are manufactured by the 
Sovereign Grand Lodge, and from 
which they get a revenue. The lodge 
decided to pay the duty themselves, 
or make provisions for having the 
work done in Canada.

Another change was one that Onta­
rio representatives have been fighting 
for a good many years. It Is with 
respect to the visiting card which 
members, who wish to visit lodges 
across the border, must get. These 
cards cost from 25 to 50 cents. The 
change enables them to visit on pro­
ducing a receipt for payment of dues.

The women’s branch of Oddfellows 
have long desired a sign of recogni­
tion in common with the main order. 
The Sovereign Grand Lodge granted 
their request.

The reports all showed fair prog­
ress of the order, considering the hard 
times. The membership numbers 
825,000, and the women’s branch makes 
an additional number of 144,000. The 
total revenue for the past year was 
eight and a half million dollars, and 
the expenses for refilef were three and 
'a half millions. The order was start­
ed in 1819 in Baltimore, but no statis­
tics were kept till 1830. Since that time 
it has received $185,000,000, and paid out 
for relief purposes over $71.000,000.

On the second evening of the con­
vention Dr. Campbell presided at a 
reunion of the past grand representa­
tives, which was held at the opera 
house and largely attended. Dr. Camp­
bell has been president of the asso­
ciation for a couple of years.

Tlie college halls of the city again 
resound with the happy voices of the 
students.

Today saw the reopening of every 
department of the Western Univers­
ity—arts medicine, divinity. It also 
ushered in the second year of the uni­
versity in its entirety. The prospects 
in every branch are most encourag­
ing. Scholars have come from as far 
east as Nova Scotia, and as far west 
as Manitoba, for the medical course. 
In divinity and art§, the maj<ylty of 
the students are residents of London, 
but a considerable minority are from 
other Western Ontario points. It is 
gratifying to note that the freshmen’s 
classes in all three departments were 
larger than ever before.

At the university building in the 
North End, such well-known under­
graduates as Bart. Howard, W. E. V. 
McMillan and S. P. Irwin assembled 
at the main entrance and bade the 
new comers a cordial welcome, with­
out the physical force accompaniments 
that terrorize" the unsophisticated 
freshmen. About 40 students attend­
ed the opening lectures today, but 
many more have yet to arrive.

The 
French work seems to be moving 
slowly but surely on the upward 
grade, but meets with many discour­
agements.

On the home field there are no spe­
cial developments, but a few missions 
are self-supporting, while others are 
fast reaching that desirable consum­
mation.

Plans Will Be Formulated Tonight 

by the Board of Works.

A Letter From Engineer Chipman — 
Wherein He Differs From 

Engineer Rust.

Mayor Little, Dr. Cl. T. Campbell 
and Aid. Parnell had a conference in 
itihe mayor’s office today anent the 
sewerage construction. They will 
meet t-he Board of Works tonight, when 
plans will likely be approved, and ithe 
work undertaken as soon as possible.

The mayor has received a letter 
from Willis Chlpman, C. E., of Toron­
to, whose report on the local sewerage 
system preceded Mr. Rust’s. The lat­
ter, i't wiil be remembered, suggests 
some amendments to Mr. Ohipman s 
report recommending larger pipes, and 
some slight dhanges In -the routes of 
main sewers.

In bis letter Mr. Chipman sticks 
to his o-wn report. He estimated that 
-the population in 1920 would be 60,- 
000 ; Mi-. Rust, that it would be 75,000. 
Mr. Chlpman is inclined to think his 
prophecy the more accurate, and 
(maintains that the pipe sizes he pre­
viously named, will prove sufficient 
for the city’s requirements. He does 
not feel justified in recommending en­
largements, unless the council consid­
ers that his estimate of the increase 
of population is too low. Mr. Chip- 
man argues that owing to London’s 
limited water supply the city would be 
forced in a short time to adopt some 
system of preventing the great waste 
of water, and. that the per capita 
supply would decrease from 100 to 50 
gallons per day, which would greatly 
reduce the volume of sewage. Petro­
lea was adopting the meter system, 
and the result would be an object 
lesson.

Mr. Chipman refers to the altered 
routes recommended by Mr. Rust. He 
says that some of the aldermen sug­
gested that the north main sewer be 
deviated on Ridout street, west of 
the buildings on the west side, so as 
to avoid deep cuttings on the street. 
Mr. Rust suggested the opposite.

As for the South London, sewer, Mr. 
Chipman contends that there would 
be no difficulty in crossing the ravine 
at the corner of Elmwood avenue ana 
the Wharnoliffe. He argues with Mr. 
Rust that tlie separate system should 
not be adopted upon business streets, 
but only in residential portions. Storm 
water could be carried by the present 
storm sewers, the natural water­
courses,and the river, by comparative­
ly unexpensive storm drains, through 
such streets as were sewered upon the 
separate system. There was no rea­
son why cellars should not be drain­
ed into the propoed .sewers. He did 
not advise building a large sewer up 
Carling's Creek. If sewerage still 
found its way there they could con­
struct a comparatively small sewer 
up the creek to take the dry weather 
flood oniy. The natural watercourse 
would take flood water.

