I am not a soldier’s wife, but a soldier's mother, and one of them 
that has to live on nothing and be glad she has boys to supply the 
country with, while those at Ottawa give big pay to those that do noth­
ing, and three or four years’ salary to retire on.

The board of control had a long session 
today, but the business transacted was 
largely routine in character.

City Engineer H. A. Brazier suggested 
more weighing accommodation for the 
city. He pointed out that there were 
only two city scales, one on the market, 
and tie in the east end, and these were 
altogether Inadequate to serve the citi­
zens. He suggested that a set of scales 
be placed at the incinerator, and. if 
thought advisable one at No. 4 fire hall, 
and another at No. 5 hall. If the council 
would not undertake this expense, he 
stated that he would see what terms 
could be made with the railways for the 
use of their scales.

Will Approach Railways.
The board did not favor much capital 

expenditure this year, and the Control­
lers will ask Mr. Brazier to see what 
terms he can make with the railway 
companies.

City Clerk S. Baker presented about 
one thousand bills being considered by 
the Legislature for improvements in mu­
nicipal matters. One of them is to pro­
vide for the taxation of railways, and 
other municipal enterprises. This was 
referred to Sir Adam Beck.

Municipal Department Needed.
"The Government should establish a : 

department of municipal affairs, where 
all such bills can be referred," said Con­
troller John M. Moore. "It is impossible 
for the municipalities to know what is' 
going on, but if there were a depart­
ment, proper legislation would be 
evolved. This is not fair to the public, 
nor to the councils."

This suggestion will be made. Mr. 
Baker will make a list of the bills, and 
refer them to the various council com­
mittees which might be interested in 
them.

The Advertiser Job Printing Company 
was given the contract for city printing. 
The bookbinding was divided between 
A. A. Langford and C. H. Bock.

The firemen's insurance was awarded 
to Beddome & Brown, who have been 
carrying the risks for some years, at $12 
a man for 46 men.

"I am not at all surprised, we have 
been expecting this for some time," was 
the statement made to The Advertiser 
today by Robert H. Harley, secretary of 
the London Retail Grocers' Association, 
in regard to the announcement today 
from the Canada Food Board that after 
May 15, only merchants and dealers ob­
taining a license can engage in retail 
sale of foodstuffs.

"Some time ago," continued Mr. Har­
ley, "we heard that the Government had 
a list of 200,000 retail grocers of Canada. 
We took it for granted that the list had 
been compiled with a view to imposing 
a tax of some kind, or taking some step 
to keep a tab on prices. The licensing 
system will effectively do away with 
hoarding goods, both on the part of 
dealers and consumers. It will also make 
impossible excessive charges."

Will Control Volume.
So far as the licensing of butchers is 

concerned, A. E. Dawes of Faulds & 
Dawes takes the view that the Canada 
Food Board not only purposes regulating 
prices, but also controlling the volume 
of business. "For example," said Mr. 
Dawes, "since we will be obliged to re­
port on our turnover, it is possible that 
If a butcher has been selling ten cattle 
a week, the food board will step in with 
instructions to him to only sell five cat-

It skins have to be removed—as In the 

case of beets, carrots, onions, etc.— 
they should either be scraped off or 
otherwise thinly peeled off after boiling. 
Fruits, such as apples, pears and others, 
need not be peeled at all for cooking 
purposes, but quartered and cored and 
cooked with their skins on. The tough­
est outer layer of skin can be removed 
after cooking by pressing the fruit 
through a sieve, and this method of 
skin removal prevents the waste of the 
mineral content.

In many cases skins by themselves 
can be prepared as a separate article of 
food. The peel of grapefruit or oranges 
makes a delicious and wholesome candy. 
Simply cut the peel into strips, cover it 
with cold water, boll it until it is tender.

