0. C., 4th Julv, 1885.-On a Memorandum, dated lut July, 1885, from the Acting Minister of Rail-
ways and Canais, submitting that, by an Order in Council passed on the 17th June last, the
provisions of an Order in Council of the 28th May, 1884, reducing from twenty cents te ten
cents per ton the Dominion Canal Toile on Wheat, [udian Corn, Oats, Peas, Barley and
Rye, shipped for Montreal or any other Canadian port east of Montreal, were continued in
force for the present season of navigation.

The Minister represents that it is very strongly urged by those interested in the trade that the
relief afforded by this Order is insufficient te meet the case, and he, the Minieter, considering
the experiment of further reduction to be worth trial, in view of the total abolition of Tolls
on the competing Erie Canal, recommends that in place of ten cents per ton the Tolle on
the products above enumerated be fixed at two (2) cents per ton from the first day of the
present month of July to the end of the present season of navigation and no longer, and
that the Order in Council of the 17th June last be cancelled.

AN ACT RESPECTING THE DEPA RTMENT OF RAILWAYS A. D. 1886.
AND CANALS.

ER Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate

ARTICLE 9.-PENALTIES FOR MAKING FALSE REPORTS.

GOVERNMENT HOUSE,
OTTAWA, Thursday, 6th Oct., 1881.

Present:

HONORABLE TRI DEPUTY 0F HIS EXCELLENCY THE GOVERNOR
GENERAL IN COUNOIL.

On the recommendation of the Honorable the Minister of Inland
Revenue and the Honorable the Minister of Justice, and under
authority of the Act 31 Vic. (1867), chap. 12, the Honorable the
DOputy of His Excellency the Governor General has been pleaEed
to raake the following regulations authorizing the imposition of
PDealties for failure to make reports of cargoes and tonnage of
vessels entering the Canals and also for making false'reports, as
follows

1. Rvery owner, master or person in charge of any vessel, boat,
barge or raft about to enter any Canal shall, before entering, make
to the nearest Collector of Canal Tolls or other proper officer a full
ad complote report setting forth in detail-

(a) The quantity and description of the cargo contained inlsuch
¾ssel, boat or barge;

(b) The registered tonnage of the vessel, boat or barge,-or,
(c) In the case of rafts the number of pieces of timber or logs,

and with referenco to rafts of square timber the number of cubic
feet contained therein, and

(d) Generally such other information as may be necessary for
,,raPuting the toits to which the vessel, boat, barge with the cargo
Oontained therein, or the raft, as the case may be, is liable to pay.
ivery such report shall be signed by the person making it, and

correctness shal be declared to before the Collector of Tolls or
other officer in charge.

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3. The Collector of Tolls or other officer in chargo is hereby
authorized to require of any owner, master or other person in charge
of any vessel, boat, barge or raft entering any canal, communication
of all manifests, clearances, bills of lading, specifications, certificates,
measurements and all other papers relating to the vessels and their
cargoes, or to rafts, and to enter upon and to examine any such vessel,
boat, barge or raft and take account of the cargoes or quantities
they contain.

4. Any owner, master or other person having charge of any
vessel, boat, barge or raft entering any Canal, who-

(a) Neglects or refuses to make such reports as herein provided,
-or,

(b) Who refuses to produce papers or to give any information
such as is herein required,-or,

(c) Who impedes or prevents any Collector of Tolls or other officer
in the performance of bis duties,-or,

(d) Who gives any false information in relation to any matter
herein referred to, shall, for each and every such offence, incur a
penalty of not less than five dollars nor more than twenty dollars,
and shall, in addition thereto, pay double tolls on all articles wholly
or in part omitted from any report made by him in pursuance of
these Regulations.

No Lot Passes to be issued to Steam Tugs or other small vessels
for less than 25 cents, as a minimum charge; but such ves-
sels, not carrying freight or passengers, can obtain, on pay-
ment of.630 a season " Let Pass," which will pass them up
and down the Canals as often as desired.

