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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

n F THE

ARTICLE I.

This Club shall be called the " MONT-

REAL HUNT."

ARTICLE Il.

The objects are for the encouragement
of fox hunting, racing, driving, riding, and
other sports, and for the maintenance of a
country place for social meetings and pur-
poses of amusement.

ARTICLE II.

1. There shall be a Committee for the

general management of the affairs of the
Hunt, consisting of the Master, Hon.
Secretary, and five other members, of
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wvhich three shall form a quorum. The
Committee shall have powver to appoint an
Assistant Secretary.

2. The Master of the Hounds shall be
the Chairman at ail meetings, and besides
taking charge of everything in the field,
he shall see to the interior economy of the
Hunt, and that ail contracts and .agree-
m-ents are carried out.

3. The Hon. Secretary shall keep the
books. collect subseriptions, etc., under the
directions of the -Master.

4. The Committee shall assist the other
officers of the Hunt wvith their advice and
co-operation.

5. Should the Mlaster or Hon. Secretary
be unable to attend to their duties, any
member of the Committee cati act for
them.

6. Sales, contracts, etc., must be laid
before the Committee.

7. The Comrnittee may from time to
time make such rules as they may flnd



expedient for the management and use of
the Club flouse, grounds, stables and

property.
8. If any member of the Committee

should resign, or should a death vacancy
occur, the Committee shall have power to
fill such vacancy.

ARTICLE IV.

i. The Annual General Meeting shall be
held on the last Wednesday in January of
each year, at which seven members shahl
form a quorum, wvhen the officers for the
ensuing year shall be elected by ballot, the
accounts received, and the usual business
transacted.

2. Special general meetings m ay at any
time be cailed by the Master, or by aniy
five members forwarding to the Master a
demand in wvriting stating the objeet
thereof ; the M aster shahl then call a gene-
raI meeting, stating the object thereof, and
the day of said meeting shaîl be wvithin teii
days of receipt of requisition, and seven
members shaîl form a quorum.



3. Notice of all general meetings of
members shall 1e mailed to the last known
post office address of each member at least
three days previous to the day fixed, and
such notice shall be sufficient.

ARTICLE V.

i. The number of members to be limited
to two hundred and fifty exclusive of
Honorary, Non-Resident and Privileged.
Each candidate for admission shall be
proposed by one member and seconded by
another, by a proposal in writing, to be
inserted in the book of candidates and
signed by both proposer and seconder,
and shall be balloted for at any ballot
which may take place after the lapse of
one week from the time of such proposal,
provided the name of the candidate and
his proposer and seconder have been
posted in the Club Room at least one week
before the day of ballot. No ballot shall
be valid unless fifteen members actually
ballot; and one black ball in seven shall
exclude.



2. No candidate wvho has been twice
rejected shall be eligible again, nor shahl
he be admitted into the Club House as a
visitor.

3. The names of Candidates for mem-
bership shall be mailed to merubers at least
three days before the ballot.

4. The ballot to, take place between the
hours of ten a.m. and four p.m. The
ballot box to be opened only ini the pres-
ence of twvo members of the Committee.
When the number of members iS 200 or

over, elections of ordinary members shall
not be held unless ordered by the Com-
mittee.

5, The entrance fee shahl be one hun-
dred dollars, and the annual subseription
fifty dollars, the latter payable in advance
on the first of January in each year.
Members elected subsequent to the 3oth of
September wvill pay a subscription of
twenty-five dollars for the year then cur-
rent.



6. Members residing more than five
hundred miles from Niontreal for over one
year, may,' by paying an annual subscrip-
tion of five dollars during such absence,
rejoin the Hunt w'ithout being ballotted
for or paying an entrance fee.

7. Absentee members returning to
Montreal and remainîng- iii the city more
than twvo wveeks and Iess than six months
shall be liable for haif the Annual Sub-
scription. If rernaining in the city for a
longer period than six months, they shaîl
be liable for the full Annual Subscription.

S. TEue followingpersons shail be eligible
for election as Privileged Members

(a) Officers iii Ris Majesty's Arm-y and
Navy and in Ris Active Militia Permanent
Force of the D)ominion of Canada;

(b) Any- member, civil or military, of
the staff of Ris Excellency the Governor-
Genieral for the tinie being;

(c) Any person holding a mnilitary and
civil appointnient under the Imiperial Gov-



ertiment wvho may be stationed iii Canada
for an indefinite period.

