' Good News from Lapland.

In preceding numbers of The American
and Forcign Christian Union we have given
notices of the history and present state of
religion in Norway, Sweden sud Finland.
In the sorthern portions of these three coun-
tries the Laplanders live—both the station-
ary and momadic tribes of them. Within a
very short time a friead in St. Petersburg,
Russia, has forwarded to us the following
statement, which we are sure will be read
witi'mach interest. It is cheering to read |
of the glorious ehange which the Gospel,
rendered effectual by the Holy Bpirit, works
in the hesrts and lives of evea the mnst de-
graded of the human race. Maey this bles-
sed work go oa till it bas thordughly perva-
ded every family of these poor peaple, the
fading remains of an ancient Asiatic emi-
gratios, which has never become thoroughly
Europeaniged.

* At lust good news sbout the spresd of
the Gospel has also been received drom the
remotest corner of Europe. Though the
inbabitants of that country are gemerally not
considered 10 be heathens, yot they are
Christians ooly by name. Their wandering
life, having vo fixed abodes, makes it im-
possible to have s regular ministry amongst
them; and though the Swedish government
have established parishes and erecied meet-
ing bouses in several districts where, at
stated times, & minister from the nearest
government preaches to them, baptizes their
children, and sdmivisters the sacrament,
yet the principal means of imparting instrac-
tion to them was kept up by sending cate-
chists amoagst them. However, extremely
little could be done in this way, the people
remained in gross ignorance sad supersti-
tion, and through their excessive intemper-
ance they are in 2 most aojeet situation, and
fast wasting away, since a Laplander is
teady to part with every thing he owns
:efely to gratify his sensual appetite for

n‘d{. :

* Under these circamstances the atten-
tion of the Biockholm Missionary Society
and the Swedish T'emperance Bociety was
drawn 0 this quarter. They seut Mission-
aries to reside amongst them, to teach them
to read, and tospread tracts. After several
years’ fruitless labour the Lord has been
pleased to crown this work with His blessing.
Official accounts have been received that a
geueral religious revival has taken place in
the two parishes of Sukkasjirew and Enon-
tekis. The Lord appears 10 have chosen
one of their own nation as the chief instru-
ment for this blessed work. John Raatamua
bad been placed by Laestadius as teacher
of the school at Lainis, which, as an expe-
riment, had been established at that village.
J. R. had had his eyes opened by the divine
light,and had become truly converted to the
Lord Jesus. His endeavours were now not
oaly directed to instruct the children at the
school in the blessed truihs of the Gospel,
but he wished to turn also the grown up
amongst his cauntrymen from darkness to
light.  His exhortations had such an effect,
that not only a great change became visible
amongst the children, but he prevailed on
all the inhabitants of the rillage to renounce
entirely the use of brandy: and they set to
work in earnest, for they broke in pieces
all brandy casks, and let the contents run
to the ground; such a proceeding had the
effect of an electrical ‘spark’upon the whole
neighbourhood. From far and near the

people came to see the foolish inhabitauts of !

Lainis, who had emptied the noble brandy
on the ground. They were resolved to re-
monstrate with the chief instigator, John R.,
and to teach him better manners. But J.R.
was too well-grounded in his Bible to be
taught apd convinced by them. His elo-
quence was such that all who came went
home with the conviction that it was bigh
time for them to leave their sinful ways and
to turn to the Lord. Pastor Laestadius
says :—In a short time it came about that
ALw the inhabitants in both parishes follow-
ed the example of Lainis, and that at pre-
sent only the clerk aod the tax-gatherer,
with one or two incorrigible drunkards, re-
main defending brandy. Even Peter Raat-

tamaa, the brother of John, who bLitherto]a loft, part ¢f the flooring of which had !

