True, the weather was very unpro- 
pitious, nevertheless, the Chapel was filled, 
God was eminently present, and in the even­
ing of Sunday, one individual professed to 
have been pardoned, and made happy in the 
love of God. It was one of the most bless­
ed and profitable times to my own soul that 
I have experienced for many months.—