Interesting Letter From a Vancouver, 
B. C„ Correspondent.

To the Editor of The Advertiser;
Your excellent article on the anti- 

Mongolian movement has been repro­
duced in the Vancouver World, and 
meets with universal favor here. We 
are painfully aware tlhat the people 
In the Eastern Provinces have but lit­
tle knowledge of the Mongolian evil 
as it exists in British Columbia,, there­
fore your article is most timely, and 
more especially so as the views ex­
pressed therein are so much in accord 
with those we entertain, and upon 
which we base our -petitions to- the 
Dominion Parliament. The only Influ­
ence of any very great importance we 
have against us here le that of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
and they are doubtless doing every­
thing possible to stultify our efforts, 
but as we estimate that fully 90 per 
cent of the white population are an­
tagonistic to the Mongolians, embrac­
ing all classes of society, It will toe 
fully understood that it is not a spas­
modic ebullition of feeling, but a deep- 
seated, earnest determination to get 
rid of these most obnoxious people 
from our mtd-. t, if possible; or, at any 
rate, prevent a further influx of them 
in the -future. An island is set apart 
for those afflicted with leprosy, which 
fact is likely to injure the reputation 
of the Province abroad, and deter re­
spectable Immigrants from coming to 
the country. The Chinese have ab­
sorbed almost the entire canning in­
dustries, and the Japs are fast driving 
the white fishermen from line Fraser 
River, and unless very strong efforts 
are put forth by the Government be­
fore another season there is every in­
dication that an outbreak of violence 
will take place, as the Indians, as well 
as the whites, are exceedingly hostile 
to the Japanese. Should it become 
known In Great Britain and other 
European countries that British Col­
umbia salmon is all fingered by China­
men, it will doubtless create disgust 
amongst the people of those coun­
tries, and seriously injure, even If it 
does not ruin, the trade.

Why should we have cast loose upon 
us the scouring® of Chinese Jails and 
the lowest scum of their towns for 
the exclusive benefit of the slave- 
owning Tyhess and a monopolistic 
despotism, to the min of the entire 
white population of British Columbia? 
If the people In the East could only 
come and see the Chinese in Vancouver, 
Victoria and New Westminster, they 
would not wonder why we want to 
get rid of the Mongolians, but 
be appalled that we (have 
put up with such sinks of iniquity so 
long. Among other things that the 
Mongolians import Into this country 
are the opium habit, gambling hells, 
smallpox, leprosy, and immoralities of 
the most odious kinds.

In my official capacity I have had 
much opportunity of gathering infor­
mation relating to Mongolians, not 
only here, but from China and Japan, 
and it is a curious fact that persons 
who have resided many years In those 
countries are among the most preju- 
olced against them. In the early days 
of our movement there was a very 
strong attempt made to create a senti­
mental diversion in favor of the Jap­
anese in consequence of the -results of 
the late war with China, and our com­
mittee thought there would be many 
favorable to them, but our petitions 
tell quite a different tale, arid my 
own personal experience gained from 
fishermen miners, loggers, mill hands, 
etc., teaches that the Japs are even 
more disliked than the Chinese, and 
will and do accept a lower rate of 
wages than the latter.

r^^le Japanese Consul in Vancouver, 
has, with some want of good taste,
^akwn,7ery a,ctlve part !n opposing the 
Anti-Mongolian Association, and has 
not hesitated to stigmatise its most 
prominent members by using epithets 
which were the reverse of gentlemanly 
and certainly not diplomatic even if 
they were true, but being false, -his 
conduct in -meddling with the Internal 
affairs of a nation to which he Is for­
eign has given rise to strong remarks 
of an unfavorable nature towards him. 
His statements published in the Van­
couver World relative to the rates of 
wages in Japan were so absurdly 
exaggerated that I was constrained 
to refute them on the public platform 
by .direct official evidence obtained 
from Yokohama. I was delegated by 
the association to Interview the con­
sul relative to the Anglo-Japanese 
treaty, and found him to be exceed­
ingly hostile to us and the reverse of 
diplomatic, as he threatened that un­
less we desisted from our efforts we 
would quickly feel the mighty power 
of Japan. The unwisdom of such a 
remark does not tend to show that 
he is acquainted with the diplomatic 
courtesies of and usages of civilized 
nations.
. *1®S ^een ffreat desire of the
Anti-Mongolian Association to carry 
out their movement on strictly consti­
tutional lines, and to base our conten­
tions on purely economic grounds, and 
without inflaming the passions and