Some boys and girls discovered that there was something worth reading even • 
for them a week or two ago in the Consumers’ League. It was a story about a• 
boy named Frank Burgess, an American boy, who closely followed department • 
of agriculture instructions and succeeded in raising a genuine prize pig. This 
wasn’t just a story for boys and girls living in the country or In villages, but ■ 
for boys and girls in the city who are fortunate enough to have good big• 
lots. This year, in view of the demand for greater production, the city bylaw • 
has been modified to permit city people, under conditions considered proper |■ 
by the medical officer of health, to raise pigs within city limits. Wouldn’t • 
some boy or girl like to try the experiment? The school children took 
a keen Interest last year in gardening, and In many cases succeeded admirably. 
One garden plot comes to mind, situated over in West London, and worked • 
under the auspices of the Women’s Gardening Association. The young people 
who shared the plot were handicapped by a late start. They had tried out| 
another plot at the proper planting time, and were a whole month late in get- I■ 
ting onto the land when the first piece was found impossible. But their euc-• 
cess under the circumstances was a genuine triumph. -

Tills year. Inspector C. B. Edwards states, special efforts will be made to • 
Interest the children of the public schools in home gardens. In addition, there| 
will be three, and perhaps more, community plots, one adjacent to Tecum-• 
sell avenue school; a second at Pottersburg, and possibly a third in the Ryer- ,• 

•son school district. Why not introduce variety into city backyard farming 
I by raising a pig where the objections of the family can be overcome and, ow-• 
ing to the size of the grounds, the neighbors will have no reason to go on |■ 
strke?•

And if several boys undertake to raise pigs, why not form a pig club? 
They have pig clubs for boys and girls organized all over the state of Massa-• 
chusette, and right In the aristocratic city of Boston. Such confidence have 
even financial institutions In the ability of the young people to make good ■ 
that they frequently advance the money to give the children a start.

BANKS BACKING THE CLUBS.1

Miss Ethel MacRobert, supervisor of the Women’s Government Employ- 
ment Bureau who has recently been in Boston, has secured for this department 1 
the following information from Mrs. William A. Copeland, secretary and t 
treasurer of the Woman's National Farm and Garden Association, New England■ Branch, in regard to the way the industry is encouraged in her State. Mrs. — 
Copeland says “I will give you an illustration of what a bank in Massachusetts did to help start pig clubs’ work in Its county. After talking with the school 
authorities as to the advisability of the plan, the Plymouth County Trust Com­
pany of Brockton sent word to the boys and girls of the county that there 
would be 150 little pigs ready for distribution on a certain date to the boys and girls who would join the pig club, follow the instructions of the leader, and 
sign a note saying that they would pay the sum of $5 to the Plymouth Trust- Company, when the pig was killed In the fall. The boys and girls 
responded. Not one dollar was lost by the Trust Company, and so great was the success of the project that each year the number of pigs givenout has 
been increased. This year 500 pigs are to be given out to the boys and girls.

For the guidance of the members of the pig clubs, a "Primer of Instruction 
on Pork Production" is issued In connection with the extension service of the 

Mta London boys and etris trike to set the pis club fashion in this 
country in view of the fact that pork producing is such a patriotic service at 
thia time, and also because it should be & paying business?

GRUMBLING— A WAR-TIME WASTE.
What more can you do than already you ere doing to back up the efforts of - 

the newly-appointed divisional representative for London division of the recently 
created conservation publicity section of the Canada Food Board, Who is he, - 
and what is it all about? Why, he is one of London’s best known citizens, Mr. 
James Gray, and the task he has accepted is nothing more nor less than mobil­
izing the retail merchants of the whole of Western Ontario for a grand co- 
operative campaign to educate the people In the conservation of food, elimination 
of waste, and stimulation of home or garden production. The means to be 
adopted for the achievement of this educational end is by window displays, edu- 
cative phrases in advertising, placing of pamphlets in parcels, etc. The divis- 
tonal representative isn’t going to get a cent of pay for his expenditure of 
time and effort, which, of necessity, must be heavy.

But he isn’t counting the personal cost and inconvenience. His one big, 
overwhelming desire is to see the end of the war and to help the .Empire and 
her allies to the utmost of his power.

It is necessary to do something personally to 
help to win the war and aid the conservation, elimination of waste and greater 
production campaign. What more can you do? , r

It begins to look as if the Government were going to find out for you If 
'you don't find out for yourself, with the announcement appearing a few days 
Iago of a national registration of both sexes over sixteen years of age in order| 

to insure the maximum of war production. Judging by the grumbling beard 
about the hardships of war, aggravated by weather conditions of the present 
winter It looks as if quite a number of Canadians are still of the opinion that 
the worst of the war is the cutting off of the trains on which they like to travel, 
the reduction of their coal supply, or the necessity for going without some of 
the luxuries to which they have been accustomed in the past Probably the 
grumblers will agree with General Sherman more than ever about the nature of| 
war, if they are taken from the positions which they arc at present filling, in| 
order to do work to speed up war production.