Goods shipped to any port west of the St. Lawrence Canais, Tolls
upon which have already been paid for passage through
such Canais, 'may be re-shipped from such ports and be passed
through the Welland Canal free of Tolls, in the same way as
if they had been shipped through direct in the first instance ;
and goods going eastward, having paid Welland Canal Toils,
may be transhipped at any port on Lake Ontario, and there-
after pass free through the St. Lawrence Canais, as if they
had been shipped through direct in the first instance.

O. C., 8th October, 188.-On a Memorandum, dated 7th October,
1885, from the Minister of Public Works, representing that
the existing Tolle in connection with the channel at Burling-
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ton Bay, which constitutes the entrance to the Harbor of
Hamilton, are only those on vessls, steam or sail, viz :-One
cent per ton each way, ail other Tolls having been abolished
by Order in Council of the 1st April, 1873, and recommend-
ing that this Toll of one cent per ton, each way, be reduced
to one-third of a cent per ton, each way, during the season of
navigation.

1. On a Report dated 19th January, 1883, from the Minister of
Railways and Canals, submitting an application dated 17th August,
1882, from the Montreal Harbor Commissioners for the extension
to the new Lower Basin of the Lachine Canal of certain powers of
levying tolls conferred upon the Corporation by the Act 18 Vic., ch.
143, in respect of the Lower Basin on the old Canal.

2. The Minister further submits that the Commissioners urge that
the new Basin is used by sea-going vessels which have traversed
the improved deep-water channel between Quebec and Montreal,
upon which large sums of money have been expended by the Trust,
and that by this action the Harbor revenues are likely to be seri-
ously affected.

3. The Minister represents that the matter having been referred
for report to the Chief Engineer of Canals, who states to the effect,
under date 12th January inst., that at the time of the passage of the
Act cited (1855) the municipality was responsible for the expendi-
ture incurred in deepening the channel of the river, and that the
Government about ton years later assumed the d bt in respect of
Lake St. Peter, amounting to $1,164,235; further, that the Harbor
Commissioners have not in any way aided in the construction of the
new Canal entrance and Basins, and that ho is unable to see grounds
for giving them control over the revenue which may arise thora-
from.

4. The Chief Engineer suggests that the Commissioners should be
allowed to retain the right of levying dues in respect of the old
Lower Basin, but that the Government should retain full control of
the new works and Basins, and of the revenue that may be derived
from their use, and ho advises that the rates should be levied by the
Government on vessels loading or unloading in the new Basins equal
and similar to those levied by the Commissioners in respect of the'
old Basin.
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5. The Minister concurs in the view taken by the Chief Engineer,
and recommends that authority be given in accordance therewith.

6. The Committee submit the above recommendation for Your
Broellency's approval.

T'o the Honorable
The Minister of Inland Revenue.

Sr,-Herewith I have the honor to submit my report on the Inspection of

Weights and Mfeasures and Gas, with the usual statements in relation thereto, for
the year ended 30th June, 1886.

1. The total revenue collected during the year for the Inspection of Weights
'bd Xeasures was thirty-three thousand two hundred and thirty-three dollars and
ffty-nine cents ($33,233.59) as compared with thirty-one thousand four hundred
',Id eighty-one dollars and nineteen cents ($31,481.19) collected during the year
1484-85.

. The total expenses were sixty.six thousand four hundred and five dollars and
ý ety-seven cents (866,405.97) as against sixty five thousand, nine hundred and

'laty-eight dollars and seventy-one cents ($65,968 71) during the year 1884-85.

2. Appendix A gives a summary statement of the expenditure and receipte in
each Inspection Division.

Uamilton and Montreal are again the only divisions in which the receipts
eeceed the cost of collection.

In London, Orillia and Toronto the receipts exceed fifty per cent. of the cost
0f collection.

In Belleville, Kingston, Ottawa, Windsor, Quebec, Three Rivers, King's, St.
Oh7a, llalifax, Pictou and Yarmouth the receipts exceed twenty-five per cent. of

a8t of collection, and in the remainder of the Divisions the receipts vary from
even to twenty per cent. of cost of collection.
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A much better showing might doubtles3 be made by the majority of the
Divisions, if the officers in charge were more attentive to, and energetie in the dis-
charge of their official duties.