(d) Any Consul -General wvholly engage--
in the public service of his country who
niay be stationed iii Canada for an in-
definite period.

Any candidate for privileged niember-
ship shall be stated to be so on the posted
list of candidates ; the cause of the priv-
ilege must have been previously sanc-
tioned by the Committee.

A privileged member is relieved of pay-
ment of the entrance fee, but is subject to
payment of $25.00 for each period of six
months dated from the ist of January and
ist of July, and is subject to the Consti-
tution and Regulations of the Club.

A privileged member shaîl enjoy ail the
privileges of the Club, except voting,
holding office, introducing strangers as
fortnightly guests, or having an interest
in the property of the Club.

Any privileged member desiring to be-
corne an ordinary member of the Club



must be ballotted for again, under the
provisions required for ordinary members.

ARTICLE VI.

i. The name of every member failing to
pay bis annual subscription shall be ex-
hibited on the first of April, and if the sub-
scription be not paid on or before the first
of July, the Hon. Secretary shall report
accordingly to the Committee, wvho may
cause bis name to be erased fromn the list
of members ; but he rnay be readmitted by
the Committee upon assigning to themn
reasons which they may consider satisfac-
tory for bis failure of payment. Any
member whose dues are ail paid shall be
at liberty to withdrawv from the Hunt on
his written application to that effect, sent
to the Secretary before the Annual Gen-
rai Meeting of the Hunt.

2. Any member ceasing to belong to the
Hunt, by resignation or otherwvise. shal!
have no dlaim on any of the effects or
property belonging to the Hunt.



3. No inember shall be entitled to vote
on any occasion or enjoy any privileges
until he shahl have paid wvhatever fees rnay
be due by him to the Hunt.

ARTICLE VII.

Honotary Members mnay be elected at
any General Meeting of' the Hunt upon
receiving a twvo-thirds vote of the mnem-
bers present at said meeting, an d they wlvI
enjoy ail priviteges cf Ordinary Members
wvith the exce-ption of votingý1.

ARTICLE VIII.

If any miember be guilty of conduct
wvhich, in the opinion of the Cominittee, is
detrimental to the character or interests of
the Hunt, the Committee shahl summon
such memnber te appaar before them to
explaiii his conduet, and if lie negleet te
appear, or, hiaving appeared, shall fail te
satisfy them, the Cemmittee may suspend
such member from the privileges cf the
Hlunt for a period not exceeding two



months, or they may eall an extraordiiiary
meeting of the Hunt to consider the mat-
ter, and it shall be competent for such
meeting, by a vote of two-thirds of the
members present thereat, to suspend or
expel such memnber from the Hunt.

ARTICLE IX.

i. Any r--ce meeting uuider Hunt aus-
pices cannot take place unless decided
upon at a general meeting called for the
purpose, and the expenses of said race
meeting must be kept separate from the
Hunt accounts.

2. The programme to be prepared and
announced previous to the first of August
in each year.

3.. AiU Stewards elected for such races
shal) be chcsen from the members exclu-
sively, wvith the exception of the Mayor of
the City of Montreat for the tirne being.
Five Stewards to formi a quorum.



4. The Master, the Hon. Secretary and
Comrnittee shall be ipso fac/o Stewvards,
and the Master President of themn.

ARTICLE X.

The uniforin of the H-unt shall be scarlet
wvith dark bine faciiigs.

ARTICLE XI.

Any article of this constitution inay be
altered, amended or suspended for any
period by consent of two-thirds of the
inen-bers present at any' Special Generai
2\eeting, convened for that purpose, or at
the Annual General Meeting, provided that
such alteration, amendment or suspension
shall have been specified in the notice
sumnmoning such meeting.

ARTICLE XII.

Ail By-Laws of the Hunt passed and in
force previous to the fi rst of January, 1898,
are hereby repealed.
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ARTICLE XIII.

The members shall pay their bis
.c~hIy, at the beginning of each mouith.