was living like a beast never getiing sober,
is now converted, and the most zealous ad-
vocate of entire abstinence, so thet he has
become a terror to his former comrades and
to all deslers in spirits, though he fights only
with spiritual weapons. It would be highly
desirable if this man could be sent through
the length and breadth of the country, be.
csuse incalculable benefit might arise from
it. ‘The great change that has happened
in both parishes cannot fully bé described
Crimes and vices have dissppeared —the
bitterest enmity amongst neighbours is ap.
peased—stolen goods have been returned—
pardon has been asked for former offences
—the poor amongst them ate supported by

voluntary subscriptions—for the school st

ZLainis ninety-five dollars have been colleet-
ed by these poor people; nay, even for the
missionary cause a great gesl has been

‘awakened, and they are not nnly desitons

of hearing information from the heathen
world, but they have commenced ‘prayer
theetings for the -Missionaries, and make
edllections for the Missionary Sociey.
Two women each came lately with a
cheess of the milk of a rein ::et, all that
they poseessed, and wished them to be sold
fo:’(ho benefit of the Soclety.

 That this extraordinary pevival is draw-
ing the attention of the government to that
part of the country uppears frem the follow-
ing official report of M. Hackzele (a Jus
tice of the Peace) to the Governor of the
Province. He writes—a most remarkahle
religious spirit has beea awakened through-
out the papulation, and though the effects
show rather too violeat & zeal to convert
everybody, and make apparent a kind of
spiritual pride or high-mindedness, unerer-
theless, it eannot be denied that upon the
whole, most excellent effects are becoming
visible. Every crime has entirely disap.
peared. This people, that was befure near-
ly coustantly drunk, has become entirely
sober. At the fairs held at Karesuando and
Wittaugi there was no brandy to be met
with, &ot one of thove present was seen
in the least touched with liquor. Whoever
kuows the irresistible appetite of a Lap-
lander for brandy, the shouting and yelliug,
the fighting, quarrelling, and defrauding
that is carried on on such occasions can-
oot but wonder at the amazing change, in
seeing them now at their fair so quiet, so
peaceable, so still, as if they were assem-
bling before the place of worship. 1Is it
likely that in all Swedea auother parish may
Lefound where aLL the inhabitants, as here
with us, have abandoned brandy altogether ?
I very much doubt it. To the fair at Wit-
tangi two shopkeepers and one bookbinder
had come, but instead of braudy the former
had flour, and spld, to their great satisfac-
tion, for &200; but the bookbinder sold
religious books for 8500. If things go oo
in this way, lawyers aud justices will have
no more employment here. In former
times there were annually about eighty-five
cases for the decision ofthecourts. At the
last court twenty-eight cases were reported,
but eighteen had already been settled Ly
compromise, and ouly ten, quite iusignifi-
cant cases, (oot criminal) came before the
judges. Not one crime or trespass of the
law has been committed in - both parishes
within the last year. ‘I'he zeal of the peo-
ple for keeping up the school at Lainis, when
they heard that the sum assigned for that
purpose was fouad insufficient, became ap-
parent by their contributing not only moaey,
but many silver ornaments, to an amount of
two pounds in weight. There is every
probility that this remarkable change is fast
spreading to the neighbouriug parishes.”

Trixapap.—Alien Ordinanee.—The Port of
Spain Gazette of the 16th ult., contains the fol-
lowing remarks on an ordinance about to be pass-
ed, entitled the ** Alien Ordinance :—

The Alien Ordinance, as now before us, ap-
pearsto us on a careful perusal, to be of an ex-
tremely mild and miost unobjectionable character.
It merely requires that all Aliens arriving here
sheuld be reported by the master of the vessel to
the Harbour Master,—that they should exhibit
their passports, if they have any ; and that their
“ names, rank, occupation and description’’ shall
be taken down in writing by the Harbour. Mar-
ter, as also the country they belong to, and the
place from whence they came. The Ordsnance
further gives the Governor power to ship off the
colony any alien arriving here since the 30th
June last, whose presence may be conridered by
bim inimical to the public peace. Fhis is a
power with which it is most necessary bis Ex-
cellency should be armed, but it is quite certain
rit will only be wielded in a case of emergensy,
and that his Excellency will, on all occasions, be
provided with ample reasons for satistying the
8ecretary of State of the justioe and necessity of
80 extreme a step.