prejudices ef our people, or to exag­
gerate one single fact, and I think It 
la admitted on all Hands that our -peti­
tions h&v c J>een drafted on the most 
conservative hnés la that iegard. It 
cannot be denied that-the Mongolians 
now form an alarmingly large propor­
tion of the population of British Col­
umbia, and Increasingly so, whereas 
the immense number of empty houses, 
vacant stores and office# in Victoria, 
Vancouver, Nanaimo and New West­
minster show that there has been a 
considerable depopulation of the 
whites. It is estimated that the Chin­
ese deport ait>ouit 90 per cent of their 
earnings to China, and thus divert 
annually a large amount of money 
from circulation in the country and 
amongst the people from whence it 
sprung. As upwards of 99 per cent 
of the Mongolians are males, it is evi­
dent that their numbers are kept up 
and increased by direct importation. 
There is no possibility of their assim­
ilating with or being absorbed into 
the ordinary Caucasian population of 
British Columbia, and, what-Is more, 
they have no intention of so doing, 
and merely come as parasites and go 
away as soon as glutted with a portion 
of the wealth of our country. They 
trade almost entirely amongst them­
selves for food and raiment, and im­
port as much of that as possible from 
China. As one instance of the low 
price they will work for, I have it on 
the undoubted authority of a -large 
clothing merchant that they make 
working men’s overalls for 75 cents 
per dozen. Is it not a blot on our 
Anglo-Saxon escutcheon that we permit 
slavery and “high ibinder” courts to 
exist in our midst, and the edicts of 
the latter to be carried out even if it 
be assassination?

We desire that a law similar to that 
in force in Australia shall be enacted 
and rigidly enforced. In that country 
the per capita tax is £100. and the 
captains of the vessels to-ringing’ them 
in are held responsible for the duty. 
\ essels are limited to convey one 
Chinaman to every 200 tons register, 
and any infringement of this regula­
tion is severely dealt with.

We who worked hard in the Liberal 
cause during the late elections did so 
on the distinct understanding that the 
Mongolian question was to toe the first 
and foremost efforts of our members 
in the new Parliament, and should we 
he disappointed, hard thoughts will 
arise and feelings engendered which 
will not easily be allayed either in the 
present or the near fu/ture. The ques­
tion is more to British Columbia than 
the school case was to Manitoba, as 
it -affects the daflv ' read of our people, 
and therefore will o longer brook de­
lay. The questir is a very burning 
one’ here, and I 'an assure you the 
people are terribly in earnest on the 
matter.

Returning Colored Colonists Tell of 
Fearful Suffering and Death.

Philadelphia, Sept. 30.—The steam­
ship Waesland, which has arrived here 
from Liverpool, brought back six of the 
ootonists -who went out -to Liberia 
early in the spring on board the fam­
ous steamship Laura-da.

They tel-1 -horrible tales of sufferings 
from <jb >ase and destitution by the 
u n f-ortt. .e oo-lored people who gave 
up thl homes in this country to 
journej .0 that distant republic to ac­
cept wha-t appeared "to be liberal of­
fers of it-he authorities there.

Forty -members of -the Laurada’s 
expedition, consisting oif 315 people, 
are already dead, while the entire 
number taken out previously on the 
Danish steamship H-orsa have -been 
carried off toy iwhat is known as Jahn 
Bull fever.

Among the -party returning is Taylor 
Smith, of Forest City, Ark. He s-ays 
the country 1-s unfit for civilization, 
ant that those who went on the Laur- 
ada are penniless and almost naked. 
They have not sufficient money to get 
back to the States, and certain death 
awaits them. The -fever is carrying 
them off -rapidly. Several times they 
joined together and called on the 
President of the republic for help, but 
he gave them none.

When the expedition was made up it 
was represented that each married 
man -would toe given a plot of ground 
and a -house, and other grants were 
to be given -to the single men. Strips 
of land were given them, tout no 
houses, and they had no shel­
ter for months after their arrival. Pro­
visions command such high prices that 
they cannot be secured by the poor 
creatures, and -there is absolutely no 
way to earn a living.

Aid. McCallum thought that as the 
city are going to deal with the com­
pany they first • purchase _ from year 
after year until the system is com­
plete, inquiry should be made as to 
the financial standing of I the various 
companies. The city should have a 
guarantee that in five years’ time they 
could get boxes from the • same firm.

Mr. Clare Powell presented an Invi­
tation on behalf of J. W. Johnson, re­
presentative of I the United States Fire 
and Police Patrol Alarm Company, 
who desires the members of No. 3 
committee and Chief Roe to meet him 
at Grand ■ Rapids, Mich., tomorrow af­
ternoon, where they will have the op­
portunity of seeing both the United 
States and Gamewell systems in oper­
ation. The Stratford aldermen are 
going to be present, and the United 
States Company will bear all the ex­
pense.

Chairman 'Heaman said the commit­
tee should be under no obligation to 
Mr. Johnson, amt if they took the