Seated in front of his own bright grate fire some days ago, & man past 
' military age complained quite plaintively about the way hardships had Increased 

this past winter. "If things keep on getting bad at the rate they have this past 
three months I don’t know where we are going to be," he said. Then he rose 

- to accompany his guests to the dining-room where a bountiful table was laid.
I “They talk about the hardships of the early pioneers," said another man, I classed as not medically fit for overseas service, “the early pioneers didn't have I anything on me when It comes to hardships. Between water backing into our 

cellar, and the chase I have had for fuel all winter, I think I have had about my 
share of war and pioneering,” he said. He admitted that his family had never 
really been without some kind of fuel, though there were occasions when it ar- 
rived “just in the nick of time," which he apparently considered constituted a 
perfectly good excuse for grumbling.

All kinds of sympathy are felt for the family that has really suffered from 
cold and want for days at a time this winter, for the woman who has gone out to her day’s work of washing and scrubbing for others, "chilled to the heart" 
because there hadn’t been a stick of wood or teacupful of coal in her home for 
hours. But the same kind of sympathy can scarcely be extended to the woman| 
who says, “I am terribly disappointed. Wo had fully intended having an auto­
mobile this year, but since the prices have advanced, my husband says it is 
simply out of the question.

“Oh dear I wonder when the war will be overt And they say it really won’t 
1make a’ difference for years after the end of the war, it will take so long for 

prices to get back to normal. Perhaps we won’t even live to see them back 
where they were before the war.

One thing that could be dispensed with very nicely at present, and which 
------would be a real elimination of waste, would be the grumbling at conditions 

which cannot bo helped. The people who are doing their best to Improve con­
ditions and to help win the war are too busy to waste time and strength in

An ancient end honorable cure for discontent and grumbling on the part of■ 
people who are really pretty comfortably fixed in life is the cure which has 
stood the test of ages, comparing one's lot with that of others in worse plight.

What if economies have to be practiced in order to make ends meet. 
Even supposing every bone goes into the soup pot and not a shred of meat is 
wanted “ isn’t it a satisfaction to provide tor the family needs so efficiently? 
Would you really feel satisfied to go back to the old way that was really 
wasteful? ..

To get back to the “ancient and honorable cure. Reading the economy ex- 
perfences of many of Great Britain’s most prominent citizens as related from 
time to time In old country papers, shows up our Canadian adventures In 
economy enforced or voluntary, in rather a different light. In the Weekly Dis- 
natch of London England, of a few weeks ago, several well known people told 
for the benefit of readers what they were doing about conserving food and other 
difficulties in their own homes. The following are extracts:

SIR T. VANSITTART BOWATER, an ex-Lord Mayor of London, wrote 
"We have had very little meat, tea or sugar fort some weeks, and we are very 
pleased to go without if it is helping to win the war. . If the winning of 
the war is worth any sacrifice then let us carry on cheerfully whatever de- 

‘sir ALPHEUS C. MORTON, M. P., governor of St. Bartholomew’s Hospital, 
and a member of the city food control committee, told his experience as fol- 
lows- "I have given up sugar except for a little honey sugar which the cook puts lowsy the puddings. We have not had a joint of meat In the house since the 
Sunday before Christmas. We have had no butter for eighteen months, and 
have lately been unable to get any bacon.

A well-known American authoress and journalist, living in London, Eng., 
has been a law unto herself so far as food regulations are concerned for more 
than two years She says: “I do not consume more than two-thirds of the 
rations suggested by Lord Rhondda. During the past two year. I have limited 
myself to half a pound of meat a week, but of course, at present I have no 

at all I have only bread and margarine or jam or marmalade, when I 
Tan get it for breakfast. I have had margarine when obtainable Instead of but­
ter ever since the beginning of the war. so that I have forgotten what butter