4. Since the date of niy last report the Divisions of Belleville, Kingston, Mon'
treal, Thrce Rivers, Sherbrooke and Quebec have been visited and inspected by MIr.
Johnstone, Chicf Inspector of Standards, by whom all brass standards of weight
were verifie I anI recrds f veriticatioi given to each of the Inspectors, and a1
iron 50 pound standards of weight, nurmbering over 1,200, were adjusted, verified

and stamped; and by whom were also adjusted, verified and stamped the weights
of eight portable kits.

A large majority of the standards of weight were found to be inaccurate

beyond the limit of error tolorated in standards.

The brass standards belonging to portable kits, as well as all tbe iron stan-
dards of weight in use in divisions visited, were, as already stated, carefullY

adjusted, veritied and stamped, but. in comsequence of there being no mechanio

attached to the Department, capable of properly adjusting the regular sets of brass

inspection standards Mr. Johnstone could do nothing more than carefully compare
them with the officiai standards in charge of District Inspectors of Inland Reven'e'

Si,-I have the honour to submit herewith the Report of the Chief Analyst
and those of the analysts for the several districts, together with tabulated state.
raents, prepared in this Department, of the results of the analyses of various samples
submitted to them.

The Report of the Chief Analyst is confined in the main to the analysis of fer.
tilizers, and will, I bave no doubt. commend itself to the interested public as of con.
sidera ble value. The subjoct is an important one to al] agriceulturists and no doubt
lill in the future engage more of their attention than it bas done in the past.

The Department feels increasingly every year the difficulty of accomplishing

anY important work with the small vote hitherto placed under its control for the
prevention of adulteration of food and drugs. During the past year 1,.42 samples
*ere analysed of which, as will be suen by the subj.>ined table, 893 were found to

be genuine, 208 adulterated and 41 were classed as -loubtful.

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It will be seen that 893 samples were analysed, at a cost of from 83 to 88 per
sample which turned ont to be genuine. It is eviient that if the mass of trade is
to be affected a much larger proportion of the food going into consumption requires
to be dealt with, and to this end the Dopartment is endeavouring to determine upon
some practical tests which may be easily applied by the offi >ers whose duty it is to
collect the samples for the public analysts, by the operation of which the tndoubt-
edly genuine articles may be eliminated and only those which are of doubtful char-
acter may be placed in the hands of the public analysts. When this has been
accomplished the expenditure for professional services will cover four or five times
the area it at present does. In pursuance of this policy interim tests for milk and

coffee have already been adopted and will in future be used by the collecting
cfficers.

That far coffee is Eigar's skimming and coloration test, as modified by Mr.
McGill, of this city.

The test adopted for milk is one recommended by certain municipal authorities

in Bivaria carried on by the use of "Quevenue lacto dersimeter " with thermometer,

&c., and " Feser's lactoscope."

This has been partially applied during the past year with favourable resuits;
for instance ; In Quebec during S ptember and October 58 samples of milk were

taken by Inland R venue officers. Of these, 22 passed at once as containing more
than 3j per cent. butter fat, the remaining 36 being sent to the public analysts.

It is not intended that these preliminary tests should take the place of analysis;
the object is simply to separate the undoubtedly good from suspicions samples, thus
permitting the inspection of a much larger number at less expense for analysis.

Besides the work carried on in the Departmental laboratoryin connection with
the analysis of food, drugS and fertilizers, 31 samples of mst diverse descrip'ions

have been submitted by the following Departments: Cu'stoms, 59; Agriculture, 6;
Militia, 1; Interior, 1.

REPORT OF THE CHIEF ANALYST.

INLAND RVENUE LABoRATOaY,
OTTAWA, 20th December, 1886.

To the Commissioner of Inland Revenue.
Sia,-On the 20th of March last, I was appeinted Chief Analyst, in the room of

the late H. Sugden Evans. My first duty in writing this report is to place on record
lu it the following.notice of his life and usefulnees, which appeared in the journal of
the Society of Chemical Industry (Vol. V.. No. 3, page 157).