The Committee shah, on the fifteenth of
each month, cause to be posted in the
Club Roomn, the names of mnembers in
arrears for the previous month ; and any
meniber so posted, who fails to pay his
bill by the end of the current month,
shall fot receive further credit, and shahl
be fiable to suspension or expulsion.



...RULES...

TO GOVERN LIHE CLUB HOUSE AND

PROPERTY.

i. The affairs of the Club House and
grounds shall be managed by the Master
and Committee.

A House Comrnittee shall be appoiiited
by the Comnmittee from time to time, to
look after the detail, management and
wvorking of the Club House.

2. The Committee shall bave power to
prohibit any game or sport which they may
consider prejudîcial to the good order and
interest of the Hunt.

3. Gi>ntlemien residino- in Montreal or

vicinity may be introduced for one day,
not oftener than once in thirty days, unless
for meals ; the naines of sucbi guests to



be entered in the visitor's book. This
privilege may be suspended on special
occasions.

4. Strangers residing more than io00
miles from the City of Montreal may be
introduced as privileged members for a
period flot exceeding fourteen days; the
names anid places of residence of such
strangers and members shall be recorded
in a book kept for that purpose:- such
privileged member to be introduced -n the
wvritten requisition of one member, he
undertaking to pay any obligations the
privileged member may iticur, and such
introduction to have the approval of one
member of the Executive Comriittee.
After expiration of fourteen days, such
strangers may continue to make use of
the Club for a period flot exceeding three
months on payment of Five Dollars per
inonth.

5. The Club House and grounds shaîl
be open to ladies and children of any
member's family, and to other ladies and



children accompanied by a member, save
and except any particular rooms or por-
tions of the grounds that may be set apart
by the Committee for the exclusive use of
members. But members' sons over 18
cannot make use of the Club House and
grounds unless accompanied by a member.

6. No member shall give any money or
gratuity to any servant.

7. No member shall take away from the
Club House, upon any pretence whatever,
any newspaper, pamphlet, book, map or
other article, the property of the Club.

8. Any cause of complaint that may
arise shall be written and signed by the
member complaining, which complaint
must be specially noticed by the House
Committee, and any inattention or im-
proper conduct of a servant is to be
signified in writing, over the signature of
such member, and must be laid before the
Committee at their next meeting.



9. BEDROOMs.-TIie charge for a bed-
room shall be Soc. per night. No bedroom
can be retained for more than three con-
secutive nights ; but, if at the expiration
of that time, the room is not required for
any other member, it may be retained trorn
day to day, on the distinct understanding
that the member retaining it must be
prepared to vacate within four hours, pro-
vided notice is given before 9 o'clock a.m.
A notice placed iii the room shall be con-
sidered as delivered to a member. No
meals shall be served in the bedrooms.

10. SMOKING Room.-This room shall
be exclusively for the use of members and
their friends. No refreshments from the
kitchen, other than sandwviches, toast, or
biscuits shall be served in thîs room.

i i. LADIES' DINING Roohi.-This; rooni
sh.Al be for the use of ladies of any mern-
ber's family and any other ladies accom-
painied by a niember, or it can be reserved
by aniy memiber for a party of niot less than



eight persons, on giving notice to the
Steward not less than six hoursin advance.

12. GENERAL IDINING ooî -i meals
shall be served in this room to members
and their friends. Smoking strictly for-
bidden.

13. COMMITTEE. RooN.-This roomn may
be used by members, except wvhen re-
quired for the use of the Committee.

14. A member rnay obtaiîi the entire use
of the Club House for an evening enter-
tainment of his ow'n, Saturdays and holi-
days excepted, on making application to
the Secretary ini writing not less than teîî
days; before the date of the proposed enter-
tainment; notice of such reservation to
be sent to every member not less than five
days previous to the date of said enter-
tainnment. The charge ini such cases shall
be $40, but not more thian onie eveiniiin
a wveek can be so reserved. On such
occasions the Club Hou.se wvill be closed
at six p) ni.
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15. STABLES.-The charges shall be 25 c.
for each feed and 25c. for stall per nighl.
No stali can be retained for more than
three consecutive nights, but, if at the ex-
piration of that time, the stali is not re-
quired for the horse of any other member,
it may be retained from day to day on the
distinct understanding that the member
retaining it must be prepared to remove
bis horse within four hours, provided no-
tice is given before 9 o'clock a m.