"I Henry Sngden Evans, born 19th May, 1830, was the youngest son of John
evans founder of the firm of Evani. Lescher & Webb, nf London, and 'Evans, Sons
& Co 'of Liverpuol, wholesale and export drnggists. Educated at the Merchant
eailor's School, and under Or. Whitehead, of Ramgn, ho was early apprenticed to
hi8 father's business in Bartholomo v Close.. In 1847 ho enterod as a student at the
?Iharmaceuticui Society, and passed ail the examinations, which were at that time
VolIntary.

"Jn 1849 ho was elected a Fellow of the Chemical Society. He assisted.in the
foitnation of the ' Liverpool Chemists' Association,' of which ho was twice president
1857, 1858), and ho was also identified with the formation of the Liverpool Natural
istory and Microscopical Society. In 1860 ho was elected a member of the Council

Of the Pharmaceutical Society, becoming prosident in 1869. He represented the
»harmaceutical Society at the International Congress in Vionna, in 1868, and in 1873
served as a juror on food at the International Exhibition in t hat city. [n 1870 ho
Y'4 awarded the diplomas of the Pharmaceutical Societies of Vienna and St. Peters-

rg, and was elected a vice.president of the Royal Mioroscopical Saciety.
" Ho proceeded in 1879 to Canada to conduct a branch of his business at Montreal,

d in 1884 ho retired from mercantile affairs, and accepted the appointment of
Chief Analyst to the Dominion.

"lIn February last he went on Government business to Boston and New York, and
it *as at the latter place that ho was seizod with an attack of pneumonia which
rioved fatal on the 23rd. His kindliness of diFposition endeared him to all who knew

, and hie loss is deplored by a large circle of friends. His death is also an
1Questionable loss to the Dominion Government."

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In tabulating these results the example of the Connecticut Agricultural Experi-
ment Station has, to some extent, been followed, but no estimation has been made
of the value of the various fertilisers.

It nay be well to explain that it is customary to do this in the United States, and
that the Experiment Stations of Connecticut, New Jersey and Massachusetts annually
agree upon certain trade values or costs per pound for nitrogen, phosphorie acid and
potash present in the raw materials ordinarily offering in United States markets,
and with these calculate the values of the various fertilisera whieh have been sub-
mittod to them for analysis.

It has not been considered advisable to undert ake, at present, a sithilar system of
estimating fertiliser values lu Canada, because thei e isnothing in the Act to authpr-
ize such practice, and it has not beeni generally adopted, and in fact has been stib
jected to criticism in other countries. There is further the difficulty in the analysi
of mixed manures, of distinguishing between the insoluble phosphoric acid derived
from bone, and that derived fiomimineral phosphate.

In thè above table all the selling' prices are given which have been quotedbY
the inahufacturers. With- some exceptions, they are not higher than correspondinlg
grades in the United StateA. At any rate, Ontario and Quebec are supplied with ferti-
lisera of good quality, and at reasonable rates, by our own manufacturers. This mst
be considered satisfactory when the higb cost of buying or manufacturing sulphurie
acid, and the limited market for artificial manures is taken into account, But if the
demand for these is to improve, it will be necessary for the manufacturers to sel1
equally as good grades at lower rates, and, in order to assist them in doing this, I uraY
here place on record certain facts more recently ascertained as regards the manufac-
ture of fertilisers, and the agricultural value of various manures:

lst. It is no longer considered necessary to dissolve bones in sulphuric acid for
the purpose of making the phosphoric acid more readily available. By steamig
(indir a pressure of 60 lbs.) drying and pulverizing them, they are obtained in tl
shape of a very fine powder, which is found to oxercise a more favorable effect tha"r

This la confirmed by the experirnents òf the Aberdeenshire Agricultural Associa.
ton, in whose proceedings for 1875-76, the following expression of opinion is found
(P. 36):-" Bone powder, from ordinary bones ground to a fineness similar to that of
oatmeal, did not produce nearly so good results as bone flour from digested boues,
grounded to nearly the fineness of wheaten flour, although the latter contained a
4iuch smaller quantity of nitrogen, and this bone flour. in which no part of the
Phosphates was soluble, compares favorably with soluble phosphates combined with
nitrogen at double the cost per plot."

2nd. These Aberdeenshire experiments, which have now become famous, have
Proved further, that soluble phosphoric acid is not superior to the insoluble to the
extent that is generally supposed. Mr. Jamieson, who conducted the experiments,
fUrnishes abundant facts to prove that " undissolved phosphate in finely ground copro-
lite acts almost identically with phosphate in crushed bone, that is to say, the action
le slow, but lasting, and the crop healthy." (Seventh Annual Report, 1882, p. 10.)

The dôpròlite here referred to is that of Cambridge or South Carolina, and is of
'ourse, attogethei' different from our Canadian apatýte. Regarding the latter and
simfilar minerals Mr. Jamieson states that " phosphate of iron, phosphate of alumina
'Çotmetimes called redonda phosphate) and even the crystalline 'lux phosphate of
fire (called apatite) are of little or no use as manure in their natural form."

Such of opr own manufacturers as mnake their superphosphate from apatite will
therefore, be obliged to continue to dissolvo it in sulphuric acid, but it is as well that
t½ey should be made aware that in South Carolins phosphate, they have a raw
n4terial which might be made available to the farmer without being go treated,

1 "1ng phosphorus) in the basic Bessemer convertor. On an average it contains

to 24 per cent. of phosphoric acid, and 46 to 54 per cent. of lime and magnesia.
e:ld experiments have been made with it at Downton and Ferryhill, in England,

kçProfessor Wrightson and Dr. Munro; near Bremen by Dr. Fleischer; at the
Farnstaldt Experimental Station by Professor Wagner, and at the Experimental

'n of Dalane by Professor Fittbogen. The result of these trials is thus summed
5
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up by Professor Watson Smith, (Journal of the Society of Chemical Industry, Vol. V,
1886; p. 465): ".From the thousand fold experiments tried, the following very
important data for agricultural science have been derived : That the Thomas basic
cinder, when reduced by grinding to the finest poqsible condition, is more quickly
effective than ground bones, is to be preferred in clayey and sandy soils poor in lime,
in wet meadows of an acid character, mossy, and for clover fields. In soil rich in
lime, when manured with a three fold quantity, greatly increased reaults were
obtained to bogin with, but, in addition, the good results were more lasting."
Professor Smith further states : " It is calculated, as regards prices, that at present
one pound of phosphoric acid in the form of the Thomas basic slag powder could be
delivered for about Id. (10 pfennings), also by means of .a subsidiary danging with
¼ to 1 centuer of chili altpetre per ¼ hectare (1 hectare = 2.47 imperial acres)
ground boues and guano can be replaced, and the best harvests obtained in a far
cheaper manner than formerly." The price here stated is very nearly the present
value of phosphoric acide in Canadian apatite in Liverpool. Of this Thomas.Gilchrist
ulag the quantity proauccd is very great. According to the most recent statistios
the total make of steel and ingot iron from phosphoric pig in England and the con-
tinent of Europe during the year ending 31st October, 1886, amounte to 1,313,613
tons, and the quantity of basic slag produced at the same time was 394,00i tous.
This latter amount corresponds to 160,000 tons of 80 per cent. apatite. Nearly ail of
this slag produced in Germany is very finely ground and used in place of super-
phosphate. If phosphoric acids can produce such results in a finely ground furnace
slag, it is surely worth while to ascertain whether Canadian apatite in a similar
condition cannot be made directly available as food for plants. If not, then our
apatite miners and fertiliser manufacturers should face the problem of converting ita
phosphoric acid into a condition as available as in the case of the Thomas cinder, Dy
melting it with basic fluxes.

4th. The cost of fertilisers in Canada is very much increased by the addition of
nitrogenous substances, the value of which can scarcely be estimated at less than 13
ents per ponrd of ammonia. When it is considered that thie substance is prodnced
in sufficient abundance on the msjority of our farms, it would seem to be more to the
interest of the farmer to save the ammonia of his stable manure than to purchat-e it
in fertiliters. The most reliable experiments have proved that, on the average, 87d3
per cent. of the nitrogen contained in the fodder and grain fed to farm stock-cattle,
horses and sheep-is found in the excreta of these animale, and that 50 per cent. Of
it is contained in the urine. Much of this is, of course, lost owing to the carelessness
of the farmer himself, but ammonia, as it forme in stable-yard manure, has, in every
case, too much opportunity of escaping into the atmosphere.

By strewing ground plaster in the stable behind the animals (about two Pounds
to each head daily) this loss can be entirely prevented, and stable manure of high
value produced. Instead, therefore, of selling ammonia to the farmers, our fertiliser
:manufacturers should endeavor to persuade them to make use of a material which
would fix the ammonia and improve the manare. A mixture of land plaster with
kainite, in smaller quantity, would effectually accomplish this, and it is not unlikely
that if a proportion of insoluble phosphate of lime (as South Carolina coprolite) were,
at the same time, added, stable manure of such a quality would be produced, and be
so effective, that the farmer would prefer this way of applying fertilisera and Use a
much larger quantity of them.

I trust the foregoing references will not be regarded as out of place in thi#
report, as we are entitled to assume that the object of the Fertilisers Act is to seeoU
to the farmer the manurial substances which he most requires,lin the best possib>
form, at the lowest possible price.

Another reason for giving the above particulars has been the desire exprese
by yourself, that the manufacturers of fertilisers should be assisted in their businO
by all the means at the.command of this branch of the Department.

tion1s of the Act in favor of municipal inspection of staple articles of food, milk, butter,

., will be accepted in this 'cífy in the near future under the terms of the Act.
The extension of the operations of the Act to the extent of the Inland Revenue

Itislrict involves some changes in the mode of collecting samples from the country
districts.

So far it appears that country samples are as generally adulterated as those of the
Oities of the Dominion, and the extension of the Act will probably prove beneficial to-
'h country at large. In large centres, this will suggest the appointment of a
geaeral district inspector.

In Paris the grocers are subjected to an annual visit of professora from schools of
medicine and pharmacy accompanied by an officer of police; and in the departments
the visit is made by the members of the medical jury. The object of this visit is to
ascortain the good or bad quality of the gooda sold and to secure the rigorous enforce-
ment of the law.

It is desirable that the Government should proceed with vigor against the sharne-
less manufacturers of these products, the most generally adulterated ones on the
market. The authorities would thereby protect the interesta of the public, who, if
Dot altogether a sufferer in the matter of health, is nevertheless made a victim in a
pecuniary point of view.

These different foods so generally used now for newly born children, cannot
be too often examined as to their composition, for the digestive organs of young
children areextremely delicate, and the first complaints with them are preciselY
those pf tbhe prgans of digeation, jaundice, spasmodic cholic of the stomach and of the
bowe1 gas.rog'ntestinal inflammation, diarrhoes and above all enteritis. I, fqr on;
have no. doubt that the terrible mortality which takes place among the newly borq,
particularly during the bot season, is greatly due to the use of badly prepared flours-
and painly of cow's milk poor in quality or procured from sick or baIy fed animals.
I venture to offer these observations in the hope of drawing the atteption of the GoV-
ernment and .corporations to the question so hotly discussed every year, as to the
oausç of such mortality among the ghildren. I believe that al! will agree with me
upon the desi-ability of à general analysis of milk and farinaceous foods at least-
twice a year, at the beginning and the end of the summer.

ery judicious, and should, in my opinion, be acted upon by the wine manufacturers,
are now so numerous.

Both samples were genuine.

Paris Green.
The three samples examined were free from'adulteration.

General Remarks.

In closing this report, I beg to be allowed to call attention to the remarks which
I made in my report of last year on the subject of the patent medicines manufac-
tured here and abroad. I have with pleasure noticed that the opinions then
expresëed were taken into consideration by the then chief analyst, Mr. Sugden
Xvans, who totally concurred in my views on the subject, that Parliament should
PaS a law binding the manufacturers of the patent medicines which stock the
170arket to the prejudice of the purse and health of people that can be influenced by
high sounding advertisements, to register their receipts in the Department of Inland
Nevenue, which should then submit the articles to analysis in order to control their
?o11position. I am prepared to asEert that some of these nostrums are absolutely
rert, while others are truly dangerous.

Canned Goods and Pickles.

Eleven samples were examined and all reported genuine, although two samples
of canned fruits contained it to 2 grains of tin to the pound, respectivoly.

Drugs.

Five samples of Paris green and two of epsom salts were examined and all
reported genuine. With regard to the Paris green, however. it is to be observed
that the samples differed widely in composition. One sample, No. 2805, was nearly
pure areenite of copper. The others were mixtures of arsenite of copper, with from
10 per cent. to 30 per cent. of arsenious acid or white arsenic. I do not know whether
this excess of arsenic is intentional or arises from carelessnoss in manufacture, bat I
am inclined to think that in many cases at least it is added purposely for the sake of
economy, and is therefore adulterated, viz., " the substitution of an inferior and
cheaper article in part."

I should recommend some standard or limit being fixed for Paris green, for ut
present it is hard to say what it is. Is it Sahule's green or is it Schweinfurth's green,
or may it be either; or is it any green pigment containing copper and arsenic?

In the abscenco of any action by the Dapartment in tbis matter, I should be
inclined in future to report any sample which contained auy great excess of arsenioun
acid, as adulterated.

0 Liquors.
I have not reported any liquors as adulterated, but 3 samples of spirits out of 9"

examined were of low alcoholic strength.
We have no regulation as to the strength of liquors. The English Act fixes as

the limit below which addition of water is adulteration at 25 under proof for brandy,
whiskey and rum and 35 under proof for gin. Two of the whiskies and one of the gin
fell below the limit. Unless the Department makes some regulation in this matter,
I shall in future follow the English Act.

Al the samples were examine4 for methyl alcohol; negative results were obtained
in all cases except one, and in this case evidenco of the presence of' methyl alcohol
was not sufficient to warrant its condemnation.

Milk.
Four samples out of 18 were reported adulterated, and one as doubtful.

Soda Water and Ginger Ale.
One soda water contained à grain of copper per gallon and was reported

adulterated.
In addition to the foregoing, I have examined 1 sample of sugar, 5 of honey, 18

of sweets and 8 of tea, all of which I reported genuine.

Ta other two ware b>th so strongly impregnated with dissolved
metais as to make ther unfit for food; the peaches having a large proportion of tin
with slight traces of iron; the cherries, strong traces of iron, very strong traces of
tin and slight traces of lead.

Canned Vegetables.
r 'Four cans of preserved vegetables were exatnined. The canned peas were quite
free from all metallic impurities; tho corn contained slight traces of iron; the beas
slight traces of tin and the tomatoes traces of iron and tin, but neither of these con-
tained the metals in sufficiently large proportion to make them unfit for food.

Honey.
îF Of the eight samples of honey analyzed, all were found to be free from adulte-

ration, four of them of superior quality, two good, one fair, and one inferior, it hav-
ing been carelessly prepared and become dark in color.

Candy.
Eighteen samples of candy were submitted for analysis, and all found free from'

adulteration. Seventeen were of good quality, and one inferior, owing to carelee-
ness in manufacture.

Mustard.
Of the four samples of mustard examined, two were found to be of good quality,

one doubtful, and one adulterated with excess of farinaceous matter.

Powdered Cloves.
Of the four samples of powdered cloves analyzed, three were found to be pure,

and one adulterated with about 15 per cent. of farinaceous mixture.

Powdered Pepper.
Four samples of powdered black pepper were examined, two proved to be pure,

one doubtful, owing to its being contaminated with sand, probably aun accidentai
impurity. The fourth was adulterated with about 60 per cent. of farinaceolls
adulterant.

Powdered Ginger.
Of the four samples of this substance examined, two were found pure, and twO
